On April 19, the Forestburg 

ISD School Board was 
presented with a concern about 
students taking modified 
classes being ranked higher in 
class standings than 
mainstream students. Of the 
two students academics: the 
one receiving Salutatory 
honors has taken modified or 
basic classes for four years and 
the other has taken 
recommended, advanced and 
college/dual credit classes. The 
board was presented with other 
school ranking systems and the 
reminder that they had the 
legal authority to change 
school policy at any time for 
the betterment of the school. 

On May 17, another board 
meeting was held and the issue 
of ranking was again brought 
to their attention and a request 
for action was presented. The 
question of incomplete student 
transcripts was placed before 
the board. The board in their 
infinite wisdom and concern for 
school standards refused to 
take action and change policy 
for this graduating class. When 
the matter was brought forth 
for discussion NOT ONE 
BOARD MEMBER HAD 
ANYTHING TO SAY. The only 
response to the situation was a 
statement read by board 
president Dale Hudspeth 
stating that current policy had 
been voted on and would stand. 

When a parent brought forth 
a concern about the school 
canceling certain school 
programs (cheerleading & golf 
among others), the policy 
concerning Baccalaureate 
services, and a school camera, 
Superintendent T. Brad Lane 
had the audacity to laugh & 
roll his eyes from the time she 
mentioned Baccalaureate until 
she finished. This shows the 
total lack of respect that 
parents receive at board 
meetings. 

This week the school 
principal was telling a group of 
students that if they didn't-like 
the way things were going at 
this school to "go down the hill, 
turn left and drive fourteen 
miles to Saint Jo." When called - 
on the comment, his reply was 
that he was only joking. In 
light of the current situation at 
this school, the comment was 
in very poor taste and some 
parents are taking his advice.

Tiny flags on millions of American graves will stir gently in the breeze this Memorial Day 
as our nation gives thanks to the ultimate sacrifices of its citizen soldiers. They fought and died 
to keep our nation free. Millions of disabled American veterans, who also greatly sacrificed, will 
be at cemeteries across America to assure than fallen brothers and sisters are remembered with 
honor. But it is deeply saddening and disturbing that these men and women, disabled by war, are 
not remembered. They are part of lost generations who fought in wars, were severely wounded, 
but go largely unnoticed except when they turn out to salute their fallen comrades on Memorial 
Day. 

To correct that oversight, legislation is pending in the U.S. Congren to create • national 
memorial in Washington, D.C. to uniquely honor disabled veterans who served and sacrificed for 
their country. I am very proud to be a part of the effort to create • special memorial to honor the 
nearly 2.3 million disabled veterans living today. This memorial, to be funded by private 
contributions, will be the first national monument dedicated to disabled veterans who we kill 

living .  

To accomplish this noble goal, the Disabled Veterans' LIFE Memorial Foundation was 
created as a non-profit corporation. It is led by Chairman Lois B. Pope, • philanthropist, and 
President Arthur H. Wilson, Chief Executive Officer of the million member organization, the 

Disabled American Veterans_ Jesse Brown, former Secretary of the Department of Veterans 
Affairs, serves as Executive Director. The Foundation looks with great anticipation to 
cooperation born the Parks Service and Congressional approval of legislation to achieve our goal 
to honor America's disabled veterans. 

This memorial will be symbolic of the soul and spirit of America, it will proudly recognize 
the hardships and sacrifices demanded from, end faithfully accepted by, the millions of men and 
women who bear the scars of war. It will inspire future generations of Americans to recognize 
the power and virthe of sacrifice, and to remember those who have defended our land in war and 
peace. Above all, the memorial will stand as an important symbol of the cost of freedom, • 
timeless reminder that the sacrifices of disabled veterans are appreciated, and that America 

salutes its defenders. 

Throughout our history, disabled veterans have paid the price for American freedom and 
have borne the deepest wounds and scam of war. They are only our unsung heroes. Therefore, 
America has a solemn obligation to assure that these mm and women who have served and 
sacrificed for this country and the cause of freedom will never be forgotten. 

The price of freedom continues to be paid long after the guns fall silent — lost limbs, 
disability. blindness, paralysis, and other unique, extensive. and debilitating injuries. There are 
also the costs of lives lost and lives shortened. and lives that are forever changed. 

Disabled veterans' lives were traumatized by their military experiences. Many will never 
know the wonder of a morning me because they have no legs or legs that are paralyzed and 
useless. Others can never hold their children or grandchildren in their arms because they have no 
amts. Many will never enjoy the beauty of a sunset or a spring day, because they live in eternal 
dulcness. Burned deep within their memories are the horrors and brutality of war. They pay the 
price of freedom for a lifetime. 

The price of freedom has a long history. Today, there are two widows and 15 children of 
Civil war veterans who ruche compensation for the veterans' service-connected deaths. There 
are 13 American veterans still living today who were disabled in the Mexican Bonder War 
against Poncho Villa. There are 779 disabled veterans who suffered from the gas attacks and 
barrages of World War I. Nearly 798,000 veterans who were disabled during World Wu It 
continue their service to America today as part of what Tom Brokaw has called "America's 
greatest generation." Nearly 273,000 Americans disabled during the Korean War are preparing 
to memorialize the se Anniversary of that conflict. Contributing to slaking our nation great are 
815.000 disabled veterans who served during the Vietnam Era. And 231,000 veterans disabled 
during the Persian Gulf War will be part of the American landscape far into the 21 .  century .  

The newly 2.3 million disabled veterans in America today continue to make significant 
contributions to our nation's spirit and vitality. And sadly, that munber will continue to grow, 
because the world is still a dangerous place. 

On this Memorial Day, we will give thanks to the approUrnately 1,000 veterans who die 
each day. Most of them are World War II veterans, and many of them have died or will die from 
the complications of wounds suffered during combat. They go with the thanks of a grateful 
nation. Let us as a people also give thanks to disabled veterans who continue to serve, to 
contribute, and to do all they can to make this nation secure and pnvnpv,vus. They, too, should 
be honored by the nation they served so faithfully.

The following 
information is taken from the 
Texas Health and Safety Code, 
Section 365: 

Class C Solid Waste 
Citation - solid waste 
weighing 15 pounds or less, or 
having a volume of 13 gallons 
or less. Fine up to $500.

Class B Solid Waste 
Citation - solid waste 
weighing more than 15 pounds 
but less than 500 pounds, or 
having a volume of more than 
13 gallons but less than 200 
cubic feet. Jail up to 180 days 
and a fine of up to $2,000. 

Class A Solid Waste 
Citation - solid waste 
weighing 500 pounds or more, 
or having a volume of 100 cubic 
feet or more. Jail up to one year 
and a fine up to $4,000. 

Commercial Dumping 
-solid waste disposed illegally 

for a commercial purpose and 
weighs at least 5 pounds or has 
a volume of more than 13 
gallons. Jail up to one year and 
a fine up to $4,000. 

Peace officers are taught 
formulas or rules to use on 
estimating weight and/or 
volumes when issuing a solid 
waste citation. For instance, if 
a person throws a beer or soda 
can out the window of a truck, 
the person could be fined up to 
$500 since this would be a 
Class C Solid Waste Citation. 
By rule, a 30 gallon trash sack 
weighs 100 pounds; therefore, 
if a person throws a 30-gallon 
trash sack along the roadside, 
this would be a Class B Solid 
Waste Citation and the person 
could go to jail up to 180 days, 
plus receive a fine of up to 
$2,000. If a person threw five 
30-gallon trash sacks on a 
highway, this would be a Class 
A Solid Waste Citation, with a 
possible jail term up to one 
year plus a fine up to $4,000. 

Please help us keep our 
community a clean place to 
live, while at the same time 
avoiding the possibility of a 
fine and/or jail time.

Minded by laser beams could wreck, injuring themselves and others. 

Pranksters are using the pointers to annoy, distract and scare others 
Iy shining them on theater screens, at athletes and spectators during 
;porting events, at passing motorists and by using them to mimic the 
-ed laser beams used to aim high-powered weapons. 

Drastically reduced prices have led to wider marketing and use of 
he pointers, you can even find them in the toy sections in some toy 
stores. However, laser pointers are not toys and parents need to know 
.his. 

Some schools in Texas have banned laser pointers from campuses 
and school-sponsored events. Legislation is pending in California, 
New Jersey, New York and Texas that would make it illegal to aim 
laser devices al law enforcement and other uniformed safety officers. 

The term later originated as an acronym for Light Amplification by 
Stimulated Emission of Radiation.

For hunters, the plentiful 
populations of wild (or feral) 
swine in Texas are a favorite, 
as there is no season on these 
animals. For domestic swine 
producers, farmers and 
ranchers, they pose a threat. 

Feral pigs are capable of 
carrying and transmitting 
diseases, including swine 
brucellosis and nseudorabies. 

One solution to the 
overpopulation of wild hogs is 
trapping for hunting. Texas 
Animal Health Commission 
regulations require that feral 
swine trapped for transfer be 
tested. Animals caught for sale 
to slaughter, need not be 
tested, but held in a facility 
from the time they are trapped, 
until they are moved to 
slaughter. To arrange for a free 
inspection to have a facility 
approved, trappers or other 
persons may call 1-800-550-
8242. 

When field-dressing feral 
swine, hunters should take 
precautions to avoid potential 
exposure to swine brucellosis,

Bred heifer 
by Shan Ingram 

Livestock Specialist,

Most cow-calf producers 
believe three myths associated 
with the development of heifers 
into cows. I will discuss them 
briefly in this article. 

Myth al. Limit the amount 
of feed given to heifers prior 
to calving so the calves will 
be small and calving 
difficulties will be less. The 
facts are that by limiting feed 
to bred heifers we weaken 
them; therefore, they have less 
stamina to get through the 
calving difficulty. Less feed 
also causes them to be in poor 
body condition after calving. 
The largest impact in this type 
of management is that heifers 
are so poor that we lessen the 
hiehlbood that they will breed 
back on time, if at all Bred 
heifers should be maintained in 
at least a body condition score 
(BCS) of five. BCS sixes and 
sevens are probably better. If 
you historically have to pull a 
lot of calves, there is probably 
something wrong with your 
genetic selections and your 
heifer development program (or 
lack thereof). 

Myth 82. A heifer's first 
calf will be an inferior calf 
and lack weaning weight, 
This is positively wrong. I 
have summarized the weaning 
weights of calves produced by 
our raised cow heard at The 
Noble Foundation's pasture 
demonstration farm since 1991. 
There is naturally some year to 
year variation, but on the 
average during this eight year 
per iod, calves from first calf 
heifers weighed slightly more 
than calves produced by older 
cows. How can this be? One 
reason is that the heifer's 
breeding season is one month 
earlier than the cow herd's 
breeding season; so, calves are 
older at weaning time. Also, if 
we are doing a good job of 
selection, heifers are 
genetically superior to older

When handled properly. first 
calf heifers will re-breed well. 
We manage our heifers to grow 
out well between weaning and 
breeding. They will weigh 
approximately 75% of their 
mature weight at first breeding 
and 85-90% of their mature 
weight at first calving (when 
they are 22-23 months old). 
These heifers are in excellent 
condition at calving time (BCS 
sixes and sevens,. They are fed 
good quality hay and an 
adequate-to-surplus amount of 
protein. We normally have 
ryegrass or small grain pasture 
to put these heifers on after 
they calve. Yes, this is 
expensive; however, it doesn't 
compare to the cost of an open 
2.5 year old female. If it costs 
you $100 per head in additional 
feed to insure that you get 
heifers bred back for their 
second calf, you will be ahead 
to incur the cost rather than 
have her open. It should be 
mentioned that first-calf 
heifers are not kept separate 
from the cow herd until they 
wean their first In this 
program, they are placed with 
mature cows just prior to the 
time for them to re-breed for 
their second calf.

Rural resident= from parts of 

Cooke County came a step 
closer to better fire protection 
at the Monday, May 24 
Commissioners Court meeting. 
Commissioners agreed to 
purchase 50 dry fire hydrant 
systems to be placed at 
strategic locations around the 
county. This is very 
important, especially in the 
western and northern parts of 
the county," said EMS Director 
Bob Harbin. `You have very 
few water supplies out there. 
It's a long way back to fill up .° 

A $25,000 grant from the 
state wilt fund the biggest part 
of the expense. The 50 systems 
will cost $207 each for a total 
of $10,350. At Harbin's 
recommendation, the county 
also agreed to purchase 20 
adapters so that all of the fire 
departments would have 
standardized systems. He 
learned that fire departments 
in counties that didn't do this 
were having to purchase two 
or three different adapters. 
Another purchase will be 6,000 
feet of six inch PVC pipe. That 
allows about 120 feet per dry 
hydrant. 

According to Harbin's 
calculations the total cost 
would be $490 over the 
$25,000 grant plus additional 
unknown costs for elbows in 
unknown numbers. 
Commissioners voted to allow 
up to an additional $2,000 
from the county to cover 
expenses over the $25,000 
grant. 

"A dry hydrant is actually a 
pipe that goes out into a pond 
or a lake and has a strainer on 
the end," Harbin explained. 
"The connection on the end is 
where the fire truck hooks on. 
This will allow uninterrupted 
water supply virtually any 
where in the county if we can 
get these strategically located.' 

A contract is made between 
the land owner and the county 
so that the fire departments 
can utilize the water. Only the 
fire departments will be 
allowed to use the water from 
the hydrants. 

The 	Forest 	Service 
recommends that the project 
be completed in 18 months, 
noted Harbin.

GRASSHOPPE RS and 
their CONTROL 

Recent:. we base received 
si.eral calls from homeowners 

--inn grasshopper problems. The 
mild fall and winter may be one of 
the causes. Dr. Carl Patrick. Exten-
sion entomologist has worked 
grasshopper biology and control and 
offers the following on under-
standing grasshoppers and their 
control. 

Approximately.  150 species of 
grasshoppers are known to exist in 
the state: however, five species cause 
90 percent of the damage to crops, 
gardens. trees and shrubs. 

An often asked question during 
outbreak years is: Why are there so 
many? Weather is the main factor 
affecting grasshopper populations. 
Outbreaks are usually preceded by 
several years of hot, dry summers 
and warm autumns. Dry weather 
increases nymph and adult survival. 
Warm autumns allow grasshoppers 
more time to feed and lay eggs. 
Cool, wet weather slows nymphal 
development reduces the number of 
eggs laid, and increases the 
incidence of diseases. 

Grasshopper eggs are laid V. to 2 
inches beneath the soil surface in 
pod-like structures. The egg pods 
are very resistant to moisture and 
cold and are affected very little by 
winter conditions if the soil is not 
disturbed. Grasshopper egg hatch 
normally begins in late April to 
early May. Peak hatch occurs about 
mid-June and is usually near 
completion by late June. Cool and 
extremely dry springs may delay 
hatch. allowing it to continue into 
July. 

Young grasshoppers are referred 
to as nymphs. They are similar to 
adults in general appearance, but are 
smaller and have wing pads instead 
of wings. There are usually five or 
six nymphal stages and the length of 
time from egg to adult is 40 to 60 
days. 

Adults of crop-damaging 
grasshopper species become 
numerous in mid-July with egg 
laying usually beginning in late July 
and continuing into the fall.

The grasshopper grasps the 
plant in a death embrace with front 
and middle legs while the hind legs 
are extended. It dies in this 
position.

Mechanical Control  
Grasshopper populations can t 

reduced by eliminating potenti 
egg-laying sites. Since gras 
hoppers tend to select undisturbc 
areas for egg-laying, tilling crc 
land in mid- to late summ , 

 discourages females from layir 
eggs in these areas. 

Cultural Control 
Eliminate tall grass and weec 

from around those plants you wit 
to protect_ This reduces foc 
sources so grasshoppers are nt 
attracted to these areas, expos[ 
grasshoppers to greater predatic 
from birds. and makes these are; 
less am-active for egg-laying. 

An Integrated Pest Managemet 
approach for monitoring develot 
ment stages and populations hi 
been developed and is available, 
a publication by Dr. Patricl 
Farmers, ranchers and homeown 
may obtain a copy from the cow 
Extension office.
