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In calling: for teamwork be
tween management and labor 
President Truman hit upon the 
only real solution to the labor 
problems. If both sides were will­

i n g  to approach the matter in a 
spirit of fairness, labor being sat­
isfied with a reasonable wage in 
return for an honest day’s work 
and management being satisfied 
with a reasonable profit, the tro­
uble could be eliminated once and 
for all in a few days.

But the trouble isn’t all econ­
omic. To a great extent it is mor­
al. Both sides have men who in­
sist on more than their rightful 
share of industry’s return. As 
lohg as that attitude prevails 
there will be strife and we can 
never have real prosperity. Prices 
and wages will continually spiral 
upward in a mad race to keep 
ahead of one another. Neither 
will the country get any relief 
from official efforts at reconcil­
iation. Whatever arrangement is 
adopted as a solution to present 
problems will be nullified by a 
counter measure as soon as one 
faction or the other can figure 
it out.

Few will deny that we have a 
gigantic task in arriving at a 
fair adjustment of wage and pri­
ce levels However the secret of 
the solution is as simple as the 
hymn of Bethlehem. “Peace to 
men of good will.”  If that one 
fundamental were observed tjhe 
varied and vexing complications 
would gradually take care of 
themselves. People aren’t baffled 
by such things when they really 
wish to get along.

But facing the facts and ad­
mitting that the prospect of sol­
ving problems on a good will basis 
is not encouraging, we cannot 
help wondering why the factions 
do not at least agree on some ex­
pedient measure. Both know that 
prosperity is determined by the 
availability of consumer goods, 
not an abundance of money. The 
sensible thing to do is to go on 
producing while the controversy 
is under way with the agreement 
that the final decision will be re­
troactive.

Other problems will also grow
out of this clamor for higher wag­
es. Millions of people in this 
country, school teachers, office 
workers, public office holders and 
the like have traditionally lived 
on a fixed salary. Their purchas­
ing Dower will be diminished by 
the inevitable rise in prices. Un­
less their salaries are proportion­
ately increased thev will suffer. 
Then there are the millions who 
depend on their savings for fut­
ure security. All of them will dis­
cover their real wealth has 
shrunk, some so much that it is 
no longer adequate to their needs

T^ our way of thinking this 
problem is b°ing attacked from 
the wrong side. If. as the labor 
leaders claim, manufacturers can 
afford to t>av higher wages they 
ran also afford to sell their pro­
ducts for less. A decrease in con­
sumer prices would have been far 
better for th° general welfare of 
the nation. Res’des serving just 
as well to equalize ineome and 
livin'’  rusts it would have pro- 
tectfd the value of savings.

While we consider the advan­
tage of maintaining the purchas­
ing value of the dollar we run 
int.o another snag. Almost 300 
billion of the nation’s savings is 
in the form of bonds, which can 
probably never be repaid except 
with cheap money. No matter 
how we look at it the man who 
saved is due to take a loss Un­
less money is cheapened he 
stands to lose on the face value, 
of his bonds. If it is cheapened 
the money he gets back will not 
have its original ourrhasing val­
ue. It’s a bad situation when a 
nation drifts into an economy 
that penalizes thrift, but it’s ex­
actly what happened here. <

An interesting article on nat­
ional economy was that in the 
current issue of Reader Digest on 
the Swiss way of getting along. 
One of the poorest countries in 
national resources, Switzerland 
had a per capita wealth in 1929 
more than a third greater than 
ours, and during the depression 
her unemployment in proportion 
was Amly a fourth of ours.

The reason is that Switzerland 
is a little more logical than this 
country in applving its principles 
of democracy. There pvery man is 
on his own. While he has the 
freedom to do as he pleases 
he also has the responsibility to 
take care of himself. Protective 
precautions ’such as unemploy­
ment insurance and old age pen­
sions are encouraged but they are 
not compulsory. A person can as­
sure his future security but he 
does not automatically become a 
candidate for public support. Far­
mers work hillsides and other

NOVEMBER 21 ST IS 
IMPORTANT DATE 
FOR WAR VETERANS

Veterans that have been dis­
charged since May 12. 1945 must 
enlist or reenlist in the Regular 
Army prior to November 21, 1945, 
if thev are to retain the grade 
that they had when discharged. 
The grade that a veteran had 
when discharged becomes his per­
manent grade when he enlists or 
reenlists in the Regular Army.

Veterans discharged since May 
12. 1945. must enlist or reenlist 
prior to November 21, 1945 to be 
eligible for the reenlistment fur­
lough which begins immediately 
iroon enlistment or reenlistment. 
This furlough time runs as high 
as 90 davs with oav.

Veterans must enlist or reen- 
list within 90 days from the date 
of discharge to be eligible for the 
enlistment bonus of $50 for each 
year of service since last enlist­
ment.

After November 21, 1945, all
veterans must enlist or reenlist 
within 20 days after their date 
of discharge to be eligible for the 
grade they were discharged with 
and to be eligible for reenlistment 
furlough.

CHILDREN UNDER 18 
ARE NOW EXEMPT

Induction of fathers with three 
or more children under 18 years 
of age was halted Monday. Selec­
tive Service put the ban into ef­
fect at the request of the Army 
and the Navy.

In practice the order affeetjs 
only qualified registrants 18 thro­
ugh 25, since drafting of older 
men was discontinued whefi the 
war ended.

Draft boards have been under 
orders to give preference to fath­
ers in granting deferments, but 
heretofore there have been no 
outright exemptions to younger 
men.

The Selective Service order ap­
plies to volunteers as well as non­
volunteers.

Election Of Hospital 
Is One Objective
Health And Medical
Services And Facilities 
To Be Available At 
Lowest Possible Cost

Encouraging prospects for a 
local cooperative hospital assoc­
iation are noted in Muenster this 
week and application for a char­
ter to grant authority for estab­
lishing such a cooperative has 
been forwarded to the Secretary 
of State.

The proposal has a number of 
staunch supporters and present! 
enthusiasm points to an early 
move toward introducing the plan 
to the community.

It Is proposed that this assoc­
iation shall be a non-profit or­
ganization, owned and operated 
by the members for the members. 
The main objective is to make 
hospital service with adequate 
facilities available to the com­
munity and to conduct a mod­
em health and medical center at 
the lowest cost possible, yet con­
duct an efficient and progressive 
institution. ‘ v

As explained by local support­
ers of the plan, a life member­
ship of $100 for each family or 
single independent person is pro­
posed as primarily a contribution 
to accumulate funds for the hos­
pital building. An estimated 1000 
members would create a fund of 
$100 000, sufficient to build sub­
stantial. modern quarters to fill 

j the current needs under existing 
circumstances. Any ten member­
ship contributions would entitle, 
the dedication of a single room in 
the hospital to the memory of 
some chosen family name, to be 
designated with a plaque over the 
door of such room. Membership 
certificates would be transfer­
able only on the books of the as­
sociation.

To support the hospital, all 
members will pay room, board 
and general nursing caire, also 
anesthetic-operating room fees. 
To support the Dhvsicians, spec­
ialists and technicians, annual 
dues will be assessed members de­
siring service who are accepted 
to membership by the board of 
directors.

The plans specify that physi­
cians. surgeons, dentists and 
specialists will be on a salary. 
Funds derived from non-member 
business will benefit members by 
giving additional services and 
medical care by employing ad­
ditional doctors.

As yet there are no officials or 
officers for the association but it 
is pointed out that the corporate 
powers, business and property of 
the association will be exercised 
conducted and controlled by a 
board of directors, consisting of 
nine members, who must be 
members of the association.

The more members the assoc­
iation can accumulate will cor­
respondingly lower the cost of 
services.

This project is not an exper­
imental plan, the leaders emph­
asize. It has proven a success in 
other communities, and with 
Muenster already famous for Its 
reputation of successful cooper­
ative efforts, it should not onlv 
work out. but pay well and add 
another star to the crown of this 
community’s cooperation, th e - 
leaders added.
