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MMH Board addresses more merger questions

John Aytes brought a list of 
questions related to the 
proposed merger of the 
Muenster and Gainesville 
Hospital districts to submit to 
the Muenster Memorial 
Hospital Board at the August 
22 meeting. He asked that it be 
put on the agenda for the next 
Board meeting. "It will give 
you as Board members the 
opportunity to answer some 
questions that a number of 
people have been asking," 
Aytes said. 

Aytes was told that 
discussion on the merger is 
always on the agenda and he 
should present his questions. 
The first three questions and 
the Board's replies were 
included in last week paper. 
The remainder follow with the 
question in italics followed by 
the answers and some 
reactions from others present. 

Personnel – Will all MMH 
personnel, whom so desire, he 
fully employed by the new 
MERGED District, at no loss in 

Income to any MMH employee 
— so long as they perform —
and until they wish to 
terminate? Are they guaranteed 
fairness in all employment 
matters, as compared to other 
personnel over at Gainesville? 

Flusche said the answer to 
that has always been yes. 
Endres replied that with all of 
the conditions put in Aytes' 
questions he wouldn't say yes. 
"Unconditionally, that's right, 
but we have always said that 
nobody's going to lose their 
job," said Flusche. 

Aytes noted that, "Mr. 
Anderson (GMH 
administrator) made it quite 
clear that some of you will not 
be employed in a position that 
you had become used to." 
Endres asked if Aytes thought 
that there would be two 
directors of nurses, two 
administrators, two lab 
directors and Aytes said that is 
exactly what he did not think. 

Board member Phil Endres 
added, "Mr. Aytes, who do you 
think will get booted out? The  

less qualified. Now don't you 
want the best people in the 
best people in this hospital 
working whether they're from 
Muenster or from Gainesville?" 

Aytes said he absolutely did. 
"But yet you're holding out 
that carrot to the employees 
that, 'If you vote for this 
merger you're going to have 
employment.' Is it going to be 
full employment and 
satisfactory employment? 
That's really the heart of the 
matter because you're saying, 
"If you don't vote this hospital 
is going to close down.' " 

Phil Endres said, "Which 
would be no employment, so a 
wise employee that's looking to 
their future would certainly 
start their chances where they 
can go do the best job they 
possibly can and if somebody 
gets weeded out it won't be 
them. That's certainly a better 
alternative." 

Aytes said his reason for 
asking the question was to 
determine how much of the 2.3 
million dollars in benefits and  

salaries at this hospital would 
go to Gainesville. How many of 
the 120 – 125 employees of 
MMH would stay in Muenster? 
Flusche wanted to know who 
was asking the questions, the 
employees or people on the 
street. "The employees don't 
seem to have a question for us 
here," he remarked. A member 
of the public attending 
remarked that the employees 
were afraid to ask them. 

Aytes said he wasn't trying 
to determine what the 
employees are afraid of, but 
some end figures as to how 
much of the salaries and 
benefits will remain in 
Muenster. Flusche interrupted 
saying it sounded like 
propaganda to him and that he 
thought it was foolish to bring 
the questions up since he feels 
the employees are satisfied 
with what they've been told. 

Again Aytes asked, "How 
much salary–benefits load 
factor does Gainesville absorb 
and what does that do to the 
overall cost of operations 
because we've got some 
awfully, awfully optimistic 
projections of income in that 
hospital over there." Flusche 
responded, "If we don't have a 
merger of this thing, then we 
wont have any say so at all if 
our people get to work over 
there or not. But if we have a 
merger then we're bound to get 
some good board members on 
there and I'm sure that any 
employee that wants to work is 
going to have a job. You put me 
on that board over there and 
I'll guarantee I'll fight for 
them." 

Aytes responded that his 
concern now was that they be 
given some reliable figures 
because he'd gone on record 
saying that they have no 
reliable figures, just pie in the 
sky projections. "You've gone 
on record saying a lot of things,  

especially in your last article, 
that aren't even close to be 
true, Mr. Aytes," said Endres. 
"Propaganda," commented 
Flusche. 

Many of the details such as 
where the employees will be 
working, their titles, etc., don't 
exist, said Endres. "We've 
guaranteed since day one that 
every employee who wants a 
job will have,' he continued. 
"You're trying to make it into 
something else, but our 
promise remains the same. 
Every employee who wants a 
job will have one. As opposed 
to what Mr. (Phil) Endres over 
here was saying, is that we can 
almost guarantee that every 
employee over here will lose 
their job. 

Aytes noted that Endres had 
gone on record quite firmly in 
saying that, but he believes 
otherwise. Endres told Aytes 
that he hadn't come up with 
any facts to support his beliefs. 
Chas Bayer added, "Please, 
stop calling us liars in the 
paper. It's really not 
appreciated. " Flusche agreed. 

Phil Endres stated, "You're 
asking facts about the 
proposed hospital. Did you 
have a fact in there telling me 
how we can keep this one going 
like you just said you did? 
From day one you haven't 
come with anything telling us 
how to keep this hospital 
going. But at the same time 
you are against what we're 
trying to do. Do you have a 
plan? 

Aytes referred to the first 
time he ever attended a 
meeting of the hospital board 
and what he said which was, "I 
am firmly against a merger. 
There's better ways of doing it 
and wind up with exactly the 
same thing. That's way is by 
contract." 

Endres remarked ?  "You're 
still acting like we ve made  

this up, that the hospital's in 
trouble and that it is risking 
closure. Then you sit there and 
say, 'Well we need to put these 
hospitals together, just don't 
merge the districts.' You're 
contradicting yourself.' 

Aytes responded, "No I'm 
not. I'm saying we want to 
accomplish the same thing, but 
not through merger. I've said 
that time and time again. We 
want to do it through contract 
and maintain our district" 

"Exactly," said Endres. "You 
want to close this hospital, 
have a new hospital built, have 
the relationship done by 
contract, just not merge the 
district. Where's the 
difference? 

"We're trying to tell you the 
hospital is in trouble. You're 
sitting here saying, 'Oh, you're 
threatening the employees 
about losing their job if they 
don't vote for the merger. The 
hospital's in trouble. Aytes 
acknowledged that he realized 
it was in trouble. "Then stop 
trying to act like we're trying 
to terrorize the employees by 
putting a deal together with 
Gainesville because that is just 
B.S." Flusche told Aytes that 
he was just trying to scare the 
employees and that he was 
making them scared, to leave 
them alone and they'd be all 
right. 

Pat Hennigan stated that he 
thought that instead of 
worrying about the employees, 
it was the taxpayers who 
should be worried. Endres 
agreed saying that if Mr. Aytes 
had his way taxes would be 
much higher. "Let them build 
their new hospital. I say let's 
keep our district, even if it's 
just a first aid station," 
Hennigan said. Endres 
stressed that taxes would be 
much higher than they would 
be under the Gainesville

Concerned citizens discuss 
school prayer at town meeting

A town meeting was held 

last Thursday in the Muenster 
ISD auditorium to discuss 
changes in curriculum 
requirements, graduation 
requirements, new assessment 
requirements, the Supreme 
Court ruling on prayer, and 
other items. Over 75 concerned 
parents and citizens attended. 

Muenster Superintendent 
Clyde Steelman welcomed the 
crowd, noting that parental 
and community support make 
a school. "What you have here 
doesn't happen everywhere... 
Continue to stay involved." 

Steelman informed the 
group of the Texas 
Legislature's changes to state 
law to help all children in 
Texas learn to read. Starting 
with last year's kindergarten 
class, when they reach the 
third grade in the 2002-2003 
school year, they must meet 
the new testing requirements 
of Texas Education Code § 
28.0211. If they do not pass 
the grade 3 statewide 
assessment in reading, they 
will not be promoted into the 
4th grade. These same 
students must satisfy 
additional requirements in the 
5th grade and the 8th grade. 

Changes will be made to the 
Texas Assessment Academic 
Skills (TAAS) testing program 
starting in the 2003 school 
year. Science was added to the 
5th grade; Reading and 
Writing to the 7th; while 
Writing was omitted from the 
8th grade test. Also the exit 
level test was moved to the 
11th grade to cover Algebra I 
and Geometry, English II and 
Writing, U.S. History, 
including Early American 
History, and Biology and 
Integrated Chemistry and 
Physics. Students in 7th grade 
this year will be the first group 
of students that must pass the  

new 11th grade test in order to 
receive a diploma. This change 
also goes into effect in the year 
2002-2003. 

"Lots of schools got good 
ratings last year, but a lot of 
schools will fall out of the 
ratings with the new 
assessments," Steelman noted. 
"We don't want to just get 
students out of high school, 
but when they are out, they 
are prepared for college. We 
are meeting the state's 
requirements, but we want to 
go beyond that." 

Steelman also mentioned 
that Muenster is revising the 
gifted and talented program, is 
looking at dual credits, and AP 
courses also to be offered in 
junior high. 

The discussion then turned 
to the Supreme Court's ruling 
on school prayer. "It's far from 
being over... It took all of us by 
surprise. They tell us they ace 
putting more local control in 
the school districts, but we 
keep getting more government 
control." Steelman continued, 
"This issue has caused a lot of 
concern and we did not want to 
wait until the first football 
game." The superintendent 
said he had two opinions. The 
first one he wouldn't give, 
because he was representing 
the school, not attending as an 
individual. 

"The key point - the school 
cannot supply a microphone. 
The ruling does not prohibit 
students and community 
members from praying," stated 
Steelman. "We plan to start 
with the Pledge of Allegiance, 
followed by a moment of 
silence. At that time, whatever 
happens, happens. As a 
community, you have to make 
a decision." 

Steelman continued, "We do 
not have a local policy. We will 
not stop a prayer. What people  

do in the stands is up to the 
community. The ruling doesn't 
stop you. It stops me and the 
coaches." 

Jeanne Greathouse asked if 
the school district could 
petition against the Supreme 
Court. "I'd like to see what we 
as a community can do. " 

Debbie Vinson noted, "Tell 
our children. You have the 
right to do this, now exercise 
your rights." 

"We are a blessed nation, 
under one document, the 
Constitution, for over 200 
years. No other country has 
established this," commented 
Bill Ledbetter. "Our nation 
was established, not on 
religion, but by Christians. 
Look what we've come from - 
our founding fathers to leaders 
that tell us we can't pray in 
school. 

"We are in a state of moral 
decay. If we don't do 
something, we are going to lose 
our land," Ledbetter 
continued. "We are brain dead. 
I remember a time when if 
someone tried to take prayer 
out of schools, the Supreme 
Court would be looking for new 
jobs. We have the freedom, but 
right now, they are taking 
away that freedom." 

Margie Krahl mentioned 
that we need to put prayer 
back in the home. One person 
present told of a plea over the 
Internet. A Columbine student 
wanted to know why God 
wasn't there when his 
classmates were murdered. An 
answer came back "I'm not 
allowed in school." 

"You can pray without being 
any kind of religion. Children 
know this best of all. They 
know what to do. They know 
how to pray. We have religion 
in our school, the kids know," 
commented Gwen Trubenbach. 

The meeting ended with the 
crowd praying the Our Father.

On Thursday, August 31 the 

Lindsay ISD (LISD) Board of 
Trustees held a Public Hearing 
on the 2000-2001 budget. Only 
four people were present and 
no comments were voiced. 
Included in that number was 
Doug Smithson, Cooke County 
Appraisal District (CCAD) 
chief appraiser. 

LISD Board President David 
Arendt remarked that the legal 
notice placed in the newspaper 
was confusing and that most 
people reading it would think 
that their school taxes were 
going up $300, if they're 
average, which just wasn't so. 
Smithson explained how the 
figures were reached and that 
it is a required government 
formula. It doesn't really give 
taxpayers a true picture, he 
said 

Superintendent Travis Winn 
noted that it would take a tax 
rate of $1.25 per $100 property 
valuation to generate the taxes 
needed for the maintenance 
and operation of the school for  

the coming year. This rate was 
approved unanimously, 7-0, by 
the Board. 

Marilyn Steger, school 
secretary, went over the 
amended 1999/2000 budget 
explaining the changes that 
had been made. According to 
Marilyn, it showed total 
revenues at $3,396,282.00 and 
expenditures of $3,518,239.00 
which left a deficit of 
$121,000.00. 

Referring to a page giving an 
explanation of the amended 
budget Marilyn said, "I think 
the most important thing 
would be on the second page 
where we show some of the 
increases that we had not 
budgeted for and that kind of 
explains why we have the 
$111,000 deficit. Last year 
when we worked on the budget 
we had the purchase of land in 
our budget, but we took it out. 
You can see that's a $77,000 
item that I believe we agreed 
to take out of Fund Balance 
Then the vehicle, I know that 
you had already approved the  

amendment to the budget, but 
I had never actually posted it. 
So I went and showed you that. 
Then a few other smaller ones 
like the legal services, fuel 
went up, utilities – we're 
looking at going up and we 
still have another month to 
pay on that. You add all those 
up and that comes to itself a 
$116,000.' 

After explaining the 
remainder of the budget items 
Marilyn noted that the 
amended budget amount was 
3.297 (total expenditures). 
"The deficit of $111,000.00 is 
easy to explain when you look 
at the page where we made the 
extra purchases that we had 
not originally budgeted for," 
she concluded. 

The Board approved the 
amended budget 7-0.

;Once again, I must take 

issue with the facts presented 
by Mr. John Aytes in the last 
Hospital board meeting and in 
last week's .Muenster 
Enterprise. Mr. Aytes puts 
great stock in his assertion 
that the new hospital in 
Alamogordo, New Mexico 
(designed and built by the 
same team being used for the 
proposed new Cooke County 
hospital) is proof that a 
hospital can not be built here 
for $150.00 per square foot. 
According to Mr. Aytes, the 
Alamogordo hospital has a 
total of 25 beds and 131,000 
square feet and is state-of-the-
art, and cost $32 million -
That's a cost of $244 per 
square foot .... 

FACT: The Alamogordo 
hospital (Gerald Champion 
Regional Medical Center) has 
95 beds and approximately 
155,800 total square feet. The 
construction budget was based 
on a cost of $22,923,977 and 16 
months to build. In my 
telephone conversation with 
Mr. Carl Manty, the CEO of 
the Alamogordo hospital, I was 
informed that the construction 
project came in on time and on 
budget. The final construction 
cost for the hospital was 
approximately $147.00 per 
square foot. Mr. Manty also 
noted that the equipment 
budget for Alamogordo was 
approximately $7 million due 
to the fact that they decided 
not to use any of the 
equipment or furnishings from 
the old hospital. Our 
equipment budget is $5 million 
because much of the 
equipment and furnishings in 
GMH and MMH are new and 
can be used in the new 
hospital.

"You talk about making up 
things and scare tactics, that is 
the most full blown statement 
that has been made in this 
room," Aytes commented. "I 
can back it up with CPA 
projections," Endres 
responded. "Can you back up 
anything that you've said with 
a certified public accounting 
firm. I'd like to see them. I 
don't think you can." 

"Those are the facts that we 
need, Jack. You have operated 
four and an half to five years 
in secrecy and the public 
doesn't know beans about any 
of this. That's exactly what 
we're trying to do. Show us the 
facts. Show us the CPA 
documentation," Aytes replied. 
Flusche said the hospital's 
CPA would be at a meeting in 
the next month or two. Also 
CPAs were at a meeting 
several board members 
attended in Austin as were 
other hospitals. Those 
hospitals were also thinking 
closure because they didn't get 
the needed funds. 

Phil Endres responded to the 
secrecy remark, "We have not 
sat here for 4 1/2 years 
knowing we're going to merge 
with Gainesville. We've looked 
at that for 4 1/2 years as we've 
looked at all kinds of different 
things. How could we possibly 
plan for the future if we put all

of this on the street 
immediately?

Again Aytes asked for facts. 
"We are hungry for some 
facts," he said. He then asked 
to see the enabling legislation 
and other documentation.

The lingering hot, dry 
weather this summer has 
thrust the eastern two thirds 
of Texas into extremely 
dangerous wildland fire 
conditions. With no break in 
sight, the Texas Forest Service 
issued a fire safety alert Sept. 
4 urging all citizens to do their 
part in preventing potentially 
catastrophic fires in the state. 

Fire Risk Assessment 
Coordinator Tom Spencer 
warned that the extreme 
conditions could be hazardous 
to firefighters and the general 
public. 

"Wildland fires burning 
under these conditions can be 
expected to grow larger, burn 
hotter, be harder to put out 
and threaten more lives and 
property than what we 
normally experience," Spencer 
said "This is a very serious  

situation." 
The Texas Forest Service is 

encouraging citizens to avoid 
all activities that could lead to 
the accidental start of a 
wildland fire, and to avoid 
getting close to any wildland 
fire. 

Because of potentially 
explosive fire behavior. 
Spencer urged firefighters to 
consider other methods of 
firefighting than a direct 
attack to the head of the fire. 

"Volunteer firefighters are 
encouraged not to use direct 
attack tactics when responding 
to a fire exhibiting extreme 
fire behavior," he said. 
"Instead, use natural barriers 
like roads, plowed land or 
cleared rights-of-way to aid in 
the establishment of control 
lines," he said. "When 
moderate winds are present,  

be aware that a fire might 
switch directions on you, and 
what was the side of a fire 
could become the head fire. 
Use extreme caution when 
approaching all fires, as the 
potential is present for them to 
get big quick." 

In an effort to prevent 
wildfires, 174 Texas counties 
had implemented outdoor 
burning bans as of Sept. 1. 
While lightning has caused 
some of the fires in Texas, 
many of the fires have been 
human-caused. Two suspected 
arsonists were arrested in 
Parker County after allegedly 
starting 12 fires in the area. A 
mobile home was destroyed in 
Wise County after a trash-
burning fire got out of control. 
A car fire along 1-20 started 
the 1,480-acre Ranger Hills 
Fire, which threatened Strewn 
last week.

Groundwater district needs fair policies 
State groundwater policy is 

a topic on everyone's minds as 
the next session of the Texas 
Legislature approaches. 

The future of our state, and 
especially the future of 
agricultural producers, 
depends on sound water 
policy," said Edwin Knight, 
president of the Cooke County 
Farm Bureau. "The approach 
we take can make or break 

At the request of the House 
National Resources 
Committee, Texas Farm 
Bureau outlined the policy 
recommendations being 
considered by County Farm 
Bureaus in advance of its 
statewide annual meeting in 
November. The Texas Farm 
Bureau's Natural Resources 
Committee, charged earlier 
this year with studying "other 
concepts or plans that could 
modify or replace the rule of 

' capture to protect agricultural 
and individual groundwater 
rights," offered the following 
recommendations: 

Most of Texas could be cattle 
TB-free when new federal TB 
regulations with more 
stringent requirements for 
moving cattle out of state go 
into effect in late 2000 or early 
2001. Texas, New Mexico, and 
Michigan are the only states 
not already carrying the 
"accredited TB-free" 
designation from the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. 
Tattle herds in 252 of 254 
Texas counties have been free 
of TB infection for more than 
five years and we will be 

• The Groundwater 
Conservation Districts (GCDs) 
should continue as the 
appropriate and preferred 
entity in Texas to manage 
groundwater and that 
management should be based 
upon the principle of 
correlative rights. Texas Farm 
Bureau should strengthen its 
support for creating GCDs as 
the alternative to the rule of 
capture. 

• The Texas Water 
Development Board, or other 
appropriate state agency, 
should be required to 
designate areas of single-
source aquifers where 
coordinated management 
between GCDs is needed. The 
GCDs in those management 
areas should be required by 
law to develop and follow a 
cooperative management plan 
for the area. 

• TFB should support 
streamlining the petition 
process for creating a GCD to 
make it a more desirable 
option than creating a district 

asking the USDA to grant 
Texas 'split-state' status, so 
the majority of the state's 
153,000 herd owners can 
continue to move cattle 
interstate without 
restrictions," says Dr, Terry 
Beals, executive director of the 
Texas Animal Health 
Commission. It could be 
tougher to transport cattle out 
of El Paso County and a small 
portion of Hudspeth County, 
the two counties which still 
have TB-infected herds.

• Support adoption of rules 
by GCDs which are "science-
based," follow the correlative 
rights principle where 
practical and feasible, and 
respect the private property 
rights of landowners to 
capture 	and 	market 
groundwater. 

• Requiring domestic 
groundwater wells on small 
acreage to be permitted. 

• Domestic wells on 10 acres 
or more, and all livestock 
wells, should still be exempt 
from the permitting 
requirements. 

• Any property-tax-exempt 
governmental entity that 
purchases property for a well 
field be required to pay a 
production fee in lieu of a 
property tax. 

Nutrition 
Ag briefs 

Have your hay tested for 
nutritional value content 
before winter feeding begins. 
Don't guess how much 
nutrition you are feeding. You 
may be throwing money away 
by feeding too much hay, or 
you may not be meeting the 
cow's daily requirements. 

When .planning a nutrition 
program for your herd, mother 
cows must receive adequate 
nutrition in order to calve and 
breed back yearly. Before she 
can reproduce, her biological 
functions must met. 

Nutrient intake of breeding 
cattle are used first for 
maintenance, energy 
necessary for breathing, 
walking and other body 
functions. Once maintenance 
needs are met, energy goes to 
growth. Cattle continue to 
grow, even after their second 
calf. 

Nutrients and energy are 
then used for milk production. 
If all the energy goes toward 
maintenance and growth, the 
cow will not produce enough 
milk. 

After the above required 
functions have been met, the 
female's reproductive system 
develops and functions.

STRATEGIC DEWORMING  

What is the best strategy for 
deworming cows? How about 
diagnosing fecal egg counts to see if 
deworming is needed? 
Parasitologists at the Texas A&M 
Vet School say that's a waste of 
time. So when should you worm? 
Traditionally, the idea was to 
deworm in the spring right after 
grass came on, and maybe again in 
the fall. But the A&M 
parasitologists say that's often not 
the best strategy. It's been hot and 
very dry, so there are no worms 
around to worry about, right? That 
may be true for the pasture, but not 
for the cow. Cows may have an 
infestation right now of brown 
stomach worms (Ostertagia, our 

Heat 	exhaustion 
symptoms include: clammy 
feeling; profuse sweating; 
weakness, dizziness, or 
nausea. 

What to do for heat 
exhaustion: loosen clothing; 
drink plenty of fluids, 
especially water; lay down, 
elevate feet slightly; apply 
cool, wet cloth to 'forehead; 
create air movement or move 
to a cooled room; if person 
starts vomiting, do not force 
fluids and seek medical 
treatment immediately.

Beef exports 
increase 

U.S. beef exports and 
imports have increased very 
strongly so far this year. Beef 
exports to all markets 
excluding Russia were up 9.5 
percent, from a year earlier, 
for the first five months of 
2000. Korea increased their 
imports of U.S. beef 37 
percent; Mexico, 23 percent; 
and Canada, nearly 9 percent. 
The Japanese market 
expanded 3 percent. This is a 
surprise after 1999's 1.5 
percent decrease, suggesting a 
renewed interest in U.S. beef 
by Japanese consumers. U.S. 
beef imports continued to run 
5 percent to 6 percent ahead of 
last year through May, led by 
a 32 percent increase in 
imports from New Zealand. 
Beef imports are up in order to 
satisfy a larger market for 
manufacturing beef.

most common harmful internal 
parasite) in an arrested or dormant 
stage of development. Such parasites 
will become active and harmful this 
fall. A summer treatment, with 
products effective against the 
arrested stage, should minimize 
future worm damage in animals and 
reduce pasture contamination. This 
provides the best opportunity to 
disrupt the life cycle of the parasites. 

SAFE PEST CONTROL  
Repairing broken screens, caulking 
window seals and changing a few 
light bulbs can save homeowners a 
few headaches in dealing with 
insects. The dry summer weather 
has left many insects searching for 

temperature; dry skin rather 
than sweaty. 

What to do for heat stroke: 
seek medical treatment 
immediately; while waiting for 
ambulance, shade from sun; 
loosen clothing and cool the 
body with water or fan.

Cattle prefer 
warm water 

As temperatures throughout 
the day increase, daily water 
consumption by cattle will 
more than double. Animals 
prefer to drink water that is 
near the normal throat 
temperature of 100° to 102° F, 
even in hot weather. In high 
summer temperatures, bred 
cows need up to 14 gallons of 
water daily, while 1000 pound 
feeder steers need to consume 
20 gallons. 

According to the "Missouri 
Grazing Manual," attempting 
to cool water in the summer 
may actually lower the water 
intake if it is cooler than 95° F. 
Warming water in the winter 
will increase water and feed 
intake of beef cattle  

moisture in our homes and gardens 
but homeowners and gardeners 
should think twice before using 
kill-all methods like insecticides and 
bug zappers. Most insects have no 
effect on our lives and many are 
even beneficial. There is only a 
small percentage of those insects out 
there that are actually pests. Bug 
zappers should not be used because 
they kill beneficial insects as well as 
pests. The best way to deal with 
pests is to keep them from entering 
the home. Weather stripping and 
caulking around doors and windows 
should be the primary way to keep 
pests out of your home. Changing to 
non-ultraviolet light bulbs will also 
keep bugs away. If insects do get in 
the home, sticky traps and fly paper 
are safe alternatives to insecticides 

GRASSHOPPER DAMAGE  
ESTIMATES TOP 5190  

MILLION  
Texas farmers and ranchers are 
suffering a one-two punch with 
both drought 'and grasshoppers. 
Drought conditions offer luxury 
accommodations for grasshoppers, 
which destroy ranges, pastures, 
home gardens, and landscapes. 
Texas A&M entomologists 
estimate pasture losses at 190 
million dollars. Farmers have 
treated 85-thousand acres of corn, 
cotton, sorghum, and soybeans. At 
an average 8 dollars per acre for 
chemical treatment, the cost of 
fighting off grasshoppers totals six 
hundred and eighty thousand 
dollars. While significant losses 
are widespread, there is more 
variance in damage to crops than 
pastures. Some fields are totally 
destroyed, while other fanners used 
insecticide to protect their crops. 
Overall, most infestations in crops 
were controlled before major 
damage occurred. Grasshoppers 
are getting bigger and hungrier, 
and it is possible the invasion won't 
subside until Texas receives 
rainfall or winter arrives.
