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Relay bonds County, raises $85,200

Cooke County's T h 
 Annual Relay for Life took 

place last weekend at 
Hornet Stadium in 
Muenster with a total of 33 
teams participating. When 
the total donations were 
tallied it was announced 
that more than $85,200 had 
been raised for the 
American Cancer Society to 
fund local programs and for 
cancer research. 

At 6 p.m. Friday, June 7, 
the event kicked off with 
the Survivors lap. Ninety 
people with a common bond, 
each had been diagnosed at 
some time with cancer, 
walked the opening 
Survivors lap. 

As the Survivors walked 
each of their names was 
called and "When You 
Believe" was played. 

Also participating in 
opening ceremonies were 
Mary Endres who led the 
invocation, VFW Post #1922 
presenting the colors, 
Muenster Boy Scouts who 
raised the flag, and Mikki 
Jones singing the National 
Anthem. There were two 
special guests from the 
Texas Division of the 
American Cancer Society 
(ACS), Mike Dany, CEO, 
and Steve Zanzow, vice-

"There are 32 members in 

this particular pool that we 
went into and out of that 
there will be a savings of

"Public Power Pool was 
created by Durbin Counties 
Association and is an entity 
unto itself," explained Judge 
Freeman. "Public Power 
Pool is a separate entity 
that contracts with urban 
counties. They go around 
and get groups together to 
bid and they try to bid these 
contracts where there will 
be more and more aspiring 
at the same time so the 
group gets a more lucrative 
contract." 

This became possible 
since the deregulation of 
electricity on Jan. 1. Judge 
Freeman explained that 
this contract is good for one 
year and expires in June 
2003. At that time Cooke 
County can join an even 
larger pool and renegotiate 
a new contract that could 
possibly yield more savings. 

Commissioners gave their 
stamp of approval to the  

president 	of 	field 
operations. Dany said that 
he was very impressed with 
Cooke County's Relay For 
Life noting he felt that it 
was one of the best in the 
state. 

Survivors then took the 
opportunity to honor their 
caregivers. Survivors 
formed a circle facing out 
and asked caregivers to 
form a circle around them.

A total 
of 118 pagers will be 
purchased to outfit the 
volunteer firemen, many of 
whom have pagers that 
don't work properly and are 
unrepairable. Two have 
already been purchased 
making a total of 120 new 
pagers. 

Budget hearings were set 
for June 24 after the regular 
Commissioners Court

Read to Succeed License

TxDOT and local county 
tax assessor-collector's 
offices provide Texans with 
these special plates whose 
sales benefit public school 
libraries statewide. 

The Read to Succeed 
license plate design features 
a golden background on the 
left side of the plate with a 
drawing of an open book 
depicting the Lone Star 
Flag. The words "Read to 
Succeed" are in red and blue 
across the bottom of the 
plate. 

Annually, the plates cost 
$30 in addition to the 
regular vehicle registration 
fee. Of that amount, $25 
goes to a special fund set up 
to provide educational 
materials for the state's 
public school libraries. 
Owners of fleets of 50 or 
more vehicles can obtain the 
plates for $20 per vehicle 
($15 goes into the special 
fund). 

More than $100,000 has 
been raised for public school 
libraries around the state 
through the sale of these 
plates since first issued to 
motorists in January 1998.

Bear Finds Food-Filled 
Den.... Oldham, Randall 
and Hutchinson County 
game wardens recently 
responded to a report of a 
bear in a grain elevator 
west of Friona. TPWD 

Motor vehicle use in 
Texas riverbeds is 
ecologically harmful and 
made worse by limited river 
access and few appropriate 
venues for Off Road 
Vehicles (ORV) in Texas, 
according to TPWD staff 
conclusions based on the 
work of the Motorized 
Vehicles in Navigable 
Streambeds Task Force. 
TPWD staff presented its 
report to the TPW 
Commission on May 29. 

The presentation noted 
that no state agency 
appears to have legal 
standing to regulate 
riverbed use by motor 
vehicles, so the issue may 
ultimately fall to the Texas 
Legislature to resolve. Two 
different legislative 

Wildlife biologist helped 
remove a cinnamon black 
bear through a manhole in 
the elevator's side. the bear 
was later released on a 
large ranch in a remote 
area. 

committees have taken up 
the issue. The Joint 
Committee on Water 
Resources has already 
heard testimony and 
subcommittee of the House 
Recreational Resources 
Committee will likely hold 
hearings this summer. 

TPWD has been studying 
the issue with a 25-member 
task force composed of four 
main constituent groups 

-organized off road motor 
vehicle groups, riverside 
property owners, local river 
users and conservation 
groups. 

Although no formal Texas 
research studies have been 
done, some evidence has 
been gathered. On Aug. 7, 
2001 TPWD fisheries 
biologists collected 
specimens from two 
representative sites on the 
Nueces River. They wrote, 
"The first site is near state 
Highway 83 and has been 
heavily used by off road 
vehicles. Their impact was 
dramatically evident. There 
was little to no aquatic 
vegetation, virtually no 
riparian vegetation and the 
substrate had the 
appearance of heavy 
scouring." The second site 
sampled was nearby with 
similar topography but no 
public access (and thus no 
riverbed vehicle traffic), and 
it showed typical stream 
conditions. Fish samples at 
the impacted site showed 
only species considered 
"highly tolerant to pollution 
and environmental 
perturbations" with no 
"environmentally sensitive" 
species. At the nearby site 
without vehicle traffic, 
about one third of the 
specimens were fish that 
require clean, flowing water 
and good sand and gravel 
for spawning, indicating .a 
healthier environment. 

"There hasn't been 
enough scientific evidence 
brought forth to make an 
educated conclusion about 
the environmental impact of 
ORV use," said Carol Smith, 
American Motorcycle 
Association community 
council director, 
representing All Terrain 
Vehicles (ATV) on the task 
force. "I think there's a time 
and a place for every 
riverbed use. There's a lot of 
places that would be very 
apropos for ORV usage in a 
riparian zone, but not all 
river or riparian zones." 

Smith fears all ORV users 
could be unfairly penalized 
because of the bad behavior 
of a few individuals. 
"There's probably bad 
apples in every crowd. I 
liken the Nueces River 
situation to similar issues 
on the Guadalupe River 
several years ago, where 
you had problems like 
trespassing, trash and 
alcohol abuse. You've got 
30,000 tubers on a single 
weekend there, but they 
solve those issues by 
legislatively creating the 
Water Oriented Recreation 
District to levy taxes and 
fund cleanup and 
enforcement." 

In other states, laws vary. 
The TPWD legal staff 
looked at 20 states and 
found wide-ranging 
approaches. In at least one 
state, Kansas, ORV riverbed 
use is legal. Conversely, 
some states simply banned 
the practice, such as 
Wisconsin and Missouri. 
Louisiana is one of 33 states 
with a scenic rivers law that 
allows for creation of 
management plans, another 
approach. States, such as 
New Mexico and Arizona 
have "sort of a game and 
fish approach, where if you 
can demonstrate habitat 
destruction, you can ban 
ORV use in certain areas." 

A finding of the task force 
was that there is limited 
public access and lack of 
existing venues for ORV 
use, which magnifies the 
problem in Texas by 
concentrating activity in 
c eur t na.„ W,,F a t,ilang 
representative Smith 
agrees, saying "If there were 
more off-highway vehicle 
parks in Texas, then a lot of 
the riverbed usage would 
cease altogether. California 
has more than 200 off-
highway vehicle parks." 

Commissioners were also 
told that the lack of a 
straight forward and simple 
means of delineating 
boundaries between private 
and public lands (current 
approaches rely on gradient 
boundary and navigability) 
aggravates the situation.

Agriculture Commissioner 

Susan Combs is urging 

With the coming of Sprang, so come the chiggers envezoo rttreyin thteo  Texeas::totg 

themselves about bovine 

Spring, what a splendid 
time of year. 

One can almost see 
butterflies dancing over 
hills of wildflowers...stream 
waters glistening in the 
rays of a morning sun... and 
scores of ravenous chiggers 
ready to attack a victim's 
skin. 

Chiggers can transform a 
pleasant day at the lake or 
a mid-afternoon picnic into 
a week of tormented 
scraping and scratching. 

The pests, sometimes 
called "jiggers" or "redbugs," 
aren't insects, but are larval 
forms of arachnids, similar 
to ticks. They are less the 
1./1501h  of an inch and may 
be orange, red or yellow 
colored. 

"They are normally red 
because of the blood they 
ingest," said Dr. John 
Jackman, professor and 
Extension entomologist. 

Although often believed to 
burrow into the skin, they 
only penetrate it with their 
mouth parts and drink 
blood. This action creates a 
tube in the epidermis of the 
skin, he said. 

"It often appears as if the 
chiggers are burrowing 
because a welt may enlarge 
and completely envelope it," 
said Dr. James Robinson, 
Extension entomologist. 

"The swelling is because 
of the reaction of the 
salivary fluids they inject 
into you at the same time 
they are ingesting blood." 

Chiggers mainly feed on 
animals such as birds, 
rodents 	and reptiles. 
Sometimes, 	however, 
humans will go tromping 
through the brush and 
encounter these pests. 

Because chiggers are 
concentrated in small areas, 
one person may suffer a 
plethora of bites, while 
another, only a few feet 
away, may remain 
unaffected. 

Chiggers sit in grass or 
brush and crawl onto their 
host as they pass by. Once 
the chiggers have found  

unsuspecting prey, they 
begin their reconnaissance, 
trying to find the perfect 
place to chomp down. 

"Chiggers normally bite 
where clothing fits the 
tightest, such as the foot 
and waist region," said 
Robinson. "Stay on paths 
and avoid walking through 
tall grasses or bushes. 

"Wear long sleeve shirts 
and pants. Keep cuffs and 
collars buttoned and stuff 
your pants into your socks." 

However, if you plan to go 
to the lake in shorts and 
sandals, chemical repellents 
may be of more use. 
"Repellents that contain the 
active ingredient DEET 
(diethyl toluamide) are the 
most effective. DEET is the 
only chemical that has 
shown significant results in 
tests," said Jackman. 

The chemicals should be 
applied to clothing and 
reapplied every few hours. 

If odor is not an issue, 
applying sulphur powder to 
your clothing mayalso be 
effective. Fill the toe region 
of an old sock or stocking 
with the powder, and tie the 
other end. Gently slap the 
sock against your body for 
an even distribution. 

After leaving an area that 
may be inhabited by 
chiggers, take a shower and 
scrub vigorously with soap. 

If the itching has already 
begun, the chiggers have 
already begun feasting, and 
it is probably too late. 

"The reaction to chigger 
bites is delayed for several 
hours. Depending on the 
sensitivity of the individual, 
the irritation can last from 
a few hours to a week or 
more," said Jackman. "Some 
people will swell up 
dramatically, and others 
will hardly know they have 
been bitten." 

Although chigger bites 
itch immensely, try not to 
scratch them. The bites may 
become infected and last 
even longer. Severe bites 
may need protection from 
secondary infection. 

"People are best off 
purchasing an over-the-
counter medication that is 
specifically designed to 
relieve the itch," Jackman 
said. 

"There is quite a 
collection of home remedies. 
Sometimes, people coat 
their bites with Vaseline or 
lacquer in an attempt to 
suffocate the chigger. 
Usually, by the time you 
notice the bite, the chigger 
is long gone. This remedy is 
usually too late." 

Other home remedies to 
relieve the itch include a 
good dousing of castor oil, 
cooked and cooled oatmeal, 
a moist aspirin tablet, 
baking soda or even meat 
tenderizer.

USDA's Code of Federal 
Regulations for tuberculosis, 
any state will lose its TB-
free status when two 
infected herds are detected 
within a 48-month period. 
The new rule requires Texas 
breeding cattle that are 
transported out of the state 
to test negative for TB and 
be officially identified. 

"The animal health 
industry has dealt with 
tuberculosis in livestock for 
years," Combs said. "The 
Texas Animal Health 
Commission will continue to 
regulate and inspect the 
situation until they can say 
with confidence that Texas 
cattle are TB-free. At that 
time, they will apply for 
reinstatement of TB-free 
status. 

"In the meantime, now 
more than ever, we must be 
sure the appropriate 
authorities closely monitor 
all livestock coming into 
Texas from TB areas," 
Combs said. 

At the rancher level, 
producers are extremely 
concerned that they will not  

be able to sell their cattle 
out of state. Texas cattle are 
known around the world for 
their quality, and anything 
that compromises their 
marketability is something 
we take very seriously," 
Combs said.
