Reports were given by the 
administrators.

LISD Board discusses 
proposed Pre-K class

A number of parents 

interested in sending their 
children to Pre K attended 
the Lindsay ISD Board of 
Trustees meeting Monday, 
May 20. At the April 
meeting they requested that 
Lindsay consider initiating 
a Pre K program in the 
school. The Board requested 
that Superintendent Travis 
Winn and Principal Jerry 
Metzler research the cost 
and feasibility of such a 
program and report at the 
May meeting. 

"Jerry has a lot of input 
into our programs and he 
has studied these things 
from several different 
angles," noted 
Superintendent Winn. In 
response to me the first  

things he said that he felt 
that a program like this 
would be beneficial and I 
don't think there's any 
doubt about that. To have 
Pre K children your 
Kindergarten kids end up 
being a little better 
prepared when they enter 
and that just kind of 
accumulates through the 
years in first, second, third 
grades. There are some cons 
in taking children that 
young. You do get into 
maturity level. There's a lot 
of different maturity levels 
there in Pre K kids. The 
programs in other districts 
we know have improved 
achievement where kids 
learn at a little faster rate -
at least they are a little

Hospital financial 
report encouraging

Muenster Memorial Hospital 

Administrator Richard 
Arnold and the board of 
directors have released an 
encouraging financial report 
for the first nine months of 
the present fiscal year. It 
shows that $79,092.00 has - 
$420,000.00 (after rollback) 
tax collected this fiscal year, 
leaving about $330,000.00 of 
collected taxes for hospital 
operational use. They said 
even though end results are 
unknown, things look good. 

Deductions reported for 
Medicare, bad debts, etc. 
were $1,640,338.00. Total 
operating income, without 
tax revenue, was 
$4,141,656.00. Salaries, 
which help the local economy, 
averaged $221,799.00 per 
month. They complimented 
the hospital staff and all who 
made the good report 
possible and look forward to 
the Critical Access operating 
status change from Acute 
Care status which could add 
an estimated $220,000.00 to 
yearly profits.

further along when they get 
in there. I agree that 
probably would be a benefit 
at Lindsay." 

Winn continued saying 
that Board's consideration 
of the request of such a 
program must be like that 
of any other major thing 
that they do, It would 
require board action and 
Board policy. He warned 
that the program would be 
self-funding since the 
district would receive no 
ADA (average daily 
attendance) from the State 
unless program participants 
can be identified as in a 
financial need. He said it 
would be on a tuition basis 
at Lindsay if the program 
were to be initiated. 

"I 	talked 	to 	the 
superintendent in Muenster 
and Muenster has made a 
decision to fund their Pre K 
program on a local level by 
tax dollars," said Winn. "I 
won't get into their 
motivation. I don't know if 
that's really relevant here, 
but there are certain 
reasons that they do that 
and continue to do that. 
They were given a proposal 
this year to go ahead and 
raise tuition up to a pretty 
good level to try to fund 
most of this, but their Board 
chose to just increase the 
daily fee from $4 to $6." 

Winn said they estimated 
the cost of the program to be 
between $30,000 to $40,000. 
Existing space would have 
to be modified to 
accommodate a Pre K 
classroom. "All of these 
alternatives present a 
negative impact on our 
programs," he explained. "It 
impacts the budget, 
facilities. We didn't go into 
this to be negative, but this 
is the reality. If we choose 
to implement these 
programs, it can be done. 
It's going to be costly. It's 
going to require some 
serious thought and 
planning." 

Winn said that he and 
Metzler did not recommend 
implementing the program 
at this time. He added that 
he understood that Mrs. 
Krebs was considering 
expanding her Pre K day 
care depending on Board 
action on initiating a Pre K. 
"I think that's why we have 
some parent interest in this 
because there is a 
perception that there's not a 
local provider for this," 
remarked Winn. 

The expenses could be 
met through tuition or a 
combination of tuition and 
tax dollars. Board members 
put a pencil to the number 
of students and the 
approximate cost. 

Interested parents had 
compiled a list of 13 or 14 
students who they knew 
would attend if the program 
were available at Lindsay 
ISD. They said there could 
be others interested whom 
they didn't know about. The 
cost per year per student 
was very near to what 
parents pay for daycare. 

Board member David 
Arendt commented, "I still 
feel that it could be 
beneficial to the future of 
our kids. I really don't think 
taxpayers' need to support 
it. If the interest went up 
just a bit, get more kids; it 
appears that taking a 
calculator to it, it's already 
getting pretty close now to 
what they're paying for 
daycare. A few more might 
make this something to look 
at again for the overall good 
of the kids and the school 
system. It's something we 
ought to look at. I have no 
problem with someone of 
district coming to the 
program. They'll probably 
stay in kindergarten. We 
have a trouble filling 
kindergarten." 

No action was taken on 
beginning a Pre K class. 
The Board agreed to take 
another look at the 
possibility next year. 
Metzler recommended that 
it be done in January 2003 
for the following school year 
and that a tuition range be 
determined. "You'll have to 
make some kind of 
commitment," he noted. 

Parent Scott Fleitman 
thanked the Board for 
considering the Pre K class 
and added that he felt it 
would be beneficial to 
initiate next year or the 
year after. 

After an executive session 
the Board voted to hire 
John Erwin as the athletic 
director and head football 
coach and Mary Reiter as 
an elementary teacher. 

Principal Metzler 
submitted a list of 115 
students requesting 
transfer into the Lindsay 
school district. All of the 
students were accepted by a 
unanimous 7-0 vote of the 
Board. lie said that there 
are currently 36 students 
enrolled in kindergarten for 
next year. 

The Board accepted the 
resignation of third grade 
teacher Barbara Tombaugh. 
She has resigned to be 
closer to her family. 

Winn reported that 
repairs to the various roofs 
are in process. Already 
completed are the cafeteria 
south porch; three air 
conditioner wells to prevent 
penetration from the air 
conditioners; the dressing  

room roof has been re-
tarred and graveled. Yet to 
be done are leaks in some 
classrooms and the library.  
The completed roofs did not 
leak during recent rains, 
said Winn. 

The calendar waiver was 
approved by TEA and school 
will begin on the earlier 
August start date. 

Winn announced that this 
was Tom Fluker's last 
official board meeting. "He's 
had quite a bit of tenure 
here taking copious notes 
through the years," noted 
Winn. "On Tom's retirement 
he didn't want any kind of 
special recognition, but I'm 
taking a minute of personal 
privilege to give him my 
appreciation for a lot of 
years well served to this 
district and a lot of good 
service to this Board both in 
his transcription and his 
pearls of wisdom. ... He's 
going to be missed at Board 
meetings." 

A committee of four was 
formed at the May 7 special 
meeting of the Board to do 
some research on facilities. 
Nortman said they have 
had one meeting already 
and discussed ideas. 
Conaway is the chairman of 
the committee. She reported 
that some fact finding the 
committee would analyze 
information and report to 
the Board in June. 

During his Principal's 
report Metzler reminded the 
Board that they are 
encouraged to attend 
graduation and that there 
will be places for them on 
the stage. Friday, May 24 is 
the last day of school and 
Saturday is a workday for 
teachers. 

At the May 7 special 
meeting of the LISD Board 
votes were canvassed. 
Newly elected trustees, 
Wayne Fleitman and 
Damian Krahl, and 
incumbent Danny Nortman 
were sworn into office for 
three-year terms. Officers 
for the year were elected. 
Nortman was re-elected 
president. Richard Connett 
was elected vice-president 
and Carol Conaway 
secretary. Superintendent 
Winn conducted orientation 
for the benefit of the new 
members.

Level 1 = 10 Sq. Ft. or 
Less - local remediation, 
no containment 

Level 2 = 10 to 30 Sq. 
Ft. - local remediation 
with containment of the 
area and filter vacuum the 
area not removed. 

Level 3 = 30 to 100 Sq. 
Ft. - remediation by 
professionally trained 
technicians with complete 
containment of the area and 
filter vacuum 

Level 4 = more than 100 
SF - remediation by 
professionally trained 
technicians with full facial 

Regulations set by the 
UIL note that school 
coaches are prohibited 
from several activities 
involving conditioning 
programs for students in 
grades 9-12 from their own 
attendance zone including:

Once removed to the 
outdoors the mold is 
considered safe and the 
contaminated material is 
disposed of in landfills. The 
mold is only considered 
dangerous when in 
contained areas. 

The 	hiring 	of 
professionals for  
remediation is expensive. 
Generally, the testing for 
type and quantity is 
performed by chemical 
engineers, or other qualified 
professionals. The clean up

is done by trained 
technicians who must dress 
in "white suits" with rubber 
gloves, covered footwear, 
headgear and breathing 
apparatus while they are 
working. As previously 
mentioned, at the Levels 3 
and 4 infestation, every 
piece of material to be 
removed must be bagged in 
plastic and sealed prior to 
removal. To get an idea of 
the work involved (and why 
it is so expensive), just try 
to imagine yourself taking 
the time to get suited up in 
all that garb and then doing 
even a small repair job in 
your own home, say 
replacing a broken window. 
Every item you remove 
must be reduced to small 
enough pieces to be removed 
in plastic bags. You must be 
in full "uniform" when 
working which is 
cumbersome and clumsy. If 
you take a break and leave 
the work area you must be 
"decontaminated" and then 
before you can return, to the 
work area you must get 
completely suited up again. 
This is very time consuming 
and painstaking work. 
Additionally, if you are 
doing this in the heat of the 
Texas summer, you have a 
pretty miserable job. 

Upon completion of the 
remediation, the area must 
be tested and approved for 
re-occupancy. At that point 
reconstruction can begin.

Rodney Hess, a Muenster 
native and Company B Re-
enactment member, and now 
a high school history teacher 
in Keller, Texas, presented 
Brittanye Moore's award. 
She is a seventh grader at 
Gainesville Junior High 
School. Hess commented that 
the Civil War was the most 
important event in U.S. 
history. "The Revolutionary 
War left questions unanswered 
such as, would the U.S. 
survive as a nation? So, the 
Civil War was a test of 
survival for the Union. It was 
the bloodiest war with over 
620,000 lives lost which 
represented two percent of 
the U.S. population in 1860.

"Essentially 	this 
formalizes what we're 
already doing between our 
two institutions," Dr. 
Glasscock said. "This gives 
students an opportunity not 
only to earn an associates 
degree from North Central 
Texas College, but to know 
their academic successes 
are secured when they move 
on to the next stage of their 
educational careers." 

Under the concurrent 
admission agreement, Dr. 
Glasscock said, students 
may apply for concurrent 
pre-admission status at the 
time they enroll at NCTC or 
at the beginning of their 
second year of study. 
Students will need to 
submit the Texas Common 
Application within 12 
months of anticipated 
enrollment at UNT. 

"This will be a great 
benefit to both institutions 
giving us the ability to offer 
all kinds of concurrent 
opportunities to our 
students—and that means 
our students collectively," 
said Dr. David Kesterson, 
provost and vice president 
for academic affairs at UNT. 
"When a student enrolls  

concurrently, he or she is 
making a pledge to continue 
striving to excel. This is the 
ideal pathway for both of 
our institutions to facilitate 
a healthy learning 
environment for our 
students." 

The institutions will work 
together to provide transfer 
guides under the Texas 
Common Course Numbering 
System to identify the 
courses to be completed at 
NCTC, Dr. Kesterson said. 
Courses in the major at 
UNT also will be identified 
on the transfer guide using 
the UNT course numbering 
system. 

UNT will provide the 
opportunity for NCTC 
students who meet UNT 
transfer scholarship criteria 
to apply for designated 
scholarships, said Joneel 
Harris, associate vice 
president of enrollment 
management at UNT. She 
added that UNT will 
provide NCTC with an 
annual date report that 
includes the number and 
academic performance of 
former NCTC students 
enrolled at UNT. 

The two institutions will 
provide a smooth transition 
for students wishing to 
enter the University Honors 
Program at UNT, Dr. 
Kesterson added. 
Acceptance to University 
Honors and continued 
membership require a 
cumulative GPA of 3.25 or 
better on all college work. 

The University Honors 
Program will accept up to 
12 semester hours of honors 
credit with a grade of B or 
better earned at NCTC 
toward the 24 honors hours 
required for Honors 

Program recognition upon 
graduation from UNT, said 
Condoa Parrent, director of 
admissions at NCTC. 

Several other benefits to 
concurrent students include 
using a TexShare card to 
access UNT libraries and 
the ability to purchase 
student guest tickets to 
UNT athletic and other 
selected events at the UNT 
campus. 

The University of North 
Texas and North Central 
Texas College also agreed 
on a new program that will 
allow NCTC to teach the 
developmental math courses 
to UNT students on the 
UNT campus, said Dr. 
Eddie Hadlock, vice 
president of instruction at 
NCTC. 

"NCTC will now teach the 
two levels of math below 
intermediate algebra to 
UNT students," Dr. Hadlock 
said. "This will be UNT 
students on the UNT 
campus using NCTC 
instructors. UNT will 
register the students and 
check all of the appropriate 
TASP compliances and then 
we will deliver the 
instruction." 

Under the developmental 
math agreement, NCTC 
agrees to transcript the 
credit. UNT will collect the 
tuition and fees for the 
courses for NCTC. The 
faculty will have an office 
on the UNT campus to 
assist students between 
classes. 

The new program will 
require three full-time 
faculty members plus 
several adjunct faculty 
members, Dr. Hadlock said. 
Students will purchase 
corresponding books at the 
UNT bookstore. 
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NCTC, UNT create partnership 
with concurrent admission agreement

Teachers: save receipts for deduction 
The Internal Revenue 

Service today advised 
teachers to save their 
receipts for purchases of 
books and classroom 
supplies. These out-of-
pocket expenses may lower 
their taxes, thanks to a 
recent change in the law. 

"Many teachers dip into 
their own pockets when 
funds for classroom supplies 
run out before the school 
year does," said IRS 
Commissioner Charles 0. 
Rossotti. "A new law gives 
them a tax break this year 
and next, and we want them 
to have the records they'll 
need to claim it on their 
returns." 

The new deduction is 
available to eligible 
educators in both public and 
private elementary and 
secondary schools. They 
must work at least 900 
hours during a school year 
as a teacher, instructor, 
counselor, principal or aide. 

Taxpayers may subtract 
up to $250 of qualified 
expenses when figuring

For best accuracy, a rifle's 
bore needs to be clean of 
excessive powder and 
copper fouling.

You might use a 
special copper-removal 
agent and follow that 
treatment with a rust 
preventative. 

When your rifle comes 
out of storage in 
preparation for the season, 
clean the oil residue out of 
the bore before sighting in. 
Next, fire a couple of fouling 
shots because the first shots 
from a recently cleaned bore 
seldom fly true. Because of 
that, after you finish 
zeroing, clean the bore 
again. Then shoot one more 
group to verify the zero 
(remember the fouling 
shots). 

Unless you hunt in a 
very damp climate, you 
might not need to clean 
again until season's end. 
However, should the rifle 
get wet, you must clean it to 
prevent rust. Then you 
should foul the bore again to 
be sure of your first shot at 
a buck. Good, consistent 
rifle cleaning habits 
increase your chances for 
success. 

Sighting-in mistakes 

When sighting in your 
hunting rifle, it doesn't take 
many mistakes to turn the 
process into a long, 
laborious and expensive 
process. Failing to check 
your bedding and scope 
mounting screws before 

starting is a good way to 
waste a box or so of ammo. 

Another bad idea is 
trying to go cheap and use a 
mixed lot of old ammo. This 
proves nothing, as ammo of 
different brands and bullet 
weights is almost sure to 
shoot differently. Even 
changing lots of the same 
brand and bullet weight can 
shift the zero noticeably. 

Shooting from an 
unsteady rest is a poor idea. 
The more solid your position 
the better your sighting-in 
results will be. 

If your rifle has recently 
been cleaned, fire a couple 
of fouling shots before firing 
for effect. Don't adjust your 
sights on the basis of a 
single shot. Everyone 
experiences the occasional 
errant "flyer" that is not a 
true indicator of the rifle's 
point of impact. Base 
adjustments on groups of 
three or more shots. 

The all-around grunt 

Deer are always curious 
about other deer and the 
grunt is the most common 
and generalized deer 
vocalization. The buck's 
grunt is deep and guttural 
while the doe makes a 
flatter "blat" type of sound. 

Don't overcall, since 
deer are not very vocal. 
However, the occasional 
grunt while on stand can 
start an unseen buck 
moving your way. He will 
usually try to circle and 
approach the calling by 
walking upwind. When 
calling (or rattling), keep 
your eyes peeled on your 
periphery for bucks trying 
to get behind you. 

A deer call can also help 
calm down a deer that is 
slightly spooked. Even if the 
spooked deer is 
unconvinced, other deer in 
the area can be put at ease 
with the call. 

A grunt is also a good, 
natural sounding way to 
stop a buck for your shot. 
However, don't daily. When 
a buck is close enough to 
shoot and you stop him in 
his tracks with a grunt, he 
will be looking right at you. 

Keep 'em guessing 

Many hunters build 
permanent tree stands and 
hunt from them day after 
day. Others will erect 
portable stands in a likely 
spot and stick with it all 
season long. Due to your 
near constant presence -
both odor and activity - deer 
figure out your pattern and 
avoid the area . 

Trophy bucks get wise 
to permanent or heavily 
used stand locations and 
seem to have an uncanny 
ability to determine 
occupancy. Research with 
bucks "bugged" with radio 
collars showed them taking 
twisty paths to avoid known 
stand locations. If you 
suspect a big buck has been 
"blindsiding" you behind a 
thicket, you may be right! 

The easily portable 
hang-on or climbing-type 
stands make stand 
relocation easy. However, 
don't just dash about 
hanging stands willy-nilly. 
Base your stand sites 
selection on solid deer-sign 
evidence or at least a strong 
hunch. The bulkier ladder 
stands are also well served 
by an occasional move to a 
fresh location. For 
permanent or tripod stands, 
select several sites to avoid 
overuse of one location.

Warden's 
Report 

Whooping Crane 
Found Dead  Recently, 
game wardens worked on a 
case of a dead whooping 
crane found by a farmer in 
Comanche County. A special 
agent from the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service picked 
up the endangered bird and 
an x-ray showed no broken 
bones or gunshots. It was 
lying below a power line, 
which game wardens think 
it may have flown into. 
Tests are continuing. 

Explosives Found 
Game wardens patrolling 
Lake Ray Hubbard in 
Dallas County encountered 
someone pulling a bass boat 
at a ramp. The boat's 
numbers were falsified and 
a loaded .22-caliber rifle was 
found in the boat's storage 
compartment. Several 
homemade explosives were 
also found in the boat. 
Federal agents disarmed 
pipe bombs and other 
explosives and retained 
them as evidence. Charges 
are pending. 

The concept of a contact lure 
is one that many bass fishermen 
fail to grasp. Contact lures are 
baits that come into contact with 
objects like stumps, rocks, brush, 
grass, mud, sand gravel. clay or 
the lake bottom. 

The most popular contact 
lures are plastic worms, 
cranld:oits and jigs. These are 
great lures for banging into 
structure so that they bump, 
jump or wiggle in response. That 
erratic action caused by the 
collision triggers strikes. 

A jig-and-pig will move along, 
kicking up little clouds of silt. 
Once it comes into contact with a 
stump, its action abruptly 
changes. Thais when a bass 
usually blasts it. 

Of all the different types of 
structure a lake offers, one of my 
favorite bass hangouts is a point. 

The old saying is that 
"points point out fish," and on 
most lakes, that is true. The 
configuration of many points can 
be determined by studying the 
terrain visible above water. Steep 
hillsides and bluffs often indicate -
Eist falling points, while flatter 
shorelines usually mean longer, 
more gentle points. 

One of the best ways to grasp 
the concept of structure-like 
points is to use your imagination 
when you are out hunting, or nut 
walking. look at the surrounding 
countryside and picture how it 
would appear if the entire area 
were inundated with water. 

Studies by biologists have 
shown that bass have a definite 
home range. 

One study showed that only 
1.2 percent of the bass were on 
the shoreline at any one time 
Ion the average). That meant that 
most of the bass were out from 
the shoreline in deeper water 
most of the time. And 96 percent 
of the bass that did invade the 
shallows or shoreline were again 
found within 300 feet of their 
original spot They were always 
within the same area 

So the next time you locate a 
productive area, make a mental 
note of it. Fish different depths 
along that spot and you will likely 
catch bass there year after year.

Grasshoppers hit Central Texas 
A dry, mild winter has 

encouraged a large hatch of 
grasshoppers in Central 
Texas, with heavy 
infestations already being 
seen in some East Texas 
counties. 

"We don't have numbers 
yet, but we're hearing 
reports of Central Texas 
farmers finding the ground 
under their feet squirming 
with grasshopper nymphs," 
said Dr. James Robinson, 
entomologist with Texas 
Cooperative Extension. 

Robinson said reports of 
large grasshopper 
populations are ranging 
from Dallas to McGregor 
and College Station. He has 
also received reports of 
infestations in the Athens 
and Canton areas. 

Farmers are justifiably 
concerned about the 
infestations because with 
soil moisture already below 
normal in many parts of the 
state, hay and forage could 
be at a premium during the 
months ahead, he said.

Though the grasshoppers 
are small, many farmers are 
electing to treat early. It's 
an expense, but one that is 
probably wise, considering 
the past effects of adult 
grasshoppers on pastures. 
In the spring of 2000, when 
there was also a dry mild 
winter, Texas A&M 
entomologists estimated 
pasture losses alone at $190 
million. In 1998, a drought 
year, the impact of 
grasshoppers on improved 
pastures was also 
catastrophic. 

Grasshopper hatches are 
normally held in check by a 
fungus that attacks their 
over-wintering eggs in the 
soil. During a dry winter, 
the fungus does not flourish 
and more grasshopper eggs 
hatch to become nymphs. 

Producers are usually 
advised that it becomes 
economical to treat when 
they can count 25 
grasshoppers per square 

yard. 	Twenty-five 
grasshoppers may not 
sound like a big number, 
but over an acre, this count 
could equal 120,000 
grasshoppers. At this 
concentration, the 
grasshoppers can eat as 
much forage as a mature 
cow 

Livestock producers may 
face difficult times this 
summer because of 
continuing drought 
throughout the state, Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
reports. 

Currently, Texas' rainfall 
is varying dramatically, 
with some areas of the state 
having abundant moisture, 
while others are suffering 
severe deficiencies. 

Range conditions continue 
to decline in the Panhandle 
from the lack of adequate 
moisture. During the past 
week, 	isolated 
thunderstorms 	have 
showered between one-half 
and three-quarters an inch 
of rain in this North Texas 
region 

than 	cost, 	however. 
Malathion has no grazing or 
harvest restrictions. Sevin 
has a 14-day grazing 
restriction. 

The 	highly 	toxic 
insecticide methyl 
parathion is also labeled for 
grasshopper control. 
Because of its toxicity level, 
Robinson recommended 
that it be applied either 
aerially or by a commercial 
applicator using an enclosed 
cab machine. 

"I do not recommend that 
methyl parathion be applied 
by farmers with an open air 
tractor cab and spray rig. 
It's just too dangerous," 
Robinson said. 

Methyl parathion has a 
15-day waiting period for 
hay harvesting and grazing. 

Dimilin can be used for 
control of grasshopper 
nymphs in rangeland. There 
will not be a special permit 
allowing the use of this 
product on pastureland. 

Home gardeners shouldn't 
worry about grasshoppers 
damaging lawns. Vegetable 
gardens and ornamental 
landscape plants can be a 
target, however. For safe 
control in vegetable 
gardens, use Sevin or 
malathion. 

Insecticides containing a 

This is not enough, as 
significant amounts of 
rainfall are needed 
throughout the area to help 
alleviate the heavy 
irrigation demand, said Dr. 
Bob Robinson, district 
Extension director. 

According to District 
Director Charles Neeb, up 
to 80 percent of the cattle 
have already been sold off in 
Culberson County in Far 
West Texas as a result of 
the drought. 

Also, dry weather 
conditions in the West 
Central Texas region are 
deteriorating the range and 
pasture conditions, said 
District Extension Director 
Scott Durham. 

Forage quantity and 
quality are becoming 
extremely poor, and 
livestock numbers continue 
to decline. 

In South Texas, a small 
number of counties received 
rain this past week, but not 
enough to solve drought 
problems. Soil moisture 
problems are worsening, 
non-irrigated crops are 
suffering and pastures 
continue declining, said 
Terry Lockamy, district 
director. 

However, there are 
certain areas, such as the 
Stephenville vicinity in 

North Central Texas, that 
are not being affected. 
Rainfall has been 

adequate or even above 
average in this area, 
according to Dr. Steve 

Hammack, professor and 
Extension beef cattle 
specialist, 

"Pasture conditions vary 
from poor to good, 
depending mostly on how 

producers have stocked 
and managed during the

"When there is a drought, 

especially when it relates to 
mature beef cattle, the 
producer is generally 
reluctant to think about 
supplemental feeding," said 
Dr. Larry Boleman of 
College Station, professor 
and Extension beef 
specialist "Most producers 
think about drought during 
the winter when food 
shortages are expected 

"This leads to summer 

The following information 
from Farm Service Agency 
pertains to all our grain 
crops; all our grain crops 
harvested for hay, silage or 
ensilage and grazed out 
small grains. (Due to the 
new farm programs we do 
not have all the details on 
graze out. We anticipate it 
will be the same as last 
year). Crop mixtures if more 
than 1091 are not eligible for 
payments (example wheat 
and rye grass, wheat and 
oats). Grain crops 
overseeded in pastureland 
and harvested for hay, 
silage or ensilage are not 
eligible for LDP payments. 

Since the new farm bill 
will change the crop loan 
rates we will not be able to 
tell you at this time what 
the payments will be. 
However, if you have to sell 
or feed the crop immediately 
we can lock in a date 
anytime after harvest. We 
can figure the payment after 
the loan rates are finalized. 
The good news is this new 
rate will be an increase. The 
main thing to remember is 
do not sell your 
commodity or sign a 
contract that causes you 
to lose beneficial 
interest prior to tilling 
the required paperwork 
in this office. If you lose

being one of the most 
neglected times concernin 
cattle's needed nutrient 
requirements. Probably not 
even 10 percent of ranchers 
plan for supplemental 
feeding during the summer. 
It is so far out of their 
minds that when it begins 
to occur, they are in 
rejection of it. 

When ranchers do 
recognize there is limited 
forage, they either have to 
reduce their cow herd or 
begin some sort of feeding 
and/or supplementation 
program, Boleman said. 
In the worst-case scenario, 

they may have to begin a 
full feeding program, which 
would constitute forage, and 
if this forage is available, 
supplemental protein would 
be required," Boleman said. 
"The thing about feeding 
beef cattle is they are so big 
that when you do get 
around to feeding them all 
their needed requirements, 
it just becomes so expensive 
and prohibitive to most 
producers." If ranchers do 
not plan ahead, they may 
wait until it is too late to 
buy in bulk supplies, he 
said. 
"When it is on top of you, 
you are unable to take care 
of the routine things that 
would save you money. You 
have to react, and you don't 
have time to plan for it," 
Boleman said. 
Also, if cows have not had 
enough to eat, they may not 
breed back. This will give a 
lower calf crop percent for 
next year. 
Some ranchers in West 
Texas are saying the 
drought conditions in their 
area are worse than during 
the depression of the 1950s. 

beneficial interest in the 
crop it is not eligible for 
payment. 

We have been hearing 
that a few elevators may not 
store your grain. Please 
check with the elevator you 
are going to do business 
with. If this is the case there 
is a form that can be filled 
out at our office before the 
grain is delivered to an 
elevator which will qualify 
the grain for payment at the 
rate in effect the date of 
delivery. The only problem 
here is you are locked in to 
using this method and will 
not be able to use the daily 
method and watch the 
market for the best possible 
payment. 

Some 	eligibility 
requirements and things 
you need to give serious 
thought to are: 

1. The crop must have 
been produced on a farm 
that is enrolled in the 7 year 
Freedom to Farm program. 
(We still have not heard the 
word on non-participating 
farms). 

2. The crop must have 
been reported (certified in 
our office before the 
commodity is harvested. 
May 1 for wheat, oats, and 
barley. July 15 for corn, 
grain sorghum and 
soybeans). 

3. Production records - We 
had an audit on this subject 
last year, so please pay 
attention to what we need.

July 15 is the final date to 
report corn, grain sorghum, 
soybeans, and peanut 
acreage. Please contact FSA 
as soon as possible to 
schedule an appointment.

It will be up to you, your 
elevator, or the CO-OP to 
furnish these records. They 
will not release these 
records to us without your 
permission. Load summary
