Candidates announced 
for local elections 
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MISD teachers reassigned 
for 2002-2003 school year

The special meeting of the 

Muenster Hospital District 
Board last Thursday, March 
14, at City Hall was 
intended to be a closed 
meeting. President Gerald 
Hess explained that the 

" overall purpose of the 
meeting was to stop fighting 
and start working together. 
Board member John Aytes 
added that since a 
misunderstanding had 
resulted in some citizens 
being in attendance they 
would share some of their 
discussion items. 

Later, 	the 	board 
adjourned the public 
meeting to meet in closed 
session. Afterward, the 
board opened the meeting 
and adopted the new board 
policy, a copy of which is 
printed on page 2 of this 
issue. There was no 
indication of the new policy 
during the first open

Doug Smithson, chief 

.appraiser of Cooke County 
Tax Appraisal (CCAD) 
District, reported that 
corrected statements have 
been sent to property 
owners in the Muenster 
Hospital District who 
haven't yet paid their 2001 
taxes. The corrected 
statements were necessary 
after a rollback election took 
the tax rate from 
approximately 0.49 per 
$100 valuation to 0.25723 
per $100. 

Those who paid their 
taxes can expect a refund in 
the near future. Smithson 
said that they are waiting 
for checks from the 
Muenster Hospital District 
to begin writing the refund 
checks. 

Business manager Judith 
Barnhill said the CCAD 
staff is working on the  

session. Most of the 
discussion concerned the 
intended redesignation of 
MMH as a Critical Access 
Hospital. Specific points 
revisited included: 
— John Aytes said there was 
an opportunity with critical 
access (CA) _to do better 
than break even. They want 
to take advantage of the 
money available frcm CA 
now as they seek financial 
help from any and all 
sources. — Angelo Nasche 
said CA is the way to go 
because Cooke County has 
an older average population 
than any other county. 
—Aytes added that CA only 
changes the Medicare 
reimbursement to the 
better. It will not change 
the type or quality of care 
offered at the hospital. 
—Mary K. Endres asked the 
board how CA would 
increase patient volume. 
Aytes said they hoped it 

refunds doing as much as 
possible without having the 
checks to complete the 
refund process. The 
deadline for the refund is 
April 5. In a telephone 
interview Wednesday 
Barnhill said the checks 
from MMH were received on 
Friday, March 15. The first 
refunds will be sent out on 
March 22 with additional 
mail outs on March 28 and 
April 4. 

Board President Leon 
Klement said that the 
headline in the Gainesville 
Register stating that checks 
had been mailed was 
incorrect so people should 
not be concerned that they 
hadn't received their refund 
check. A correction was 
printed in the next issue of 
the Register.

There was a full house in 

the audience for last 
Wednesday's Muenster ISD 
Board of Trustees meeting 
concerned about the 
dismissal of Coach Gordon 
Martin. 

Gerri Eckart, speaking as 
a parent, noted how 
athletics and academics go 
hand in hand at Muenster. 
"We appreciate our coaches, 
they adjust schedules, 
working for academics," 
Eckart commented. 
"Coaches are role models -
academically and 
athletically - they deserve 
our respect. Please keep 
them here. They need our 
support." 

Mary Dangelmayr asked 
the Board to reconsider 
their contract with Martin. 
She presented each member 
with a copy of the district's 
job 	application, 
qualifications, 	and 
responsibilities noting that 
"If Coach Martin was to 
apply for the job, he would 
definitely get it. Muenster's 
coaching success is due to 
the direction of Coach 
Martin. I hope you consider 
keeping him here, in his 
coaching position." 

"We need to grow - we are 
focused only on sports," 
noted Rudy Koesler. "Where 
we should be putting our 
focus, our money, we're not. 
Everyone's so upset about 
athletics, but they won't say 
anything about anything 
else." 

With comments said, the 
Board opened a public 
hearing to address the 
school start date of Aug. 14. 
Superintendent Clyde 
Steelman noted that the 

would enable some types of 
expansion and healthier 
finances, thus yielding a 
growth in patients. Board 
member Kenny Klement 
added that CA allows 
recovery of cost in most 
areas. "It's a big thing to 
recover cost on needed new 
machinery for the allowed 
Medicare patients and then 
have the new machine 
available for regular paying 
patients," he said. (Sixty 
percent of MMH patients 
are Medicare eligible.) 
— Aytes pointed out that 
advice from knowledgeable 
sources indicates that CA 
will be good for Muenster. 
He added that Gainesville 
Memorial Hospital financial 
official Jeff Davis said CA 
should be good for Muenster 
and may help GMH get sole 
provider status for the 
county. 
—Betty Miller asked if CA 
would affect the MMH 

were appointed to the 
CCAD's Agricultural 
Advisory Board for 2002 as 
recommended by Smithson. 
They join J. C. Skinner. Two 
more members may be 
appointed in the future. The 
purpose of the Advisory 
Board is to review 
agriculture values after 
they are set and hear 
appeals. 

Smithson said that 
Gainesville ISD reappraisal 
is finished with the 
exception of a few rechecks 
and some areas of 
commercial property. Sivells 
Bend is finished and 75 
percent of Era has been 
completed. The CCAD staff 
is reviewing Callisburg and 
Lindsay along with new 
construction throughout the 
county. 

As far as values for school 
districts, Sivells Bend's 
have been accepted, those  

early start date would allow 
the school to finish first 
semester exams before the 
Christmas break, and finals 
and dismissal before 
Memorial Day weekend.

• Elementary principal 
Gwen 	Trubenbach 
announced to the Board 
that Muenster Elementary 
received congratulations for 
being a Distinguished Title 
1 School. Trubenbach also 
reported that the UIL team 
earned the academic trophy 
and updated the Board on 
other activities and events 
sponsored 	by 	the 
Elementary Student 
Council. Also Leigh Hale 
was nominated for Walt 
Disney Teacher of the Year. 

• Phil Newton, high 
school principal, reported on 

Home Health division 
Aytes answered, "No effect." 
— Mary K. Endres asked 
why the board was looking 
for different legal' service. 
Klement said they wanted 
experienced legal service 
that was nearby, not in 
Austin. "We just feel more 
comfortable with a new 
lawyer," he said. Nasche 
said he wanted a lawyer 
that would stay out of the 
political situation.

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County courthouse west steps require attention

Cooke County 
Commissioner Virgil Hess 
reported at the March 11 
meeting his discussion with 
Courthouse architect Karl 
Kamatsu regarding repairs 
to the west side of the 
Courthouse. The west steps 
have been a concern for 
some time and the need for 
repairs is becoming critical. 
Plans are to repair the 
steps, the west side of the 
building, and the two 
bathrooms in the basement 
to bring them up to ADA 
standards. 

Estimated total cost for 
the repairs is $466,306.00. 
Hess suggested having 
partial specs and plans 
drawn up so that they 
could go out for bids on the 
repairs. The cost would be 
$34,375.04. This would also 
benefit the Count on its 
grant application in Round 
III with the THC Historic 
Courthouse Preservation 
funding, said Hess. By 
having specs and plans 
drawn up the County will be 
able to add a few more 
points. "This would give us

NEW BOARD POLICY DATED MARCH 14, 2002 

The Board of Directors of Hospital District ("Board of Directors") shall be the governing bocl ■. 
of Hospital District ("Hospital") and hall be responsible for the operation of Hospital and 
development of policies with respect thereto. Notwithstanding the authority granted to the 
Administrator hereinafter mentioned, it is agreed that Hospital, through its Board of Directors. 
shall at all times exercise control o..er the affairs of Hospital. shall establish general operating 
policies to be carried out and shall be accountable and responsible for all medical. professional 
and ethical affairs of Hospital. Hospital retains Administrator to perform the duties and service , 

 to be performed by him under this Policy Statement and Administrator shall perform such dune 
and services in a businesslike manner in accordance with the policies and directives adopted 
the Board of Directors from time to time, i.e. this statement and MM-1 POLICY MANUAL. 

It is established (a) that the Board of Directors shall have the right and obligation to review 
periodically operating decisions made by the Administrator; (b) that the Board of Directors shall 
have the right upon notice to the Administrator to repeal or alter policies adopted by the 
Administrator in connection with managing the day-to-day operations of Hospital; (c) that in 
order to provide the Board of Directors with an informed basis for reviewing the Administrator's 
performance hereunder. Administrator shall prepare and deliver to the Board of Directors from 
time to time the reports and financial statements required by this Board; and (d) the Board of 
Directors agree to schedule and hold regular periodic meetings and. among other actions and 

business, to receive from the Administrator at such meetings the various reports required

During the fourth year in 
the Community's ;history, 
1892-1903, a major change 
took place in the pastorship 
of Muenster St. Mary's 
parish. In August of 1892 
Pastor Father Blum was 
called back to Dallas and 
later reassigned to St. 
Mary's in Sherman. During 
the spring of 1893 Diocesan 
Bishop Thomas Brennan 
resigned as Bishop of the 
Dallas Diocese and Most 
Reverend Edward 
Fitzgerald, D.D. Bishop of 
Little Rock Diocese was 
appointed temporary 
Administrator of the 
Diocese of Dallas. Bishop 
Fitzgerald was familiar with 
the New Swiss German 
Subiaco Abbey in Subiaco, 
Arkansas. and being aware 
of the growing German 
community in North Texas 
filled the vacancy of a pastor 
in Muenster with a 
Benedictine from Subiaco 
Abbey Rev. Bonaventure 
Binzegger. Thus making 
Father Bonaventure the

first Benedictine Pastor in 
North Texas. 

Shortly after the arrival 
of Reverend Binzegger as 
pastor, the same fate befell 
him as did the previous 
pastor Father Blum. On 
July 31, 1893 a tornado 
completely destroyed the 
Parish's one-year-old wood 
gothic church. The 
community faced with the 
loss of their second frame 
church in less than three 
years was in a state of shock 
and despair. The details of 
the destruction were 
described by Pastor 
Binzegger in his plea for 
monetary help in the 
Amerika news weekly (a 
widely read German news 
weekly published out of St. 
Louis, Missouri). "Today, 
the Parish stands, for the 
third time, in two and one-
half years, facing an 
annihilating necessity, to 
have to build a new Church. 
A cyclone, on July 31 at two-
thirty in the afternoon, in 
an instant changed the 
beautiful, although simple 
Gothic-design Church the 
pride of the parish into a 
heap of rubble. In place of 
the beautiful House of God 
there lies a heap of

"This second blow hits the 
colony so much harder, 
because it had not yet 
recovered from the first one. 
It belongs in the category of 
the unusual, that a parish 
has to build a _third Church 
within two and one-half 
years. ---When one 
remembers that the settlers. 
still have obligations (debts) 
on their land, that the 
harvest, this year, remained 
less than expectations 
warranted, that, besides 
this, the price for wheat and 
oats is unusually low, that 
corn has suffered severely, 
because of the prolonged 
heat and drought, and, to all 
appearances, the equally 
low price for cotton will 
bring no great hopes, so, you 
will certainly understand, 
that it is not possible for us, 
by our own means, and 
without help from 
elsewhere, again to build a 
suitable House of God, and 

being told "you have 
cancer". It includes those 
who have just been 
diagnosed, those who are 
undergoing treatment for 
cancer, and those who are 
cancer free. 

Teams begin walking 
following the survivor's lap 
and each team keeps one 
member on the track 
throughout the event until 
11:00 Saturday morning 
when all participants join 
together for a final lap. 
During the course of the 
event many activities take 
place while the teams are 
walking. The teams are 
invited to pitch tents and 
camp-out with their 
teammates, family and 
friends, and participate in 
activities and  
entertainment including, 
campsite decorating, a 
talent show, games for 
young and old, and much

As a 
child's mobility increases, so 
does his ability to reach for 
a dangerous product. Young 
children constantly explore 
the world around them, 
touching and tasting 
everything they see. 
Unfortunately, the results 
can be devastating. 

	

During 	this 	41st 
celebration of National 
Poison Prevention Week, 
the Poison Center reminds 
you to take a moment to 
think of how you can make 
your home safer by poison-
proofing your home. Here 
are some tips: 

• Store potentially 
harmful products and 
medications out of sight, out 
of reach or best of all, locked 
up. 
• Store products only in 
their original containers. 
When empty, rinse and 
discard. Never use food or 
drink containers to store 
harmful substances. 

• Always put products 
away immediately after 
each use.

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Analysis: House, Senate farm bills 
feature common elements, differences Texas , crop weather report 

Texas hay producers are 
currently preparing their 
land for the planting of the 
2002 hay crop, Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
reports. 

Most annual hay crops 
are planted starting in 
March in South Texas 
through late April in 
northern Texas," said Dr. 
David Bade, Extension 
forage specialist in College 
Station. "Planting is done as 
soil temperatures warm up 
and the danger of a freeze is 
past." 

Like any other crop, hay 
needs moisture, fertility and 
sunlight for good growth, 
Bade said. Planted crops 
need enough moisture for 
germination and growth. He 
said this will vary on the 
type of hay and how well 
the variety does in limited 
rainfall. 

From the spring rains, 
we are in similar moisture 
conditions as last year for 
this time of year," Bade 
said. "With additional rains 
in the spring and early 
summer the potential for 
similar hay yields is 
present." 

Planting of haygrazer 
hays, a sorghum type of 
hay, and millet, another 
variety of annual hay, 
occurs in the spring, Bade 
said. Most hay in Texas is 
from perennial grasses, 
which live more than one 
year and come up from the 
root system, such as 
bermuda grass, hahia grass 
and bluestems. These are 
managed as they green up 
in the spring and do not 
have to be planted every 
year, he said. 

According to the Texas 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service, 130,000 acres of 
alfalfa was harvested in 
2001 and 5.1 million acres 
of other varieties of hays 
were harvested.

"Then with moisture, hay 
can be cut every four weeks 
of growth." the most popular 
grass planted or produced, 
mainly because it is a 
perennial grass, he said.

"Most hay crops had not 
started to grow yet so this 
(recent) cold spurt is not 
harmful," Bade said. "In 
deep South Texas where 
grass was beginning to 
green up, the cold did freeze 
that back, making the grass 
start over in greenup.". 

With any variety of hays, 
producers always have the 
worry of insects. Insect 
damage should be noticed 
as the hay is growing and 
should be treated if a 
problem occurs, Bade said. 
If there has been a problem 
with disease in haygrazer 
and/or alfalfa crops in the 
past, then a disease 
resistant variety is usually 
recommended, he said. 

"You don't have to work 
on a farm or ranch to be 
touched by agriculture every 
day," said Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner Susan 
Combs. "It's easy to take for 
granted the abundant and 
safe food supply available to 
us every time we open our 
refrigerator or enjoy the 
plentiful supplies of clothes, 
furniture and plants that 
brighten our lives. 

All of this is due to the 
efforts of men and women 
who plant the seeds, 
cultivate the crops, and 
raise the livestock," Combs 
said. "Agriculture also has a 
major impact on our state's 
economy." 

Texas is the second-
largest agricultural state, 
accounting for  
approximately 7 percent of 
the total U.S. agricultural 
income and generating $80 
billion a year for the state's 
economy. As the second-
largest industry in the Lone 
Star State, agriculture 
touches every Texan's life in 
some form or fashion from 
the food we eat to the 
clothes we wear to the 
houses we live in. 

Today's 	Texas 
agricultural industry starts 
with the farms and ranches 
then extends to production, 
processing, transportation 
and retail, reaching every 
Texas home.

A comparison of House and 
Senate versions of new 
proposed farm legislation 
finds many common 
elements, yet many 
difference as lawmakers 
begin the debate over a final 
bill for 2002, according to 
analysis conducted by a 
group of land-grant 
agricultural policy thin 
tanks. 
The Agricultural Food and 
Policy Center at Texas 
A&M University, the Food 
and Agricultural Policy 
Institute of the University 
of Missouri and Iowa State 
University recently 
completed a Congressional 
request to analyze the two 
versions of the farm bills. 
"We focused on comparing 

the economic impacts of the 
two farm bills on cotton, 
grain, and rice farms in 
Texas as well as farms in 
the major production 
regions of the U.S.," said Dr. 
James Richardson, 
professor of agricultural 
policy at Texas A&M and a 
member of the AFPC team. 
"What we found was a 
majority of the cotton and 
rice farms in Texas would 
support provisions in the 
House bill, while the feed 
grain farms would be evenly 
split between the House and 
Senate bills." 

The analysis found both 
bills would provide 
increased government 
spending on commodity and 
conservation programs; both 
would create a new counter-
cyclical payment program 
and continue to provide 
support to commodities 
through marketing loans 
and through payments not 
tied to production or prices; 
and provisions related to 
peanuts, the conservation 
reserve program and other 
programs. 

However, the analysis did 
reveal some differences 
between the House and 
Senate versions: The House 
bill provides most of its 
additional commodity 
support in payments not 
tied to current production. 
The Senate bill provides 

In a survey of 519 adults 
concerning food safety, 72% 
agreed that overall food sold 
in supermarkets is safe, 
while 52% agreed 
restaurant food was safe  

much of its additional 
support through higher loan 
rates only available on crops 
actually produced. 
Conservation spending is 
higher in the Senate bill. In 
their analysis of the Senate 
version, the AFPC 
economists at Texas A&M 
focused on tighter payment 
limitations on program 
recipients. The House bill 
allows up to $550,000 of 
annual support under a 
three-entity rule. The 
Senate modifies this limit to 
$275,000 under a direct 
attribution to one person. 

The Texas A&M team 
found the Senate bill with a 
direct attribution provision 
is estimated to significantly 
reduce government 
payments to cotton and rice 
farms, while not affecting 
most wheat and feed grain 
farms. Further analysis 
revealed among the U.S. 
farms surveyed: Six of the 
12 cotton farms have high 
probabilities of exceeding 
the payment limit with 
losses ranging from $36,000 
to $423,000 per year. Eleven 
of the 16 rice farms have 
high probabilities of 
exceeding the payment limit 
with losses ranging from 
$69,000 to $438,600. Two of 
the 16 feed grain farms 
would have government 
payments ranging from a 
loss of $19,000 to $90,200. 
None of the 10 wheat farms 
lose payments in excess of 
$1,000 per year, according 
to the analysis. 

"If you go from a direct 
attribution to a three-entity 
payment limit in the 
Senate, rice and cotton 
farms will almost totally 
switch their preference from 
the House to the Senate 
bill," Richardson said. 

Other financial analysis of 
the farms suggest the 
following rankings or 
preferences of the two bills: 
Ranking based on net cash 
income for the period from 
2002 to 2010 shows 10 of 15 
feed grain farms prefer the 
House version, 10 of 10 
wheat farms prefer the 
Nouse version, eight of 12 

Hudspeth Counties, which 
had been "zoned out," due to 
recurring infection cases of 
the bacterial infection that 
can cause cattle to develop 
internal lesions.

cotton farms prefer the 
House, and 12 of 16 rice 
farms prefer the House. 

Rankings based on real 
net worth over the same 
period indicate that eight of 
15 feed grain farms favor 
the House, eight of 10 
wheat farms prefer the 
House, eight of 12 cotton 
farms favor the House, and 
12 of 16 rice farms favor the 
House. 

In considering net income 
risk over the 2002-2010 
period, 38 crop farms 
preferred the House bill, 13 
preferred the Senate bill, 
and eight were indifferent. 

The Texas A&M analysis 
notes the House bill 
maintains a dairy price 
support for the 10- year life 
of the bill. The Senate bill 
includes direct payments 
over the 2002-2005 period 
and ends price support in 
2006. 

Seventeen of the 26 
representative dairies 
experienced a greater 
increase in real net worth 
(2002 through 2010) under 
the Senate bill. 

Five of the seven 
representative hog farms 
experienced slightly greater 
growth in real net worth 
under the House farm bill. 
For each farm, the 
difference in real net worth 
growth was very small. 
Also, five of the seven hog 
farms are involved in 
producing program crops. 
Hog farms with extensive 
crop operations could hit 
payment limits, however 
only one 1,200-sow 
operation in Indiana 
appeared to have hit the 
limit. 

There was little measured 
difference between the 
Senate and House farm 
bills' impacts on 
representative beef cattle 
operations. The analysis 
suggests most of the hog 
and cattle farms would be 
indifferent to either of the 
bills. The cotton and rice 
industry would see a 
projected 1.25 million acres 
of land shift out of cotton 
production in the near term 
and approximately 250,000 
acres shift out of rice 
production. The result is 
directly related to the 
Senate bill direct 
attribution payment 
limitation, which would 
result into higher prices for 
both cotton and rice than 
would have occurred in the 
absence of tighter payment 
limits. 

The analysis conducted by 
the land-grant universities 
focused on commodity 
market, government cost 
and farm income effects 
dealing with commodity 
conservation programs, 
including the implications 
they would have for a large 
number of U.S. 
representative farms in 
major production regions.

This occurs when the 
National Weather Service 
sees that there will possibly 
be severe weather here and 
alerts the Cooke County 
Sheriffs Department. The 
Sheriffs Department in 
turn dispatches the local 
fire departments. In 
Muenster one of the 
Firemen, usually the chief, 
stays at City Hall to 
monitor the storm on the 
Internet and stay in contact 
with the men who are out in 
the fire trucks watching the 
sky. Knabe said that they 
generally try to stay on the 
southwest side of the storm. 
There is a generator for 
backup power in the event 
that the storm knocks out 

the electrical power. 
Soon Muenster will have 

the benefit of a new 
warning system. It will be 
possible to activate it by 
radio from the fire vehicles, 
from City Hall, or the fire 
station. A few minutes after 
the warning is sounded the 
firemen will break into 
Channel 2 to tell citizens 
details such as where the 
tornado has been spotted 
and what to expect. 

Knabe reminds people 
that a tornado watch 
means "watch" the sky. 
Weather conditions are 
right for a tornado to form. 
A tornado warning means 
a tornado had been sited or 
picked up on radar.
