age 47, of Muenster died 
from injuries that occurred 
in a one-vehicle accident 
Tuesday, Jan. 20 on Hwy. 
82 between Muenster and 
Lindsay. "Factors 
contributing to the accident 
were speed and visibility 
diminished by sun and a 
dust plume, and faulty 
evasive action," reported 
Cpl. Mike Linnell of the 
Texas Highway Department 
in Gainesville. He was the 
investigating officer for the 
accident. 

According to Cpl. Linnell, 
Tolbert was driving a 1996 
blue four-door Nissan 
Pathfinder SUV east on 
Hwy. 82. She came up on a 
dump truck loaded with 
gravel. It hadjust pulled on 
the highway from the rock 
quarry and was in the right 
lane gaining speed. He was

Roberta Tolbert dies from 
rollover accident on Tuesday

Rumors around Muenster 

sparked concerns from 
several parents at last 
Thursday's Muenster ISD 
Board of Trustees meeting. 
Eight parents were in 
attendance to show their 
support of the school's 
agricultural program. 

Leon Klement was the 
first to comment. His 
concern was directed to the 
survey mailed out to every 
Muenster resident (inside 
the newsletter mailed the 
week of Jan. 5). "What 
troubled me was one 
question. 'Are there any 
vocational programs that 
you believe are obsolete?"' 
said Klement. "It's not what 
you asked, but how you 
asked it. It sounds 
negative." 

"I sent the survey," said 
Superintendent Clyde 
Steelman. "I am just trying 
to supply information to the 
Board and get community 
input to what we have 
gained. I did not read it like 
that (negatively)." Two 
other vocational program 
related entries also 
appeared on the survey: 
"Vocational programs meet 
the needs of the students 
who do not attend college."; 
and "What vocational 
programs should the district 
offer to provide skills for 
students that do not attend 
college?" 

"I support the Ag 
Program. It's not all about 
money. If you got a good 
man, you have a good 
program," Klement 
concluded. 

"The (ag) program is 
stronger," noted Board 
President Clifford Sicking. 
"There has been no 
discussion taken to cut 
funding on the program." 

"I'm upset with what we 
(the district) are doing. 
We're not supporting it (Ag 
Program) like we do other 
programs," commented Dale 
Klement. "We have the 
support of the community, 
but it doesn't look like we're 
getting your support." 
Klement noted that in a 
town Muenster's size, the 
youth need something to fall 
back on if college doesn't 
fulfill their needs, "and 
right now they aren't 
getting it." 

"You're right. We haven't 
got it done yet, but we're 
working on it," answered 
Sicking. "Not everybody can 
play sports," Janet Bowman 
noted. "In vo-ag they can 
learn skills that stay with 
them their whole life. These 
skills teach common sense. 
They are just as important 
(as athletics)." Bowman 
concluded that agriculture 
should be rated equally to 
athletics. 

Mary Sicking also noted 
her support for Scott Reed 
and his program. "Teach 
things kids need to know," 
said Patrick Bowman, "A lot 
more (students) will be 
farming (for a living) than  

athletics." Tim Hartman 
voiced his concern on the 
way the district uses 
students for manual labor. 

Richard Dangelmayr was 
the last in the audience to 
speak. "The Ag Department 
has come a long way," 
Dangelmayr said. "We need 
to keep backing it." 
Dangelmayr also noted that 
last year Muenster had 25 
Ag participants in the Cooke 
County Youth Fair. This 
year there are 54, with at 
least 45 Muenster ISD 
students. 

Later, the Muenster 
Enterprise asked Steelman 
to give his view regarding 
the comments made at the 
meeting. Steelman 
submitted the following 
statement regarding the 
survey: "Every taxpayer 
should have some means of 
providing feedback to the 
district, and surveys provide 
that opportunity. The 
survey gathers a sample of 
data or opinions and 
supplies a small amount of 
information used by the 
needs assessment 
committees in formulating 
plans presented to the 
Board of Trustees for long 
range planning and 
budgetary purposes. 

"A survey quite similar to 
this one was distributed 
three years ago when the 
Board began developing 
long range goals and is now 
in the process of evaluating 
the progress made over a 
three year period. One 
reason Muenster ISD 
continues to be one of the 
best school districts in the 
state is because of planning, 
assessment, and evaluation, 
which provide information 
to taxpayers regarding 
funding and spending. 
During this three year cycle, 
there has been no Board 
discussion regarding cutting 
or reduction of any 
programs. Besides Mr. 
Reed, Mr. Felderhoff 
teaches two additional 
agriculture classes, because 
of the increased interest in 
the Agriculture Program." 

Clifford Sicking also 
added "It's good to see 
strong support for the 
Agriculture Program from 
the community; however, I 
am surprised members of 
the community feel they 
need to express support for 
the Agriculture Program 
The Board has not discussed 
cutting funding or dropping 
the Agriculture Program in 
any meeting." 

After the audience 
participation, a public 
hearing on the school start 
date began. Lou Heers 
presented a tentative 2004- 
05 school calendar and 
announced the starting date 
of Aug. 11, 2004. With no 
public comments, the Board 
began their monthly 
business meeting. 

The Board reconsidered 
the lease agreement for 
purchasing 60 new 
computers. The best "deal"  

came from a company in 
California, but the lease 
agreement protected the 
lease company more than 
the computers. "It was a 
great deal until two states 
got involved," commented 
Technology Director Jeff 
Presnall. "We can't find 
anyone else at that lease 
rate." The California 
company's rate was 1.7%. 
Locally the best was 5 .to 6 
percent. "If we want to play 
it safe, we are suggesting it 
is better not to lease 
through California and their 
state laws." Presnall noted 
that there won't be as much 
money left in the technology 
budget if the District buys 
instead of leases, but 
recommended buying the 
units out-right. The motion 
carried 7-0. 

The Board also viewed 
reports, including: 

• Elementary report - 
Gwen Trubenbach reported 
an enrollment of 282 with 
an average daily attendance 
of 96%, and 97.5% for a 
semester average. "Students 
completed the TAKS 
benchmark test. The results 
indicate that most students 
are on target," the principal 
noted. Also the TMSCA 
meet will be at Briar Hill in 
Lewisville.

In the year 1939 the 
company I was working for 
as time-keeper, finished 
their contract to build the 
original Cooke County 
Electric Co-op lines, and I 
was left without a job.

When the U.S.A. decided 
to make some preparations 
to possibly enter the war 
that was already raging in 
Europe, all young men that 
had attained the age of 18 
were required to register in 
their county, and also have 
a birth certificate.

Farming to face competing 
demands for water 
Maintaining sufficient 

amounts of fresh water for 
agricultural irrigation, 
municipal use and other 
needs will be a growing 
concern in the next few 
years, according to two 
conference speakers today 
at the American Farm 
Bureau Federation's 85th 
annual convention. 

Water use in the United 
States peaked in 1980, and 
has decreased since then 
despite a 16 percent rise in 
population, said Jonathan 
Pawlow, counsel for the 

1 House Water Resources and 
Environment 
Subcommittee. That's good 
news, but the country could 
be on the cusp of a change 
for the worse, Pawlow said. 

The decrease in water use 
was achieved largely 
because of improved 
efficiency, such as better 

- irrigation equipment. But, 
as the U.S. population 
continues grow, the demand 
for water is starting to 
outstrip the efficiency gains. 
The arid West has seen 

water conflicts for decades, 
but droughts in recent years 
have focused more attention 
on water conflicts in the 
East . Total irrigated acres 
in the West have decreased, 
while irrigated acres in the 
East are rising. These 

- trends have resulted in 
more water wars where 
water used to be considered 
plentiful and affordable. 

Meanwhile, migration to 
the South, Southwest and 
West has only intensified 
the water wars in those 
regions, Pawlow said. 

"There 	should 	be 
adequate water to meet our 
needs," he said, "but 
pollution has eliminated 
some usable water, the 
water supply is not uniform 
around the nation and 
water isn ' t necessarily 
where the population and 
the needs are. People are 
trying to work out solutions 
to these problems." 

Pawlow 	said 	his 
subcommittee had held 
several hearings on the 
issue. He called on the 
conference attendees to 
support passage of the 21st 
Century Water Commission 
Act (H.R. 135), which would 
establish a commission to 
assess the water supply and 
come up with a 
comprehensive strategy. 
The House passed the bill 
last November, but the 
Senate has yet to act on it. 
Pawlow said attendees 
should also urge their 
senators to pass the Water 
Resources Development Act 
(H.R. 2557), which would 
also provide resources to 
assess and address the 
water quantity problem. 
The House passed the bill 
last September ; the Senate 
has yet to consider it. 

The majority of water 
wars still occur in the arid 
West. The second conference 
speaker, Lee Miller, an 
attorney with the Colorado 
law firm of Burns, Figet and 
Will, explained several 
aspects of the Interior 
Department 's "Water 2025" 
project to develop ways to 
meet water supply 

season. The upcoming 
March Agricultural Survey 
will collect crop acreage 
planted and to be planted, 
and the quantity of grains 
stored on farms.

"There 	should 	be 
adequate water to meet our 
needs," he said, "but 
pollution has eliminated 
some usable water, the 
water supply is not uniform 
around the nation and 
water isn't necessarily 
where the population and 
the needs are. People are 
trying to work out solutions 
to these problems." 

Pawlow 	said 	his 
subcommittee had held 
several hearings on the 
issue. He called on the 
conference attendees to 
support passage of the 21st 
Century Water Commission 
Act (H.R. 135), which would 
establish a commission to 
assess the water supply and 
come up with a 
comprehensive strategy. 
The House passed the bill 
last November, but the 
Senate has yet to act on it. 
Pawlow said attendees 
should also urge their 
senators to pass the Water 
Resources Development Act 
(H.R. 2557), which would 
also provide resources to 
assess and address the 
water quantity problem. 
The House passed the bill 
last September; the Senate 
has yet to consider it. 

The majority of water 
wars still occur in the arid 
West. The second conference 
speaker, Lee Miller, an 
attorney with the Colorado 
law firm of Burns, Figet and 
Will, explained several 
aspects of the Interior 
Department's "Water 2025" 
project to develop ways to 
meet water supply 

Agricultural survey to 
be conducted in March 

Maintaining sufficient 
amounts of fresh water for 
agricultural irrigation, 
municipal use and other 
needs will be a growing 
concern in the next few 
years, according to two 
conference speakers today 
at the American Farm 
Bureau Federation's 85th 
annual convention. 

Water use in the United 
States peaked in 1980, and 
has decreased since then 
despite a 16 percent rise in 
population, said Jonathan 
Pawlow, counsel for the 
House Water Resources and 
Environment 
Subcommittee. That's good 
news, but the country could 
be on the cusp of a change 
for the worse, Pawlow said. 

The decrease in water use 
was achieved largely 
because of improved 
efficiency, such as better 
irrigation equipment. But, 
as the U.S. population 
continues grow, the demand 
for water is starting to 
outstrip the efficiency gains. 

The arid West has seen 
water conflicts for decades, 
but droughts in recent years 
have focused more attention 
on water conflicts in the 
East. Total irrigated acres 
in the West have decreased, 
while irrigated acres in the 
East are rising. These 
trends have resulted in 
more water wars where 
water used to be considered 
plentiful and affordable. 

Meanwhile, migration to 
the South, Southwest and 
West has only intensified 
the water wars in those 
regions, Pawlow said. 

In 2003 Texas producers 
planted 5.62 million acres of 
cotton, 3.20 million acres of 
sorghum, and 1.83 million 
acres of corn. Texas 
producers also harvested 
3.45 million acres of wheat 
and 5.24 million acres of all 
hay. Now much' will -be 
planted and harvested in 
8004, and.. how will -  it • 
compare to last year's 
acreage? 

The Texas Agricultural 
Statistics Service is 
preparing to gather 
information on crop 
intentions for the 2004 crop

challenges and help prevent 
more lawsuits and conflict 
over water rights in the 
West. 

Miller said the proposal 
wasn't perfect, but, "We 
can't put our heads in the 
sand and hope it goes away 
because we don't like what's 
being proposed. We have to 
be involved in the process . 

"Miller focused on the 
importance of maintaining 
adequate water for 
agricultural use, despite 
competition from cities, 
recreational interests and 
endangered 	species 
protection. 	Miller 
represents Colorado Farm 
Bureau in its efforts to 
defend Colorado farmers' 
water rights. 

"If we destroy our 
agricultural industry in this 
country, food isn't going to 
be as safe and we really 
have a homeland security 
issue," he said. 

TEXAS' TARGETED 
CATTLE 

TUBERCULOSIS 
TESTING 

REVEALS INFECTED 
DAIRY HERD 

An ambitious cattle herd 
tuberculosis (TB) testing 
program, launched 
statewide in November, is 
being credited with 
detecting cattle TB in a 
Texas dairy in Hamilton 
County. The Texas Animal 
Health Commission (TAHC) 
is working with nearly 450 
TB-certified private 
veterinary practitioners to 
provide TB herd tests for 
about 2,400 of the state's 
seedstock beef herds and all 
of Texas' 831 dairy herds 
before September 2004. 
There is non charge to 
producers for the TB herd 
test. The USDA will also 
pay owners on indemnity 
for depopulating any 
infected herds that are 
found. 

"Of the 57 purebred herds 
and 82 dairies tested since 
November, the Hamilton 
County dairy is the first 
found to be infected," said 
Dr. Hillman. He assured 
consumers that milk from 
this herd is safe to drink, 
because the required, 
routine pasteurization kills 
TB bacteria. 

"By detecting the infected 
dairy in Hamilton County, 
we're one step closer to 
reclaiming our cattle TB-
free status," he said. Texas 
initially earned the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's 
(USDA) coveted TB-free 
ranking in 2000, but lost it 
in 2002, after two infected 
cattle herds were detected 

Nine voting delegates 
from Cooke. County Farm 
Bureau recently 
participated in the 70th 
annual Texas Farm Bureau 
convention December 7-8, 
2003 in Waco. They were: 
Taylor Vestal, Albert 

in Texas in 2001. In August 
2003, a third infected cattle 
herd was detected and 
depopulated in Zavala 
County. 

"Texas must prove to the 
USDA, and to other states, 
that we are conducting 
thorough TB disease 
surveillance in our state's 
domestic herds," he said. 
"Since 1983, cattle TB has 
been detected in 14 Texas 
dairies and five beef 
seedstock herds, identifying 
these classes of cattle as 
most likely to be infected 
with TB. Epidemiological 
reviews have shown that 
testing all of the state's 
dairies and at least 2,400 
seedstock herds either will 
detect infection or provide 
assurance that Texas cattle 
are free of the disease." 

Dr. Hillman said similar 
testing is underway in 
California, New Mexico and 
Michigan--other states that 
have lost their TB-free 
ranking. "An infected herd 
also was confirmed in 
Arizona in mid-January. 
That state that could lose 
its 'free' status, if a second 
infected herd is found 
within the next 48 months," 
he said. 

"I urge dairy and 
seedstock producers to 
contact the TAHC or their 
accredited veterinary 
practitioner about getting 
their herds tested," said Dr. 
Hillman. "The herd test 
program targets adult 
cattle 24 months of age and 
older for TB skin tests, but 
owners may elect to have 
their younger, purchased 
heifers tested, also at no 
cost. Current USDA funding 
for herd surveillance testing 
is available another eight 
months. We have made a 
good start, but there is 
much more work to do to 
complete the program."

800-550-8242, or their 
TAHC Area Office for more 
information and a list of 
accredited private 
veterinary practitioners 
certified to conduct the TB 
testing.
