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Muenster Hospital sets new tax rate 
opinion. He responded, "My 
job's to make sure we have 
enough money to pay the 
bills and there's another 
$10,000 there. I know it's 
just $10,000 for one year, 
but in five years that's 
$50,000 you'll have to pay. 
It's not a lot of money, but 
over time it just builds up." 

There were no members of 
the public attending who 
wished to speak for or 
against any proposed tax 
rate. As long as the rate was 
kept at 0.2382 or less, no 
additional hearings would 
be required. Any increase 
must stay below eight 
percent so as not to risk a 
call from the public for a tax 
rollback. 

"Any one of them are 
lower than what we have 
now and I think that's 
credible. I think I'll go with 
the .23," reflected Nasche. 
Hamric changed his mind 
and agreed with the original 
proposed rate of 0.2382 
since no additional hearing 
was required. That should 
generate $490,000 in taxes, 
which is about 5.1% more 
than last year's tax amount 
of $466,216. Danny 
Walteracheid made the 
motion to set the tax rate at 
0.2319 and Dr. Walter 
Knight made the second. It 
passed unanimously. 

At the July meeting, the 
Board agreed to contract 
with Blue Cross for the 
employee insurance. Arnold 
explained that Blue Cross 
decided to recognize the 
Hospital as a large group 
since there were more than 
50 personnel who signed up 
for the insurance. That 
pushed them into a large 
group designation and 
allowed Blue Cross the 
option of denying coverage 
and refusing to bid. "If we 
had stayed under the 50

Higher valuation on 

- property in Muenster 
Hospital District has 
enabled the Board of 
Directors to set a rate that 
is less than last year's. This 
year's effective rate (amount 
that would generate same 
amount of tax dollars as last 
year) is 0.22060 per $100 of 
property valuation. Last 
year's tax rate was 0.24430. 
The tax base for the 
Hospital District was 
$190,837,442 and this year 
it is $211,254,053 after the 
value of the new property 
was subtracted. 

The highest tax rate that 
could be imposed without 
risking a rollback is 
0.23820. 

Administrator Richard 
Arnold noted that currently 
the Hospital District comes 
under the regulations of a 
small taxing unit. This is 
because the tax rate is 
lower than 50 cents and the 
total taxes collected are less 
than $500,000. Next year 
the amount may exceed 
$500,000 as property values 
increase and new property 
is added to the tax roll. 

Considering the possible 
tax rates and money each 
would generate, Dan 
Hamric noted, "I think we 
ought to go the three 
percent increase (0.2272 to 
collect $479,969). That's the 
cost of living. I think 
everybody can live with 
that." He said it would only 
be $10,000 more if they 
went to the projected 
$490,000 budget (.2319 
rate). Angelo Nasche agreed 
with Hamric. 

Danny Walteracheid was 
more cautious and opted for 
the rate that would bring in 
the amount budgeted. Chief 
Financial Officer Lynn 
Heller was asked his

Pat Peale of Gainesville 

bubbled with excitement 
last week as she prepared 
for her trip to New York 
City. She was selected to be 
a delegate at the Republican 
National Convention.

I 
was fortunate enough to be 
able to come out as a 

• delegate." 
Peale said that she had 

worked'very hard to help 
Denton when they didn't 
have an opportunity to have 
a delegate. In turn they now 
helped her. 

Richard Hayes won the 
first r lace delegate position, 
which Peale ran for. He's a 
County Chair. She then 
sought the second place 
position. Also running in 
that place was a black man 
from Tarrant County. 
Feeling that representation 
was much needed, Peale 
withdrew her name. She did 
snag the third place 

.position. Both Hayes and 
the second place delegate 
stood up and supported her. 
The three alternates are 
from Tarrant and Denton 
counties. 

The Texas delegation is 
very o •ganized, said Peale. 
They have a list of what 
matching clothing to wear

and black boots with the 
state bf Texas embroidered 

-on them, a Texas Cotton 
red, white, and blue shirt, a 
blazer, blue jeans, khaki 
pants, and a gas mask. The 
latter is a precaution that 
came out of 9-11 and the 
terrorist threats that have  

then they would have had to 
honor the proposal," Arnold 
said. "Since 54 people 
signed up, it went over the 
50 and they declared us a 
large group and declined to 
offer us a contract." 

Hamric noted that the 
employees went for a month 
with no insurance. Arnold 
said, "They all know it. 
We've told them that if they 
had to have care to go ahead 
and pay it and bring us the 
ticket and we'll get it 
covered." He said the 
company they are 
considering will make the 
insurance coverage 
retroactive to August 1. 

Heller explained that 
what happened was that if 
you are fully insured, the 
definition of small group is 
what your average census 
(insurance enrollment) was 
during the preceding 
calendar year. For MMH 
that was less than 50 
employees taking insurance. 
The problem was that MMH 
was self-funded last year. 
"The definition of small 
group in our case was when 
we came under the rules of 
the Department of 
Insurance," Heller said. 
"What we were in the past 
has no bearing. The 
definition of small group in 
our case was when we came 
under a fully insured 
product. August 1st we had 
54 employees enrolled on 
our health insurance so we 
are a large group." He said 
that when they presented 
the information to Blue 
Cross .there were 49 
employees covered. 

The new plan (self 
funded) being considered is 
Group Plan Administrators 
(GPA) out of Dallas. Heller 
explained the plan to the 
Board. He said the total 
fixed cost to the hospital per

I think is wonderful, is 
President 	Bush's 
Compassion 	Across 
America," remarked the 
local delegate.

Theresa Hesse, better 
known as "Aunt Theresa" to 
so many (not only her nieces 
and nephews) was born on 
Aug. 24, 1904. A brief 
history reveals that her 
parents were the late Franz 
and Elizabeth Mueller 
Hesse, who were some of the 
first pioneer settlers in 
Muenster, Texas. Frank 
"Franz" was born in 
Drolshagen, Westfalen, 
Germany, in 1839, and 
Elizabeth was born in 
Morelen-Nassau, Hessen, 
Germany, in 1866. They 
immigrated to Westphalia, 
Iowa in the early 1880s, 
where they met and married 
on Nov. 24, 1887. Their first 
child was born within a 
year. 

Upon their arrival in 
Muenster in 1888-1889, 
they were lodged in a stable, 
as the town was yet non-
existent. As more settlers 
arrived, the men were 
lodged in the stable and the 
women in the Flusche 
Brothers', land agents, 
office. Many hardships were 
faced by these early settlers, 
with not so much as the 
bare necessities of life at 
hand. Life was not so 
comfortable, as water had to 
be fetched some distance 
from the Elm Creek, and 
freight and food from 
Gainesville. When troubles 
and problems were many, 
Mr. Hesse once said "The 
good God knows to draw 
good out of evil, He will 
make all good." 

Mr. Hesse built a 
hardware store and home as 
quickly as possible on the 
corner of what is now Sixth 
ind Elm Streets. 
Newcomers to Muenster 
were welcomed here as they 
arrived. The first Holy Mass 
was celebrated in the land 
office on Dec. 8, 1889 by 
Father Brickley, pastor of 
Gainesville. Years later, in 
1924, the construction of 
Sacred Heart Elementary 
School was completed. 

Aunt Theresa is the last 
living descendent in the 

Frank and Elizabeth Hesse 
family and she was the 
ninth of 10 children born to 
her parents. Her siblings in 
birth order are the late 
Mary Hesse Rohmer, Annie 
Hesse Walterscheid, Lena 
Hesse Felderhoff, Rosie 
Hesse Yosten, Joe Hesse, 
Tony Hesse, Alois Hesse, 
Dora Hesse Henscheid, and 
Meinrad Hesse. 

As the family grew in size, 
Mr. Hesse sold his property 
in town and moved to a 
farm and established a 
home about two miles 
southwest of Muenster. This 
home still stands today and 
is owned by a niece-in-law. 

Aunt Theresa entered 
school at the age of seven 
and it is unknown to what 
grade she completed. She 
remembers walking to 
school sometimes. Nuns 
taught the children - she 
said that spankings were 
sometimes given for 
misbehavior, and that the 
boys would place books in 
their trousers to avoid the 
discomfort of the spanking. 
During breaks at school, the 
boys or one of the nuns 
would have the chore of 
feeding the horses that were 
hitched up to the post 
during school. A common 
water dipper was shared by 
the children for obtaining a 
drink of water. Many 
children had molasses 
sandwiches for lunch. 

When questioned about 
her early years, Aunt 
Theresa said "It was 
altogether different than 
now". There was no 
television, people had 
outhouses and used Sears 
Roebucks catalogs for toilet 
tissue, baths and shampoos 
might be had weekly, there 
was no central heat or air 
conditioning, and many 
winters were bitter cold, 
with summers so hot. When 
telephones made their first 
appearance, a person went 
through the telephone 
operator to make a call -
later on, a person's phone 
number might consist of  

three digits (two numbers 
and a letter of the alphabet). 
Party lines were the norm. 

Recalling the horse and 
buggy days, she said that 
the horses were accustomed 
to being tied to the hitching 
post at the store during the 
week - thus, when Sunday 
arrived, they would stall at 
the store, not wanting to 
proceed to church. Later on, 
the family went to church 
sometimes in a cat, 
especially in the cold winter 
- sometimes her mother 
warmed up bags of wheat to 
warm the children's feet. 
Aunt Theresa said her 
parents were never harsh or 
unkind; however, she and 
her siblings knew that 
respect and prompt 
obedience was expected of 
them. Also, they were 
taught the importance and 
necessity of daily prayer. 
Some of Aunt Theresa's 
chores consisted of milking 
cows, making sausage, 
picking cotton, making lye 
soap, and washing clothes 
with a "scrub board". Milk 
soup, potato soup, or bread 
soup was commonly had at 
supper time. 

When questioned about 
early childhood Christmas, 
Aunt Theresa said that the 
Christ Child came during 
the night, and Kris Kringle. 
Sometimes, the girls 
received porcelain dolls. On 
Christmas morning, the 
dining table was set with a 
tablecloth and soup plates, 
containing fruit and 
possibly some hard candies. 
Oranges were a delicacy - 
once, someone received 
oranges at another time of 
the year and was questioned 
"Is someone sick?", as 
oranges were had only on 
special occasions or when 
someone was ill. Often, a 
kind of cake with raisins 
was made by Aunt 
Theresa's mother, especially 
for guests to the household. 
On special feast days or 
Sundays, the house might 
be tidied with fresh

While there may not be as

As opposed to last year's 
Labor Day opener, the 
Wednesday start to dove 
season is expected to bring 
about 10 percent fewer 
hunters to the field, 
according to Jay Roberson, 
dove program leader with 
TPWD. "For those who want 
to get out early, there 
should be a little less 
competition," he said. "But 
that also will mean less 
movement of the birds. All 
in all the quality of hunts 
should be good for those 
who have good locations and 
have put in time scouting." 

Dove hunting prospects 
for this fall are above 
average once again, 
Roberson projected. 
Moisture conditions have 
been good for feed 
production throughout most 
of the state. "I think we'll 
see good dove production 
this year despite the heavy 
rains in some areas," he 
said. "We're seeing a lot of 
young birds collected during 
our banding efforts. 
Hunting success should be 
good, provided feed 
conditions remain good." 

Those good, range 
conditions could also 
disperse birds across larger 
areas during the first part 
of the season, Roberson 
noted. "Hunter success rates 
may drop off some because 
when the birds get 
disturbed, they scatter. 
They don't have to look far 
for food and water. If they 
aren't pressured, they don't 
move. Then it becomes a 
matter of getting to the 
birds and staying on them." 

Hunters are also 
reminded to be on the 
lookout for banded birds. As 
part of a research effort to 
monitor movements of 
mourning doves, some birds 
?save ._heen marked with 
metal leg bands containing 
a unique number and a toll 
free telephone number (800-
327-BAND or 2263) that 
hunters can call to report 
the band. Hunters may keep 
the bands. It only takes a 
minute and doesn't cost a 
cent and hunters receive a 
certificate of appreciation 
that identifies when and  

where the dove was banded. 
Hunters are cautioned 

that a hunting license and 
HIP certification is required 
to hunt all migratory game 
birds. HIP stands for 
"Harvest Information 
Program," a federally 
mandated program aimed 
at improving the harvest 
surveys for migratory bird. 
Check the Outdoor Annual 
of . hunting and fishing 
regulations booklet for 
details. 

A white-winged dove 
stamp is also required to 
hunt white-winged doves in 
Texas and since whitewings 
have expanded their range 
throughout much of state, 
it's a good idea to invest in a 
stamp.

Texas to give 
away gun 
safety locks 
to hunters 

As part of a nationwide 
firearms safety initiative 
called Project ChildSafe, the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department is giving away 
80,000 gun safety locks to 
hunters. 

"We're issuing a free gun 
lock to each student who 
takes hunter education," 
said Terry Erwin, TPWD 
hunter education 
coordinator and president-
elect of the International -
Hunter Education 
Association. "We have 
already distributed 40,000 
locks to staff and -
instructors, and currently 
have 40,000 more locks to 
move." 

• TPWD will also make the 
gun locks available to 
hunters during the 
department's 	special 
drawing hunts on state 
parks 	and 	wildlife 
management areas this fall, 
and game wardens will be 
handing out locks to 
hunters during routine 
checks in the field. 

In addition to TPWD . 
efforts to distribute the free 
gun locks, 403 police 
departments and 88 
sheriffs offices in Texas are 
also participating in the 
program. The Muenster 
Police Department has the 
locks available at Muenster-
City Hall. Just come by and 
ask for the free gun safety 
locks at City Hall. More 
than 15 million free gun 
safety kits have been 
distributed in all 50 states 
during the past year.

The Ranch to Rail North 
program is an information 
feedback program that 
allows beef cattle producers 
to obtain feed yard and 
carcass information on as 
few as five head of steers. 
The  following 

information, from Dr. Ted 
McCollum III, Texas A&M 
University Extension Beef 
Cattle Specialist - Amarillo, 
concerns enrollment for 
2004-20005 Ranch-to-Rail 
North program as we 
continue to attempt to 
service those producers who 
have an interest in learning 
more about the calves they 
produce. 

You will notice that the 
Ranch-to-Rail North is now 
in cooperation with New 
Mexico Cooperative 
Extension Service. This 
cooperative effort began 
two years ago when the 
Texas enrollments in the 
program were waning. Last 
year Texas entered 70 
steers while New Mexico 
entered 194 head. 

The cattle will be placed 
in small pens in a feedyard 
which has formerly been 
used by Ranch to Rail. In 
the past two years we have 
been able to feed many 
steers as ranch groups 
because of the access to 
small pens. The ingredients 
and processed grain in the 
diets are the same as used 
in Texas Panhandle yards. 

"We thank House

Women are now conducting 
their annual membership 
drive. For the months of 
September and October. 
Anyone interested in 
attending the Sept 2 or the 
Oct 7 meetings and pay 
their local dues, will have 
their dinner paid for by the 
Texoma CattleWomen. 

Top elected officers of 
Texas and Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association 
(TSCRA) and the Texas 
Cattle Feeders Association 
(TCFA), along with 347 
other food groups, 
applauded the passage July 
22 of the Food Promotion 
Act of 2004 by the U.S. 
House Agriculture 
Committee. 

The bill (H.R. 4576) was 
introduced by Reps. Bob 
Goodlatte (R-Va.), chairman 
of the House Ag Committee, 
and Charles Stenholm (D-
Texas), ranking minority 
member, to replace the 
controversial mandatory 
country-of-origin labeling 
program that was included 
in the 2002 Farm Bill. 

The new legislation would 
direct the Secretary of 
Agriculture to establish 
voluntary labeling of 
produce, meat (including 
beef, pork, veal, lamb) and 
seafood with country-of-
origin information. 

Several amendments were 
offered during the mark-up, 
but all failed by wide 
margins. Most notably, a 
substitute amendment to 
modify the current 
mandatory law was 
defeated by a vote of 32-16. 

Goodlatte opened the 
mark-up by saying, "The 
stated intent of those who 
advocate a mandatory 
country-of-origin scheme 
has been to benefit 
producers, which is a 
worthy goal. Unfortunately, 
no one has made a clear 
case to me that mandatory 
COOL does anything to help 
producers." 

The chairman noted that 
during his discussions with 
producers, he was told that 
a mandatory program would 
be prohibitive by creating 
another layer of regulatory 
and business cost. "It would 
be a shame if government 
action resulted in harming 
the very producers it is 
intended to help," he said. 

According to the USDA 
economic analysis, first year 
implementation costs for the 
mandatory country-of-origin 
labeling are estimated in 
the range of $582 million to 
$3.9 billion. 

Record-keeping costs will 
continue at $458 million 
each year afterwards. 
Annual costs to the U.S. 
economy after a 10-year 
period are estimated at 
$138 to $596 million. 

This same analysis 
estimated costs per head for 
beef cattle at $10 per head 
and $1.50 per animal for 
pork. 

South African land 
reform inevitable 

According to wire reports, 
most white South African 
farmers accept that land 
reform in their country is 
inevitable. 

A survey conducted by a 
research group found that 
more than half of white 
farmers would be willing to 
sell some of their land to 
advance the land 
redistribution process. The 
South African government 
has pledged to transfer 30 
percent of commercial land 
to native South Africans by 
2015. 

Subcommittee Chairman 
Henry Bonilla (R-Texas) for 
creating the opportunity for 
(the) legislation. Chairman 
Bonilla pushed a two-year 
delay of the original COOL 
legislation, which provided 
time to research and 
investigate all the 
ramifications of mandatory 
COOL." 

The bill now moves to the 
full House. The issue must 
also be considered by the 
Senate, where opposition is 
likely.

GAO investigates 
ineligble payments 

Due to the way USDA 
handles payment limitatio: 
rules, they are potentially 
missing out on 
"opportunities to recoup 
ineligible payments." That's 
the bottom line of a new 
report by the General 
Accounting Office (GAO). 

The investigative agency 
looked at farming 
operations from 2001 and 
found that in about half of 
the cases, USDA "did not 
use" proper tools to make 
sure payment recipients 
were "actively involved" in 
farming. 	Texas Farm Bureau 

The cattle are marketed 
on a carcass-basis and 
shipment is now to National 
Beef in Liberal, Kansas. 
National Beef has more 
premium programs 
available for cattle that 
qualify (Certified Angus, 
Farmland Angus, Certified 
Hereford, etc.); last year, 43 
of the 264 steers qualified 
for a premium program. 

The 	steers 	are 
ultrasounded at reimplant. 
The ultrasound data is then 
used to assign the 
individual steers to 
marketing groups. Steers 
are marketed every two to 
three weeks beginning 
(usually) in early March. 

There will be an attempt 
to arrange trucking for the 
Texas participants. 
Because of low enrollment 
last year, all but one Texas 
producer had to transport 
their steers to Wills Point. 
Texas to load on the one 
truck we used. The costs for 
trucking were allocated 
back (per head) to the 
producers that loaded on 
the truck. 

Commercial ranchers and 
purebred breeders need to 
determine how their cattle 
fit the current and future 
needs of the beef industry. 
The Ranch to Rail program 
is designed to provide 
feedback to ranchers on how 
their cattle perform in the 
feedyard and the type of 
carcasses they produce. 

Assessment of this 
information will allow 
producers to determine 
whether or not they are on 
target or if they need to 
alter the genetics of their 
herd or possibly modify 
their management system. 
The purpose of this program 
is to provide feedback to 
help make those decisions.
