World of enchantment awaits Faire goers 
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City budgets total $1.443 million for fiscal 2006 
to cover the cost of road storage capacity over the next 
improvements in 2006. 	five years.

The City of Muenster will 

be operating with a budget of 
$1,050,225 for the General 
Fund in 2006 and a Water 
and Sewer Fund budget of 
$392,950. The budgets, 
approved unanimously 
Monday night, will require 
the city to pull $108,915 from 
the prior year reserve for the 
General Fund while 
providing a surplus of 
$54,466 in the Water and 
Sewer Fund. 

City Manager Stan Endres 
noted that while the budget 
has a shortfall in the General 
Fund, it is certainly possible 
that the actual income and 
expenses could balance out 
for the year. 

"We took a conservative 
approach," said Endres. 
"Hopefully, we have under 
estimated revenue and over 
estimated expenses (in the 
General Fund)." 

If history is any indicator 
of actual performance, 
Endres could be on to 
something. 

The 2005 budget had 
originally called for a 
shortfall of over $313,000. 
City personnel now expect 
the actual 2005 shortfall to be 
closer to $214,000. 
Additionally, the City will be 
receiving a grant of $125,000

All four Commissioners 

and the County Judge 
unanimously agreed Cooke 
County's tax rate during the 
Sept. 12 meeting of the Cooke 
County Commissioners 
Court. They established the 
FY 2005-06 tax rate at .5032 
per $100 of taxable property. 
This rate will raise taxes on 
a home appraised at $100,000 
by approximately $464.31. 

That tax rate is broken into 
the following categories: 
General Fund .35931; Road & 
Bridge .0900; Permanent 
Improvement .0150; Interest 
& Sinking .0387; and FM & 
Lateral Bridge .00019. This 
coming fiscal year's budget is 
$17,789,207. After taxes, the 
remainder of the budget is 
funded though sales tax, 
fines, fees, investments, and 
other miscellaneous.

Currently, maximum 
production capacity for the 
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Peace office for many years as 
the chief clerk. Collecting 
fines was part of her job. 

Commissioners agreed to 
two more TXDOT federal off-
road bridge program 
projects. One in Precinct #2 
and the other in Precinct #3. 
In Bill Cox's Precinct #2, the 
bridge approved is on County 
Road 313, also known as East 
Spring Creek Road. It will 
cost an estimated $11,213.23. 
In Al Smith's Precinct #3, the 

system is 800,000 gallons 
daily with storage capacity of 
500,000 gallons. 

Typical summer water 
usage is currently 414,000 
daily. 

With moderate growth 
projected for the near future, 
the system's capacity must be 
expanded. 

The report calls for 
construction of a new above 
ground storage tank at 
approximately $250,000 and 
an additional well at a cost of 
$200,000 within the next four 
years. 

Longer term, the need for 
a water treatment plant to 
utilize water from the new 
Muenster Lake would need to 
be built. That could cost $2 
to 3 million. 

Endres cited the long term 
capacity concerns as the 
reason for setting the Water 
and Sewer Department 
surpluses aside for new 
construction. 

The 	Council 	also 
unanimously approved the 
final draft for increasing 
Water and Sewer rates in

minimum charge (1,000 
gallons) from $12 to $13.

On Aug. 26, attorneys for 

the Muenster Memorial 
Hospital District filed an 
Answer to Plaintiff's Original 
Petition and Plea to the 
Jurisdiction regarding a suit 
filed by Drs. Bonnie Carter 
and Karla Davidson-Cox. The 
Answer requested that, "The 
Court deny all of Plaintiff's 
(Carter and Cox) claims and 
enter a take-nothing 
judgment in favor of 
Defendant (Muenster 
Hospital District). Defendant 
further requests that it 
recover all costs of court and 
attorneys' 	fees 	from 
Plaintiffs, 	and 	that 
Defendant recover any other 
and further relief to which it 
is justly entitled." 

It also stated that the 
Hospital District denied all 
material allegations and 
demanded that the Plaintiffs 
"provide strict proof of all 
facts necessary to establish 
her cause of action by a 
preponderance of the 
evidence".

• Approved change orders 
on the restoration of the 
County Courthouse as 
presented by Commissioner

higher prices and even some 
temporary shortages. Prices 
will ease in the coming days, 
but will we have learned from 
our mistakes? 

No one could have 
predicted these exact events, 
but it would have been safe 
to predict that something 
would happen to threaten our 
supplies. It could have been 
another OPEC embargo; it 
could have been a terrorist 
attack in the Houston Ship 
Channel. We are too 
stretched, too vulnerable, and 
without resiliency in a vital 
sector of our economy. 

For some people, their first 
reaction is to blame somebody 
- the oil companies, the 
service stations, the 
Administration. If there are 
those who are taking 
advantage of other people's 
misfortunes, they should be 
held accountable and dealt 
with severely. But at some 
level, we all share in the 
responsibility because 
relatively cheap and 
accessible energy has lulled 
us into a false sense of 
complacency, and we have not 
insisted on the steps needed 
to give us real energy 
security. 

After four years of trying 
(longer for some of us), 
Congress finally passed an 
energy bill. It is no magic 
answer, but it begins to take 
some significant steps in the 
right direction. Yet recent 
events illustrate how much 
more needs to be done. 

We should start by allowing 

On Sept. 8, during a 
routine shakedown of an 
inmate jail cell for a missing 
razor, detention officers 
observed a damaged air 
conditioning duct in the 
ceiling of the cell. The cell 
prisoners were routinely 
removed from the cell and a 
shakedown procedure was 
put in place according to jail 
policy. 

Upon entering the cell a 
"shakedown" was conducted. 
It was found that damage to 
the air conditioning vent had 
been made by removing 
metal bars covering the air 
conditioning vent. A general 
"jail lock down" was 
immediately implemented. 

Subsequent investigation  

drilling in Alaska's National 
Wildlife Refuge. It can 
provide billions of barrels of 
recoverable oil and trillions of 
cubic feet of recoverable 
natural gas.

We must continue research 
into new forms of energy and 
into more efficient use of 
existing energy sources. We 
are going to have to do more 
of everything. 

Energy is necessary for 
economic growth, for a better 
quality of life, and for human 
progress. The answer to our 
problems is not to have 
government ration energy, 
and the answer is not to settle 
for slower progress and a 
lower standard of living. The 
answer is to produce more 
energy, safely and securely, 
here at home. If we do, our 
actions today will leave our 
children and grandchildren 
with a more hopeful and 
secure future.

Overhead lines for 
utilities such as electric, 
telephone, or cable 
television are the easiest 
to see but are the most 
taken for granted. These 
lines • may appear 
harmless, but can be 
extremely dangerous. 
Children or adults 
climbing in trees that are 
too tall and growing in to 
the utility lines can be 
severely injured, or 
possibly killed if they 
accidentally come in 
contact with the wires. 

If tall growing trees are 
planted under utility 
lines, then they require 
pruning to maintain 
clearance because lines 
making contact with the 
wires can result in 
service interruptions. 
Utility pruning can result 
in the tree having an 
unnatural appearance. 
According to Vannice, 
"Planting a tall growing 
tree under a power line 
will not allow the tree to 
realize its proper size and 
form." Proper selection 
and placement of trees 
around overhead utilities 
can help eliminate power 
outages, which reduces 
expenses for utilities and 
ratepayers. Correct 
selection will also 
eliminate potential public 
safety hazards, and 
improve the appearance 
of landscapes. 

Fall cleanup 
Decks and Patios —

wood decks need to be 
cleaned and resealed 
periodically to maintain 
their looks and their 
structural integrity. 
Check your deck to see if 
it is showing signs of 
wear and tear. If your 
patio has settled over the 
summer, now is a good 
time to patch any cracks 
that have developed so 
they don't get worse over 
the winter.

PROPOSITION I (HM 54) 

I-UR 54 would create a Texas rail relo-
cation and improvement fiord in the 
state treasury and would authorize 
grants of state revenue and issuance of 
public debt to relocate, rehabilitate, and 
expand privately and publicly owned 
passenger and freight rail facilities and 
to construct railroad underpasses and 
overpasses. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: "The constitu-
tional amendment creating the Teeas 
rail relocation and improvement 
fund and authorizing grants of 
money and issuance of obligations for 
financing the relocation, rehabilita-
tion, and expansion of rail facilities." 

PROPOSITION 2 (FUR 6) 

JUR 6 would provide that marriage in 
Texas is solely the union of a man and 
woman. and that the state and its politi-
cal subdivisions could not create or rec-
ognize any legal status identical to or 
similar to marriage, including such 
legal status relationships created out-
side of Texas. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follow, "The constitu-
tional amendment providing that 
marriage in this state consists only of 
the union of one man and one woman 
and prohibiting this state or a politi-
cal subdivision of this state from cre-
ating or recognizing any legal status 
identical or similar to marriage." 

PROPOSITION 3 (HJR 80) 

FUR 80 would provide that local eco-
nornic development program loans or 
grants (other than debts secured by a 
pledge of ad valorem taxes or financed 
by the issuance of any bands or other 
obligations payable from ad valorem 
taxes) do not constitute or create debt. 
Any provision of state constitutional 
law that may prohibit or limit the 
authority of a political subdivision of 
the state to incur debt does not apply to 
those loans or grants. 

The proposition will appear on the bal-
lot as follows "The constitutional 
amendment clarifying that certain 
economic development programs do 
not constitute a debt." 

PROPOSITION 4 (SJR 17) 

SJR 17 would authonze a district judge 
to deny reinstatement of bail or new bail 
to a person accused of a felony, if the 
person's bail had been revoked or for-
feited as a result of the person's viola-
tion of a condition of release related to 
the safety of a victim of the alleged 
offense or to the safety of the communi-
ty 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows "The constitu-
tional amendment authorizing the 
denial of bail to a criminal defendant 
who violates a condition of the defen-
dant's release pending trial." 

PROPOSITION 5 (SJR 21) 
SIR 2 1 would authorize the Legislature 
to exempt commercial loam from state 
usury laws that sc: maximum interest 
rates. "Commercial loam" are loans 
made primarily for business, commer-
cial, investment, agricultural, or similar 
purposes and not primarily for personal, 
family. or household purposes. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: "The consti-
tutional amendment allowing the leg-
islature to define rates of interest for 
commercial loans." 

PROPOSITION 6 (HJR 87) 
FUR 87 would increase the size of the 
State Commission on Judicial Conduct 
from eleven to thirteen members by 
increasing from four to five the number 
of public members and by adding a con-
stitutional county court judge. The 
additions would ensure that the com-
mission has an odd number of mem-
bers, which is required by another pro-
vision of the state constitution. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows "The constitu-
tional amendment to include one 
additional public member and a con-
stitutional county court judge in the 
membership of the State Commission 
on Judicial Conduct." 

PROPOSITION 7 (SJR 7) 

SIR 7 would authonze new options for 
reverse mortgage agreements for senior 
homeowners allowing them to draw 
advances at unscheduled intervals, if 
and when needed. and only in the  

amounts needed, during the loan term . 

These are in addition to options that 
would allow a lump sum payment after 
senlernent or regular periodic, predeter-
mined equal amounts over a term of 
years or the lifetime of the homeowner. 
Additionally, SIR 7 would: (I) prohibit 
the agreement from requiring the use of 
a credit card, debit card or similar 
device to obtain an advance; (2) prohib-
it the charge or collection of a transac-
tion fee solely in connection with any 
debit or advance, after the time the 
extension of credit is established, and 
(3) prohibit the lender or holder from 
unilaterally amending the extension of 
credit. 

The proposition will appear on the bal-
lot as follows: "The constitutional 
amendment authorizing line-of-cred-
it advances under a reverse mort-
gage." 

PROPOSITION 8 (SJR 40) 

SIR 40 would clear individual land 
titles by relinquishing and releasing all 
claims of state ownersthp interests, 
including mineral interests, in two local 
areas, namely, a roughly 4,600 acre area 
located roughly 14 miles southeast of 
Gilmer, Tex., and a separate 900 acre 
area located north of Tyler, Texas. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows "The constitu-
tional amendment providing for the 
clearing of land titles by relinquish-
ing and releasing any state claim to 
sovereign ownership or title to inter-
est in certain land In Upshur County 
and in. Smith County." 

PROPOSITION 9 (RJR 79) 

FUR 79 would authorize the Legislature 
to provide staggered six year tcms$ of 
office for board members serving $$$$

The Sacred Heart Tigers 
added another notch under 
their win column as they 
defeated the Saint Jo 
Panthers 28-19 Friday 
night to a packed 
Homecoming crowd. The 
Tiger running game 
gained 366 yards, 310 of 
those yards made by Aaron 
Krahl. Defensively, Sacred 
Heart picked off four 
Panther passes and covered 
one loose ball. 

"I'm very proud of the 
way the boys played. They 
blocked well, giving Krahl 
a chance to do things with 
the ball," noted Tiger 
Coach Charles Boles.

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Thinking about planting 
or transplanting a tree? 
Forget it - the weather is far 
too hot. Better to do that 
between October and 
February. 

Trimming trees is OK, so 
long as you don't take off too 
much. But since conditions 
are so hot and dry in Texas, 
the best thing for trees is to 
make sure they're getting 
enough water. 

That's the advice from 
0  Paul Johnson, an urban 
forester with the Texas 
Forest Service who offices at 
the Texas A&M 

+ Agricultural Research and 
Extension Center at 
Weslaco. 

"It's been very dry," 
Johnson said. "We're about 
behind normal rainfall for 
the year, so it's very 
important that we provide 
trees with the moisture they 
need to remain healthy." 

How much is enough? 
Johnson said about an inch 
of water once every week or 
two is good for most mature 
trees. 

But don't be fooled into 
thinking a brief rain is an 
excuse not to water, he said. 

"The brief, scattered 
showers we've been getting 
provide only minuscule 
amounts of water, about a. 
tenth of an inch or so," he 
said. "That's not anywhere 
near what trees need."  

If you're watering your 
lawn properly, that should 
be sufficient for any trees 
growing in the area. The 
key word being "properly," 
Johnson said. 

"Unfortunately, many 
homeowners don't know 
how much water their 
automatic sprinkler systems 
are delivering or how to 
adjust the amount of water 
it delivers," he said. "It's 
kind of like VCRs. People 
just never learn how to 
program these systems. 
They tend to leave their 
sprinkler systems on the 
settings the installer set 
them at." 

To determine how much 
water your system delivers, 
set an empty tuna fish can 
on your lawn then manually 
turn on the sprinkler

"One good, deep soaking 
of an inch of water per week 
is best for landscape lawns, 
plants and trees," Johnson 
said. "It promotes a larger 
and deeper root system and 
you're training your 
landscape to be drought 
tolerant."  

But a word of caution: 
Don't abruptly switch from 
several irrigations per week 
to only one per week. Wean 
your yard slowly from 
frequent watering, Johnson 
said. If watering every other 
day, go to a half-inch of 
water twice weekly for a few 
weeks before watering only 
once weekly. 

"If it's really, really hot, 
water twice a week," he 
said. "And if your lawn 
slopes, water until it begins 
to run off. Stop, 'then 
restart. Or if you have a 
high clay content soil that 

Beavers 
Beavers (Castor 

Canadensis) are the largest 
rodents in North America. 
Their range includes most 
of North America, from the 
northern parts of Canada 
and Alaska to northern 
Mexico. Beavers are aquatic 
rodents, which live in 
rivers, streams, ponds, 
lakes, or other wetland 
areas. In Texas, beavers are 
very abundant and it is not 
uncommon to find beavers 
in urban and suburban 
areas. 

Beavers live in "lodges" 
built at the water's edge or 
farther out in the water. 
They usually enter and 
leave the lodge through an 
underwater entrance. 
However, not all beavers 
construct and live in 
traditional stick lodges. In 
some places, beavers will 
dig burrows in the steep 
banks along rivers, streams, 
lakes, or ponds. Beavers use 
established trails when 
traveling to and from 
feeding areas. They usually 
swim in the same places 
along the pond bottom. 
These underwater paths 
soon develop into depressed 
or grooved areas called 
"runs," and are about a foot 
in width. Beavers also crawl 
in and out of the water at 
the same places, and after a 
period of time these areas 
develop into "slides" or 
smooth places at the water's 
edge. The presence of runs 
and slides is a sure sign 
that beavers inhabit an 
area. 

Beavers feed on a variety 
of vegetation, but the 
cambium layer of "soft 
wood" trees are their 
principal diet. During the 
winter, beavers depend 
heavily on trees such as 
willow, cottonwood, 
sweetgum, pine, and most 
nut and friiit trees. During 
the summer, beavers eat 
herbaceous aquatic plants, 
feeding on the basal portion 
of semi-aquatic grasses, 
sedges, cattails, water lilies, 
and trees. Beavers increase 
their tree cutting during the 
fall as they build up their

won't hold much water, 
water a half-inch on two 
consecutive days." 

At his own home, Johnson 
prefers to use a soaker hose 
for several hours once a 
week. 

If you use a 50-foot 
soaker hose," he said, "you 
need to run about 100 
gallons through it to equal 1 
inch of water. It is better to 
water longer and less often. 
An hour once a week is 
better than 15 minutes 
every day. You can actually 
have a tree die from 
drought even though you 
water it every day." 

Finally, Johnson said, do 
not water at the tree trunk. 
Water out at the drip line, 
or the edge of the foliage all 
around the tree. Let the 
soaker hose run for several 
hours to thoroughly soak 
the soil to a depth of 12-18 
inches, he says.

Most of the damage 
caused by beavers is the 
result of bank burrowing, 
dam building, tree cutting, 
or flooding. Levees or pond 
dams weakened by beaver 
burrows may collapse 
during periods of high 
water. If creeks, drainage 
ditches, culverts, and 
spillways become blocked by 
beaver dams, adjacent 
pastureland, timberland, 
and roadways can be 
damaged by flooding and 
erosion. Beavers can 
damage boat docks and 
fishing piers by building 
their lodges underneath 
them. Beavers also can 
cause extensive damage to 
agricultural crops such as 
corn or sugar cane, although 
their damage is more 
commonly inflicted on trees 
along rivers, streams, and 
lakes. In urban areas, 
beavers damage fruit trees, 
gardens, and ornamental 
trees and shrubs. 

If you have experienced 
beaver damage in the past 
or are currently 
experiencing problems with 
beavers, there is an 
extermination service 
available to the residents in 
this area through Texas 
Wildlife Management 
Services. This service is 
offered at no cost to the 
landowner. Danny Ferris is 
the Wildlife Damage 
Specialist for our region. He 
has requested that 
landowners register 
complaints with The Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
Office in their county. The 
county agent will then make 
contact with Texas Wildlife 
Management Services and 
Danny will make an 
appointment to come and 
trap beaver on their land.

Two Stage Weaning 
Montana and  

Saskatchewan, Canada, 
researchers in four trials 
used plastic anti-sucking 
devices (which did not 
interfere with grazing, 
eating, or drinking), fitted  

to calves to prevent nursing 
(P), for either 4, 5, or 14 
days before weaning. 
Control calves managed 
with the treatment group 
were allowed to nurse 
normally until weaning. 
After weaning, P calves 
bawled 97% less, spent 79% 
less time walking, 23% 
more time eating, and 24% 
more time resting. 
(Measured in only one 
study, P calves walked a 
total of 0.8 miles/day more 
than controls during the 
four days before weaning 
and 2.3 miles/day less 
during the four days after 
weaning.) No attempt was 
made to evaluate any 
possible differences in 
health between the two 
groups. During the pre-
weaning period, P had 
significantly lower ADG 
(the authors speculated that 
adequate pasture quantity 
and quality would be critical 
during this period). But P 
had significantly higher 
ADG after one week post-
weaning. In one of the three 
trials, P had higher ADG 
after seven weeks post-
weaning. ADG over the 
entire study time before and 
after weaning did not differ 
significantly. (Note: because 
each trial differed in design, 
comparisons of length of 
time that nursing was 
prevented were not 
possible.) In summary, the 
two-stage weaning process 
apparently reduced stress, 
but without any significant 
benefit in short-term ADG.

these cows before they 
become a profit drain and 
get them on the market 
while they can still fetch a 
respectable market price. 

Cows with Physical 
Problems Should be Culled. 
Cows with bad udders, bad 
eyes, crippled or bad feet 
and legs should be 
"shipped". These cows will 
only go down hill in 
production, condition, and 
value. They also 
create a "poor image" for 
the industry. These cows 
are also more susceptible to 
stress and are likely to die 
before "grass". 

Cows that Calve "Out of 
Season" Should be 
Considered for the Cull 
Pen. During short feed 
supply is a 
good time to get rid of these 
cows. An argument for 
keeping these cows might 
be made during times of a 
plentifuleaiigcowfesedwosuiudpphlye,l .but 
not in times of feed 
shortage. 

Take a Hard Look at Late 
Calving Cows. Calving 
dates should be evaluated 
and those cows that calve 
late may miss getting bred 
next breeding season. For 
those producers working to 
shorten 	the 	breeding
season, 	culling 	late 

Poor Producing 	 
Should be Critically 
Evaluated. This is the place 
where a good set of records 
would be needed. If records 
are available, cull those 
cows that produced calves 
with low weaning weights. 
If records are not available, 
take a look at the calves 
with their dams. 

Cows that lost their calves 
for any reason should he 

..onsidered for culling. A 
reason to cull a wild, easily 
excited cow is not needed 
either in times of plentiful 
or limited feed supply.

Trees need water too

A 1,000 pound beef cow 
will need about 20 to 25 
pounds of average or better 
quality grass hay per head 
per day during 	the 
wintering 	period. 
Depending on length 
(days) of the wintering 
period, this could amount to 
1.5 to 2.0 tons of hay. 

In most herds, there are 
"hay burners" that should 
be culled under normal 
feeding conditions. Under 
restricted feed conditions, 
such as drought, culling 
low producing cows that 
would take feed from the 
productive ones would be a 
profitable practice. Culling 
cows would reduce the 
numbers and total amount 
of hay needed to get through 
the winter feeding period. It 
could also result in a little 
extra feed for the 
remaining cows, and the 
receipts from marketing of 
the culls could be used to 
purchase feed for the 
remaining herd. 

A 	 systematic, 
constructive 	approach 
should be taken in culling 
cows. Following are some 
suggestions that 
would be helpful in making 
culling decisions. 

Cull Open Cows First. 
Open beef cows are a 
liability. They offer no 
profit potential, only profit 
reduction. There are no 
other options except to cull 
open cows during feed 
shortage. 

Cull Older Cows. As cows 
pass 10 years of age, their 
productivity and market 
value begin to drop. Cull
