killed himself here today.

Cook, head of an electrical Com-
pany, shot his wife to death while
she lay asleep in bed and then
turned the gun on his little son,
George Wilton, who was s'eeping
with a great aunt. He fired three
shots into his own body and died
almost instantly, His son died two
hours after he was wounded.

He used a pistol to shoot his wife
and son, but fired into his own
body with a rifle. Mrs. Cook was
shot through her head.

Mrs. Margaret Lowe, with whom
the boy was sleeping, was awaken-
ed by the first shot fired into his
body. She pleaded with Cook nol
to shoot again, but he fired an-
other bullet.

Fetty Jane, 18-month-old adopted
cduughter, also sleeping with Mrs.
Lowe was unharmed.

Mrs. Lowe rushed to Mrs. Cook's
room and found her dead. Cook had
gone to another room to shoot him-
self, he said.

Officers said they could not ac-
count for the tragedy. Cook had
been active in business here for
many years. A former wife and two
sons reside in Los Angeles, Calif.

This list,
which the Governor said apparently
was prepared from information ob-
tained elsewhere than from the
Texas drouth commitiee, omitied
thirty-four of the counties found to
be in need by the siate commitiee.
