Henry Yosten has spent 

most of his life farming for his 
livelihood and knows from ex-
perience the bond between 
God and a farmer. "You real-
ize what He does for us," com-
mented Henry Yosten. "You 
sure as heck can't do it with-
out Him. You can go out and 
plow and plant and fertilize, 
and everything else, but if He 
doesn't help you out, you don't 
make nothing." 

Henry just celebrated his 
80th birthday in July and still 
spends most days out work-
ing on his farm located about 
three and a half miles north-
west of Muenster. 

Asked what keeps him 
farming, Henry replied, "Got 
to have something to do, you 
know? And I still like it." 

And why does he like it? He 
remarked, "It's just the way 
of life - it's such a wonderful 
way of life. You don't have a 
boss breathing down your 
neck all the time and telling 
you what to do. Mistakes are 
your own." 

Something has to be espe-
cially appealing about the  

way of life. Henry recalled 
rainy times when dealing 
with milk cows and sloppy, 
slippery mud gave him pause 
to wonder, "Now why in the 
heck am I doing this?", to ice 
storms that caused treacher-
ous conditions just going from 
house to dairy barn. "You 
have to take the bad with the 
good, I guess," he commented. 

In 1940 when Henry was 
13, his mother Marie died. He 
was the youngest of five chil-
dren and the only one still liv-
ing at home at the time. He 
worked the farm, which was

Bed increase pondered by 
Muenster Hospital Board

Muenster Memorial 

Hospital's swing bed program 
has been very successful and 
that success will soon require 
its Board and administration 
to make some decisions on 
patient bed numbers. The 
growth and some pros and 
cons of up sizing were dis-
cussed at the Sept. 18 regu-
lar Board meeting. 

A few years ago, MMH 
sought a Critical Access Hos-
pital (CAH) designation in or-
der to keep its doors open. 
With the CAH designation, a 
hospital can have a maxi-
mum of 25 beds and only 15 
can be filled with acute care 
patients. Currently MMH is 
only licensed for 18 beds and 
would have to apply to the 
State should they wish to in-
crease that number. 

Administrator Lynn Heller 
reported a substantial in-
crease in total patient days 
with 362 this August com-
pared to 189 last August. Ac-
cumulated year-to-date was 
699 versus 454. Visits to the 
ER were down slightly, but all 
others including the Health 
Clinic, outpatient, and Home 
Health were up. 

John Aytes, Board secre-
tary, remarked, "On our cen-
sus situation, in the last few 
weeks we've run, I don't know 
how many days, up to the 
maximum. We had to turn 
away patients and that's a 
problem also. It's the swing 
bed patients who are coming 
in volume. We have not in-
creased our acute care pa-
tient census all that much 
over the past several years." 
He wondered what the deter-
mining factors should be for 
taking action to increase pa-
tient bed numbers. 

Heller said that the old rule 
of thumb was if you are 80 to  

85% occupancy, then you are 
full. This is because patients 
overlap as they come and go 
during the day. To average 
between 12 and 14 patients 
a day would be pretty full for 
MMH, he noted. "We're hav-
ing some difficulty," Heller 
confirmed. "We're really fac-
ing a little bit of a dilemma 
right now because we have 
had to turn a few folks away 
and tell them that we don't 
have an extra bed available 
right now." Those were swing 
bed patients. Heller said that 
was during the slow months. 
With flu season coming, the 
acute census is expected to 
increase. He said they have 
discussed limiting the num-
ber of swing bed patients to 
allow ample bed space for 
acute care patients. 

Board member Angelo 
Nasche remarked that he 
feels the swing bed is good for 
the Hospital because it gives 
people who have surgery 
some other place a facility to 
get rehab at near home. 

Heller told of Dr. Dunn vis-
iting for a peer review meet-
ing and also attending a 
swing bed meeting. "He just 
couldn't believe it," Heller 
said. "The interaction and the 
discussion he had with the 
family members and the re-
hab people here. He thought 
it was just great." 

Board member Dr. Walter 
Knight asked if the current 
need situation was antici-
pated to continue. Heller re-
plied that he sees it continue 
to escalate as word of the pro-
gram spreads. 

To add more beds would not 
require adding on to the Hos-
pital. Offices, therapy rooms, 
etc. occupy former patient 
rooms. New places would 
have to be found for those 
people. "It would be cheaper  

to find a place to put those 
people than it would be to put 
new patient beds," Heller 
commented. 

Harris Hospital is begin-
ning a new model stroke pro-
gram for TPA medicine. Har-
ris has asked Muenster to be 
the first hospital to partici-
pate in the program. The pa-
tient would be treated by 
MMH using the protocol es-
tablished by Harris and 
MMH prior to transferring 
the patient. He noted that it 
had a lot to do with MMH's 
CAT scan capability. 

Dr. Knight noted that such 
a relationship would assist 
MMH's transfer ability. 

Heller also told of a federal 
lab program that they have 
the ability to participate in 
soon. 

"There are just some inter-
esting opportunities coming 
our way, said Heller. 

A unanimous 8-0 vote on

Cooke County Appraisal 

District's Board of Directors 
consists of five members ap-
pointed by the taxing entities 
of the County. All of their 
terms expire on Jan. 1, 2008. 
Each entity has a certain 
number of votes depending on 
its tax base. It takes 824 votes 
to elect a member to the 
Board. Cooke County has 
1175 votes. 

County Judge Bill Free-
man explained that Commis-
sioners Court could appoint 
one member and split the re-
mainder of the votes any way 
it decided among other can-
didates, or it could split its 
total votes any way it so  

chose. Nominations will be 
taken at the Oct. 8 meeting. 
Freeman said the County 
could nominate as many 
people as they want to nomi-
nate. 

One thing is changing this 
year. The five school districts 
that have property in Cooke 
County will also have a say 
in the election of the CCAD 
Board. Those districts include 
Whitesboro, Slidell, Pilot 
Point, Saint Jo. "It will 
change the dynamics of the 
local nominations because 
they are allowed to make 
nominations and cast their 
votes also," noted the Judge. 

Currently serving on the 
CCAD Board are David 
Clifton, Bob Knauf of Muen-
ster, Jim Myrick, Beverly 
Snuggs (Gainesville repre-
sentative), and Zach Nichols 
(Gainesville ISD rep). 

A change in the Precinct 17 
and 18 polling places was 
made for the Nov. 6 election. 
Originally listed as being at 
the Muenster Junior High 
School, a move was approved 
to the Sacred Heart Commu-
nity Center. Classes will be in 
session that day, making for 
too much congestion for the 
election to be held there. 

A new State law requires 
that polling places be made 
available in the County for 
people who live in a school 
district that is not in the 
county that they reside in 
such as people who live in 
Cooke County, but whose 
property is in the Saint Jo 
School District. Commission-
ers approved the sharing of 
the Community Center for 
the Nov. 6 election for voters 
in Precinct 18 who are also in 
the Saint Jo ISD. 

Kelly Zwinggi brought 
plans and specs for the con-
struction of a road to the 
Cooke County Justice Center. 

Commissioners approved the 
plans and specs and autho-
rized advertising for bids for 
the construction of the road. 

An amendment was ap-
proved for the tax abatement 
granted to Allied Production 
several months ago. They 
plan to put in two tank manu- 

facturing facilities, one for 
metals tanks and the other 
for fiberglass. Achange in the 
location of one of the plants 
is the reason for the amend-
ment.

Productivity Appraisal reduces 
property taxes on farms and ranches

But Texans should never 
solely rely on a Web site to 
diagnose or treat a serious ill-
ness. Equally important, In-
ternet users should always 
pay close attention to their 
information source. 

Although many Web sites 
offer informative, helpful in-
formation about a variety of 
health and lifestyle issues, 
not every site can be trusted 
for accurate, factual material. 
Texans who consult the Inter-
net for health care informa-
tion should always pay close 
attention to who or what op-
erates their favored Web 
sites. 

In some cases, what ap-
pears to be a medically-ori-
ented Web site may actually 
be an advertising tool for a 
third party with a financial 
incentive to exaggerate or 
downplay a product's benefits 
or dangers. For example, 
Web-based law firm advertis-
ing is particularly common 
among Web sites that are 
dedicated to certain specific 
illnesses or prescription 
medications. In fact, a recent 
study revealed that Internet 
searches for medical informa-
tion produced results that 
were "dominated by Web sites 
paid for and sponsored by ei-
ther class action law firms or 
legal marketing sites search-
ing for plaintiff referrals."

might include a broader spec-
trum of data about a given 
subject matter. For example,

An in-person visit to a 
doctor's office or local clinic is 
the best way to ensure pa-
tients are getting accurate 
information that is tailored to 
their unique health needs.

• Be alert to changing 
weather conditions. Blowing 
debris or the sound of an ap-
proaching tornado may alert 
you. Many people say it 
sounds like a freight train. 

Farmers and ranchers may 
be eligible for property tax 
relief on their land. They may 
apply for a special, lower ap-
praisal of their land, based on 
what the land will produce 
rather than what it would sell 
for in the open market, said 
Doug Smithson, chief ap-
praiser of the Cooke County 
Appraisal District. 

The Texas Constitution 
provides for two types of ag-
ricultural productivity ap-
praisal," Smithson said. Ar-
ticle 8, Sec. 1-d-1, addresses 
what is known as agricultural 
appraisal. Article 8, Sec. 1-d, 
also addresses agricultural 
appraisal but has different 
qualification requirements. 
Because the qualifications of 
the owner are more stringent, 
property owners rarely apply 
for agricultural appraisal 
under Section 1-d. 

Landowners must file for 
special appraisal at the ap-
praisal district office by April 
30. Those who must file this 
year include owners of land 
qualified for 1-d appraisal, 
landowners whose property 
did not previously receive 1-
d-1 appraisal, and new own-
ers of qualified land. The ap-
praisal district must accept 
late-filed 1-d-1 appraisal ap-
plications until the day before 
the appraisal review board 
approves the 2008 appraisal 
records, but late applications 
will draw a penalty. The chief 
appraiser may require an up-
dated application when the 1-
d-1 appraisal use has 
changed from the original 
application. 

"The requirements for ap-
plying and qualifying both 
the land and the owner are 
different for the two types of 
appraisal," Smithson said. 

Most property owners ap-
ply for 1-d-1 appraisal. To 
qualify, the owner must use 
the land for agriculture or 
growing timber. This form of 
appraisal does not restrict 
ownership to individuals and 
does not require agriculture 
to be the owner's primary 
business. 

This special appraisal re-
quires that the land's use in 
a qualifying agricultural or 
timberpurpose meets the de- 
gree of intensity generally 
accepted in the area. (Mini-
mum of 5 acres to qualify). 
Owners must show that they 
devoted the land's use princi-
pally to a qualifying use for 
at least five of the preceding 
seven years. 

The law also provides that 
a property owner may use the 
land for wildlife management  

to receive the special ap-
praisal, if the land had been 
qualified for agriculture in 
the preceding year. Land tin-
der wildlife management 
must meet acreage size re-
quirements and special use 
qualifications. 

Under 1-d, the owner must 
file an application each year. 
The owner must be an indi-
vidual—not a corporation, 
partnership, agency, or orga-
nization. The land must have 
had an agricultural use for at 
least three years. The owner's 
primary job and source of in-
come must be agriculture. 

"Landowners should 
know," Smithson said, "that 
the lawprovides specific pen- 
alties for taking qualified 
land out of agricultural or 
timber production." 

The rollback tax is the dif-
ference between the taxes 
paid under productivity ap-
praisal and the taxes that 
would have been paid if the 
land had been put on the tax 
roll at market value, Smith-
son explained. And, rollback 
taxes include interest 
charges. 

Under 1-d-1, an owner trig- 

gers a rollback by changing 
the land's use to a non-agri-
cultural use. The rollback 
taxes are based on the five tax 
years preceding the year of 
the change. 

Under the 1-d appraisal, if 
the owner sells the land or 
changes its use, the rollback 
extends back for the three tax 
years before the year in which 
the change or sale occurs. 

Owners must apply for pro-
ductivity appraisal with each 
appraisal district in which 
they have land. Failure to do 
so could result in paying 
taxes on the land's full mar-
ket value. 

Additional information and 
application forms are avail-
able from the county ap-
praisal district office. The 
staff will help landowners 
determine if their property 
qualifies for special ap-
praisal.

Homeowners can reduce 
their property tax bills in 
2008 by taking advantage of 
homestead exemptions. Ap-
plication forms are available 
at the Cooke County Ap-
praisal District. 

Chief Appraiser Doug 
Smithson informs 
homeowners that Texas law 
allows them to file a one-time 
application for homestead 
exemptions. These exemp-
tions reduce the appraised 
value of the home. "You do not 
have to pay a fee to file for a 
homestead exemption," said 
Smithson. 

Property owners who have 
not received the general 
homestead exemption on 
their homes in which they 
were living on Jan. 1, 2008, 
and those who became totally 
disabled or turn 65, must ap-
ply this year to receive their 
exemptions for 2008. 

For the general homestead 
exemptions, homeowners 
must own and live in their 
homes on Jan. 1, 2008. 
Homeowners 65 years of age 
and older and those who be-
come disabled don't need to 
own their homes on Jan. 1 to 
qualify for the age 65 and 
older or disabled homestead 
exemptions. State law pro-
vides that they may apply as 
soon as they turn 65 or be-
come disabled, own the home 
and live in the home as their 
principal residence. 

If an age 65 or older owner 
is entitled to the general 
homestead exemption, the 
Appraisal District will auto-
matically apply the age 65 
exemptions if the owner's 
birth date was on the origi-
nal homestead application or 
other written correspondence 
to the Appraisal District 
about the home 

State law also allows that 
if the age 65 and older spouse 
dies before applying for the 
age 65 and older exemption,  

the surviving spouse age 55 
or older may apply for the age 
65 and older exemption for 
the deceased spouse. The 
same filing deadlines apply. 

If a homestead is located in 
a taxing unit that overlaps 
into two or more counties, the 
homeowner must apply at 
each county appraisal dis-
trict. 

A homeowner's principal 
residence and land are con-
sidered the homestead. It can 
include up to 20 acres of land 
and improvements. Improve-
ments include the house, a 
swimming pool, greenhouse, 
or any other structures, as 
long as the owner uses them 
for residential purposes. 

Smithson said that a prop-
erty must meet four tests set 
by law to qualify for the resi-
dence homestead exemption. 
The person or persons claim-
ing the exemption must own 
the property on Jan. 1 
(homeowners 65 and older or 
disabled need not own the 
property on Jan. 1 for the age 
65 and older or disabled 
homestead exemptions only);  
the property must be e- 
signed or adapted for human 
residence; the owner must 
use the property as a resi-
dence; and the property must 
be the principal residence of 
an owner who qualifies for 
the exemption. 

A mobile home, even on 
leased land, can qualify for 
the exemption if it meets the 
four tests. 

"A property owner can still 
qualify for the homestead ex-
emption if part of the resi-
dence is rented out or used for 
other purposes; such as a 
home business," Smithson 
said. "The home will not lose 
its exemption if the owner 
moves away temporarily for 
a period of less than two 
years, so long as he or she 
intends to return and doesn't 
claim another homestead ex- 

emption elsewhere." A prop-
erty owner may continue to 
maintain the residence home-
stead exemption if the owner 
is absent from the property 
for more than two years due 
to military service outside of 
the country or residency in a 
facility proving health, infir-
mity, or aging service. 

Texas law provides several 
types of exemptions for 
homeowners. For school tax 
purposes, all homeowners 
may receive a $15,000 gen-
eral homestead exemption 
and homeowners 65 and older 
or disabled receive an addi-
tional $10,000 exemption. 

The school tax exemption 
for those homeowners 65 and 
older or disabled provides a 
special property tax "ceiling" 
for school taxes. While the 
market value of an elderly or 
disabled person's home may 
fluctuate with the market, 
the school taxes cannot in-
crease above the tax amount 
in the first year that person 
qualified for that homestead 
for the age 65 and older or dis-
abled exemption. 

The tax ceiling can in-
crease, however, if the owner 
adds an improvement, other 
than normal maintenance or 
repair. When the owner adds 
a new improvement, such as 
a room or garage, the new im-
provement is taxed at its cur-
rent market value and the 
current tax rates. The new 
taxes are added to the previ-
ous tax ceiling to create a new 
ceiling. 

Homeowners 65 and older 
or disabled may transfer the 
same percentage of tax sav-
ings to a new home. The ho-
meowner transfers the per-
centage of school tax paid on 
the former home, based on 
the last year the homeowner 
qualified that home for the 
tax ceiling, to the new home. 
The new tax ceiling is calcu-
lated to give the homeowner 
the same percentage of tax 
paid as on the former home. 
The homeowner may not 
claim two different homes in 
the same year. 

For example, if the home-
owner had a school tax ceil-
ing of $100, but would pay 
$400 in school taxes without 
the tax ceiling, the percent-
age of tax paid is 25%. If the 
school taxes on the new home 
are $1,000, the new tax ceil-
ing would be $250, or 25% of 
$1,000. The homeowner may 
request a certificate from the 
appraisal district where the 
former home was located that 
gives information about the 
tax ceiling. The homeowner  

gives this information to the 
appraisal district where the 
new home is located. 

If the elderly homeowner 
dies, the surviving spouse 
may apply to keep the school 
tax ceiling if the surviving 
spouse was at least 55 years 
of age when the qualified 
spouse died. The surviving 
spouse also may transfer the 
tax savings with the school 
tax ceiling to another home-
stead, as discussed above. 

The county, city, or junior 
college district may decide to 
set a tax ceiling provision for 
homeowners 65 and older or 
disabled. Each taxing unit's 
governing body may decide to 
grant the tax ceiling provi-
sion, or the local citizens in a 
taxing unit may petition for 
an election to vote on grant-
ing the tax ceiling provision 
in that taxing unit. 

Homeowners should notify 
the chief appraiser when they 
no longer qualify for the gen-
eral, age 65 and older, or dis-
abled homestead exemptions. 
A 50% penalty is added to de-
linquent home taxes if 
homeowners fail to notify the 
appraisal district and receive 
homestead exemptions to 
which they are not entitled. 

Different types of taxing 
units—counties, cities, and 
special districts—may offer 
different homestead exemp-
tions. Counties must offer a 
$3,000 general homestead 
exemption on the portion of 
the county tax levied for 
farm-to-market roads or flood 
control. 

Any taxing unit's governing 
body may grant an additional 
optional exemption on the 
homesteads of disabled or 
elderly residents, or both. 
This optional exemption may 
be no less than $3,000 from 
the home's appraised value 
and has no limit on the maxi-
mum amount. 

Taxing units may also offer 
a local option exemption 
based on a percentage of a 
home's appraised value. In 
2008, any taxing unit can ex-
empt up to 20% of the value 
of each qualified homestead. 
No matter what percentage of 
value the taxing unit adopts, 
the dollar amount of exemp-
tion for any home must equal 
at least $5,000.

Cattle fly control starts 

with manure management 

Commissioner Staples announces major cattle 
trading agreement between U.S. and Mexico 

House flies are the pre-
dominant flies found in and 
around livestock and poultry 
facilities. Although house 
flies can develop in just about 
any type of decaying organic 
material, the large accumu-
lations of manure generated 
in these facilities has the po-
tential to produce significant 
fly populations. Thus, ma-
nure management is of criti-
cal importance and should 
form the basis of an effective 
house fly control program. 

During warm weather, 
house flies can complete their 
life cycle in as few as 10 to 14 
days. Removing manure that 
accumulates in livestock and 
poultry facilities on a weekly 
basis and spreading this ma-
nure thinly on fields to dry 
could provide effective house 
fly control. However, the lack 
of available land on which to 
spread the manure, increased 
labor requirements, and 
other factors seriously limit 
the usefulness of this ap-
proach and have necessitated 
the development of facilities 
designed for long-term ma-
nure storage. 
. Although house flies can 

develop in any type of ma-
nure, they cannot develop in 
manure that is too wet or too 
dry. Therefore, confinement 
facilities that incorporate 
long-term manure storage 
are usually designed with ei-
ther a dry manure system or 
a liquid manure system. For 
example, most caged layer 
facilities incorporate a dry 
manure system where birds 
are housed in the top floor of 
the unit and the manure ac-
cumulates on the bottom 
floor. The key is to promote 

rapid and thorough drying of 
the manure and to eliminate 
or minimize moisture 
buildup. To do so requires ef-
fective ventilation, inspec-
tion, and repair of leaking 
watering systems, evaluation 
of feed and water salinity, 
proper grading of outside ar-
eas to promote adequate run-
off of rainwater, and identifi-
cation of other factors that 
may contribute to excessive 
moisture problems. If addi-
tional moisture problems are 
avoided, the manure can cone 
and effectively dry so that fly 
reproduction is substantially 
reduced. It also promotes the 
establishment of naturally 
occurring predators and 
parasites, which further aid 
in reducing fly numbers. 

Rather than a dry system, 
many swine facilities incorpo-
rate a system where liquefied 
manure is stored in a pit. 
These facilities typically ex-
perience excellent fly control 
for the first year or two of 
operation. However, after 
that time, a crust may form 
over the manure, which pro-
vides an excellent breeding 
source for house flies. Unfor-
tunately, removing or break-
ing up this crust or treating 
the crust with an insecticide 
is extremely difficult. 

Manure management is 
also important in open live-
stock facilities such as beef 
feedlots. In these facilities, 
the lots should be stocked to 
maximum capacity to facili-
tate trampling and subse-
quent drying of manure. 
Mounds should be con-
structed or maintained to dry 
rapidly and allow adequate 
and thorough runoff of rain- 

water. Low areas within lots 
should be filled or graded to 
prevent water accumulation. 
Watering tanks should be 
adequately maintained to 
prevent water from collecting 
around the base. Manure that 
accumulates underneath 
fences or in similar adjacent 
areas should be removed. 
Other potential fly breeding 
materials such as spilled feed 
and wet bedding also should 
be removed on a frequent ba-
sis. 

Although manure manage-
ment forms the basis for an 
effective fly control program, 
supplemental measures may 
be needed. Chemical control 
options include space sprays, 
residual wall sprays, larvi-
cide sprays, baits, and feed 
additives. Space sprays pro-
vide a quick knockdown of 
adult flies but provide no re-
sidual control and may need 
to be applied on a frequent 
basis. Residual wall sprays 
applied to areas where flies 
rest can provide some level of 
control for several weeks. 

Sprays are also available 
for application to manure to 
control fly larvae but are not 
generally effective and are 
only recommended as a spot-
treatment. Baits can aid in 
the reduction of house flies 
but should only be used in 
limited areas to avoid unnec-
essary exposure to nontarget 
animals. Feed additives are 
available for use in some pro-
duction systems and can aid 
in control if fed before fly 
numbers have reached high 
levels. Biological control 
options include the release of 
commercially available para-
sitic wasps. These wasps can 
help reduce fly numbers if 
they are introduced early in 
the spring before fly popula-
tions have had a chance to 
build up. Although these 
wasps can be released into all 
types of livestock and poultry 
facilities, they seem to work 
best in caged layer facilities 
as opposed to swine facilities 
or open feedlots.,

Texas cash cotton 
prices were lower than a 
week ago, but still well 
above last year's level as 
demand remains good for 
the available supplies. 
Corn and grain sorghum 
markets were also higher, 
while wheat prices de-
clined. 

As for futures markets, 
cotton and corn were 
higher, while feeder cattle, 
finished cattle, wheat, and 
lumber closed the week 
lower. A few scattered 
showers were reported last 
week, but most of the state 
remained dry with topsoil 
moisture rated mostly 
short to adequate state-
wide. Wheat is 4% headed 
and reported in mostly 
poor to fair condition. 

Corn 	planting 	pro- 
gressed to 47% complete, 
slightly behind the normal 
51%. Cotton planting is 7% 
complete. Pastures con-
tinue to green - up, but 
supplemental feed is still 
necessary in many areas. 
Pasture condition was 
rated mostly fair to poor.

The sale of breeding age 
beef cattle to Mexico was 
banned after a single Cana-
dian-born cow in the state of 
Washington was confirmed to 
have bovine spongiform en-
cephalopathy (BSE), or mad 
cow disease, in December 
2003. Since then, Texas cattle 
producers have been denied 
access to a market worth 
more than $80 million. "Since 
2003, we've concentrated our 
efforts on regaining this mar-
ket for TSCRA members, and 
for all cattle producers in 

Americans are feeling the 
pinch of high gasoline prices, 
but the fuel could cost as 
much as 5 cents to 10 cents 
more a gallon if it was not 
routinely blended with etha-
nol, Overall, U.S. consumers 
and taxpayers benefit from 
saving $7 billion to $14 bil-
lion in lower gasoline costs as 
a result of increased ethanol 
use, according to Terry 
Francl, senior, economist at 
the American Farm Bureau 
Federation. 

Francl said Americans will 
benefit in other ways, too. 
After farmers endured years 
of barely breaking even with 
corn priced around $2 a 
bushel, today's relatively high 
market prices for corn, soy-
beans, and other crops mean 
federal farm program pay-
ments will be reduced by at 
least $8 billion and possibly 
as much as $12 billion annu-
ally, he said. The overall 
gains to the economy from 
ethanol will more than offset 
any incremental food price 
increases associated with the 
production of biofuels. 

These and other points 
about the emerging ethanol 
industry were shared by 
Francl during his presenta-
tion at a renewable fuels con-
ference in Omaha recently. 
The aim of the 25 x 25 Alli-
ance, is to advance the con-
cept that by 2025, 25% of U.S. 
energy needs will be met by 
resources produced by this 
country's farms, forests, and 
ranches. 

Among the major factors 
influencing the prices of key 
U.S. crops and the foods de-
rived from them are inves-
tors' growing interest in com-
modity-focused funds, rising 

Texas and the Southwest," 
explains Means. 

"Thanks to the leadership 
of Commissioner Staples, and 
his ability to foster the coop-
eration of agriculture depart-
ments in our neighboring 
states which border Mexico, 
shipment of Canadian origin 
cattle headed to Mexico, 
through Texas and our 
neighbors, was stopped ear-
lier this month," he explains. 
Clearly, this move by Staples, 
which TSCRA 
supported, achieved this posi-
tive outcome.

world demand—particularly 
in China and India where 
middle-class populations are 
expanding - years of declin-
ing stocks of essential crops, 
and the falling value of the 
U.S. dollar. 

"Commodity funds, in par-
ticular, have helped drive up 
prices and made prices more 
volatile—with frequent and 
large movements up and 
down the price scale—as in-
vestors move in and out of the 
markets, especially the fu-
tures market," Francl said. 

High crude oil prices are 
another contributor to today's 
high crop and food prices, but 
Francl emphasized the extent 
to which increased use of 
ethanol and biodiesel may 
stem even higher gas prices. 

"It's easy to say the growth 
of the ethanol industry is 
leading to higher fuel and 
food prices, but that's just not 
the case," Francl said. "Com-
plex and overlapping issues 
that developed over several 
years are at play, and the 
growing use of ethanol actu-
ally helps, keep gas pricee 
from going even higher. 

In addition, Francl said the 
U.S. benefits in other impor-
tant ways from the burgeon-
ing domestic ethanol indus-
try. Besides a reduced reli-
ance on foreign energy 
sources, the ethanol energy 
industry spurs new job 
growth and economic growth 
in rural areas. Ethanol also 
helps the environment be-
cause it is made from corn 
and other renewable re-
sources.
