Water of all kinds slated to 
be valuable asset to Ground- 
water Conservation Districts 

By Janet Felderhoff 
Two Cooke County commissioners and 

AgriLife Extension Agent Wayne Becker 
attended the Feb. 2 meeting of Muenster 
City Council to seek their opinions on a 
Groundwater Conservation District. The 
Council was charged with selecting from 
four options, and asked to rank the op-
tions by preference. 

Mayor John Pagel remarked, "I do know 
that this particular kind of legislation 
may impact all of us in a big way, which 
at this point we may not even realize how 
much it might impact. There's not a lot of 
information being printed out." 

Cooke County Precinct #3 Commission-
er Al Smith explained that the groundwa-
ter conservation districts is an idea that 
came about after the creation of an orga-
nization the state of Texas called the Tex-
as Groundwater Protection Committee. It 
was formed in 1988. He said some Cooke 
County citizens were involved in some of 
the first meetings of that Groundwater 
Protection group. It was to look at the 

state's aquifers and to determine what the 
current condition was of those aquifers, 
and to determine what the future condition 
of the aquifers should be. Ground aquifers 
are where well water comes from. 

Smith noted, "Texas uses today about 
16 million acre feet of water a year. Nine 
million acre feet of that water comes from 
water wells or groundwater sources. Of 
the cities in the state of Texas, 36-37% 
of them are on well water. What this Com-
mittee has found out and has reported is 
that the Trinity aquifer here and heading 
south is being overdrawn, and four years 
ago passed the quantity of water that's 
being pumped out of it versus what is be-
ing recharged into it. This deficit will ulti-
mately cause towns to run out of water." 

The Trinity aquifer, which the City of 
Muenster is part of, is in Montague Coun-
ty. Smith said because of the Muenster 
Arch much of the water doesn't flow across 
Cooke County, but turns south and runs 
down to the Dallas-Fort Worth area.

He 
was Chamber president 
for three years. Kirk noted 
that Pollard made all of the

According to Klement, "A

volunteers to perform a deed 
to benefit those in need. That 
deed could be in the form of 
monetary or physical sup-
port." He said that there was 
a Good Samaritan among 
them who exemplifies the 
term. The Good Samaritan 
Award was presented to Al-
vin Fuhrman in appreciation 
for his support and numer-
ous donations to the Cham-
ber of Commerce. 

Some of the things the 
Chamber attributed to 
Fuhrman included always 
being willing to step up to 
the plate to help when the 
need arose; helping in the 
mid-seventies to organize an 
event to preserve German 
Heritage - the Germanfest 
now in existence for 34 years; 
supporting the Germanfest 
by serving on various com-
mittees and providing PA 
systems, lights, and volun-
teers to help prepare for Ger-
manfest. Fuhrman also helps 
bring the Froshinn Singing 
Society to each Germanfest, 
was MC for the event for 25 
years, and is now leading 
the committee in land devel-
opment for the Germanfest 
and other events. 

Fuhrman most recently 
made it possible for the 
Chamber to have its own 
home on East Hwy. 82 and 
Hickory. "This person goes 
above and beyond the duties 
of a good citizen for Muen-
ster," Klement remarked.

City agrees to variance if Patel 
builds motel in Muenster

Flusche and property owner 
Urban Endres attended the 
Feb. 2 City Council meeting 
seeking a possible variance 
on property in Hillcrest Cen-
ter. Sudha Patel is consider-
ing the purchase of property 
near Prosperity Bank for the 
purpose of building a motel. 
City Administrator Stan En-
dres explained that to build 
the motel, Patel would need 
a six inch water line and a 
six inch sewer line to her 
property line. He estimated 
that it would take 340 feet of 
six inch water line and 160 
feet of six inch sewer line. 
The cost of the material was 
estimated at $5,000 plus la-
bor, truck, and backhoe. 

Test holes were dug by the 
City. According to Endres it 
didn't appear to be a prob-
lem with rock in the back 
of the property. Endres said  

that the current policy is for 
the City to pay the first 100 
feet for the water and sewer 
lines and the developer or 
the landowner would have 
to pay the rest. 

Flusche requested that 
the City extend the lines 
all the way to the property 
line. The cost to do 100 foot 
is about $2,000 Endres said. 
"It is probably good to do 
anything you can to help a 
new business out. It's good 
for the City, but you don't 
want to just go giving away 
City money if you don't have 
to," Endres remarked. He 
suggested making the ex-
tension of the lines only on 
the condition that she does 
build the motel there. If ap-
proved, it would only take ef-
fect when she applies for the 
building permit. 

Councilman Greg Bohl 
wondered what had usually 
been done in the past regard- 

ing the 100 foot rule. Endres 
said there hadn't been many 
cases. The only time he could 
recall was when the Sickings 
put in their property devel-
opment north of town. The 
City agreed to pay for the 
material to extend the wa-
ter and sewer lines to that 
location. Sickings paid for 
the labor, etc. It cost the City 
much more than $5,000 for 
that project, said Endres. 

According to Flusche, Pa-
tel said that the City extend-
ing the lines would make it 
feasible for her to continue 
with the proposal to build 
the motel in the City. "If 
the City agrees to this, I'm 
sure you'd get your money 
back in tax money probably 
within the first year or so," 
Flusche speculated. "Motels 
do create a lot of tax money 
and you get your hotel-motel 
tax."

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Councilman Jack Flusche 
asked that they stipulate 
a 50-50 cost share if an air 
hammer is needed to get 
through rocky areas.

The one with sev-
en foot windows was filled 
within days of being brought 
into town. "People in Muen-
ster seem really committed 
to recycling," he said. The 
new container is smaller and 
more easily accessed than 
the one it replaces.

• Reappointed Gene Wal-
ter and Henry Weinzapfel 
to Muenster Water District 
Board. 

• Called election for May 
9 for position of mayor now 
held by John Pagel, Place 3 
now held by Ronnie "Jack" 
Flusche, and Place 5 now 
held by JoeyAnderson. Dates 
to place names on the ballot 
are Feb. 7 through March 9.

WILDFIRE awareness - 
Preparedness and evacuations 
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Wildland fires pose a 
threat throughout Texas, 
especially when dry weath-
er conditions combine with 
high winds and extreme 
temperatures. Whether you 
live near open grassland, in 
a suburban area on the edge 
of town, or in a forested area, 
fire can threaten your home. 
When weather conditions 
make wildland fires more 
likely, take the following 
precautions: 

* Keep fire fighting tools 
handy, such as: ladder long 
enough to reach the roof, 
shovel, rake, and buckets. 

* Place connected gar-
den hoses on all sides of the 
house for emergency use. 

* Know all emergency ex-
its from your house. 

* Learn all routes leading 
out of your neighborhood. 

As fires actually approach, 
take the following actions: 

* Park your car facing the 
direction of escape. 

* Shut off gas at the meter. 
Only a qualified professional 
can safely turn the gas back 
on. 

* Turn off propane tanks. 
* Place combustible patio 

furniture inside. 
* Seal vents with pre-

cut plywood or commercial 
seals. 

* Wet down or remove 
shrubs within 15 feet of your 
residence. 

* Place lawn sprinklers on 
roof and near above-ground 
fuel tanks. Wet down the 
roof. 

* Close windows, vents, 

Trendy colon cleaners may 
Think special diets, pills, powders, or enemas are needed 

to rid the body and colon of toxins? UT Southwestern Medi-
cal Center experts say think again. 

"The lining of the gut regenerates about every seven 
days, so you probably don't need colon cleansers," said Dr. 
Anne Larson, associate professor of internal medicine at UT 
Southwestern. Not only are colon cleansers unnecessary, 
they could imbalance the body's fluids and lead to dehy-
dration, salt depletion, and low blood pressure. Long-term 
dangers include anemia, malnutrition, heart failure, and 
damaging the colon wall. Using unclean enema equipment 
could lead to infection. 

So what is one to do if worried'about a buildup of toxins 
because of constipation? 

"Stick with what's proven to be safe," Dr. Larson said. 
"Drink plenty of water and eat food high in fiber such as 
fresh fruits, vegetables, and whole grains."

Winter driving tips in-
clude: 

• Wear your seat belt, and 
make sure all passengers—
including 	children—are 
buckled up. 

• Remember that ice forms 
first on bridges, overpasses, 
and shady areas. If you hit 
a patch of ice, stay off your 
brakes and decelerate slow-
ly, holding the car steady as 
you go over the ice. 

• Speed is the main prob-
lem with driving on ice. 
Adjust your speed to fit the 
weather conditions. Keep a 
safe distance from the car in 
front of you. 

• If your car goes into a 
skid, take your foot off the 
gas pedal, but don't hit the 
brake. Steer gently in the 
direction you want the front 
of the car to go. As the car 
straightens out, you will be  

able to regain traction and 
control. 

• Check your car battery 
before cold weather sets in. 
Battery power dips in cold 
weather. 

• Keep blankets, a first-aid 
kit, flares, jumper cables, 
tire chains, a flashlight, ice 
scraper, and gloves in your 
car. Take a food supply of 
candy bars or dried fruit in 
case you become stranded. 

• Keep the gasoline level 
as high as possible to pre-
vent water condensation in 
the tank. 

• Check the automobile's 
motor oil, transmission flu-
id, ignition system, lights, 
heater, cooling system, and 
wipers.

TDA market recap 
For the week ending Jan. 31, feeder cattle prices at 

Texas auctions were mostly steady to $5 lower per hun-
dredweight, with some locations late in the week steady 
to $4 higher. Fed cattle prices were virtually unchanged 
from a week earlier. 

Cotton, grain sorghum and corn prices were lower 
on a continued strong dollar, weak export demand and 
general concerns about the economy. 

As for futures markets, feeder cattle, finished cattle, 
cotton, wheat, corn, and lumber all closed the week 
lower. 

Some areas of Northeast Texas received up to four 
inches of rain during the week, while most of the state 
recorded a half an inch or less. The wheat crop improved 
where the rains fell, but overall it remains in mostly 
very poor to poor condition. 

Field preparations for spring crops continued and 
planting will likely begin in the next few weeks where 
soil moisture conditions are favorable. Pastures state-
wide are in mostly very poor to poor condition.

In the cattle markets: USDA 
inventory at 50 year low 

On Feb. 30, the USDA re-
leased its semi-annual cattle 
inventory report. Most ana-
lysts and traders expected 
declines in most inventory 
categories of about 1%. US-
DA's reported numbers last 
week were generally below 
pre-release estimates, and 
were much lower than ex-
pected given downward revi-
sions in last year's inventory 
numbers. 

USDA estimated the to-
tal number of cattle and 
calves in the U.S. on Jan. 
1 was 94.491 million head, 
1.6% lower than Jan. 1, 2008 
(which was revised down-
ward by 634,000 head to 
96.035 million head). Thus, 
total inventory was down 
2.2% compared to last year's 
reported number. The num-
ber of all cattle and calves 
has not been this small since 
1959. 

This inventory estimate 
also confirmed that the liqui-
dation phase of the relative-
ly short current cattle cycle 
(which began in 2004) is 
accelerating. During 2007, 
the first year of liquidation, 
total inventories dropped by 
less than 1%, but last year's 
decline of 1.6% seems to con-
firm that the industry is con-
tracting. 

The decrease in inventory 
numbers was led by drops 
in beef cow, calf, and cattle 
on feed numbers while dairy 
inventory numbers were up 
slightly. 

At 31.671 million head, 
the beef cow inventory on 
Jan. 1 was down 2.4% from 
last year ( which was revised 
downward by 118,000 head)  

and the smallest beef cow 
herd since 1963. Beef heifer 
retention was estimated at 
5.526 million head, 2.2% less 
than the previous year. 

Of the ten states with the 
largest beef cow herds, only 
four saw increased heifer re-
tention compared to last year 
(Florida +3.7%, Missouri 
+6.6%, Nebraska +6.6%, and 
Texas +5.3%). 

While slower than last 
year's beef heifer retention 
rate, the decline in heifers 
held back during 2008 points 
to smaller calf crops over the 
next few years. USDA's es-
timate of the 2008 calf crop 
at 36.113 was 1.8% smaller 
than 2007 (which was re-
vised down by 760,000 head, 
so the calf crop was nearly 
4% smaller than the previ-
ously reported estimate for 
2007). This yearly calf crop 
is the smallest since 1951. 
From the supply side (i.e., 
ignoring demand issues), 
this should be supportive to 
calf prices for the next sev-
eral years. 

USDA's semi-annual cat-
tle inventory report provides 
an estimate of all cattle on 
feed (regardless of feedyard 
size) to augment its month-
ly cattle on feed report that 
surveys only feedyards with 
more than 1,000 head capac-
ities. USDA reported that 
there were 13.851 million 
head of cattle on feed in all 
feedyards on Jan. 1, 2009, 
6.6% less than one year ago. 

In the January cattle on 
feed report released the pre-
vious week, USDA reported 
the number of cattle on feed 
in feedyards with more than  

1,000 head capacities was 
down 7.1% at 11.234 million 
head. Thus, the estimated 
number of cattle being fed 
by smaller-sized feedyards 
declined only about 4%. 

This is the second year 
in a row where the number 
of cattle on feed in small 
feedyards either declined 
less or grew more than 
that of the 1,000+ head ca-
pacity feedyards. Perhaps 
this points to growth in the 
number of smaller-sized 
feedyards (information that 
will be available in the Feb-
ruary 2009 Cattle on Feed 
report) as cattle feeding has 
shifted somewhat towards 
the Northern Plains in re-
cent years as a result of high 
corn prices and co-product 
availability. 

Overall, the Cattle Inven-
tory Report should be viewed 
fairly bullishly — in the short 
run because declines were 
larger than expected and in 
the long run because inven-
tory levels are very tight 
(smallest in recent history). 
The big challenge for the 
cattle and beef markets will 
be on the demand side as the 
U.S. and global economic 
worries and recession con-
tinue. 

Texas cattlemen can now 
become certified Beef Qual-
ity Assurance (BQA) pro-
ducers by simply logging on 
to www.bqaonline.com  and 
completing an interactive 
online training course. Part 
of the Texas Beef Quality 
Producer program, the free 
online training allows pro-
ducers to learn BQA practic-
es at their convenience. 

"The BQA course provides 
cattlemen the necessary in-
formation to implement best 
managementpractices to 
ensure food safety. We have 
trained producers through-
out the state for many years 
in classroom-style trainings. 
The new online course gives 
us one more avenue in reach-
ing and educating ranchers 
about the BQA program," 
said Ron Gill, beef cattle 
specialist, Texas AgriLife 
Extension. 

The online course, pro-
duced by Texas AgriLife Ex-
tension in partnership with 
the Texas Beef Council and 
Texas and Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association, 
is interactive and user-
friendly. After logging on to 
the Web site, each producer 
will register and log-in to 
begin the course. There are 
five modules which consist of 
explaining the overall BQA 
program as well as critical 
subjects such as food safety 
quality and consistency, the 
environment, and biosecu 
rity. 

Each module includes vid 
eos showcasing industry ex 
perts and sidebar notes high 
lighting important details. 
Once the course is complete, 
BQA certified producers will 
be armed with the knowl 
edge to make better man 
agement decisions, become 
more competitive, and mos 
importantly, uphold consum 

Gov. Rick Perry has urged 
lawmakers to add an amend-
ment to the state constitu-
tion to fortify property own-
ers' rights against abuses of 
eminent domain. The gover-
nor spoke at a press confer-
ence with the Texas Public 
Policy Foundation. 

"Through Senate Bill 7, 
we made it clear that Texans 
will not tolerate taking land 
for economic development or 
giving it to a private devel- 
oper,' Gov. Perry said. "Un-
less we take action on these 
protections, private property 
rights in Texas will begin to 
erode and undermine the 
very character of our state. 

Senate Bill 7 was passed 
in 2005 during a special ses-
sion of the 79th Legislature, 
after a U.S. Supreme Court 
decision in Kelo v. New Lon-
don ruled that government 
entities could use eminent 
domain authority for eco-
nomic development projects 
rather than traditional pub-
lic uses. The bill prohibits 
acquisition of land for non 
public purposes, such as 
commercial economic devel-
opment or private use. 

The governor was joined 
by state Sen. Robert Duncan 
and Rep. Rob Orr who will 
propose legislation to fortify 
property rights, and Susette 
Kelo, plaintiff in the Kelo 
v. New London case. Sen. 
Duncan will also propose a 
constitutional amendment

Country of Origin 
Update 

As detailed in Texas A&M 
University Beef Cattle 
Browsing Newsletter, ed-
ited by Dr. Steve Hammack. 
Country of Origin Labeling 
(COOL) marches on, but to a 
slightly different drummer. 

The new COOL Rules (ac-
tually mCOOL, mandatory 
Country of Origin Labeling, 
will go into effect March 16. 
For producers, things ap-
pear to be even simpler than 
first thought. The interim 
rules stated that producer 
affidavits would suffice to 
document country of origin. 
And nothing beyond records 
kept "in the normal course of 
business" could be required 
for a producer to back up af-
fidavits. 

Now the final mCOOL 
provisions, as listed on page 
2707 in the U. S. Federal 
Register, Jan. 15, state as 
follows. "In the case of cat-
tle, producer affidavits may 
be based on a visual inspec-
tion of the animal to verify 
its origin. If no markings are 
found that would indicate 
that the animal is of foreign 
origin (i. e., "CAN" or "M"), 
the animal may be consid-
ered to be of U. S. origin." 

This is essentially what 
some producers wanted in 
the beginning of COOL, that 
is, if it's not imported then 
it's U. S. So, it's as simple as 
that, maybe. There is some 
thinking that lack of mark-
ings could be used only in  

tional amendment adopted 
by voters in 2007, allowing 
landowners to buy back land 
at the price the government 
paid for it if it is not used for 
the project it was taken for. 

"Government shouldn't 
use eminent domain to take 
someone's land without try-
ing to buy it from them first," 
Gov. Perry said. "It is wrong 
for any government to make 
a lowball offer, then respond 
to an owner's righteous re-
fusal by taking the land. The 
government owes land own-
ers a genuine good-faith ne-
gotiation, not a land grab."

So, you see a lot of beef la-
beled "Product of U. S., Can-
ada, Mexico" (countries can 
be listed in any order). How-
ever, some people, including

The state is committed 

to making Priority Ground-
water Management Areas 
(PGMA), in areas where 
water is being overdrafted 
by water producers who are 
sucking more water out of 
the aquifer than the aquifer 
could sustain over a period 
of time, were given two years 
to create and get the County 
into some kind of groundwa-
ter conservation district. 

"That district then would 
be charged with the respon-
sibility of evaluating their 
aquifer, setting what the 
future aquifer should be at, 
protecting the aquifer from 
contamination, and doing 
what they could to promote 
conservation," said Smith. 
"You will find in this upcom-
ing legislation an increas-
ing effort for things that you 
wouldn't think of as being 
used in a groundwater con-
servation district such as the 
identification of old aban-
doned water wells in the area  

and paying the landowners 
to plug, cap, or fill them in; 
finding the recharge areas 
and where there is brush 
on top of them, pay the 
landowner to eliminate the 
brush to allow more water to 
be poured into the recharge 
area to improve the recharge 
of the aquifer; modify farm-
ing practices where neces-
sary where there are test 
sites; the identification of all 
of the brackish water aqui-
fers - those aquifers that are 
not available for drinking at 
this time because there is too 
much salt." There are about 
three billion acre feet of 
brackish groundwater that 
lies under the state of Texas. 
North Texas has much of 
it according to Smith. Pro-
grams are underway to find 
ways to make that water 
drinkable or drinkable after 
mixing it with other water. 

It is all tied into the over-
all state plan that demands 
that the Trinity River flow

a certain quantity of water, 
said Smith. He noted that 
today about 30% of the water 
that gets down the Trinity 
River comes out of ground-
water. "It is important for us 
in these programs to capture 
and keep pure the saltwater 
aquifers that we have, so 
that can be used for future 
generations," commented 
Smith. 

Smith said that the Coun-
ty hired a lawyer to repre-
sent and advise them as to 
what to do as all of this came 
along. A committee was ap-
pointed under the chairman-
ship of Becker to study the 
situation in Cooke County 
and advise Commissioners 
Court as to what was best for 
Cooke County in regard to a 
Groundwater Conservation 
District. Pat Stelzer, who is 
on the Muenster City Coun-
cil, served on that commit-
tee. The committee said that 
single county district would 
be best for Cooke County. 
If that wasn't possible, go-
ing west where the recharge 

down, but could reconsider.) 
There was an administra-

tive hearing on the feasi-
bility of creating a PGMA. 
Smith said that testimony 
was established that said 
there is some uniqueness to 
Cooke County such as being 
a rural area without a mas-
sive water system. People 
rely on their wells to survive 
because the infrastructure 
doesn't exist to put in pipe- 

lines. This left the option 
of making a strong case for 
a single county district and 
why Cooke County should go 
west. 

On Feb. 11, it is on the 
TCEQ calendar to vote 
whether Cooke County will 
have a PGMA or whether 
to table that report. "In the 
next 110 days we will either 
have to introduce legislation 
either to be a single county 
district or something differ-
ent," said Smith. "Commis-
sioners Court has not yet 
met and decided which di-
rection they are for, although 
you may know that many of 
us are for a single county 
district or going west as the 
original report said. We have 
some water providers who 
are concerned about Cooke 
County being a groundwater 
district by itself. They report-
edly are concerned about the 
cost and how much control 
locals might have over what 
they want to do as a water 
provider." 

Smith explained that if we 
become a groundwater dis-
trict, there are two options 
as far as financing. It can be 
earned by fees out of munici-
pals or an ad valorem option. 
He noted that ad valorem 
options have never passed 
throughout the state and 
might not pass here. Fees 
would be 20 to 22 cents per 
thousand gallons produced 
by cities or other providers. 
In Cooke County, Smith said 
that would produce around 
$200,000, which would cover 
the expense of funding the 
groundwater conservation  

district. 
Once the groundwater 

district is established, Com-
missioners Court will have 
nothing to do with running 
it. "It is a real concern that 
we approach this with any 
kind of apathy that turns 
our back on the opportunity 
to set our boundaries where 
we would like them to be," 
Smith said. "Many of you 
watched your forefathers lose 
the right of surface water in 
Cooke County. Dallas owns 
it. It is difficult that Dallas 
owns all the water. I don't 
want to see us give away 
the groundwater to Grayson 
County and where the con-
trol of the votes in Grayson 
County are over our water 
district. Where they decide 
which wells get plugged and 
which ones don't. What the 
well spacing is going to be. 
Whether you can import or 
export water. Which one of 
the brackish aquifers gets 
plugged. Whether or not the 
value of pumping that aqui-
fer gets spread to the cities 
or the landowner or what 
happens." 

People will no longer be 
able to decide when and 
where to drill and how much 
water to pump. This will be 
decided and monitored by 
the PGMA. This will be done 
by real time monitoring that 
will allow them to know 
what is happening in the 
area. An entity could be told 
they have to stop pumping. 

Gainesville, Woodbine, 
and Grayson County are 
working to form a three 
county PGMA with Cooke, 

Grayson, and Fannin coun-
ties. "The mayor of Sherman 
said to me, 'We are the big 
dogs here. We are going to 
control this.' And I thought 
I don't think so. That's not 
a good approach." The plan 
was to give Grayson County 
five votes, Cooke three votes, 
and Fannin County two. 
Smith said it only works well 
when the votes are even. 

Smith said it was too early 
in the game of groundwa-
ter conservation to give too 
much away. "On day one, I'm 
not ready to give away my 
vote, to give my boundar-
ies, nothing. Cooke County 
is too valuable. We sit here 
right at the head of all the 
water that's flowing towards 
Houston. There are comput-
er models that know what 
that water is worth as it goes 
through each one. When you 
move water from groundwa-
ter into sewage water and 
put it into the Trinity, it has 
a per gallon value to the peo-
ple downstream." 

City Manager Stan Endres 
noted that the City releases 
around 200,000 gallons a 
day back into the Trinity. 

Precinct #4 Commissioner 
Leon Klement noted that 
there is an assumption that 
people will not tax them-
selves to pay for their water. 
"The most expensive wa-
ter district around is a fee-
based one because you have 
to have extra people running 
around collecting fees and 
doing work, whereas an ad 
valorem one would be cheap-
er. They don't bother to tell 
anyone that," he remarked. 
"I've been told by people 
who want to go to the three 
county thing, 'You'll never 
educate people enough to get 
them to go with it. I think 
we are smarter than that. 
There are some interesting 
things going around. They're 
beating the drum hard. The 
people in Austin say they 
haven't heard from us. All 
they've heard from are the 
people who want to go multi-
county." 

Klement said that not only 
do you lose control, you will 
have to get permission to 
drill a well. So if you go multi 
county it will not be your 
neighbor deciding that, but 
someone in another county 
who doesn't know the needs 
of Cooke County. 

City Alderman Greg Bohl, 
who now serves on the Cooke 
County Groundwater Com-
mittee, said that people who 
are talking against a single 
county district say it will 
be impossible to raise the 
$200,000 needed to start up 
a PGMA. "That is a slight of 
hand," Bohl explained. "It is 
based on fees versus ad va-
lorem tax. If you go the tax 
route, it is easy to raise that 
amount of money from the 
citizens of Cooke County." 
He said they were trying to 
drive people to a three coun-
ty district by saying that. 

It was explained that even 
with fees, as the water level 
goes down and less water is 
pumped from underground 
sources, that revenue would 
go down. Eventually they 
would have to go back to the 
legislature and request a tax 
anyway. 

Becker said, "That initial 
board has a lot of power. 
That initial boundary set-
ting is going to make a lot of 
difference." 

Mayor Pagel remarked, 
"I think very strongly that 
if we don't control our own 
responsibility of who's going 
to do the governing of this 
district, we are just going to 
be sitting on the back seat in 
the back and taking what is 
spoon fed us, and that's the 
only choice well have." 

Smith requested that the 
Council and all citizens con-
tact their legislators such 
as Hardcastle and Estes to 
make their feelings known. 
He added, "We need to do 
what the real will of the peo-
ple is and if this side of the 
County wants to do some-
thing different, we have to 
begin to let Hardcastle and 
Estes and these people at 
the TCEQ know this is what 
our desire is." He said that 
letter writing and calls carry 
the most weight. 

Klement said that it would 
be best to be sure that you 
have representation on the 
board that will serve your 
population. 

The Council was the asked 
to rank the four choices in 
order of preference. They 
voted for choices B first and 
C second. B is a single county 
district and C is to join with 
Denton County. Bohl„ as the 
City's representative will at-
tend the upcoming meeting 
of the County's Groundwa-
ter Committee and make 
the City's wishes known.
