Commissioners Court held 
a special called meeting on 
Tuesday, Feb. 17 to officially 
place a ban on outdoor burn-
ing. Judge Freeman was ab-
sent for the meeting. All four 
commissioners voted for the 
Burn Ban.

Vietnam veterans remember Fleitman 

Three veterans of the Vietnam War recently decid-
ed to visit the grave of a fallen friend and comrade. 
From left, Weldon Vogel, David Fisher, and Walter 
Lutkenhaus visited the Shiloh Cemetery north of 
Muenster where Glenn Fleitman is buried. Fleitman 
served in Vietnam beginning in January 1969. On 
Feb. 23, 1969, he suffered an injury to his left leg 
from a metal fragment. This occurred while his unit 
engaged a hostile force in combat. According to an 
article in the Muenster Enterprise, in May, Fleit-
man was promoted to staff sergeant with Company 
D, 1st Battalion, 28th infantry, 1st division. Anoth-
er article in the Enterprise reported, "Staff Sgt. 
Glenn Ray Fleitman died June 8, 1969, as the result 
of wounds received in action on the same date. He 
was wounded while in combat operation when a 
hostile force was encountered.

In a tradition started in 
1981, the Texas Library As-
sociation (TLA) forms a com-
mittee to select 20 books 
as nominees for the Texas 
Bluebonnet Book Award. 
However, it is the Texas stu-
dents in the third through 
the sixth grade who vote for 
the award winner. Students 
may participate in the pro-
gram by reading at least 
five of the Texas Bluebonnet 
Books and voting for their 
favorite in January. Librar-
ians then electronically send 
the voting totals to the TLA 
committee. The book that 
receives the most votes is 
named the Texas Bluebon-
net Award Winner. 

At the Muenster ISD Li-
brary, the third through 
sixth grade students are 
introduced to the 20 books 
on the current Bluebonnet 
Book list in August and they 
have until Jan. 31 to read at 
least five of those books to be 
considered eligible voters. 

This year's totals were 
awesome. Up 53% from last 
year, 40 students read at 
least five of the Texas Blue-
bonnet Book nominees while 
72 read at least one. Librar-
ian Vicki Eldridge was very 
excited that a total of 359 
books, an increase of 90% 
from last year, were read 
as a part of this Bluebonnet 
Program. 

It was incredible to listen 
to the students' excitement 
about the Bluebonnet Books. 
They not only read them, but 
they talked about them with 
their friends and made rec-
ommendations about which 
ones to read. Considering 
how busy our third through

The reading 
celebration ended with the 
distribution of party favors 
and door prizes. 

After all votes were tabu-
lated, the Texas Library 
Association was excited to 
announce that 151,631 stu-
dents across the state of Tex-
as read at least five books 
and voted. The 2009 Texas 
Bluebonnet Award was giv-
en to One Potato, Duo Potato 
by Cynthia DeFelice receiv-
ing 23,168 votes. It was fol-
lowed by How to Steal a Dog 
receiving 19,527 votes, and 
The Invention of Hugo Ca-
bret with 17,062 votes.

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With dry conditions lurk-
ing across much of Texas, 
Texas AgriLife Extension 
experts are warning farmers 
and ranchers to work smart 
until the rains come. 

"It seems that not a day 
goes by without some wild-
fire being reported in the 
area, which leads me to be-
lieve that some basic fire 
prevention tips need to be 
reviewed," Nueces County 
Agent Jeffrey Stapper said. 
With drought conditions 
wide-spread, landowners 
should be thinking in terms 
of mitigation, fuel manage-
ment, and prescribed burn-
ing." 

AgriLife Extension range 
management and beef cattle 
specialists say that land-
owners need to think about 
fuel management—"shred 
it, graze it, or burn it down," 
Stepper says—to keep from 

Domestic consumption of 
both beef and pork in the 
U.S. is forecast to decline in 
2009.

"We're exporting 25% of

"Over the holidays, we had 
a huge promotion in Japan 
for middle meats and moved 
a lot of product," says Seng. 
"So we're going to continue to

Livestock 
production 

shifts to 
larger farms 

A report titled The Trans-
formation of U.S. Livestock 
Agriculture: Scale, Effi-
ciency, and Risks," from the 
USDA Economic Research 
Service states that U.S. live-
stock has shifted to much 
larger and more specialized 
farms. The report also indi-
cates that the various stages 
of input provision, farm pro-
duction, and processing are 
now much more tightly coor-
dinated through formal con-
tracts and shared ownership 
of assets. 

Important financial ad-
vantages have driven these 
structural changes, which in 
turn have boosted productiv-
ity growth in the livestock 
sector. But structural chang-
es can also generate environ-
mental and health risks for 
society.

As a tool in fuel manage-
ment, removing that fuel is 
important," he said.

Many of the more than 
60,000 dairy farms in the 
United States have been cut-
ting costs, selling off their 
cows, or leaving the dairy 
business altogether as milk 
prices have dropped 35% 
in just the past two months 
while dairy farm operating 
costs remain uncomfortably 
high. Some farms are losing 
$200 per head every month. 

Milk prices are down more 
than 50% from last sum-
mer after hitting all-time 
highs in 2007 and reaching 
the second highest level on 
record in 2008. Analysts ex-
pect milk prices to remain 
depressed through at least 
the first half of the year, and 
prices later this year may 
only be high enough to cover 
production costs. 

Analysts say the reason for 
the steep drop in milk prices 
is simple: too much milk and 
not enough demand for it. 
Restaurant traffic is down in 
the United States as reces-
sion jitters have consumers 
reeling in their spending. 

About 40% of U.S. milk 
production is made into 
cheese and roughly 60% of 
the cheese is used in the res-
taurant and food service sec-
tors, according to analysts. 
Fluid milk consumption was 
expected to increase some-
what as people tend to drink 
more milk at home than at 
restaurants, but the benefit 

Glance n' Go greenbug 
detection 

Greenbugs have once 
again begun to make their 
presence known here in 
Cooke County. As the small 
grains crop starts actively 
growing, the presence of 
these unwanted aphids can 
stress the crop and signal 
economic losses. 

It is not difficult to detect 
the presence of greenbugs, 
but it is difficult to know 
when chemical control mea-
sures are warranted. 

Researchers have estab-
lished that it takes three 
greenbugs per tiller to cause 
this economic loss, but how 
does one correctly estimate 
the presence of three green-
bugs per tiller? Aphids are  

rarely distributed evenly 
across the entire field; this 
makes control decisions even 
more difficult. 

The Glance n' Go method 
of greenbug scouting was 
developed to address the 
decision to spray. When us-
ing this method, the person 
scouting the crop stops in 
five locations as they walk 
across the field. In each lo-
cation they check for the 
presence of aphids on three 
tillers of wheat. 

If a single aphid is found 
on a tiller, it is considered 
infected. The producer must 
mark the results of each 
check on a sample form that 
is specially designed to con-
sider the price of wheat and 
chemical treatment (there is 
a separate form for spring 
and for fall due to the differ-
ence in the way aphids are 
normally distributed in the 
field in the various seasons). 
After the first five checks, 
the producer adds up the re-
sults of their scouting. The 
form will then advise one  

of three options: No action, 
keep scouting, or spray. 

Often, in heavy infesta-
tions, a seasoned farmer will 
not need the use of a scouting 
technique to help determine 
the economic threshold for 
chemical treatment. Howev-
er, in tough economic times, 
with increased environmen-
tal concerns and limitations 
on both time and money for 
the producer, the use of the 
Glance n' Go scouting pro-
cedure may be something 
farmers want to try. Forms 
can be obtained from the Ex-
tension office or can be faxed 
or emailed to producers on 
their request.
