
Elsewhere in this issue is the
mayor’s proclamation designating 
next week as Fire Prevention 
Week. It’s not intended to be an 
announcement for an elaborate 
fire prevention program, rather 
Just a reminder on a very im­
portant subject that is too gen­
erally ignored.

The purpose of an additional 
mention here is to place a bit df 
additional emphasis on the sub­
ject. Fire prevention is really a 
year-round job, and because of 
that very fact is likely to be neg­
lected all through the year. By 

, giving it special thought and 
special attention during one week, 
however, we can overcome at 
least some of the hazard resulting 
from the fifty one weeks of fee­
ble observance.

It would not be necessary here 
to enumerate the many miseries 
cau; ed by fire. A pei son’s own 
imagination will picture the grim 
possibilities of death, injury, loss 
of treasured possessions, or fin­
ancial ruin. And after thinking 
over those possibilities, we believe, 
the average person will be in a 
mood to do something about 
avoiding them.

With those considerations in
mind, let’s settle down next week 
to an honest to goodness fire 
prevention program in every 
home, business house and public 
building in the community. Let’s 
look for fire hazards — inflam- 
able liquids and rubbish that 
might flame up in spontaneous 
combustion or blaze like tinder 
from a tiny spark; wiring with 
b a d  insulation; open flames 
where they might cause trouble: 
defective flues: exposed wood
floors under coal or wood stoves; 
rank, dry vegetation between 
buildings: and lots of o.her
hazards that careful inspection 
will reveal.

Eliminating causes of fire is
the big job, but caution does not 
end there. The next thing is to be 
prepared in case of fire. Exting­
uishers, if a person has them, 
ought to be checked for depend­
ability. And finally, there’s the 
little item of being certain about 
insurance coverage in case.

Such precautions once a >var 
plus reasonable caution through 
the rest of the year will do much 
toward eliminating fire injuries 
and losses.

Those who saw’ th<! Muenster 
Hornets in action last Friday 
night had plenty of reason to be 
proud, not only for the victory 
but for trie splendid performance. 
Win or lose, we can’t help being 
enthusiastic about youngsters who 
play a good game. The boys had 
confidence, alertness and lots of 
hustle. They’ve earned a hundred 
per cent backing from the com­
munity and we hope to see an in­
creasing number of fans as the 
season advances. .

Equally gratifying is the thought

that boys from both schools are 
now playing side by side on the 
team. The kids themselves, with 
the approval of their superiors, 
are developing a harmonious, co­
operative spirit which, if con­
tinued. will do wonders for the 
progress of both schools. This 
will mean a more adequate ath­
letic program at both places, and 
no one can deny in these times 
that athletics ,have an important 
part in a school’s success.

We have reason to believe this 
new harmony is partly the re­
sult of other inter-school harm­
ony that has been developing 
during the past few years. Child­
ren of the two schools have 
shared a transportation system 
for some time. This year they 
started sharing a lunch program. 
As time goes on they can con­
tinue sharing ether facilities for 
the mutual benefit of all.

It is well for us at Muenster to
understand oiir unusual circum­
stances and then do what we can 
to make the most of them. The 
majority here favor our private 
school and aie willing to pay extra 
to support it. In fact we should 
never consider giving it up. The 
value of Religion along with the 
other three R’s is far greater than 
the sacrifice required.

However, it is not necessary 
that all advantages offered paro­
chial children be secured at a 
sacrifice. Some things can be done 
as public school projects and sup­
ported by tax at a much lower in- 
d'vidual cost than they could be 
supported by voluntary s u b ­
scription.
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Formatioti Of County 
National Guard Unit 
Begun At Gainesville

A National Guard unit for 
Cooke County, to be designated as 
Troop C, 49th Cavalry Reconnais 
sance squadron, 49th Armored 
division, is now being organized 
at Gainesville under the super 
vision of Capt. Frank M. Aldridge, 
Jr,, unit commander,

Capt. Aldridge pointed out that 
the organization is now accepting 
enlistments and when it reaches 
full strength will have 165 officers 
and enlisted men. Equipment al­
ready on hand consists of 6 1 
vehicles ihcldding 30 jeeps, b 
armored cars and a number of 
half tracks and field trucks. Con­
templated for the near future is 
a $165,000 armory,-funds for which 
have already been allocated.

According to latest pay regula­
tions a private in the Na­
tional Guard r e c e i v e s  $2.50 
for e a c h  drill p e r i o d  or 
$10 per month. Pay for other 
grades increases in about the same 
proportion as the regular army 
pay scale. In addition a guards­
man draws 5 per cent for each 3 
year hitch completed in the ser­
vice.

The schedule calls for an aver­
age of one drill period per week 
for 50 Weeks and a two weeks’ 
encampment during which the 
guardsman would draw the full 
army pay for his grade.

Improvements now underway in 
the Danglmayr-Fleitman build­
ing, former home of Hennigan 
Motor Company, are in prepara­
tion for tha opening of the 
Muenster Motor Companv, a new 
business, in the near future.

It is an automobile parts and 
repair business owned by F.E. 
Schmitz, well known former re­
sident and present Plymouth- 
Dodge dealer at Gainesville. Raj 
Bezner will be manager and 
Clarence Albers Will have charge 
of the shop.

The improvement p r o g r a m ,  
under way for more than a week, 
consists principally of installing 
bins and partitions and repaint­
ing, Meanwhile Bezner is moving 
in stock and equipment.

A finale of aerial bombshells 
will paint the clouds with every 
color of the rainbow as the Amer­
ican flag waves in flashing lines 
of flame.

Notes On Soil 
Conservation

'  By Harris W. Wright
J.W. Hess of the North Muen- 

ster Conservation Group, has just 
finished making a fertilizer dis­
tributor from an old grain drill. 
And Felix Becker, of the West 
Muenster group, had a fertilizer 
distributor made from an old 
automobile differential and rear 
wheels. Both Hers and Beckor 
■~>lan to rent their distributors to 
farmers who have been unable 
to find other means of getting 
their superphosphate fertilizer 
out.

R.M. Zipper of the Muenster 
conservation group is construct­
ing 4,700 feet of modified channel 
type terraces with his Ford 
tractor, plow and terracing blade.

J.R. Winstead is constructing 
1,400 feet of diversion terraces on 
his farm to protect 18 acres of 
bottom land from hill water 
which was cutting gullies across 
his field.

W.F. Davidson of the Northeast 
Muenster group had the soil Con­
servation Sendee personnel out at 
his farm to stake off pasture 
strips to be sodded this fall or 
next spring. He realizes the nec­
essity of having a well prepared 
place for terrace water to outlet 
before the terraces are built and 
plans to carry out more of his co­
ordinated soil conservation pro­
gram by planting 6 acres of Bi­
annual Sweet Clover next sprinz 
for seed production and soil 
building

H.N. Fuhrmann of the Muen­
ster group is going to solve his 
channel problem (his channel has 
turned into an uncontrollable 
gully) by sodding a strip or each 
s i d e  of the gully about 40 
feet wide. After the sod gets 
e s t a b l i s h e d  he  plans t o 
divert all the water out of the 
gully and onto the grass strip by 
constructing a levee around t ie 
gully.

Trading Tempo At 
Livestock Anction 
Sots Snappy Pace

Possibilities at the Muenster 
Livestock Auction Commission 
company, favorable at the first 
sale, were even more promising 
at the second, according to E.A. 
Felker and W.F. Solomon, joint 
owners df the ventures. With 
plenty of buyers on hand bidding 
went at a brisk pace and prices 
in many cases were equal or above 
those of the Fort Worth market.

Though fewer head w e r e  
handled than the preceding week 
the auction actually handled 
more customer stock, the partners 
stated. At the first auction they 
ran through all their own spare 
cattle, the second time they 
brought none of their own. And 
after last Saturday’s sale they are 
expecting even more cattle oils 
week.

Felker and Solomon are noth 
optimistic over the signs. Buyers 
have assured them that they will 
be on hand bidding as long as the 
supply Is plentiful, and they ex­
pect stock raisers to be interested 
as long as gooc  ̂bidding continues.

Legumes K y  Off Best 
When Inoculated And 
Fertilized, Tests Show

Results of experiments and 
demonstrations in Texas are con­
vincing evidence that it pays to 
plant fertilized and inoculated 
legumes for soil improvement.

As legume planting time is near, 
E. A. Miller, agronomist of the 
Texas A. and M. College Exten­
sion Service, points out to Texas 
farmers that the use of inoculated 
seed and fertilizer will enable 
them to get the most out of a 
legume crop.

To illustrate that fact. Miller 
points to a demonstration carried 
on at the Agricultural Experi­
ment Station at College Station. 
The yield of cotton following 
vetch that was not fertilized or in­
oculated was increased only five 
pounds of lint an acre. On an­
other plot, however where the 
vetch was fertilized and inocul­
ated, the cotton yield was im­
proved on an average of 59 
pounds of lint an acre.

At experiment substations at 
Nacogdoches and Tyler, fertilised 
and inoculated hairy vetch pro­
duced over 100 pounds more lint 
cotton an acre than did cotton 
that was planted on ordinary, 
unimproved soil. In a demon­
stration at the Temple experi­
ment Substation, cotton follow­
ing Hubam clover, which was 
harvested for seed and turned 
under, produced a five-year aver­
age of 315 pounds of lint cotton 
an acre. The jrteld was only 165 
pounds from cotton grown con­
tinuously without the clover. 
Corn yield was alsc improved — 
10 bushels an acre — by the 
clover.

For fertilization, Miller says 
that 200 pounds an acre of 20 
per cent superphosphate, or Its 
equivalent, is a good application 
on sandy loam soil. Light sandy 
soils and old fields will require 300 
pounds of a 0-14-7 mixed fert­
ilizer for each acre.

Hornets Upset 
Valley View In 
1 3 -0  Thriller

A new, Inspired and apparently 
experienced swarm of Muenster 
Hornets sprang a surprise on foot­
ball fans of the county last Fri­
day night by defeating the Valley 
View Eagle\ 13 to 0. The game 
was played in Gainesville Hi’s 
Leeper stadium before a crowd of 
about 500 persons.

It was the Hornets’ second 
game of the season and a vast 
improvement over their perfor­
mance in the 20 to 7 loss to Laneri 
Hi of Fort Worth the preceding 
Sunday.

Two factors, reserve strength 
and alertness, were largely re­
sponsible for the local lads’ vic­
tory. In the first half they were 
at a slight disadvantage os the 
teams see-sawed back and forth, 
but finally held firm at the 15 
yard stripe. That was as near as 
they permitted the Eagles to get 
to the goal. Frequent substitu­
tions during that time enabled 
the Hornets to conserve strength 
while the Eagles tired from their 
hard drives.

The second half was Muenster’s, 
in both score and performance. 
They scored two touchdowns and 
held a definite advantage in 
yardage, first downs and com­
pleted passes.

Their first marker came late in 
the third quarter after recovering 
their own punt on the 20. Blocked 
by one Eagle and muffed by an­
other, the oval bounced into the 
open where a Hornet pounced on 
It. Two end runs advanced it to 
the one and Swlrczynski plunged 
across on his second try. Grem- 
minger added the extra point 
from placement.

The second touchdown was 
made from mid field on a pass 
from Gremminger to Vogel. The 
heave was good for twenty odd 
after which Vogel shook two tack- 
lers and escaped a third who was 
blocked out by a team mate on his 
romp across the goal. The try for 
extra point failed as it bounced off 
the goal line.

The Eagles’ closing minutes 
rally led to the shadow of the goal 
but fizzled in an incomplete pass 
across the line as the final whis­
tle sounded.

Landowners in each of the five 
sections of the Upper Elm-Red 
district elect one of their mem­
bers to serve as supervisor of the 
soil conservation district and 
those men select one of their 
number to serve as chairman.

At the present time Mr. Hess 
is chairman of the district board 
of supervisors.

Air Mail Stamp Price 
Reduced To Five Cents

The five cent air mail stamp 
became good at midnight on 
Sept. 30 reducing the domestic 
rate three cents an ounce.

Simultaneously the rate on air 
mail between all United States 
territory and members of the 
armed forces abroad was reduced 
from six cents a half ounce to 5 
cents an ounce.

Gael Sullivan, second assistant 
postmaster general, predicted, 
the result will be more than a 
four-fold increase in the number 
of commercial planes by 1948.
