Even where there was 
rain, substantial accumula-
tions were spotty as of the 
morning of July 21. While 
some isolated areas received 
three inches or more, accu-
mulations were less than one 
inch most everywhere else. 

Record high temperatures 
— as high as 108 degrees in 
the southern parts of the 
state — further stressed crops 
and livestock. For the South-
west and other regions, the 
summer of 2009 was shap-
ing up to be the hottest, dri-
est one on record, according 
to Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service personnel.

Second season for veg- 
etables and herbs 

Dr. Welch, Extension Hor-
ticulturist in College Station 
has some very good informa-
tion for home gardeners that 
missed their chance for the 
spring/early summer veg-
etable season, or for those 
interested in taking on more 
gardening in the late sum-
mer and fall. He tells us 
that vegetables and herbs 
can be used in imaginative 
ways to add beauty, interest, 
and utility to our landscapes. 
Midsummer and early fall 
offer us a good 'second sea-
son' for growing these plants 
if gardeners can motivate 
themselves to provide a little 
extra care during the long, 
hot days of late summer. 

Hanging containers of 
parsley, mint, thyme, rose- 
mary, and tomatoes can 
all be started now. These 
plants may be available at 
local nurseries, but with a 
little extra effort they can be 
grown from seed. Each has a 
drooping growth habit which 
makes it especially appro-
priate for hanging-container 
use. 

An even larger variety of 
herbs and vegetables may 
be grown in the more 'down-
to-earth' containers, such as 
clay pots and wooden tubs. 
Tomatoes, peppers, lettuce, 
eggplants, carrots, and rad-
ishes are just a few of the 
many available. Even small 
porches and decks of apart-
ments can be made more at-
tractive and interesting with 
groupings of containers filled 
with herbs and vegetables. 

Two important points to 
consider in growing con-
tainer plants are the media 
and the container selection. 
Most vegetables require ex-
cellent drainage, so select a 
container with a hole in the 
bottom. Plain clay pottery is

Small containers dry out 
very quickly, and sometimes 
require daily or twice-daily 
irrigation. A minimum size 
for containers is 10 to 12 
inches, with 16 or 18 inches 
being more appropriate for 
large plants such as toma-
toes or eggplants. The media 
must also drain well for most 
plants to thrive and yet still 
hold an adequate amount of 
water. 

Some gardeners prefer 
soilless mixes, such as half 
peat moss and half vermicu-
lite. Others like the added 
support of micronutrients 
found in mixes such as one-
third garden loam, one-third 
peat moss, and one-third 
sharp sand. Many different 
media can be used success-
fully. The most important 
factor is for the gardener 
to learn how to manage the 
media selected, since water 
and fertilizer requirements 
vary considerably. The most 
useful one-stop shopping for 
information on managing 
various types of vegetable 
crops can be found at: http:J/ 
aggie-horticulture.tamu.

Texas Game Warden 
Field Notes 

License cheater nabbed 
A Hays County game war-

den was sitting outside of 
a ranch watching a vehicle 
and waiting for the owner to 
return. Thirty minutes after 
sunset, a camera flash went 
off about 50 yards from the 
truck and then two men got 
in the truck and took off at a 
high rate of speed inside the 
ranch. 

When the hunters were 
located, the game warden 
found one of the hunters in 
possession of a free military 
super combo license. The 
only problem was he had 
been out of the military for 
three years. He had used an 
expired ID to get a free li-
cense two years in a row. An 
8-point buck was seized and 
cases are pending. 
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Occasionally, I hear state and federal 
game and fish folks referred to as the "pos-
sum patrol" among other things. As a kid, I 
remember adults kidding one of my family 
friends - a wildlife officer - by asking him 
how many raccoons he'd ticketed. 

It was very funny, until I walked up on 
a couple of yahoos in the process of shoot-
ing a goose sitting in the water across a 
small lake on the back of our farm. I yelled 
at them, brandished my BB gun, warning 
them they'd better "head out" or there would 
be problems. 

At that point, I grabbed a cane pole I kept 
behind a tumbledown shed and went around 
the lake to retrieve the goose. I fished the 
goose out of the water and was standing 
there with the pole when there was a single 
gunshot. I didn't think much about it - un-
til the cane pole shattered above my head. 
It was either one of the best examples of 
marksmanship or proof that my guardian 
angel was working full-time, but the point 
was made, working as a conservation officer 
wasn't all fun and games in the woods. 

Never found the guys who fired the shot, 
but I kept that cane pole until I went away 
to college as a reminder that being right 
didn't always give you the upper hand. 

Recently three Arizona agency employees 
learned the same lesson. 

According to AGFD reports, the three were 
fired on by a group of men they encountered 
while scouting land near the Mexico border 
for a land access project. 

No one was injured, but they were fired on 
when they encountered a group described 
as "at least four Hispanic males dressed in 
camouflage." According to the reports, two 
of the men ran from the small canyon up a 
hill and dropped down in the grass. 

The three ATV-riding agency employees 

backed out of the immediate vicinity and 
regrouped." One Game and Fish officer then 
crept up a small rise and started to scout 
the scene with binoculars. When he saw two 
more men in camouflage in the area - com-
ing from a different direction than those 
they originally surprised, he started back 
down the hill to the ATVs. 

At that point, according to Leonard Ord-
way, Region Two Game and Fish supervi-
sor, "as he started back down to the quads, 
a gunshot coming from the direction where 
the first two individuals had fled impacted 
the ground about 10 feet behind him."  

Wisely, the three headed out of the area 
on their ATVs and notified Game and Fish 
Radio Dispatch, who in turn notified the 
Border Patrol, Pima County Sheriffs De-
partment, and the Arizona Department of 
Public Safety. 

Three helicopters and from 30-40 law 
enforcement officers were there within the 
hour, but didn't find the men. What they did 
recover was "several fresh 9mm casings" 
indicating that other shots may have been 
fired by the men as they were leaving the 
scene. 

"We're thankful no one was hurt," Game 
and Fish Director Larry Voyles said. "Our 
law enforcement officers and other field per-
sonnel often work in remote areas, and this 
incident serves as a reminder of the poten-
tial dangers that they - and personnel from 
other agencies - face in areas near the bor-
der." 

Voyles added that Game and Fish is re-
viewing its operating procedures for employ-
ees working in borderland areas.

Aquarium owners who are 
moving and can't take their 
aquarium's contents with 
them should avoid dumping 
the contents in local waters. 

Most of the fish won't 
survive the winter, and the 
plants can thrive and cause 
serious environmental dam-
age. 

Dumping aquarium fish 
into public waters without a 
stocking permit is a Class C 
misdemeanor that can carry 
a fine of up to $500 and 30 
days in jail, plus court costs. 

If an aquarium owner can-
not find someone who will 
take the fish, the Depart-
ment of Natural Resorces 
recommends sealing the fish 
in a plastic bag, putting them 
in a freezer, and then dis-
posing of them in the trash. 
They should never be flushed 
down a toilet or dumped into 
local lakes, ponds, streams, 
or rivers. 

Alternatives for those who 
don't want their fish to die 
as a result of their move 
include: giving the fish to 
another aquarium owner, 
donating the fish to a local 
aquarium society, contacting 
aquarium stores for possible 
return. 

The plastic-bag technique 
also is the best option for 
getting rid of unwanted 
aquarium plants. Unlike 
the fish, many aquarium

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The producer deadline for 
certifying crops to the Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) has 
been extended from July 15 
to Friday, Aug. 14. 

The annual requirement 
of reporting to the FSA office 
can be referred to as crop re-
porting, acreage reporting, 
or crop certification. 

Filing an accurate and 
timely report for all crops 
and land uses, including pre-
vented planting and failed 
acreage, can prevent loss of 
benefits for a variety of FSA 
programs. 

All cropland on the farm 
must be reported to receive 
benefits from the Direct and 
Counter-cyclical Program, 
marketing assistance loans 
and loan deficiency pay-
ments. 

The certification form 
(FSA-578) must account 
for all cropland on a farm 
whether idle or planted. 
FSA announces new in- 

demnity program 
Eligible ranchers and live- 

stock producers can now 
begin applying for benefits 
through the Livestock In- 
demnity Program (LIP) pro- 
vided in the 2008 Farm Bill. 

LIP provides assistance 
to producers for livestock 
deaths that result from di-
saster. 

LIP compensates livestock 
owners and contract grow-
ers for livestock death losses 
in excess of normal mortal-
ity due to adverse weather, 
including losses due to hur-
ricanes, floods, blizzards, 
disease, wildfires, extreme  

heat, and extreme cold. 
Eligible losses must have 

occurred on or after Jan. 
1, 2008, and before Oct. 1, 
2011.

Feeder cattle price trends 
at Texas auctions were 
mixed, with some loca-
tions steady to $5 lower per 
hundredweight and others 
steady to $4 higher. Buyers 
remain very selective, but 
lower grain prices have al-
lowed feedlots to bid more 
for feeder cattle. Fed cattle 
prices were higher. 

Corn and grain sorghum 
declined under pressure 
from good growing weathe 
in the Midwest and weak ex 
port sales. 

Topsoil moisture remain. 
in short to very short supply 

In most locations, and pas-
ture conditions were rated 
mostly very poor to fair. 

Crops in many areas are 
suffering from heat and 
moisture stress. The state's 
corn crop is 37% mature,  

slightly ahead of normal, 
and in mostly good to fair 
condition. Grain sorghum is 
23% harvested with another 
32% mature. Hay baling con-
tinued, but the crop has suf-
fered from the hot and dry.
