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Judging by campaign activity
going on around here, we can very 
well assume that next Tuesday, 
November 5, will be a quiet elec­
tion day. We know in advance 
whet men will go into office. We 
decided that in the Democratic 
primaries last summer. The gen­
eral election is a mere formality 
of scratching Republican candid­
ates. For that reason many may 
not even bother to go to the polls.

On the subject of amend­
ments, however, there is some 
real voting to be done, and 
Amendment Number 3 especially is 
deserving of support. Entitled the 
Good Roads Amendment, it pro­
vides that all road user taxes 
shall be used exclusively for roads 
a n d  education and not b e 
diverted into other channels of 
state expenditure.

Actually the amendment will 
not change the situation, for 
other attempts to divert those 
funds in the past were defeated. 
But it guarantees that all future 
road revenues will be used only 
for schools, and assures the high­
way department that it is safe in 
planning a long range road 
building and improvement pro­
gram. Thus without extra cost to 
themselves Texans have greater 
assurance of a systematic good 
roads program which will result 
in better farm to market roads as 
well as highways.

The source of this revenue is 
taxes in gasoline, lubricants, and 
motor vehicle registration fees 
One fourth of it is allocated to the 
state school fund and the balance 
to the highway department.

Now comes the report that Un­
ited Automobile Workers (CIOi 
are considering another demand 
for higher p^y. They need more 
money, they say, in order to keep 
pace with the rising cost of living.

That report is especially inter­
esting when considered with facts 
and figures in the October issue 
of Automobile Facts, which bears 
out the Labor contention that 
living costs have gone up but al­
so indicates very plainly who 
caused them to go up.

Automobile Facts presents a 
chart on comparative employment 
weekly payrolls and production 
for the months of January, 1D41, 
and July, 1946. The figures are 
there, nlain for anybody to see. 
and what they reveal should make 
union men hang their heads in 
shame.

In January, 1941, 559,000 em­
ployes drawing a total weekly pay 
of $20,277,000, produced 500,878 
units. In July, 1946, 699.000 em­
ployes drawing a total weekly 
pay of $35,608,000 produced 297,- 
496 units.

1 or the sake of convenience
let’s calculate this in even figures. 
In January, 1941, a half million 
nien produced a half million 
units, an average of one per 
month per man, at an average 
weekly wage of $40, w h i c h  
amount to about $173 per month. 
The manufacturer’s labor cost 
was approximately $173 per unit.

In July, 1946, 700,000 employees 
produced 300,000 units, an aver­
age of three-sevenths of one unit 
l»?r month per man, at an aver­
age yeekly wage of $50 which 
amounts to about $217 a month. 
But notice, $217 is the labor cost 
on three-sevenths of a unit, so 
the total ’labor cost per unit is 
more than $500.
■ And remember, that still isn’t 

the complete story. Materials 
used by car manufacturers are 
higher because of a similar in­
crease in labor costs.

What applies to automobiles 
applies to practically every other 
commodity on the market. Labor 
itself has been principally re­
sponsible for the rising cost of 
living. Yet it has the gall to de­
mand more pay to cope with a 
condition caused by itself.

The really sad condition re­
vealed by these statistics is that 
the average worker isn’t putting 
in an honest day’s work. Nobod■ 
denies that the raise from 40 to 
50 per week is quite reasonable, 
but the whole country has a right 
to complain when 7 men do only 
as much as 3 used to. The high 
cost of loafing is what’s hurting 
us, not the high cost of labor. If 
workers were on the beam, pro­
ducing one unit per man per 
month like they used to, the la­
bor cost even at today’s wn»e 
would be only $217 per unit in­
stead of $500.

Isn’t it about time for Labor to 
realize that nothing is gained by 
successive wage increases? An­
other boost would be no more 
than another loop on the in­
flation spiral. The onlv remedy 
is to start putting out a day’s 
work. 1

Thinking over this condition
we must conclude that, only two 
words could describe the present 
labor policy —, stupid or sub­
versive. And yours truly, for one, 
refuses to believe that men *who

Joe Starke of the northwest 
Muenster soil conservation group 
has made plans for carrying out 
more of his coordinated erosion 
control and proper land use pro­
gram by staking off two strips 
which will be fertilized and 
seeded to grass next spring. Af­
ter the grass is well established 
he will construct terraces and use 
the strips to outlet the terrace 
water. By using this method, 
though it delays construction or 
the terraces, it will save repair to 
the outlets after every rain. Mr. 
Starke is constructing one 900- 
foot channel type terrace with 
his tractor and plow.

R.M. Zipper of the Muenster 
group applied 600 pounds of sup­
erphosphate t o approximately 
three acres of alfalfa recently.

Reeves Cooke and son. Fred, 
are busy constructing terraces on 
the J.H. Cooke farm which is in 
the northeast conservation group. 
To date they have built about 
four miles of new terraces which 
outlet onto good sod in a pas­
ture.

Joe Hoenig, whose farm is in 
the southwest Muenster group, 
has an excellent stand of hairy 
vetch on approximately six acres. 
He innoculated the vetch and 
fertilized with 200 pounds of 20 
per cent superphosphate per acre.

Soil Conservation Service per­
sonnel assisted J.O. Wilson of the 
Baily district by laying off lines 
for a diversion terrace to keep 
hill water from crossing his fer­
tile bottom land.

BEGIN NEXT WEEK

Getting set for the hatching 
season, Hugh Barnhart, new  
owner and manager of the busi­
ness, will begin the annual check 
of community poultry flocks next 
week. These flocks will be culled 
and blood tested in order to est* 
ablish them as approved flocks 
to serve as a source of the hat­
chery’s eggs.

The actual hatching season 
will begin about December 15 and 
first chicks will be available 
shortly after January 1.

Barnhart disclosed also that 
this season will begin with larger 
settings than were customary 
here in the past. By an arrange­
ment with a Gainesville hatchery 
he will furnish the early chicks 
for both places and the Gaines­
ville concern will put on its first 
setting several weeks later than 
usual.

As in the original sale a month 
ago the more popular lumbers 
sold out rapidly.

6 and 2 X 8 .  Bhip-lap and various 
sizes of center match likewise 
went fast.

The waiting line shortly before 
noon was variously estimated at 
600 to 800 persons and sale offi­
cials, realizing soon thereafter 
that they could not accommodate 
the crowd, picked a final number 
for the day’s proceeding and in­
structed others to come back the 
next day. A total of about 200 
were waited on.

Processing at first went at a 
snail’s pace, only 23 passing the 
checking desk in the first two 
hours. After that the line began 
moving faster and number 80 re­
ached the desk at the end of the 
fourth hour.

But another bottleneck delayed 
progress after the checking desk 
Four hours later, after a total 
elapsed time of eight hours 
Number 80 cleared the collection 
window (In case anyone wonders 
why this check on Number 80, 
that happened to be yours truly’s 
place in line and his schedule of 
sweating it out.

OK Proposal For 
Small Factory

A new industry for Muenster 
appeared to be a certainty at a 
meeting of local business men 1n 
the bank Wednesday night.

The venture is a lawn mower 
factory employing about 20 men 
and with an estimated productive 
capacity of 80 to 100 units a day.

The opportunity was presented 
by Lawrence Baumhardt, a Sher­
man machine shop owner. When 
he first came here last week he 
found encouraging response to 
his proposal. Returning Wednes­
day he found several men who 
were interested in a meeting to 
help encourage the project.

Favored at the meeting was a 
plan to first circulate a sub­
scription list to determine wheth­
er a sufficient amount could be 
raised to finance the venture. If 
ample backing is found a corpora­
tion will be formed and work on 
the project will begin immediate­
ly.

Figures presented by Mr. Baum­
hardt indicate that the project 
can be adequately financed for 
$25,000. Of that amount he pro­
poses to invest his equipment, 
his equity in which is approxim­
ately $6,000, leaving less than 
$20,000 to be raised locally. That 
amount is intended to cover the 
cost of a 50 X 80 metal building, 
pattern and tooling expense and 
the necessary working capital.

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PROGRAM TO DOUBLE 
MILK PRODUCTION 
EXPLAINED BY KRAFT

Columbus, Ohio. — A special 
program b y which American 
dairy farmers can double milk 
production in the next 15 years 
and help solve the American and 
worldwide food supply problem 
was outlined by John H. Kraft, 
president of the Kraft Foods 
company, to junior dairymen of 
the All-American Jersey show at 
their exposition banquet here.

Mr. Kraft listed five basic sug­
gestions by which the young dairy 
men could help meet national and 
world milk needs: “Raise the na­
tional average of 180 pounds oi 
butterfat per cow per year, strive 
for more even p r o d u c t i o n  
throughout the year, take care 
of the land you farm, make use 
of all agencies that can help you, 
use better tools for the job.

“I think it is enough to point 
out that the average return over 
feed cost of a cow producing 300 
oounds of fat is roughly three 
times that of a cow producing 
150 pounds of fat. Or to put it

hundred pounds of milk goes
down rapidly as production per 
cow goes up.

"If all the cows in the United 
States were as good as those in 
the Dairy Herd Improvement 
Associations we would todav b» 
producing approximately twice 
the milk we are now, as the aver­
age production of DHIA cows is 
just about twice that of the na­
tional average.”

Winter milk production, he 
pointed out, is about 40 per cent 
below production during spring 
flush. "Dairymen who have ac­
hieved a better balance through 
more even production the year 
around not only produce about 
700 or 800 more pounds of milk 
per cow per year but show a 
greater profit and have a better 
utilization of labor throughout 
the year.

"Certainly the productive level 
of our herds is directly correlated 
with the productive level of our 
land,” Mr. Kraft said. “The 
grass and hay produced on 
eroded, worn out land just na­
turally do not have the feeding 
value of forage grown on well- 
fertilized land.”

Advising the young Jerseymen 
to make full use of government 
and business agencies in doing 
their job, Mr. Kraft said: “The 
facts and knowledge are there 
to guide us in doing a better job. i 
Our national and state experi­
ment stations are a gold mine of 
information. Our colleges or 
agriculture and extension ser­
vices are the means of bringing 
that information to you and me 
pn the farm.

"And do not forget that in­
dustry is equally interested with 
government in development of a 
sound agriculture. That we may 
both carry on together, Kraft, 
like other major organizations 
in the milk business, has set up 
a trained field service that knows 
dairying from practical experi­
ence. That field service is there 
to help you.”

sociation is conducting a state 
wide campaign for members 
among the more than 44,000 pub­
lic school teachers and County 
Superintendents. Its educational 
campaign to inform the public .of 
the Tacts about the public schools 
and the poorly paid teachers is 
being carried out i t  the same 
time.

The alarming condition now 
faced by the rural schools, with 
more than 17 per cent of teach­
ing jobs in county schools un­
filled and piore than 12 per cent 
of all teaching jobs in the State 
vacant, is due entirely to the in­
adequate pay for teachers. The 
pay of the average teacher in 
Texas is less than $100 a month. 
The untrained day laborer earns 
more. Even lawn mowing is more 
profitable than teaching.

CROSS-BREEDING BEEF 
AND DAIRY CATTLE IS 
SHORT SIGHTED POLICY

A lot of Texas dairymen are 
killing the goose that lays the 
golden eggs by cross-breeding 
their dairy cows with beef sires.

The dairyman who makes a 
steady practice of cross-breeding 
will end up with no replacements 
for his herd, and just like the 
man who killed the gold-produc­
ing goose, he will kill the chances 
for more profit from a better 
dairy herd in the future, explains 
G.G. Gibson, dairy husbandman 

fbf the Texas A. and M. College 
Extension Service.

Dairymen cross-breed t h e i r  
stock because a cross-breed calf is 
worth more for beef than a  
straight-breed calf at the same 
age, says Gibson. But, he warns, 
the deal isn’t as good as it sounds 
on the surface. It takes plent> 
of feed to make a cross-bred pall 
weigh 400 or 500 pounds at six 
months of age, and whole milk 
makes up a good share of the: 
feed that the calf gets. Suppose 
it gets a gallon of milk a day, for 
five months says Gibson — (and 
a lot of them get twice that 
much). At present milk prices, 
that amount of milk is wortn 
about $45. If the calf gets two 
gallons, the cost of course is $90, 
which doesn’t leave much profit 
from the selling price of the calf.

But the real loss, emphasizes 
Gibson, is to the future dairy 
herd Continuous cross-breeding 
cuts out herd replacements. The 
dairyman goes out to buy re­
placements, but can’t find them. 
He ends up milking a herd of 
scrub cows — the result of breed­
ing a good milk cow to a good 
beef bull.
