Visit to former home evokes 
memories for Kitty King

Marguerite "Kitty" King took a walk down 

memory lane on Thursday, June 11. She 
and a group of her friends were the guests 
of Claude and Nancy Walter who now own 
the farm on which Marguerite spent many 
of her younger years. 

In 1996, the Walters purchased the farm 
from Marguerite. The farm, located about 
eight miles south of Muenster, originally 
belonged to Marguerite's grandmother Mar-
tha Squires Felty, better known as Aunt 
Mat. The grandmother raised her from age 
four to 12. Marguerite went to live with her 

grandmother after her mother Essie Felty 
died of tuberculosis when Marguerite was 
only four. Her grandmother died when Mar-
guerite was 12, and she then returned to 
live with her father Melvin Felty. Margue-
rite was one of a set of twins born on Feb. 
3, 1912. Her twin sister died shortly after 
birth. 

Aunt Mat worked the farm alone car-
ing for hogs and cattle and, for about eight 
years, her young granddaughter. 

When the farm became the property of the 
Walters, the house was very run down. Be-
ing open, the cattle came and went making 

a great mess. "We were just 
going to raze it," noted Nancy. 
It had a good foundation. Our 

kids wanted to restore it." 
Thus began a project that 

extended four to five years. 
Walter family members 
worked at the restoration one 
weekend a month until it was 
completed in 1999. 

Nancy said that she tried to 
decorate it as close as possible 
to the original style. She said 
Marguerite was a great help in 
that area. She could remember 
the patterns of the wallpaper 
that her grandmother used 
and helped Nancy select pat-
terns that were similar. There 
are also old photo books and 
pictures on the wall that help 
play out some of Marguerite's 
family history. 

The country home now has 
several purposes. At times, 
Claude and Nancy go there 
where they enjoy being in the 
country. At other times, family 
in Muenster for a visit might 
stay at the restored home. It 
has also been rented for short 
periods. 

Marguerite relished the day 
spent at the old farmhouse 
with her friends. She shared 
many of her childhood memo-
ries stirred by the home and 
its contents.

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Commissioners appoint 
youthful Precinct four 
Justice of the Peace

Cooke County Commis-

sioners Court met Tuesday, 
June 16 to interview and 
appoint a new Justice of the 
Peace for Pct. 4. Five appli-
cants sought the position 
vacated when then JP John 
Roane took the oath of office 
to serve as County Judge 
on May 29. The retirement 
of Bill Freeman as County 
Judge before the end of his 
term set the wheels in mo-
tion to open up these posi-
tions. 

The JP, Pct. 4 contend-
ers were Jason Brinkley of 
Mountain Springs, Roger 
White of Valley View, Ken-
neth Fogus of Collinsville, 
Conrad "Chuck" Bahr of Val-
ley View, and Lisa Harris of 
Valley View. All of these ap-
plicants were interviewed 
Tuesday. 

Commissioners 	Court 
then met to select the new 
Justice of the Peace. Accord-
ing to County Judge Roane, 
Brinkley was the unanimous 
choice. He was sworn into of-
fice at 10 a.m. Wednesday,

June 17. 
Brinkley, age 26, was born 

and raised in the Moun-
tain Springs area. He noted 
that his mother's side of 
the family has been in that 
area for four or five genera-
tions. "I think the family has 
good ties to the County as a  

whole," said Brinkley. 
Brinkley graduated from 

Valley View High School in 
2001, and attended Texas 
A&M University in College 
Station from 2001 to 2005. 
In 2005, he graduated with 
a Bachelor's degree in Politi-
cal Science. He then attend-
ed law school at Oklahoma 
City University School of 
Law, earning his Juris Doc-
tor in May 2008. 

Since that time, he has 
opened up a small law prac-
tise with another attorney. 
They practice primarily in 
the Denton area, he said. 

On his reasons for seek-
ing the JP position, Brinkley 
said, "I think that a lot of it 
was that I had a strong fam-
ily history of active involve-
ment in Cooke County, and I 
just figured it was my turn to 
help give something back to 
the County. I think that this 
opportunity came up and I 
think that it would be a good 
one for me to help give a lit-
tle bit to the community."

Discussion items included 
the completion of the field 
house that was construct-
ed in 2003. The building, 
plumbing, and drains are 
in place, but the wall, air 
conditioning, and lockers 
are not completed. Also dis-
cussed were drainage prob-
lems. The football field drain 
is silted in on the west side 
and needs to be cleaned out. 
Dangelmayr Construction 
will clean drains and build 
concrete drains with grate 
covers to facilitate future 
cleaning. 

Reports given included:

ferences/office referrals. One 
of the 13 was referred more 
than once. Of the 21 deten-
tions (conduct and home-
work issues), three attended 
more than once. 

• Junior High/High School 
- Updated the Board on year 
end events. Teachers and 
staff finished the school year 
on May 30 with a dinner. 
Early TAKS results were 
given for grades 7 - 12. Sum-
mer school will end July 3, 
and the Student Handbook 
for 2009-10 is being re-
written to comply with the 
legislative mandates of this 
year's session. 

• Athletic Director - Re-
sults from the State track 
meet were given. Also, sports 
award winners from the 
Spring Banquet were given. 

• Technology Director -
Repairs and improvements 
on computers, e-mails, and 
telephone lines were noted. 
Twenty-four tech assistance 
requests were completed 
last month. Parents have in-
quired about putting online 
payments and the tracking 
of their children's cafeteria 
lunches. Muenster ISD does 
have the capability and it 
has been successful in other 
schools.

Ag Briefs 

Heat stress can greatly 
impact cattle producers 
through decreased milk pro-
duction and subsequent calf 
growth, decreased reproduc-
tive performance in cows and 
bulls, and decreased stocker 
and feeder performance. 
It has been estimated that 
heat-related events in the 
Midwest have cost the cattle 
industry over $75 million in 
the past 10 years. As sum-
mer approaches, make prep-
arations to reduce the risk of 
heat stress in your cattle. 

The ideal temperature 
range for beef cattle is be-
tween 41°  F and 77° F. When 
temperatures exceed this, 
cattle are at risk of heat 
stress. Many environmental 
factors affect the potential 
for heat stress, including rel-
ative humidity, wind speed, 
solar radiation, ground 
cover, access to water, diet, 

Watering the lawn 
With the hottest and usu-

ally the driest time of the 
year upon us, watering the 
lawn is a chore that many 
of us will be undertaking 
more frequently in the com-
ing weeks. It is a fact that 
the majority of water use in 
the North Texas area dur-
ing summer months goes to 
watering the lawn. Eighty 
percent of the water used in 
Cooke County comes from 
underground aquifers, a 
source that will not recharge 
in our lifetime. 

Therefore, careful evalu-
ation of water usage could 
save you money, ensure a 
water supply for future gen-
erations, and even help you 
maintain a healthier lawn. 

Generally we are either 
over-watering or under-wa-
tering. The classic case of one 
that under-waters is a person 
who doesn't realize the time 
needed to adequately water 
an area; instead they apply 
light, daily sprinklings. This 
practice is actually harm-
ful to the plant. Frequent 
light applications wet the 
soil to a depth of less than 
one inch. Most plant roots go 
much deeper; therefore the 
watering does not alleviate 
drought stress completely. 

In contrast, there are 
those who water so often 
and heavily that they drown 
plants. Symptoms of too 
much water are the same as 
for too little. 

Leaves turn brown at the 
tips and edges, then brown 
all over and drop from the 
plant. These symptoms 
should be the same, since 
they result from insufficient 
water in the plant tissue. 
Too much water in a soil 
causes oxygen deficiency, re-
sulting in damage to the root 
system. When a soil remains 
soggy, little oxygen is pres-
ent in the soil, causing roots 
to die. 

Ideally, a lawn should be 
watered just before it begins 
to wilt. Most grasses take 
on a dull purplish cast and 
leaf blades begin to fold or 
roll. Grass under drought 
stress also shows evidence of 
tracks after someone walks 
across the lawn. These are 
the first signs of wilt. With 
careful observation and ex-
perience, one can determine 
the correct number of days 
between waterings. Common 
bermuda grass lawns can go 
five to seven days or longer 
between waterings without 
loss of quality. 

Early morning is consid-
ered the best time to water. 
The wind is usually calm 
and the temperature is low 
so less water is lost to evapo-
ration. 

The worst time to water 
is late evening because the 
lawn stays wet all night, 
making it more susceptible 
to disease. 

When watering a lawn, 
wet the soil to a depth of 
four to six inches. Soil type 
affects the amount of water 
needed to wet soil to the de-
sired depth. It takes about 
1/2 inch of water to achieve 
the desired wetting depth if 
the soil is high in sand, and 
about 3/4 inch of water if the 
soil is a loam. For soils high 
in clay, an inch of water is 
usually necessary to wet the 
soil to the desired depth. 

If run-off occurs prior to 
the water soaking to at least 
a four inch depth, it may be 
necessary to turn the water 
off, wait 1/2 hour for the wa-
ter to soak in, and then re-
sume watering. Remember,  

shade, and nighttime tem-
peratures. In addition, in-
dividual animal character-
istics can contribute to heat 
stress. These include hide 
color, breed, health, adapta-
tion, hair coat length, and 
disposition. When a combi-
nation of these factors and 
ambient temperature cause 
an animal's heat load to ex-
ceed its ability to dissipate 
that heat, heat stress oc-
curs. 

Identifying heat stress 
When heat stressed, cattle 

exhibit many physical and 
behavioral changes. Heat-
stressed animals will have 
increased body tempera-
tures, increased water con-
sumption, decreased feed 
consumption, and decreased 
weight gains. These changes 
may be subtle and difficult 
to recognize or impractical to 
measure. Fortunately, there 

you will be able to water less 
frequently, use less water 
overall, and minimize the 
possibility of disease from 
gaining a foothold if you fol-
low these simple steps. 

are many signs of heat stress 
that are easy to recognize. 
The most obvious are cattle 
congregating in shady areas 
or standing in ponds, and de-
creased grazing activity. You 
may also notice cattle pant-
ing. According to the USDA's 
Agricultural Research Ser-
vice, more than 90 breaths 
per minute is an indication 
of heat stress, and a respira-
tion rate over 110 indicates a 
dangerous heat stress level. 

Tools are available to help 
producers identify condi-
tions that are potentially 
dangerous for cattle. The 
Livestock Weather Hazard 
Guide provides guidelines 
that indicate the potential 
of heat stress at different 
temperatures and relative 
humidity. 

Another way to monitor 
heat stress conditions in 
your area is the Heat Stress 
Forecast. The USDA has 
developed a Web site that 
reports heat stress fore-
casts for the central United 
States. These forecasts pro-
vide a more accurate predic-
tion because they account for 
wind speed and solar radia-
tion in addition to tempera-
ture and humidity. This Web 
site can be found at: www.

Managing heat stress 
Provide fresh, clean water 

to cattle at all times. Wa-
ter intake increases during 
times of heat stress, so make 
sure that piped water can re-
fill tanks fast enough to keep 
up with cattle demand. If 
ponds are the only source of 
water, monitor water qual-
ity throughout hot, dry peri-
ods. Be sure that cattle have 
adequate shade. If shade 
is limited, heat stress can 
be compounded by animals 
crowding together. 

If possible, avoid working 
and transporting cattle dur-
ing periods of heat stress. 
If cattle must be worked or 
rotated to a new pasture, do 
it as early as possible in the 
morning. 

Heat stress can also af-
fect the reproductive perfor-
mance of cows and bulls, so 
plan your breeding season 
to avoid the hottest months. 
Keep in mind that heat stress 
can impact semen quality for 
up to eight weeks. 

Be prepared by planning 
now for heat stress. As hot 
weather approaches, moni-
tor the Heat Stress Forecast 
or use your local conditions 
with the Livestock Weather 
Hazard Guide to determine 
the potential for heat stress 
in your cattle.
