  Cooke County’s historic 
Courthouse and the entire 
block it sits are now non 
smoking areas. If you wish 
to smoke in that block of 
Gainesville, you will have to 
step into the street or chance 
being cited by the Sher-
iff ’s Office and fined $50. 

Courthouse square declared non smoking zone
Cooke County Commission-
ers Court approved the non 
smoking policy at the Mon-
day, Oct. 24 meeting. 
  The resolution receiving 
approval stated that the 
Court recognizes the hazards 
to health and environment 
created by the use of tobacco 
products. Out of concern for 

the health, safety, and well-
being of County employees 
and the general public, the 
smoking policy was adopted.   
It applies to all employees, 
elected officials, and the gen-
eral public. 
  There is already a policy 
in place that bans smoking 
in all County buildings, but 

this expands it to the outside 
of the Courthouse and the 
grounds that surround it.
  With the re-opening of the 
County Courthouse, Com-
missioners Court voted to 
change the location of public 
hearing/meeting postings, 
citations, notices of foreclo-
sure sales, and notices of 
Sheriff ’s sales back to the 
Courthouse. They will now 
be posted in the basement as 
of Oct. 27.
  As of Dec. 1, they voted to 
move the location of public 
sales, foreclosure sales, and 
Sheriff ’s sales back to the 
Courthouse steps. There are 
already some sales adver-
tised for November, so the 
change will not happen until 
December.
  Cooke County Historical 
Commission (CCHC) Board 
member Kit Chase request-
ed Commissioners’ approval 
to solicit funds for book pub-
lishing. The Commission is 
working on a project that is 
a book consisting of a collec-
tion of stories about Cooke 
County history written 
by Historical Commission 
Board members. “Our intent 
is to have the book published 
in honor of the rededication 
of the 100-year-old Court-
house,” explained Chase. 
“This informal series of sto-
ries offers history through 
the expert eyes of CCHC 
Board members. We have 
stories of personal recollec-
tions on subjects with strong 
local relevance and photo-
graphs.” The books will be 

sold to raise funds for future 
CCHC projects. They plan 
to make the book an annual 
project. Local businesses and 
residents will be approached 
for funds to cover the cost of 
printing the 500 books.
  Examples of the book were 
shown to the Court with a 
cost estimate. The Court’s 
permission was required by 
the CCHC to solicit funds 
since they are a department 
of the County and can’t file 
a 501C or get their own tax 
ID number. The money will

  Although it may be short-
lived, during their Mon-
day, Oct. 24 meeting, Cooke 
County Commissioners vot-
ed to lift the burn ban. There 
has been a ban on outdoor 
burning since June 27, and 
the County has been under 
a Disaster Declaration since 
July 11.
  County Fire Marshal Co-
ordinator Ray Fletcher up-
dated Commissioners Court 
on the drought monitor index 
as of Oct. 18, and the Texas 
Keetch Byram Drought In-
dex (KBDI). The KBDI  high 
in Cooke County is 597, the 
low 402 for a mean of 524. It 
included the weekend’s rain-
fall.
  As far as the outlook on an-
ticipated moisture, Fletcher 
said there is no reason to 
be optimistic. A possibil-
ity of rain was predicted for 
Wednesday and high winds 

for Tuesday through Thurs-
day.
  Precinct #4 Commissioner 
Leon Klement observed, “The 
world is turning green.” 
  County Judge John Roane 
noted that the majority of 
the people he’s spoken to in 
the County do not want to 
see the burn ban removed. 
“It’s a matter of convenience 
versus safety,” he said. “Most 
people are still willing to err 
on the side of safety rather 
than convenience.”
  B.C. Lemons, Precinct #2 
commissioner, said he’d been 
hearing just the opposite and 
the people want it lifted. Kle-
ment agreed, adding, “This 
would probably be the time 
to let them burn for a few 
weeks or a month. One rea-
son to possibly lift the burn 
ban if you really expect it to 
be dry all winter, we do have 
some moisture and we have 
some dampness right now. 

For the next three weeks, 
people would have the op-
portunity to get everything 
burned and put the burn ban 
on again. I would consider 
this an opportune time to 
burn. It is a little windy, but 
there is more moisture out 
there than there has been. If 
it turns off dry for the next 
four months, we are going to 
have a lot of trouble. People 
would be enticed to burn 
anyway.”
  The vote was called to lift 
the burn ban, which would 
also lift the Disaster Decla-
ration. The vote was in favor 
4-1 with Judge Roane oppos-
ing lifting the ban.

The insightful person who took pencil in hand and wrote in the desk drawer of 
the District Judge’s bench, “First Court held in this building Nov. 20, 1911” may 
have left the only surviving clue as to when the County began using its new 
Courthouse. Commissioner Leon Klement and County Judge John Roane study 
the nice, long script writing. Courthouse offices are being moved into this week 
and next.

ers’ approval which allows 
it to apply for grant funds 
from the Texas Department 
of Agriculture to supplement 
and extend its services. The 
County budgeted $3,000 to 
that organization this year.
  Executive Director of 
Meals On Wheels of Texoma 
Greg Pitman noted that, “On 
a good week for our clients 
who are over 60, we are able 
to provide what amounts to 
about 1/4 of what they need 
to be eating every day. If you 
consider the circumstance 
that predicates their eligibil-
ity for our program is that 
they are not able to prepare 
food for themselves either 
because of their income or 
their circumstance, it sort 
of begs the question who’s 
providing the rest of those 
meals? I think the answer in 
many cases is nobody is, so 
my goal is to try to find new 
grant funding to, at  mini-
mum, provide one meal ev-
ery day.

  The Eagles of Valley View 
were grounded last Friday 
night, laying an egg in the 
Hornets’ nest, as Muenster 
plucked out 46 points to the 
scoreless visitors.

“The 
SURE program provides as-
sistance to producers when 
disaster strikes, so I strongly 
encourage producers with 
2010 crop losses to contact 
the Cooke County FSA office 
to learn more about the pro-
gram,” he said. 
  To qualify for a SURE 
payment, the producer’s op-
eration must be located in a 
county that was declared a 
disaster for 2010 and have at 
least a 10% production loss 
that affects one crop of eco-
nomic significance. Producers 
with agricultural operations 
located outside a disaster 
county are eligible for SURE 
benefits if they had a produc-
tion loss greater or equal to 
50% of the normal production 
on the farm.

Overseeding winter 
pasture

   Many livestock producers 
have already planted small 
grains or winter annual for-
ages in prepared fields.  With 
the ongoing drought and lack 
of hay availability many are 
also beginning to overseed 
their pastures. 
   In general, planting rec-
ommendations are similar 
to planting in a prepared 
field. Small grains should be 
planted from one to 1.5 inches 
deep, and ryegrass should be 
planted approximately 1/8 to 
¼ inches deep.  Seeding rates 
for cool-season small grains 
range from 90 to 120 pounds 
per acre.  Ryegrass seeding 
rates range from 25 to 30 
pounds per acre, and clovers 
and medics range from four 
to 16 pounds per acre.
   Legumes can also be use-
ful.  Clovers and medics have 

very small seed and should be 
either planted 1/8 to ¼ inches 
deep or broadcast on the soil 
surface and packed or har-
rowed in. Vetch and winter 
peas should be planted ¼ to 
½ inch deep, with suggested 
seeding rates being 30-35 lbs 
per acre.
   A very good web site to 
check for specific plant spe-
cies recommendations is:  
http://stephenville.tamu.edu/
ag_programs/forages/forage_
species/index.php.
  Fertilization for cool-sea-
son forages should be based 
on soil test recommenda-
tion. Nitrogen fertilization of 
over-seeded small grains or 
ryegrass is usually split into 
two applications of 50 to 60 
pounds per acre for each.

Scouts turned out to help Keep Muenster Beauti-
ful (KMB) with their Fall Planting Day project in 
town on Saturday, Oct. 8. This was a hard project 
this year with the drought being so severe. The 
ground was very hard and dry. The group focused 

mostly on pruning, weeding, and weed prevention. Some flowers were planted, 
but only in the flower boxes where the shop owners committed to watering the 
plants. KMB  hopes for a wetter winter and spring, so Spring Planting Day will 
permit more plants to be planted.  KMB is also interested in other ideas for 
adding beauty to our town’s planter boxes that does not require water since the 
drought is forecast to be a long one.

   Members of Keep Muen-
ster Beautiful (KMB) per-
formed their annual litter 
index study on Saturday, 
Oct. 22. This is a require-
ment from Keep America 
Beautiful (KAB) to remain 
in good standing with them. 
The survey is performed by 
having the assessment team 
preview a training video to 
explain the scoring criteria. 
  A #1 means that there is 
little or no litter in the area, 
perhaps one or two pieces of 
litter in a city block. The area 
is neat and tidy. A #2 means 
that it is slightly littered. 
The eye is not continually 
seeing litter and the area 
can be quickly cleaned.  The 
#3 is littered and a formal 
clean up would be necessary 
to tidy the area. A #4 means 
extremely littered. Litter is 
the first thing that you no-
tice. It might include an ille-
gal dump, and could require 
equipment for removal. 
  Muenster is divided into 
10 sections. Each section is 
viewed by the assessment 
team and their scores are 
averaged for the area’s to-
tal score. The sections are 
averaged together to get the 
City’s total score. 
  This year, six of the ar-
eas that are within the city 
limits were also scored for 
four other categories: illegal 
signs, graffiti, abandoned 
junk vehicles, and outside 
storage. Scoring criteria is 
as follows: illegal signs - #1 = 
no illegal signs; #2 = 1 – 5 il-
legal signs; #3 = 3 – 10 illegal 
signs; and #4 = 10 or more 
illegal signs. Abandoned or 
junk vehicles  - # 1 no aban-
doned/junked vehicles, #2 = 
1 abandoned/junked vehicle, 
#3 = 2 – 3 abandoned/junked 
vehicles, and #4  = 4 or more 
abandoned/junked vehicles.  
Outside storage: #1 = no 
openly stored items, #2 = 1 
- 4 openly stored items that 
look untidy that could be 
cleaned up in an hour with 
one or two people working, 
#3 = Items openly stored 
that could easily fill a small 
shed approximately 8’x10’, 
and #4 = Items that would 
fill a one-car garage approxi-
mately 10’x20’.  
  The graffiti index scoring 
was left out of this article 
because Muenster has zero 
graffiti. Check the graph to 
see how your area scored. 
  The group noted 24 lawns 
and empty lots which have 
grass and weeds taller than

10 inches. The majority of 
these lots are in southwest 
Muenster. Three businesses 
had broken windows. Ap-
proximately 15 abandoned/
junked cars were spotted in 
town. A minimal number of 
illegal signs were found. Il-
legal signs are those posted 
on public property such as 
utility poles, between the 
side walk and the curbs, and 
businesses advertising off 
their property with posters. 
For sale signs and political 
signs that are temporary 
and well on private property 
were not counted as illegal.
  Outside storage is the big-
gest problem area. Eight 
businesses had storage items 
outside that were unsightly 
and disorganized. These ar-
eas could be improved by 
stacking and organizing the 
items, by the removal of 
the unused and  unneeded 
items, or by privacy fencing 
so they are not seen from the 
road, or by additional stor-
age buildings on the site. 
Most of the areas of the City 
are beautiful and well kept, 
but there were several pri-
vate residences that pulled 
down the score of the whole 
neighborhood, because they 
had enough stuff stored in 
their yards or carports to fill 
a shed or a small garage.
  A lot of storm damage 
was noted: Many fences still 

down, hanging tree limbs, 
large building debris, roof 
damage, and a couple of 
houses with severe dam-
ages. These conditions were 
not included in the scores 
this year, as many people are 
still working on these issues 
with their insurance compa-
nies and with contractors.
  North Hwy. 373 showed 
the greatest improvement 
from previous years. Their 
North Town Partners group 
is doing a great job with lit-
ter pickup and education.  
  Over all, we had slightly 
more litter this year. Last 
year, Muenster’s overall av-
erage was 1.32 compared to 
1.63 this year. It is the first 
time that this number has 
increased in years!!
  The goal of KMB and of 
the City of Muenster is to 
have zero illegal signs, zero 
abandoned/junked vehicles, 
and zero outside storage 
in town, and to continue to 
have a beautiful, litter free/
graffiti free environment. 
The cooperation of every 
business and every house-
hold is needed to meet this 
goal. A good place to start is 
to attend KMB’s community 
trash pick-up Saturday, Oct. 
29, at KMB Haus in the City 
Park.  Group photo and road 
assignments will begin at 9 
a.m. Lunch and door prizes 
will be provided.

  National Teen Driver Safety Week 
(NTDSW) was Oct. 16-22. Motor ve-
hicle crashes are the leading cause 
of death for teens. Statistics show 
that teens are most likely to have 
a crash during the first six months 
after getting their license, which is 
primarily due to their inexperience.
  Research shows that parents play 
an important role in increasing 
their teen’s driving skills as they 
have the greatest influence over 
their teen’s behavior. In fact, lead-
ing experts believe parents play 
a key role in preventing teen car 
crashes and deaths.
  A study conducted by Children’s 
Hospital of Philadelphia shows that 
teens whose parents set rules, moni-
tor their driving, and are supportive 
are half as likely to crash and twice 
as likely to use seat belts as teens 
with less involved parents. Parents 

Parents play big role in improving teen driving
can help by talking with their teens 
about safe driving practices. Spend-
ing as much time driving with your 
teen in many different driving situ-
ations can significantly impact your 
teen’s future driving practices.
  The Texas Graduated Driver’s 
License Law provides parents with 
the controls to help keep their teen 
drivers safe. Many parents are not 
aware of the provisions of this law.
  The law is divided into two phas-
es. During phase one, the teen driv-
er must always be accompanied by a 
person at least 21 years of age. Dur-
ing phase two, teens cannot operate 
a motor vehicle with more than one 
passenger who is younger than 21 
unless the additional passengers 
are also family members. Driving is 
prohibited between midnight and 5 
a.m. unless the teen is driving to at-
tend work or a school-related activ-

ity, or responding to an emergency 
situation. Cell phone use is also pro-
hibited during this second phase. 
Making sure your teen follows the 
Graduated Driver’s License Law 
can help get a teen safely through 
the most critical time when driver 
inexperience can lead to crashes.
  Texas AgriLife Extension Service 
agent Angel Neu reminds parents to 
follow these tips to keep teens driv-
ing safely:
  • Practice driving with your teen 
as often as possible.
  • Discuss your rules of the road, 
and create a Parent-Teen Driving 
Agreement.
  • Model good driving behavior for 
your teen by always using seat belts 
and never using a cell phone while 
driving.
  • Share your rules with other 
parents and teens.
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
