SHCS commemorates Montessori's 30th year

In 1981 and 1982, a group
of mothers concerned for the
development of their young
children met to find a solu-
tion. The determined and re-
sourceful Muenster women
had a dream for their young
preschool children. Three
of them, Loretta Felder-
hoff, Jeannine Flusche, and
Peggy Grewing, made that
become a reality by found-
ing Sacred Heart Young
Children’s Learning Center.
With the assistance of Dr.
Bronte Gonsalves, the moth-
ers decided to give the Mon-
tessori program a try. A plan
was formed for the first year
and presented to the Sacred
Heart School Board and ap-
proved.

That was 30 years ago. The
Young Children’s Learning
Center, now Sacred Heart
Preschool, recently complet-
ed a new addition to their
building complete with land-
scaping. A special celebration
took place Monday, April 30.
Following the 8 a.m. Mass,
the entire student body, fac-
ulty, and guests gathered in
front of the Preschool build-
ing. Sacred Heart Pastor Fr.
Ken Robinson blessed the
building.

A ribbon cutting ceremony
took place with Fr. Ken cut-
ting the ribbon. Each Pre-
school student received a
balloon filled with helium. In
celebration of 30 years and
the new addition, the chil-
dren released the balloons.
Everyone enjoyed watching
the balloons sail high into
the sky and drift far away.

Loretta Felderhoff shared
some of the Sacred Heart

Montessori program’s his-
tory at a reception following
the blessing. She said that
without money, place, teach-
er, or students, they relied
on faith and moved forward.

The new preschool was first
opened on Maple Street
across from the Muenster
Hospital in a home remod-
eled into a flower shop.
There were 21 students

that first year. Financial
support came from tuition
and many donations. “There
were days when I didn’t
know where the money was
going to come from to pay the

Area elections slated
for Saturday, May 12

There are two election
dates scheduled this month.
This is due to the problems
with redistricting after the
2010 census. The Texas Re-
publican and Democratic
Primaries are normally held
in March, but were delayed
until Tuesday, May 29. The
May date was set after a
panel of three federal judges
in San Antonio ruled after
approving interim electoral
maps in an effort to resolve
differences over congressio-
nal redistricting.

The May 12 election date
will be observed by entities
with contested positions or
other issues needing voter
decisions.

The City of Muenster is
holding an election to con-
sider the legalization of sell-
ing alcoholic beverages in
the newly annexed areas of

the City, including the new
Germanfest grounds. The
Muenster City Council ap-
pointed City Secretary Bren-
da Simpson as election judge
for both early voting and the
election. Early voting ends
Tuesday at the close of busi-
ness. To vote early, go to City
Hall during regular business
hours. To vote on May 12, go
to the Muenster Junior High
School.

Muenster Hospital Dis-
trict is holding an election
on May 12 to fill the three
positions with terms expir-
ing in May. Kenny Klement,
Ronnie Weinzapfel, and Aar-
on Hess currently hold those
seats. There are six candi-
dates running for the three
at-large positions. Besides
the three incumbents, Bob
Ambrose, Steven Fisher, and
Mary Del Olmo seek election
to the Board.

The Hospital Board ap-
proved polling places for the
election as follows:

Voting precincts 17, 18, 19,
21, and 33 at the Muenster
Junior High School;

Precincts 12, 14, and 15 at
the Era Community Center.

Celine Dittfurth and Pau-
la Lewis were appointed
as election judges for the
Muenster and Era locations
respectively.

Through Tuesday, May 8,
early voting by personal ap-
pearance will be conducted
each weekday between 8
a.m. and 5 p.m. Voters should
go to the Board room of the
Hospital at 605 North Maple
to cast their early votes. Tif-
fany Reed was appointed as
early voting judge.

rent or the teachers or util-
ity bills,” Loretta recalled.
She added that she would
ask God to help if He wanted
the school to succeed and
the next day someone would
come in with a check.

The School Board ap-
proved the construction of
the first part of the building
now being used on Seventh
Street. By 1985, there were
39 children enrolled in the
Montessori program. There
were morning and afternoon
sessions or all-day if pre-
ferred.

The 1987-88 school year
also brought significant
events in the program’s his-
tory. It was the first year for
it to be granted accreditation
by the Southern Association
of Colleges and Schools and
the Texas Catholic Confer-
ence along with the grade
school and high school.
With accreditation came
the change in the program’s
name to Sacred Heart Pre-
school. Pam Dangelmayr,
having completed South-
western Montessori Certifi-
cation for the Primary Level,
came aboard as instructor.

Also in 1988, Sacred Heart
Preschool was granted the
Elizabeth Ann Seton Award
by the National Catholic Ed-
ucation Association. Loretta
noted, “We were the only
school in the state of Texas
to receive that award. The
award was for parental in-
volvement and their volun-
teer service impacting Cath-
olic education especially in
early childhood education.
It included a $1000 scholar-
ship.” Sr. Carmelita Myers,
0.S.B., Jeannine Flusche,
and Christy Hesse went to
New York City to the NCEA
convention to receive the
award.

Loretta said, “The parent
group has always been an

integral part of the success
of this program. From mak-
ing materials to doing yard
work, cleaning, helping with
construction, fundraising,
and anything else that was
needed, all we had to do was
say help and somebody was
there to do it.”

It was in 2006 that Sa-
cred Heart expanded its
Montessori program to in-
clude kindergarten and first
grade. Barbara Davidson
became the teacher over in
the grade school building.
Then in 2010, the first grade
students returned to the
traditional  self-contained
classroom and the kinder-
garten students joined the
preschool students.

Loretta explained, “This
regrouping of ages three to
six in a big stage classroom
was designed by Maria Mon-
tessori, and it also meets the
criteria for our accreditation
to the American Montessori
Society. Along with the ad-
dition of the kindergarten
students, we needed more
room. During the Capitol
Campaign with the Dio-
cease, that was able to be
completed.”

Loretta introduced Su-
san Wilkerson of Krum, the
first Montessori teacher at
Sacred Heart. Two of the
first students in the Young
Children’s Learning Center,
Michael Flusche and James
Felderhoff, were also pres-
ent.

The students were told,
“It’s not about me, the build-
ing, the materials, the teach-
ers, the principal, or the par-
ents - we are only tools in
God’s hands. It’s all about
the children.”

The celebration concluded
with the Preschool children
performing a song. Then
all were treated to juice, a

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Appraisal notices
are in the mail

I don’t have to miss

If your property value in-
creased in the last year, you
will soon receive an apprais-
al notice from the Cooke
County Appraisal District
(CCAD). The CCAD mailed
about 15,700 appraisal no-
tices on May 2. Your city,
county, school district, and
other local taxing units will
use the CCAD’s value to set
your 2012 property taxes.

Under state law, county ap-
praisal districts are required
to notify property owners
about changes in their prop-
erty’s value. The notice con-
tains important information
about the property’s location,
its ownership, and property
tax exemptions that have
been applied to the property.
It must also include an esti-
mate of 2012 taxes by local
taxing units.

Property owners who dis-
agree with the appraised
value of their property, the
exemptions, or any other ac-

tion by the appraisal district
have the right to appeal to
the Cooke County Appraisal
Review Board (ARB). The
ARB is an independent pan-
el of citizens responsible for
hearing and settling prop-
erty owner protests. The
notice of appraised value
includes instructions on how
and when to file a protest, a
protest form, and the Comp-
troller’s Property Taxpayer
Remedies. The deadline for
filing a protest with the ARB
is May 31, or 30 days after
the appraisal district mailed
you a notice of appraised
value, whichever is later.

Texas Comptroller Susan
Combs’ publication, Property
Taxpayer Remedies, explains
in detail how to protest your
property appraisal, what is-
sues the ARB can consider,
and what to expect during
a protest hearing. The pub-
lication also discusses the
option of taking your case to
court or entering into bind-
ing arbitration if you are dis-
satisfied with the outcome of
your ARB hearing.

Carter - I have been a
peace officer for over 31 years.

trol, criminal investigations,
civil process, jail, telecommu-
nications, defensive tactics,
S.W.A.T., and management.

Fogus - I have been in law
enforcement for 34 years.
I have received over 3,400
hours of Continuing Educa-
tion from Texas Commission
on Law Enforcement Officer
Standards and Education. I
have a Master Peace Officer
Certification, Law Enforce-
ment Instructor Certification,
Jailer Certification, and an
Advanced Telecommunicator
License, all from TCLEOSE.
I have an advanced certifica-
tion as a Crisis/Hostage Nego-
tiator from the Texas Associa-
tion of Hostage Negotiators. I
have attended Southwest Law
Enforcement Institute for Ad-
ministration. I am certified as
a fire and arson investigator.
I am an adjunct instructor for
North Central Texas College
where I have taught Crimi-
nal Justice for over 15 years.
I have a degree in Criminal
Justice and have attended
North Central Texas College
and Midwestern State Uni-
versity. I am confident I have
the experience and leadership
qualities to bring some new
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ideas into the Cooke County
Sheriff’s Office.

Gilbert - I have been a
Certified Texas Peace Officer
for over 30 years, graduating
from the Texoma Regional Po-
lice Academy in 1981.

Sawyer - Since 1970, I
have been honored to serve as
a peace officer. My basic train-
ing was in Washington, D.C.
and later at the FBI Academy
in Quantico, Virginia. I cannot
think of a profession where
structured, continuing educa-
tion is more vital than in law
enforcement. My college de-
gree is in government, and
I feel the U.S. Constitution
is the greatest guidepost for
keeping our country safe and
its laws intact. After achieving
certification as a Texas Peace
Officer and eventually, a Mas-
ter Texas Peace Officer, I have
completed numerous courses
including crime scene investi-
gation, forensic interviewing,
and homicide investigation to
name a few.

Prior experience that
would help you as County
Sheriff?

Carter - The Sheriff posi-
tion is an administrative job.
I completed two retail man-
agement training programs,
the first one with S.H. Kress
and Co. and the second one
with Tom Thumb Stores and
became a store director at the
age of 26. My brother and I
owned and operated Carter
Brothers’ Produce from 1980
until 1984.

I have over 31 years expe-
rience in law enforcement,
the last 26 full-time. While
working at the Cooke County
Sheriff’s Office, I have served
the citizens of this county in
many capacities. I have pa-
trolled on every shift, made
calls for service, processed
crime scenes, presented cases
to the Grand Jury, served civil
process, trained new deputies,
provided in service training
in defensive tactics, firearms,
and training for our Tactical
Response Team.

The last 15 years I have
been the Chief Deputy at the
Cooke County Sheriff’s Office
which made me responsible
for the supervision of 79 em-
ployees, a fleet of 31 vehicles,
and a budget of 2.3 million
dollars, which is half of our to-
tal budget of 4.6 million. I am
completely familiar with our
county and the law enforce-
ment needs of our citizens
as well as the workings and
employees of Cooke County.
There would be no learning
curve if I am elected to serve
as your Sheriff.

Fogus - I started my ca-
reer with the Highland Park
Department of Public Safety
where I served as a patrol of-
ficer, firefighter, paramedic,
and first responder. I served
as chief of police for the Au-
brey Police Department for
five years. As chief of police,
I was responsible for the bud-
get and operation of the Police
Department. I then moved to
the Denton County Sheriff’s
Office where I started as a
jailer and worked my way to
head the Transportation/Ex-
tradition unit. I am the most
qualified and have the most
experience of all the candi-
dates seeking the Sheriff’s po-
sition. I have the leadership
qualities to bring the Sheriff’s
Department to the 21st cen-
tury.

Gilbert - I feel my 30
years as a Peace Officer in
Cooke County, plus 40 years
as an independent business-
man qualifies me to be Sher-
iff of Cooke County. I served
15 years, under five differ-
ent sheriffs, with the Cooke
County Sheriff Department
as Commander of the Reserve

Division. In 1996, I became a
Reserve Deputy Constable for
Pct. 1, serving as chief deputy
until I was elected constable
of Pct. 1 in 2004. My experi-
ence in these departments has
taught me what the people of
Cooke County deal with each
and every day. I've been here
with you and have felt both
the pleasure and the pain that
comes with living in Cooke
County, and I am proud of my
service to the County and its
citizens.

Sawyer - Being Sheriff in-
volves heavy responsibility to
support a large and diverse
staff of public servants. As a
supervisory special agent of
the DEA, I led a team of com-
mitted professionals in a con-
certed effort to stem the flow
of illegal drugs plaguing our
nation. The budget for my op-
eration was well into the mil-
lions. And now, after working
in Cooke County to bring local
criminal cases to prosecution,
I am even more convinced that
thorough training is essential
for competent police work.

Do you have any ideas
for improvement to the
Sheriff’s Department and
Jail?

Carter -The Sheriff’s De-
partment began improving on
Jan. 1,, 1997 and continues to
improve. Law enforcement is
constantly evolving and we
strive to not only keep pace
with it, but in some cases stay
ahead. We are and have al-
ways been a progressive pro-
active department and will
continue to be. Improvements
can always happen, but they
cost money and we have to be
mindful of the burden placed
on taxpayers. We will continue
to work in the same fashion,
with honesty, integrity, and
tenacity, as was established
by Sheriff Mike Compton in
1997. Jail Administrator, Lar-
ry Winter does an outstanding
job of overseeing the jail. He
stays current on all aspects of
the jail operation and makes
sure we are consistently in
compliance with all state and
federal guidelines.

Fogus - Some of the ideas I
would like to see in our Sher-
iff’s Department is to see the
Department run more effi-
ciently. I am aware that the
budget will have a lot to do
with what can and can not be
done, but I believe there are
workable solutions available
that will enhance our County
Sheriff’s Office and stay well
within the budget while im-
proving service to the Citi-
zens of Cooke County. I would
like to see better relation-
ships with the Cities of Cooke
County as well as the other
County Offices and other Law
Enforcement agencies within
the County. I would like to
see the Sheriff’s Department
working more toward stop-
ping the drug traffic within
the County. We should have
a drug interdiction unit work-
ing both IH35 and US Hwy
82. These are two of the main
highways that drugs are be-
ing moved from the South to
the North and the money is
moved from the North to the
South.

I believe that EVERY call
for service coming into the
Sheriff’s Department should
be responded to in person by
a Deputy and a report made.
Better documentation is a
must. Even though we know
all crimes cannot be solved, it
will help us to see where we
are having problems and need
to focus more patrol Deputies
in that area in an attempt
to catch the criminals in
the act. I would like to have
more training for the officers.
They should all be well edu-
cated on the working of the
crime scene. The collection of

evidence to help enhance the
case when it is tried in court.
They should receive as much
training in all aspects of Law
Enforcement as we can possi-
bly provide.

I would like to look at the
operations and how they are
now handled to see if all per-
sonnel are being best used to
benefit the Department.

I would like to see all Class
C County warrants be housed
at the Sheriff’s Depart-
ment. These warrants could
then be entered into TCIC/
NCIC. When these people
are stopped for violations
and officers run them on the
computer to see if they are
wanted, the computer would
show outstanding warrants.
These people could then be ar-
rested and the County would
benefit from the collect fines
and costs. This could reach
into the thousands of dollars
for the County. I believe we
should be searching and ap-
plying for every grant we can
find. This will provide needed
funds for training, and pro-
grams within the County. I
will be a working sheriff and
open to any suggestions or
ideas that benefit the Depart-
ment, County, and citizens.
I will make myself available
to the citizens to discuss any
problems they may have. And
most of all “I WANT TO BE
YOUR SHERIFF.”

I have several other ideas I
would like to share but space
is limited.

Gilbert - Your Sheriff De-
partment must be a proactive
Department. As I have often
said in my campaign “if you
catch a burglar you caught a
doper and if you catch a doper
you caught a burglar.” I be-
lieve with new patrol policies
and an aggressive approach
to the drug problem in Cooke
County, we can all live in a
safe environment.

The Sheriff should be a
problem solver, and when un-
able to help solve the problem,
he should be able to direct you
to someone who can. Cooke
County is still a rural Texas
county and I think the people
want a Sheriff that can relate
to their needs and who cares
about seeing that their needs
are addressed. I want to be a
hands-on Sheriff, this not an
8 to 5 job. It will take myself
and every employee doing all
they can to help protect Cooke
County 24 hours a day.

The County Jail should con-
tinue to operate as efficiently
as possible. We have the space
to seek inmates from outside
of Cooke County, but we must
be careful that the cost of
housing those inmates is pro-
ductive to our budget.

Sawyer - I would try to
improve the sheriff’s depart-
ment by increasing training
and technology, and support-
ing a team of people who want
to succeed. We need to restore
the passion that brought
these men and women to the
profession in the first place by
instilling pride and camara-
derie.

Our jail is first rate. The
taxpayers have footed the bill
for a good physical plant, and
the staffto do a good job there.
I would hope to develop more
use of the facility by calling
on my network of contacts in
local, state, and federal gov-
ernment. That would bring
in much needed funds for the
County, create jobs, and total-
ly utilize the investment we,
the taxpayers, have made.

Haveyoustudiedthebud-
gets for the Jail and Sher-
iff’s Office,and do you think
that you can operate with-
in those budgets?

Carter - I am completely fa-
miliar with the budgets being
responsible for half of the 4.6
million budget for the Sher-
iff’s Office. I take my fiduciary
responsibility very seriously.
Not only do we work within
the budget, each year we have
always had a surplus which is
returned to the general fund.

Fogus - I have looked over
the budgets for both the Sher-
iff’s Office and the jail. I do
believe the departments are
being well managed. Costs
need to be cut and I have sev-
eral ideas that could help. But
before I can say “I will cut the
budget,” I need to see what
all is being done to cut cost.
With the economy the way it
is right now, the cost will do
nothing but rise, so we need
to find ways to cut the budget
where we can. We must meet
standards set by the State to
keep the jail open and thus af-
fecting the cost factor to keep
it up to standards. I believe if
we were to cross-train some of
the jailers to be deputies, we
could use the jailers to assist
in patrol when the popula-
tion of the jail is down, this
resulting in more manpower
without stressing the budget
for more deputies. These of-
ficers would understand their
first responsibility is for the

jail and patrol second. I would
like to look at maybe a re-
structuring of all the employ-
ees to make sure they are best
utilized.

Gilbert - Yes I have stud-
ied the budget and believe
that the Sheriff Department
can operate within it. The
current 4.6 million dollar
budget is split almost evenly
between the operating ex-
penses of Sheriff’s office and
the operating expenses for the
jail. I am a strong conserva-
tive minded person and will
look for ways to reduce costs
while ensuring the citizens of
Cooke County that their tax
dollars are spent wisely. My
many years as a businessman
gives me the insight to assure
you that this will be accom-
plished. County jails are not
designed to produce revenue,
but to incarcerate prisoners
awaiting trial. In the past,
the privatizing of the county
jail has come up. I would be
against any move that would
hinder the sheriff from being
in control of county facilities,
jail staff, and jail prisoners.
I don’t think the citizens of
Cooke County voted yes to
a multi-million dollar bond
election to see that building
turned over to a private com-
pany to make money.

Sawyer - The budget for
the Sheriff’s Office is 4.6 mil-
lion, which seems adequate.
Our County budget is stressed
to the “max” in this unprec-
edented economic recession,
but there are some things we
can do to increase revenues.
A drug interdiction operation
on I-35 could generate extra
money for the County. The
drugs go north and the cash
goes south. We need to seize
some of that drug money and
put it to good use in the Coun-
ty.
What do you feel affects
the current crime rate in
Cooke County and how
do you propose to reduce
those factors?

Carter - Illegal drug use
is the primary factor for the
crime rate in Cooke County.
We have adopted a philosophy
to attack every known drug
dealer and make their life in
Cooke County as inhospitable
as possible. We will continue
to be a proactive department,
seek out the criminals wher-
eever they may be, and put
them in jail.

Fogus - I believe the drug
problems in Cooke County are
one of the main factors in the
crime rate. It is a proven fact
that the two are related. If we
stop the drugs, we will reduce
the crime in the County. We
will always have crime and
we need to keep it in check.
The crime rate for the County
is figured by the number of
crimes reported to the Uni-
form Crime Report (UCR),
which is figured by the FBL
If crimes are not reported to
the UCR, then it will show a
low crime rate. Once again, it
is just numbers and numbers
can be juggled to look good.
The best way to ensure a low
crime rate is to arrest the
criminal and put them in jail.
Deputies must do good re-
ports and all evidence at the
crime scene collected and pro-
cessed which will result in the
criminals being found guilty
at trial and being locked up in
Texas Department of Crimi-
nal Justice.

Gilbert - Burglaries and
thefts affect our crime rate
the most. Methamphetamine
is the major drug of choice for
people that steal to support
their habit. We must curb the
use of drugs in our County
and you do that with proac-
tive policies. With an aggres-
sive, no nonsense approach to-
wards drug related crimes,
we can achieve a lower crime
rate by either catching these
criminals or making it so un-
pleasant for them that they
leave Cooke County. We need
the public to get involved; we
must use their eyes and ears
to help us combat crime.

The people in the small
communities and out in the
County deserve to feel that
their sheriff department is
doing all that is possible to
protect their lives and prop-
erty. Insuring this is one of
my main goals. If elected, I
pledge my department’s full-
est attention to rural Cooke
County as well as having an
exceptional working relation-
ship with all law enforcement
agencies that can help insure
the safety and protection of
Cooke County citizens.

Sawyer - I firmly be-
lieve that almost all crime is
drug related. Burglary, child
abuse, domestic violence, and
homicide is almost always
drug related and makes up a
huge percentage of the crime
we have here. I want to bring
what I've learned in my life-
time in drug law enforcement
to make this community a
safe and secure society.

She never stops
working. She’s awesome!”
He expressed appreciation to
Pam and to Barbara David-
son, Kathy Berres, and Su-
san Yosten who have worked
the past few years to make
the Montessori program suc-
cessful.

Watch for rising
temperatures in
recently baled hay

Producers all over Texas
have been/are baling ryegrass
(and/or small grain) hay re-
cently. Dr. Vanessa Corriher
wanted to give you a quick
reminder:

At baling, the moisture
content of hay for large round
bales should not exceed 18%;
for small square bales, mois-
ture content should not ex-
ceed 20%. One way to get
consistent readings with a
moisture meter is to use an
18” length of 2” diameter PVC
pipe with a threaded cap on
one end. Pack the harvested
forage into the PVC pipe,
then insert the moisture
meter into the hay to obtain
a reading.

The temperature of hay
baled will increase during the
first few weeks after baling
(“sweating” or “going through
a sweat”). It is mainly caused
by microbial activity, though

Prices
at Oklahoma City auction
on Monday were steady to
$2 higher.

At a moisture content of
greater than 20% up to 35%,
mold production becomes
a great concern because it
consumes nutrients in the
hay and reduces its nutri-
tive value. Mold also cre-
ates heat from respiration
and produces toxins that
make the hay less palatable.
While mold-related heat up
to about 120 degrees F does
not damage hay nutritive
value, higher temperatures
can. Protein breakdown be-
gins at temperatures above
120 degrees F and browning
begins at about 140 degrees
F. This browning reaction can
further increase temperature
and take forage nearly to the
point of combustion.

Hay temperatures less
than 120 degrees F are con-
sidered safe. Between 120
and 140 degrees F: monitor
closely (check temperature
daily). Between 140 and
180 degrees F: hay is likely
to spontaneously combust,
consider calling local fire
department.

Grasshoppers are here

again!

Grasshoppers are among
the most widespread and
damaging pests in Texas. Dry
weather increases the sur-
vival of nymphs and adults.
Warm autumns allow grass-
hoppers more time to feed
and lay eggs. Because of this,
we certainly need to be on
the look-out for outbreaks
of these pests. In fact, we
have already begun to notice
outbreaks of juvenile grass-
hoppers in some areas. More
outbreaks are still possible,
as eggs begin hatching in
late April or early May and
continue until late June.

There are many options to
control grasshoppers. Tillage
and weed control are some of
the best. However, the time
to implement these “cultural”
practices is past.

The point of this article is
that grasshoppers are bet-
ter controlled when they are
juveniles; right now! If you
have grasshoppers in large
numbers, chances are very
good that they will continue

to grow, cause damage, and
become more expensive to
control.

When grasshoppers are
noticed in and around your
house, it is very important
to consider the source of
these grasshoppers. Very
likely it is the roadside ditch
or a neighboring pasture.
Depending on where your
house is located, the use of
chickens or guineas is actu-
ally a fair method of control.
Chemical methods can also
be applied. In these cases a
residual insecticide applied
around the parameter of your
property will help to control
grasshoppers as they move
in. Additional applications
should be made to the areas
of your landscape that you
want to protect the most.

When grasshoppers are
noticed in rangeland and
pasture, improved pastures
and similar areas used for
production of forage plants
primarily for livestock graz-
ing or mechanical harvest,
then the use of an insect
growth regulator should be
considered. These products
work by inhibiting the ability
of grasshopper nymphs to de-
velop into adults. This means
that to take advantage of the
growth regulators, a producer
needs to use them early in
the season. For optimum
results, applications should
be made when the majority
of the nymphs have reached
the 2nd to 3rd instar stage of
development.

When grasshoppers have
matured, other control op-
tions should be utilized. A
Texas AgriLife Extension
Service publication titled,
Grasshoppers and Their Con-
trol, publication number
E-209, is available at https:/
agrilifebookstore.org/ and
will give you some useful
information.
