Sunset paints the western sky

  Although the Muenster Police Depart-
ment was off-duty when the disturbance 
call came in, Sheriff Gilbert said that 
both Muenster Police Chief Mark Blan-
kenship and Officer Tom Barr came on 
duty and assisted with the investiga-
tion.
  The Muenster Police Department is 
assisting in the further investigation of 
this incident, reported Sheriff  Gilbert.

  Clay Richerson, Muen-
ster ISD superintendant, 
contacted the Muenster En-
terprise to address some of 
the complaints lodged in last 
week’s MISD Board story. 
He wanted to clarify some 
points.
  Although the State does 
mandate yearly salary in-
creases for teachers accord-
ing to the State Minimum 
Salary Schedule, Muenster 
ISD has its own salary sched-
ule. It is set up on years of 
experience and on 10 month 
contracts just like that of the 
State. The State Minimum 
Salary Schedule applies to 
classroom teachers, full-time 
librarians, full-time coun-
selors, and full-time nurses 
(RN) (Section 21.402(a), Tex-
as Education Code, (TEC). 
  The 2013-14 State Sched-
ule requires a minimum 
pay of $2,732 a month or 
$27,320 a year for a teacher 
with no experience. Muen-
ster’s schedule for that same 
teacher is $2,928 a month or 
$29,280 a year. For 10 years 
of experience, the State re-
quires a minimum of $37,040 
and MISD pays a minimum 
of $39,000 for 10 years of 
experience. By year 20, the 
State-required minimum is 
$44,270 per year and MISD’s 
minimum is $46,230.
  Speaking of Muenster’s 
salary schedule, Richer-

  Cooke County Commis-
sioners Court could not come 
to a unanimous agreement 
for a proposed tax rate to 
fund the 2013-14 budget. A 
proposed rate of 47.95¢ per 
$100 property valuation. 
That is this year’s effective 
tax rate. County Judge John 
Roane and Commissioners 
Leon Klement and Al Smith 
cast the yes votes while Com-
missioners B.C. Lemons and 
Gary Hollowell said nay.
  Cooke County Appraisal 
District (CCAD) Chief Ap-
praiser Doug Smithson ex-
plained to the Court various 
things about current proper-
ty values and how sales tax 
impacted the tax rate. There 
was a large amount of sales 
tax last year, mostly due to 
the oil and gas industry, said 
Smithson. That amount is 
expected to drop this year.
  Commissioner Smith ex-
pressed concerns over future 
revenue for the County. He 
said, “We have arrived at a 
point where we are seeing a 
decrease in ad valorem tax 
base.” 
  Values from the wind farm 
and Barnett Shale oil activ-
ity have helped Cooke Coun-
ty at a time when many oth-
er counties in Texas struggle 
just to pay monthly bills.
  Smith also noted his con-
cern for putting a heavy tax 
burden on a smaller popu-
lation - younger people and 
small businesses. He sug-
gested going against his nor-
mal belief of not going below 
the effective tax rate so as to 
reduce the burden on young 
taxpayers.
  “At this juncture, what is 
really wrestling in my mind 
is whether we really need, 
at this point, to go all the 
way to the effective rate,” 
Smith pondered. “We’ve had 
some windfalls in the past 
with sales tax and basically, 
we funded things with that 
sales tax. We’ve had pretty 
substantial growth in our 
General Fund Balance. For 
whatever reason, we don’t 
really have over the last two 
or three years a long list of 
things identified that we feel 
are very high priority. We 
worked our way through a 
lot of difficulties we had in 
operations and buildings 
and things that we needed to 
fund. We’ve taken care of a 
lot of stuff.” The question is 
whether it is necessary to go 
all the way to fund the bud-
get or to give a sufficient ef-
fective tax rate for next year. 
He felt not.
  Judge Roane said he hat-
ed to think of any kind of 
raise in taxes, but because 
there are not large capital 
improvements in this year’s 
budget, they know they’ll be 
needed in the future. He fa-
vored the effective rate just 
to avoid having to go to a 
much higher rate at a later 

  The City of Muenster 
plans to spray for mosqui-
toes, Monday, Aug. 5.

time.
  Commissioner Lemons 
said that he’d like to keep 
the same rate this year. Last 
year’s tax rate was $0.4520. 
  Commissioner Klement 
reminded the Court that 
last year’s effective rate was 
44.65 and they went up above 
the effective rate by 45.20. 
He said, “Now we’ve had a 
lot of discussion about if we 
reached the top of the curve, 
we might be falling off and 
how careful we have to be. If 
the majority of the Commis-
sioners Court thought it was 
important to go up a half a 
cent last year when sales tax 

was high and things were 
going good, I don’t know 
why we’d shoot ourselves in 
the foot this year, I want to 
be careful also. We have to 
find a happy medium some-
where.”
  Klement reminded them 
that the proposed rate can 
always be lowered, but once 
a proposed rate is set, that 
rate can’t be raised. 
  After the vote, the Court 
set a hearing date for the 
proposed tax rate for Mon-
day, Aug. 19 at 10 a.m. That 
is also the date and time of 
the proposed budget hear-
ing.

son noted, “It’s fixed up 
where from year-to-year, the 
younger teachers get more 
of a bump per year because 
if they have young families, 
it helps out. The lowest in-
crease that I’ve figured out 
is $660. The biggest increase 
was $1,020 in the difference. 
It ranges between that $660, 
some got $740, some got 
$970, and some got $1,020.”
  In addition to their sal-
ary, teachers receive an-
other $1,000 per year with a 
Bachelor’s degree or another 
$1,500 with their Master’s 
degree. 
  “There’s no other school 
in the State of Texas that 
gives that $1,000 because 
to get certified to teach, you 
have to have a Bachelor’s. 
Most school districts do an 
increase for a Master’s. Now, 
$1,500 is the most I’ve ever 
seen and that’s what Muen-
ster pays. A lot of school dis-
tricts I know only pay $500 
for a Master’s.”
  After five years with 
MISD, a teacher receives 
an additional $500 per year; 
10 years $1,000; 15 years 
$1,900; and 20 plus years 
$2,500. “Not every school 
district does longevity, some 
do,” said Richerson.
  “The continuing ed sti-
pend is a stipend for teach-
ers if they get 10 hours of 
in-service during the sum-

mer, we pay them for that. 
We set it  up where we do 
in-service here at our school 
so they don’t have to drive to 
Fort Worth. They don’t have 
to leave town. They just 
have to sign up and come 
to these meetings and they 
get $1,000. There is no other 
school that I know of that 
pays that.” Some districts 
give what they call comp 
days for in-service training, 
he added.
  Regarding the School Dis-
trict paying the teacher’s 
insurance premiums, Rich-
erson explained that it de-
pends on the level that the 
teacher chooses. The levels 
are employee only, employee 
and family, employee and 
spouse, and employee and 
kids. He spoke of employee 
only although most choose 
to include all or part of their 
family. 
  “Last year, employee only 
cost the School District 
$225 to pay that premium,” 
noted the Superintendent. 
“The School District paid 
the teachers $338, so they 
were getting more money 
than their insurance cost as 
an individual. This year, the 
insurance went up just like 
everybody’s did. So, it cost 
the individual for insurance 
$330. So what the School 
District has been paying,

ily monthly premium might 
be $500. The School district 
pays $338 of that.”
  MISD employees who are 
paid an hourly wage also re-
ceive yearly salary increases 
of 25¢ to 50¢ more every 
year, said Superintendent 

Richerson. That includes  
maintenance, custodial, caf-
eteria, and bus drivers.
  Those teachers not re-
ceiving salary increase are 
those who have passed step 
20. Richerson said that in-
cludes his wife. “She makes 
the same money this com-
ing year as she did last year. 
That’s what it is. When we 
signed a contract, we knew 
exactly what was going to 
happen. Every teacher who 
signs a contract knows what 
they are going to get.”
  Retiree hires get step 20 
salary. “Unless they do a 
UIL event or whatever, they 
don’t get any stipends be-
cause they’re getting their 
TRS retirement and this sal-
ary,” explained Richerson. 
“Those retiree hired folks 
are totally getting more than 
my principals and doing less 
work and less time. If you 
look at their retirement that 
they get plus the salary the 
School pays them, they are 
the second highest paid em-
ployees in the District.”
  According to Richerson, 
the total increase to the 
2013-14 budget from salary 
increase is $172,000. That 
includes all salary increases 
in the District. A $3,000 in-
crease in salary was given to 
all in administration. That 
is the superintendent, prin-
cipals, and athletic director.
  Concerning coaches, Rich-
erson remarked, “Our coach-
es are teachers first and 
coaches second. Their main 
salary comes from their 
teaching salary and they do 

get a coaches stipend de-
pending on which sports 
and how many sports they 
do.” He said that out of an 
eight period day, the coaches 
are in the classrooms five of 
those periods teaching. They  
have a conference period and 
a coaching period. And the 
coaches are still teaching out 
there.
  “If you count up their 
hours and divide it, they are 
making pennies per hour. 
And they spend a lot of time 
away from home and their 
families.”
  As far as why the budget is 
so tight this year, Richerson 
noted, “The number one rea-
son is our property values. 
When the State figures how 
much they pay us and how 
much we have to pay in re-
capture, everything is a year 
behind. We start our budget 
year July 1. All we can get 
is preliminary values. Certi-
fied values come in August.” 
He said that oil and gas val-
ues increased $60 million in 
2012. 
  “Being a Chapter 41 school 
district, there are two levels 
that we have to pay recap-
ture on,” said Richerson. 
“The first lowest level puts 
you in recapture, and de-
pending on how much that 
is over that amount is how 
much recapture. Then there 
is a top level that if you go 
over that level, then every-
thing above that goes di-
rectly to the State. Because 
of those oil and gas values 
going up so much, last year 
we spent $53,000 in recap-
ture. Because of that $60 
million dollars that it went 
up, we now have recapture 
of $490,000 approximately.”
  In conclusion, Superin-
tendent Richerson stated, “I 
don’t have any reason not to 
give the correct information 
to everybody. If I don’t, I’m 
going to lose this job.”

  Q:  You often hear of “anvil 
clouds.” What are they?
  A: Anvil clouds are com-
mon sights during spring 
and summer thunderstorms 
and can occur almost all over 
the world, said Brent McRob-
erts of Texas A&M Uni-
versity. “When a thunder-
storm starts developing, the 
large cumulus clouds reach 
heights where the moisture 
in them condenses into ice 
crystals and spray,” McRob-
erts explains. “This air and 
spray spreads and expands 
as the air bumps against the 
bottom of the stratosphere, 
and it often forms an anvil-
shaped cloud as it expands. 
The central portion of an 
anvil cloud usually contains 
snow, but this melts as it 
falls into the very warm air 
below.”

  Pretty much everyone 
would likely agree that pines 
and saws go together like 
peas and carrots, like yen 
and yang, like ice and tea. 
But nothing messes up a per-
fectly good glass of iced tea 
more than adding a fly to it! 
And the same can be said for 
our unhappy union of pines 
and saws… queue the Pine 
Sawfly.
  Now as one might deduce 
by the name, pine sawflies 
are flies that feed on pines. 
The saw part comes from the 
female, which has a saw-like 
blade on her rear end called 
an “ovipositor” that is used 
to cut into plant tissue where 
she deposits her eggs. How 
cuddly!
  Now, you might be imagin-
ing little flies with little saws 
wreaking havoc on pine trees 
like an army of little flying 
lumberjacks, but that’s not 
the case… as awesome as 
that might be. The real prob-
lem is their babies, or larvae. 
These little caterpillars eat 
pine needles, which is not 
good! Needles, like leaves, 
make food for the tree. The 
leaves on most trees types 
last for one season, but the 
needles on most pines last 
for two seasons! Essentially, 
that means each needle is 
TWICE as valuable to a pine 
as a leaf is to other types of 
trees. So when Pine Sawflies 

Pine Sawflies in North Texas
eat these needles, it can re-
ally tax the tree for up to two 
years, weaken it, and make 
it susceptible to all types of 
other deadly tree problems.
  Under normal conditions, 
Sawfly populations are gen-
erally kept under damaging 
levels by predators, disease, 
bad weather, parasites, and 
other factors. But when con-
ditions are favorable for the 
Pine Sawfly, a population ex-
plosion can make for a devas-
tating season for their host 
pines.
  So the main question: 
What do YOU do about this? 
Normally, the larvae can be 
found feeding in small clus-
ters, and removing them by 
hand is a great means of con-
trol on smaller trees. Keeping 
a watchful eye on your pines 
is key, and late summer/early 
fall is usually when they are 
most active. When popula-
tions are high and severe 
damage is a threat, a wide va-
riety of common insecticides 
are known be effective to con-
trol the Pine Sawfly. Most list 
Sawflies as a targeted species 
right on the label. Judicious 
use of such treatments can 
really save a pine in threat.
  So now that you have a 
handle on this, if you have 
pines, you know to monitor 
them for Pine Sawflies, and 
preserve the happy union of 
pines and saws. If anything 
is going to take down a pine, 
let it be a saw, not a Sawfly.

  First comes the pop, then 
comes the pain. For those 
who play or watch sports, 
the sound and sight of a torn 
anterior cruciate ligament 
(ACL) is a too-common expe-
rience.
  Such injuries are even 
more common among female 
athletes than males, with an 
occurrence rate that’s eight 
times as high. That’s why it 
is crucial heading into fall 
sports for athletes to take 
proper prevention steps to 
reduce their chances of suf-
fering what’s often a season-
ending knee injury.
  Sports-medicine special-
ist Dr. Katherine Coyner, 
an orthopaedic surgeon at 
UT Southwestern Medical 
Center, said biomechanics is 
one of the factors that comes 
into play in understanding 
why women are more prone 
to tearing their ACLs, which 
connect the upper and lower 
leg bones and help stabilize 
the knee.
  “Women have wider hips 
and tend to experience val-
gus collapse – which is land-
ing in a knock-kneed posi-
tion – when they jump or 
cut,” Dr. Coyner says.  “Also, 
women have stronger quad-
riceps in relation to their 
hamstrings than men. This 
leads to an imbalance that

makes landing properly with 
a bent knee more difficult.”
  Specializing in a single 
sport, which can empha-
size one set of muscles over 
another, can increase the 
chance of ACL injuries.
  “The muscles we use play-
ing on the playground or 
playing all sorts of sports 
no longer develop as com-
pletely, creating muscle im-
balances,” Dr. Coyner said. 
“People become one-muscle 
dominant at the expense of 
other muscles, and that can 
apply too much force on the 
knee.”
  Dr. Coyner and other 
sports medicine experts rec-
ommend exercise training 
programs such as 11+, de-
veloped by soccer’s interna-
tional governing body, FIFA. 
The 20-minute warm-up 
program is designed for use 
before practices and games. 
It concentrates on strength-
ening core and leg muscles 
though running, jumping, 
and balance exercises to cre-
ate a well-rounded athlete.
  “Injury-prevention pro-
grams require no additional 
equipment and can be incor-
porated into game-day strat-
egies,” Dr. Coyner notes. 
“Using proper techniques 
can go a long way in reduc-
ing ACL tears.”

  Drink plenty of fluids throughout the day and with meals. 
This will help assure you are hydrated before you begin 
exercise. The American Dietetic Association (ADA) and 
American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM) recommend 
drinking 2 ½ to three cups of fluid two to three hours before 
exercise and 1 ½ cups one hour before exercise.
  Plan to drink fluids during exercise. If you are exercising 
for more than an hour in the heat you will need to drink 
eight ounces or more every 15 minutes depending on how 
much you sweat. A good rule of thumb is to take eight full 
gulps to get about eight ounces every 15 minutes. Carry 
water or a sports drink with you in a bottle or back pack. 
Know where the water fountains are in parks and on trails. 
A sports drink will help you stay hydrated better than plain 
water. The sweet taste will help you to drink more, ensuring 
better hydration, and the small amount of added sodium 
will help you absorb fluid into the blood stream faster. 
  Replace fluid losses immediately after exercise. If possi-
ble, check your weight after exercise. For every one pound of 
weight lost, drink two to three cups of fluids. Low-fat milk, 
100% fruit juice, smoothies, or sports drinks are all good 
options for replacing lost fluid. Milk may be the best choice. 
Research shows that the protein and naturally occurring 
electrolytes (sodium and potassium) found in milk, actually 
helps replace fluid losses better than other fluids.

Get ready: take hunter ed now

  Getting a concealed hand-
gun license will be easier 
come September, and after 
passing a course, holders 
can store a variety of calibers 
safely in a vehicle at a college 
or university.
  Gov. Rick Perry has signed 
numerous legislation during 
this session in Austin aimed 
at concealed carry in Texas, 
while vetoing the so-called 
Protection of Texas Children 
Act, which would have cre-
ated a program at public and 
charter schools that allows 
for employees with a valid 
CHL license to have their 
weapons at hand or locked 
away nearby. The legislation 
would have provided funding 
for training to respond with 
deadly force if needed in the 
case of an active shooter, but 
Perry said the accompanying 
cost of $10 million was too 
steep and also didn’t address 
important safety issues.
  Perry did sign House Bill 
1009, which establishes a 
school marshal program in 
which those who serve must 
be certified as a law enforce-
ment officer. The legislation 
allows districts and charter 
schools to appoint one mar-
shal for every 400 students. 
Marshals would be allowed to 
carry and possess handguns, 
but only in accordance with 
district policies. The bill also 
would set up a training pro-
gram open to employees who 
have a concealed carry license 
and would actually generate 
revenue for the state through 
the certification process.
  Perry also signed Senate 

Bill 1857, which creates a 
school safety certification 
for licensed CHL instructors 
to train teachers, adminis-
trators, and staff who also 
are licensed concealed carry 
holders in defensive tactics 
inside school facilities. The 
certification requirements 
would include 15 to 20 hours 
of training, including on cam-
pus if approved by a school 
district or charter school.
  SB 864, which was signed 
in May, cuts the minimum re-
quirement of CHL classroom 
instruction from 10 hours to 
four and trims the classroom 
instruction maximum from 
15 hours to six. The legisla-
tion also gives the Depart-
ment of Public Safety the 
authority to oversee allow-
ing online classroom courses 
for CHL holders seeking to 
renew their licenses. HB 48, 
which also will take effect 
Sept. 1, offers more flexibility 
for applications, providing 
an online avenue in which 
to renew a CHL license as 
needed rather than forcing 
those who previously passed 
to go through another class-
room setting.
  Under previous frame-
works, the type of gun used 
to qualify for a CHL license 
was an important choice. If 
you used a semi-automatic 
firearm to pass the live-fire 
portion of the course, you le-
gally were able to carry either 
a semi-automatic weapon or 
a revolver. However, if you 
qualified using a revolver, 
that’s the only type of weapon 
you legally could carry con-
cealed. HB 3142 alters those 
provisions, allowing those 
who pass the course with ei-

ther a semi-auto or revolver 
to carry any legal handgun of 
their choice.
   SB 1907 circumvents the 
policies of state colleges and 
universities that prohibit a 
licensed CHL holder from 
storing a handgun in a locked 
vehicle on campus. The leg-
islation goes a step further, 
prohibiting institutions from 
enforcing any provision that 
bars licensed CHL holders, 
even non-students, from stor-
ing a handgun in their vehicle 
on campus.
  Another piece of legisla-
tion, SB 299, will alter penal-
ties for unlawful carrying of a 
handgun by a licensed holder. 
The bill would make the of-
fense, which is punishable 
as a Class A misdemeanor, 
enforceable only if a person 
with a CHL license “inten-
tionally” fails to conceal a 
handgun. The bill also spells 
out the defense of the action 
as being legal if the person 
who displayed the handgun 
did so in an incident that 
would have justified the use 
of force.
  A pair of bills aimed at 
the application process also 
were signed into law. HB 
698 tasks DPS with devising 
a new system for individuals 
who live in a county with a 
population of 46,000 or less 
and don’t live within 25 miles 
of a facility that can process 
digital fingerprints. HB 1349, 
which will take effect Jan. 
1, allows CHL applicants 
to withhold providing their 
Social Security information 
to DPS, while barring the 
Department from requesting 
that data.
  One piece of legislation 
that would have caused a big 
change for one CHL loophole 
didn’t make it out of com-
mittee. SB 481 would have 
altered the reciprocity agree-
ments that Texas has with 
30 other states in regards to 
concealed carry courses, not 
allowing Texas residents to 
pass an out-of-state course 
that then is honored here. 
The current loophole allows 
Texas residents to apply and 
receive a nonresident CHL 
from another partner state, 
typically without firing a 
weapon to pass.
  Individuals must still go 
through the fingerprinting 
process and pass a back-
ground check, but it bypasses 
most other requirements that 
come with in-state courses.

From the Muenster Historical Commission 
Preserving the Past for the Future

The good old days
  Muenster’s early pioneer farmers were also craftsmen. 
They not only built their homes and barns, but also 
much of their equipment and tools. They bought very 
little, the rest they made or did without.
  The settlers used various shapes of steel to mold walk-
ing plows to break the prairie soil. Three planks bolted 
together triangle with steel spikes opened the area to 
farming. Crops were planted by hand, then cultivated 
and hoed to clean out the weeds.
  During the colonization of Muenster, lots of farm 
machinery was developed, including the mower, binder, 
threshing machine, hay stacker, hay loader, and hay 
rake. The big clumsy steam engine pulled threshing 
machines and big prairie plows. Not many farmers had 
these “new fangled contraptions” but they dreamed of 
easier ways to farm.
  Farm tractors were introduced about the same time 
as the automobile, but farm prices dropped after WWI 
and most farmers kept their horsepower.
  Farm prices were good till 1920. When farmers 
and banks went broke, the self-sufficiency farmers re-
turned.

Farm work began at sunrise
  Working hours on the farm usually began at 5 a.m. 
One of the first chores was to bring the horses in from 
the pasture and harness before breakfast.
  The farmer and his sons would be in the field by seven 
and work till as late as 11:30. It took approximately 30 
minutes to feed and water the horses before eating din-
ner at noon, then back to the field by one. Around six 
the horses had “had it” and it was time to head back 
to the barnyard. There were always lots of things to do 
around the yard before a late supper. 
  At times, some farmers only worked Saturday morn-
ings and took Saturday afternoon off to go to town. 
They could take their cream and eggs in for sale. Some 
husbands would go to one of several saloons for a few 
brews, while the wives bought groceries and would do 
some visiting. The young people visited also. The boys 
and girls walked up and down the street, the girls to-
gether whispering and giggling, while the boys pushed 
and dared each other to stop and talk.

  Rains make a difference, 
but the drought, far from 
over.
  Much of the state received 
rain the last of July, greening 
up rangeland and pastures 
and improving the outlook for 
all crops except those already 
nearing maturity, according 
to a Texas A&M AgriLife Ex-
tension Service expert.
  But though the rains 
helped, much more will be 
needed to catch the state 
up to something resembling 
normal conditions, said Dr. 
Travis Miller, AgriLife Exten-
sion agronomist and Texas 
A&M University Soil and 
Crop Sciences associate de-
partment head.
  “We’re still in widespread 
drought,” Miller said. “The 
rains we got mid-July were 
fairly extensive, and yes, 
they’ll make a difference. 
We’re seeing some grass 
and hay made on it. It will 
certainly improve the cotton 
crop and the sorghum crop in 
the Plains. In South Central 
Texas, the grain crops are 
already made. They’re har-
vesting corn right now, but 
we’ll make some cotton off 
the rain.”
  The rains were unsea-
sonable for late July as the 
period is usually one of the 
driest times of the year, he 
noted.
  It’s important to remember, 
he said, that drought is a 
measure of how much below 
average moisture an area has 
received over a longer time 
than just a few weeks — usu-
ally three to six months. And 
much of the state has had 
from only 25 to 75% of normal 
precipitation over the last six 
months.
  Still, the rains certainly 
helped many crops, partic-
ularly cotton in the High 
Plains and South Central 
Texas, though the crop re-
mains late, he said.
  “We got a very late start 
(with cotton),” Miller said. 
“As you remember, we had 
an unusually cool and very 
dry spring. A lot of cotton 
was planted late, right at the 
crop insurance cut-off date. 
Then the Plains had high 
winds and hail that damaged 
seedling cotton in some loca-
tions.”
  He also noted a significant 
increase in sorghum acres 
this year, not only because of 
the replantings to lost cotton 
acres, but because of favor-
able prices.
  More information on the 
current Texas drought and 
wildfire alerts can be found 
on the AgriLife Extension 
Agricultural Drought Task 
Force website at http://agril-
ife.tamu.edu/drought/ .

  For the week ending July 
27, feeder cattle prices re-
ported by Texas auctions 
were steady to $6 higher per 
hundredweight (cwt) with 
a few locations reporting as 
much as $10 higher. Texas 
direct feeder cattle sales were 
steady to $2 higher. 
  The Oklahoma City Nation-
al Stockyards were steady to 
$3 lower on steers, but steady 
to $3 higher on heifers. 
  Somewhat better pasture 
conditions following recent 
rains and prospects for lower 
grain prices this fall support-
ed the markets, especially for 
lighter-weight cattle. How-
ever, deeply negative cattle 
feeding margins continued to 
limit the gains.  
  Fed cattle cash prices were 
steady, and wholesale beef 
prices were lower. Cotton 
prices were lower due to ben-
eficial rains in major Texas 
growing areas and lower 

weekly export sales, which 
will likely leave the total for 
the soon-to-end marketing 
year short of USDA projec-
tions. 
  Wheat prices were lower as 
forecasts of higher production 
in Europe and strong export 
competition from lower-cost 
suppliers in the Black Sea 
region continued to pressure 
the market. Weekly wheat 
export sales were down 34% 
from the previous week and 
30% lower than the prior four-
week average. However, the 
total was still nearly double 
the weekly average needed 
to meet USDA projections for 
the marketing year. 
  Corn prices were lower 
as beneficial weather in the 
Corn Belt continues to im-
prove the prospects for a 
large 2013 crop. Corn export 
data were mixed as cancella-
tions resulted in net sales of a 
negative 27,900 metric tons; 

however, shipments were up 
41% from the previous week 
and 19% higher than the 
prior four-week average. 
  As for future markets, 
feeder cattle were modestly 
higher, but fed cattle, cot-
ton, wheat, corn, and lumber 
were lower. Most of the state 
recorded rainfall last week 
with totals of less than one-
half inch in many areas, but 
as much as an inch or more 
reported in scattered loca-
tions statewide.

  U.S. officials continue to 
work with the Japanese Min-
istry of Agriculture to answer 
their questions about a field 
of genetically-modified wheat 
found in Oregon earlier this 
summer in hopes that the 
nation will soon resume its 
import of U.S. wheat.

  Q:  How hot can a lightning bolt be?
  A: Hotter than you probably think, said Brent 
McRoberts of Texas A&M University. “Scien-
tists have done numerous experiments on this 
very subject,” McRoberts explains, “and the air 
around a lightning bolt can reach as high as 
60,000 degrees Fahrenheit. That’s about five 
times hotter than the surface of the sun. That’s 
why when the air gets that hot near a bolt of 
lightning, it expands faster than the speed of 
sound, and the expansion of the air into the 
cooler surrounding air creates a sonic shock 
wave – and that’s thunder. And since these 
waves originate along the path of a lightning

bolt, there are several of these 
shock waves one right after 
another, each at a different 
altitude. That’s why thunder 
often seems to rumble.”
