outdoor burning

Cooke County Commis-
sioners were quick to unani-
mously approve a burn ban
at Monday’s regular Com-
missioners Court meeting.
This applies to all unincor-
porated areas of the County.
The ban is in place for 90
days Dbeginning Monday,
Aug. 13 unless rescinded by
Commissioners Court. Viola-
tors may be fined up to $500
as determined by the Justice
of the Peace.

At Monday’s meeting,
County Fire Marshall Ray
Fletcher requested the
ban. He reported the area’s
Keetch-Byram Drought In-
dex (KBDI) to be an average
of 700, a low of 621, and 752
for the high.

The burn ban addresses
welding, outdoor cooking,
and exceptions.

This order does not prohib-
it outdoor burning activities
related to public health and
safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources
Commission for (1) firefight-
er training: (2) public utility,
natural gas pipeline or min-
ing operations; (3) planting
or harvesting of agricultural
crops; or, (4) burns that are
conducted by a prescribed
manager certified under
Section 153.048, Natural
Resources Code, and meet
the standards of Section

Muenster

153.047, Texas Natural Re-
sources Code.

Outdoor Cooking is al-
lowed with restrictions.
Those are

* The cooking device is
propane, natural gas, wood,
or charcoal and has a com-
plete and full enclosure that
is utilized at all times.

® The cooking device shall
be clear of vegetation and/or
combustible materials or de-
bris for a 10’ radius.

* A minimum of 100 gal-
lons of water with a capa-
bility to be sprayed will be
required at any site where
above mentioned activities
take place. A water hose at-
tached to a constant supply
will suffice for this require-
ment.

Welding and/or hot work
allowed with restrictions
listed below:

¢ All areas where welding,
cutting, or grinding opera-
tions are being performed
will be free of vegetation for
at least 25 feet in all direc-
tions.

* Surface around welding
area will be wetted down.

* Wind speeds must be no
more than 15 miles per hour
while performing welding,
cutting, or grinding opera-
tions.

* A dedicated fire watch
person will attend and

MISD to
enforce
Ag Barn

policy

Students who wuse the
Muenster ISD Ag Barn to
house their show animals
will have a new policy to
agree to beginning this
school year. Students will
now be required to pay a
$100 deposit for the use.

The policy was devel-
oped by Superintendent
Clay Richerson and Daniel
Waneck, Ag teacher. “If ev-
erything goes fine and they
clean their pens up at the
end of the season and get
their animals out of there
when they are supposed to,
they get their $100 back,”
explained Richerson. “If they
don’t take care of their busi-
ness and don’t clean their
pen area, then they’ll lose the
deposit and Mr. Waneck and
Mr. Skeans will clean it up.
Basically, it is due to a cou-
ple of kids who haven’t been
taking care of their business.
Ninety-five percent of them
take care of things. This just
puts a little more account-
ability on those kids and the
facility out there.”

A tax rate of $1.25 per
$100 valuation of taxable
property was adopted by the
Board. Ofthat amount, $1.04
is M&O and $0.21 is I&S.

In the Superintendent’s
report, Richerson noted that
there will be no Accountabili-
ty Rating this year due to the
implementation of the State
of Texas Assessments of Aca-
demic Readiness (STAAR)
testing. STAAR is replacing
the Texas Essential Knowl-
edge and Skills (TEKS) test.

Muenster received a letter
on wealth equalization tell-
ing that they are Chapter
41, which he expected they
would be.

Superintendent Richerson
informed the Board that the
oil and gas values were not
as high as they had been told
they would be. They thought
it would be $90 million more
than last year. When he got
the certified values about 10

Action taken for County financial future

Cooke County Commis-
sioners Court addressed sev-
eral issues at the Monday,
Aug. 13 meeting that should
have a positive impact on the
County’s future finances. All
involved employee benefits.

HR Director Elizabeth
Huchton explained that cur-
rently, the County’s policy
allows employees to earn
the eight hours for holiday
pay if they are scheduled to
work that day or if that is
one of their off days. There
is no limit of time in which
they must take that day,
so they can keep banking
them. Huchton said, “Right

now, we have people who
have earned banks any-
where from four hours to 326
hours, and I think we have
about $120,000 in liability
out there on those holidays.”
County employees receive 13
paid holidays a year.
Huchton asked for a policy
change that would require
employees to use that time
within 30 days of earning it.
She hoped that it would be
taken in time off work.
Besides the large liability,
there are a number of other
problems created by allow-
ing the time to build up.
One is that as the employees
bank it and their salaries in-

frinds

crease, the County ends up
paying it at a higher rate.
She said there are problems
in filling positions when
somebody with accumulated
hours quits or retires. That
department may have to
wait up to four weeks to hire
another person while the ac-
cumulated time is paid out,
she said.

EMS is a department high-
ly impacted by the holiday
pay situation. Director Kev-
in Grant said that he thinks
this is a step in the right
direction, but not sure if 30
days is sufficient for his de-
partment. For instance, the
December holidays might be

difficult to use within that
time frame.

Grant noted, “Besides the
Jail, Sheriff’s Department,
and us, they want off and
you don’t have that accumu-
lation.”

County Auditor Shelly At-
teberry commented that the
hours from vacation, comp
time, and holiday are sitting
on the financial books at the
end of every year.

It was decided that during
the year, an employee may
accumulate time, but at the
end of the year, any amount
over 104 hours would be lost

To the Editor,

Water for All?

Not Forever
The August issue of Texas Co-op Power magazine features
three articles on water in Texas that must be read by every-
one. The articles can also be accessed on line through www.
texascooppower.com/. The authors bring out some very so-
bering facts about public perception and the antiquated
laws in Texas regarding water. The small towns and rural
residents depend on well water (ground water) for our exis-

tence - “Water is Life” as one article proclaims.

People in the DFW area and other large cities don’t have
a clue about wells and aquifer depletion. This is a big part of
the problem: the vast majority of the population just doesn’t
care. Water issues are very long-term concerns and unfor-
tunately most people don’t react until there is a crisis that

affects them.
Texas is the only western

state that still has the Rule

of Capture law regarding ground water. This law allows
the landowners to draw unlimited quantities of water from
beneath their land regardless of the effect on their neigh-
bors’ wells. The law has been challenged many times but it
still stands. This law is outdated and must be changed. For
one thing, it supports the case for large commercial users of
water to sue the Texas Groundwater Districts if they limit
their usage. Yet the groundwater Districts are charged with
protecting our water from depletion. These conflicting laws
and rules are a waste of taxpayer money and we lose protec-

tion of our groundwater.

Water is essential to all of us and yet it is so undervalued
it is pathetic. The Groundwater District in Cooke County
charges 10 cents per 1,000 gallons of water for commercial
wells, those which pump 25 gallons per minute/36,000 gal-
lons per day or more. Let’s do a comparison of costs and
what money can buy. For example, suppose I have a cell
phone plan that costs $50/month or I fill up my car with gas
for that same amount. If I have commercial water well, for
that same $50 fee to the water district, I could get 500,000
gallons of ground water. The EPA says a family of four av-
erages 400 gallons per day. Therefore, $50 would supply a
family of four water for 3.4 years.

Please educate yourself regarding water in Texas and
make your voice heard by our legislators in Austin, and en-
courage our ground water districts to do their job of protect-

ing our groundwater.

if not taken prior to that
date.

The Court charged Huch-
ton with taking their sug-
gestions and writing a new
policy to bring back to the
next regular meeting for
consideration.

Huchton presented a pol-
icy that she was asked at a
previous meeting to prepare
on retiree insurance.

The policy notes that full-
time employees of Cooke
County hired on or before
Dec. 31, 1997, who retire
from full-time active em-
ployment shall be eligible
for coverage under the group
hospitalization and medi-
cal program provided by the
County if:

* The employee is at least
60 years of age and has 20
or more years of continu-
ous service at the time of
retirement, or the employee
is at least 55 years of age
and has 25 or more years of
continuous service at the
time of retirement.

Full-time employees of
Cooke County hired on or
after Jan. 1, 1998, who re-
tire from full-time active
employment shall be eligible
for coverage under the group
hospitalization and medi-
cal program provided by the
County if:

* The employee is at least
62 years of age and has 20
or more years of continuous
service at the time of retire-
ment.

The County will pay the
insurance premium for eli-
gible retirees until the em-
ployee becomes eligible for
Medicare or reaches the age
of 65.

It will take 15 to 20 years
before the County notices
much impact from this pol-
icy change. Commissioners
unanimously approved the
new policy.

At the last meeting, Audi-
tor Atteberry was asked to
see what it would take in a
lump sum to bring the Coun-
ty’s unfunded liability up to
85% in regard to the Texas
County and District Retire-
ment System 2013 plan pro-
vision.

Atteberry explained, “Our
current plan will drop us to
80% funded through 2018.
A lump sum payment of

$650,000 will keep us at
our current 83% through
2018. A lump sum payment
of $800,000 will keep us at
our current 83% unfunded
through 2018, and a lump
sum payment of $1 million
will raise us to 84% through
2018. After that, all levels
increase above 85%.”

The current contribution
is based on total salary at
9.88%.

Atteberry noted that they
are spreading out the 2008
downturn over a 10-year pe-
riod.

Commissioner Al Smith
remarked that he did not
like to see the County get
close to the edge. County
Judge John Roane observed,
“We have been real good in
being consistent in never al-
lowing ourselves to get to a
point where we have to make
a large correction at some
point in time. That’s why I
like the $650,000. It keeps
us status quo where we can
avoid that large correction
down the road.”

Smith remarked, “If you
get to 80, you start losing
points big tie on your invest-
ment rating. If you get worse
than that, you start getting
into the California situation
where your retirement is be-
ing underfunded and a lot
of counties are getting near
that.”

Commissioners voted 4-0-1
for the $650,000 lump sum
payment in addition to the
required 9.88% of the em-
ployee salary. Commissioner
Gary Hollowell abstained
from the vote. He expressed
some concern about the in-
vestment.

Precinct #3 Commission-
er Al Smith made a motion
that Precincts #1, #2, and #3
share the cost of the oil to re-
pair the asphalt on the Fair-
ground Road in Precinct #4.
The 1/2 mile road is deeded
to the County and in need of
repair. Precinct #4 would pay
the cost of the chip. It would
cost them about $3,200 each.
Smith’s motion died for lack
of a second.

Commissioner Hollow-
ell then moved that each of
the three contribute $2,500.
Commissioner B.C. Lemons
made a second. Commis-
sioner Klement abstained

from the vote and Smith ab-
stained, noting he felt it was
unfair. Judge Roane also ab-
stained saying he should not
tell them how to spend their
money. The motion failed.

Klement added that be-
sides the road upkeep, Pre-
cinct #4 takes care of mow-
ing the grass. He challenged
them to help with that.

Commissioners agreed to
install a fence around the
Cooke County Justice Cen-
ter. Fence Work, a company
that recently installed fence
for Muenster ISD, submitted
the low bid of $3,500. The
fence will be 171 feet and
have two gates..

A memorial service for the Reverend Theodore Alfred

English Language Arts (ELA) and from 75% to 83% for
Mathematics and significantly exceed the state account-
ability standards for Acceptable ratings that existed in
2011-12.

AYP ratings addressed “all students” as a group in
2012 and address all students in addition to six sub-
groups in 2012 - African American, Hispanic, White, eco-
nomically disadvantaged, special education, and limited
English proficient (LEP) - for a total of seven subgroups
that must meet all established standards on test perfor-
mance, participation rates, and graduation rates. With
AYP, a district/campus either “meets AYP” or “does not
meet AYP.”

Hunting, fishing licenses on sale

Current year Texas hunting
and fishing licenses (except
year-to-date fishing licenses)
expire Aug. 31, and new li-
censes for 2012-13 went on
sale Wednesday, Aug. 15.

The Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department issues about
2.1 million hunting and fish-
ing licenses annually.

Dove hunting
requirements

In addition to a hunting
license, all wing shooters
will need to purchase a game
bird stamp. To hunt dove or
teal in September, a Migra-
tory Game Bird Stamp ($7)
is required. Duck hunters
also need to purchase a Fed-
eral Duck Stamp and receive
HIP (Harvest Information
Program) certification. HIP

certification involves a brief
survey of previous year’s
hunting success and is con-
ducted at the time licenses
are purchased. Certification
will be printed on the license.
Lifetime license holders must
also be HIP-certified and
purchase the Federal Duck
Stamp to hunt migratory
birds. All other state stamp
endorsements are included
with a lifetime license.
There are other manda-
tory endorsements to con-
sider at the time of purchase,
too. An Upland Game Bird
Stamp ($7) is required to
hunt all non-migratory game
birds, including turkey, quail,
pheasant, and chachalaca.
Of course, anyone who

Sportsmen
ages 65 and older qualify for
a discounted Senior Super
Combo for $32. Duck hunters
will still need to purchase a
Federal Duck Stamp.
Mandatory hunter
education certification

Hunter Education Certifi-
cation is also required of any
hunter born on or after Sept.
2, 1971 and who is at least
17 years old. For hunters
who are unable to work in a
hunter education course be-
fore hunting season for what-
ever reason, TPWD does offer
a deferral option that allows
people 17 years of age or older
a one-time only extension to
complete the state’s hunter
education requirements. The
individual must first pur-
chase a hunting license and
then may purchase the defer-
ral option #166.

Hunters using the defer-
ral must be accompanied by
someone 17 years old or older
also licensed to hunt in Texas.
The accompanying individual
must have completed hunter
education or be exempt from
the requirements (born before
Sept. 2, 1971). The extension
is good for one license year, by
which time the person with
the deferred option needs to
complete a hunter education
course.

This option is not avail-
able to those who have ever
received a conviction or de-
ferred adjudication for lack
of hunter education certifica-
tion. They still must take the
course before going afield.

What’s really killing Texas trees

Although drought is often
the cause, trees can die for
other reasons besides lack of
soil moisture, said Dr. Eric
Taylor, Texas AgriLife Exten-
sion Service forestry special-
ist, Overton.

“Drought is the primary
contributor to tree kill, but
it may not be exactly the
way you might be thinking,”
Taylor said. “You may find
this hard to believe, but rela-
tively few trees likely died
directly from dehydration
in 2011. Instead, the 2011
drought severely weakened
mature trees, making them
susceptible to opportunistic
pathogens like hypoxylon
canker and insects like pine
bark engraver beetles.”

He said that in most in-
stances, the trees that died
in 2011 were already stressed
from a number of pre-existing
environmental factors such
as overcrowding, growing
on the wrong site, age, soil
compaction, trenchlng, or in-
appropriate use of herbicides.
If not for these factors, a large
proportion of the trees that
died might have recovered
from the drought.

This is not to play down
the importance of water to
tree health, he said. Water,
particularly soil moisture, is
critical for all a tree’s physi-
ological processes. Trees re-
quire water to make and
transport food, take in and
release carbon dioxide, con-
duct biochemical reactions,
build tissue, and more.

Though moisture stress
may be the trigger, many
trees likely died from insect
damage, invasion of fungi
and other diseases, and even
heat stroke, according to
Taylor.

Taylor said although it is
the lack of water that’s at
the root of tree death by heat

stroke, there’s more to it than
the tree being thirsty. As do
humans, trees sweat to cool
themselves off. Only with
trees, the process is called
“transpiration,” and it’s water
evaporating primarily from
leaves that dissipates heat.

Inadequate soil moisture
coupled with hot air tempera-
tures means a tree’s ability
to transpire is limited. As a
result, the cells in leaves and
small branches can ‘cook’ to
death.

This “cooking” results in
cell and protein breakdown,
the generation and/or build-
up of toxins, lesions, and
eventually death of the tree,
he said.

As for tree deaths from
macro fungi on hardwoods
such as hypoxylon canker, it’s
stress brought on by drought
and heat that creates oppor-
tunity for the disease, not
the direct effects of moisture
shortage, Taylor said. Hy-
poxylon is a white-rot fungus
that is usually considered
a weak pathogen — not ag-
gressive enough to take over
healthy trees.

As the fungus develops un-
derneath the bark, it causes
the bark to pop loose and
slough off, exposing a mat of
grey, tan, olive green, or red-
dish-brown powdery spores.
By the time the spores become
visible, the tree 1s dead.

Another odd sign occur-
ring this year is the drop-
ping of seemingly healthy,
green leave. One explanation
for green leaf dropping is
that the tree lost part of its
root system during the 2011
drought.

“When spring came, there
was enough food reserves for
the trees to leaf out, but the
root system was no longer
sufficient to provide enough
water to all of the leaves

that developed,” Taylor said.
“Now the trees are compen-
sating by dropping some of
the leaves in order to provide
adequate moisture to the
residual leaves.” But don’t
start your chainsaw yet, he
said. If this is the first year
that a tree’s dropped leaves,
it may eventually recover,
according.

For existing landscapes,
proper watering during a
drought is the best way to
reduce water stress.

“A rule of thumb is to be-
gin supplemental watering
if significant rainfall has not
occurred in the past seven
to 10 days,” he said. “Begin
sooner if it’s extremely hot
and humidity is low.”

Taylor recommended using
a soaker hose or by trickle
or drip irrigation, and water
just outside the drip line of
the tree’s crown. (The drip
line is the area on the ground
directly under the farthest-
reaching branches.)

“It is not necessary to en-
circle the entire tree, espe-
cially if a very large tree,”
he said. “A good watering on
half or one quarter of the root
system can be very beneficial.
Do not concentrate the water
at the base of the tree. Doing
so can lead to root diseases.”
The water should soak into
the soil without runoff. If the
water runs off or puddles,
reduce the flow rate. Water
until the moisture has soaked
in to the soil to a depth of at
least eight to 10 inches.

The best time to water
is during the early evening
and at night. This is the time
when trees normally catch up
and replenish the water they
loose during daytime activi-
ties like photosynthesis.

During the drought, plan
on watering trees once a
week.

Pecan weevils expected
to emerge soon

If you have a pecan tree in
your yard, you need to know
about the pecan weevil. It is
time to start preparing for a
pecan weevil management
program. Adult emergence
traps should be in the orchard
around the first of August.
Female pecan weevils begin
successfully laying eggs in pe-
cans when the kernel starts
the dough stage.

The weevil is the insect
that is responsible for the pe-
cans you may find every year
which have the neat round
hole in them. This hole is an
exit for the weevil’s larvae,
after it has eaten the inside.
The pecan weevil larvae ac-
tivity starts in early August.
Adults emerge from the soil
where they have spent two or
three years in soil cells located
four to 12 inches beneath the
soil surface. The emergence of
adult pecan weevil generally
occurs after a rain event in
August. Their emergence is
directly related to the type of
soil and soil moisture condi-
tions. Drought conditions and
clay soils delay emergence of
adults by a month or more.
Under normal soil conditions,
approximately 80% of adult
weevils emerge between Aug.
20 and Sept. 10.

Even though adult female
pecan weevils do not begin
to lay eggs until five days
after emergence and most
of the weevils do not emerge
without sufficient moisture,
eradication of the pest calls
for initial treatment of insec-
ticide being made when the
earliest maturing nuts on the
tree reach the gel stage at the
distal end of the nut. Even in
years where drought delays
emergence and traps fail to
collect adults, some pecan
weevil adults will emerge
through soil cracks before gel
formation and this justifies
the initial treatment, then

retreatment would be nec-
essary. Remember though,
orchard owners have more
incentive to treat early. Ho-
meowners are not faced with
the economic need to elimi-
nate the pecan weevil from
all pecans. Therefore, it may
be best to wait for the mass
emergence of weevils before
applying pesticides.
Late summer gardening
“to do” list

These pointers were adapt-
ed from a garden check list
provided by Dr. William C.
Welch, professor and land-
scape horticulturist with
Texas AgriLife Extension
Service:

1. Evaluate the volume of
water delivered from lawn
sprinklers to ensure healthy,
stress-free grass during the
heat of the summer. One
thorough watering which will
deliver one inch of water at
a time is better than several
more shallow sessions. The
amount of water available
through flower bed sprinklers
may be checked by placing
several shallow pans among
shrubs or flowers.

2. Prune out dead or dis-
eased wood from trees and
shrubs. Hold off on major
pruning from now until mid-
winter. Severe pruning at
this time will only stimulate
tender new growth prior to
frost.

3. Plant bluebonnet and
other spring wildflowers.
They must germinate in late
summer or early fall, de-
velop good root systems, and
be ready to grow in spring
when the weather warms.
Plant seed in well-prepared
soil, one-half inch deep, and
water thoroughly. Picking
flowers frequently encour-
ages most annuals and pe-
rennials to flower even more
abundantly.

4. Itis time to divide spring-
flowering perennials, such as
iris, Shasta daisy, oxeye,

gaillardia, cannas, day lilies,
violets, liriope, and ajuga.

5. Alate-summer pruning of
rosebushes can be beneficial.
Prune out dead canes and any
weak, brushy growth. Cut
back tall, vigorous bushes to
about 30 inches. After prun-
ing, apply fertilizer, and wa-
ter thoroughly. If a preventive
disease-control program has
been maintained, your rose
bushes should be ready to
provide an excellent crop of
flowers this fall.

6. Establish a new compost
pile to accommodate the fall
leaf accumulation.
