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How could this happen? - Shattered Dreams

It seemed like a regu-
lar event as students from
Muenster and Sacred Heart
High Schools gathered in
the Sacred Heart Commu-
nity Center Tuesday morn-
ing. They were listening to a
program being presented by
DPS Trooper Mark Tackett
when a pager sounded an-
nouncing a major accident at
the intersection of Seventh
and Pecan Streets.

Sirens pierced the air as
students were escorted to
that location for a Shattered
Dreams presentation. The
scene portrayed six teens in-
volved in a two-vehicle acci-
dent with alcohol involved.

Muenster Volunteer Fire
Department, Muenster Po-
lice Department, and Cooke
County EMS worked with
“victims” at the scene. The
nightmarish  scene pro-
gressed just as if there had
actually been a crash. Pre-
cinct 3 Justice of the Peace
Jason Brinkley was called to
the scene to pronounce the
death of one teen played by
Austin Hennigan. His moth-
er Cristen Cain played the
role for which no parent ever
wants to be called. She had
to identify her son’s body.
Sacred Heart Pastor Fr. Ken
Robinson arrived to give last
rites to the victim and con-
sole his mother.

CareFlite was called to
transport a teen from the ac-
cident. EMS took three oth-
ers to the hospital and the
fourth was questioned by po-
lice officers, hand-cuffed, and
booked into jail for driving
while intoxicated. Had this
been reality, he would face

serious charges for drunk
driving vehicular homicide.

With images of the ac-
cident still fresh in their
minds, the teens went back
to the Community Center
where the remainder of the
program took place.

Trooper Tackett gave sta-
tistics on fatality crashes in
Texas. In 2010, there were
3,023 deaths in vehicle ac-
cidents. In 2012, there were
3,015. He said, “Every year

for the last 10 years, we've
come down in fatal crash-
es. But, there is an issue
with that. Even though all
over Texas we are coming
down, 1,075 of those in 2010
were caused by DWI driv-
ers. That’s over 35%. Over
a third of all the fatals (ve-
hicle) in Texas were caused
by drunks. That’s one person
killed every two hours and
54 minutes.” These are stats
for public reported crashes,

not including those on pri-
vate property.

Tackett said that the num-
ber of crashes involving teens
is going up. Ten percent of
all fatal crashes in the State
of Texas are caused by 16-18
year olds. That does not in-
clude 19 to 99 year olds.

Also, over half of those fa-
tal crashes are in rural areas
of Texas, noted Tackett.

Trooper Tackett shared the
story of somebody he went to

school with. In their senior
year, that classmate chose to
drive drunk and had an ac-
cident that resulted in the
death of another classmate
and an underclassman. The
driver was seriously injured
and spent the remainder of
his senior year in the hos-
pital. He did not graduate
with his class and to this day
walks with leg braces.

When this person attend-
ed the 10-year class reunion,

County to settle with EOG
regarding TCEQ permit

Following an executive
session at the April 8 meet-
ing, Cooke County Com-
missioners Court voted
unanimously to approve a
settlement agreement with
EOG Resources, Inc. relat-
ing to the Commissioners
Court protest of proposed
TCEQ air quality permit no.
95412.

The terms of the settle-
ment cannot be made pub-
lic until EOG signs the
agreement. This is about a

sand mine plant proposed
to open in northwestern
Cooke County. Several hear-
ings took place in 2011 and
there are Court dates sched-
uled for this month, some in
Austin and some in Cooke
County.

The Court issued a procla-
mation declaring April 2013
as Child Abuse Prevention
and Awareness Month in the
County. The proclamation
said in part, “Every child de-
serves to grow up in a safe,
loving, permanent home
where his or her physical,
emotional, and educational

needs are fully met thereby
giving the child an opportu-
nity to realize his or her full
potential;

“Preventing child abuse
and neglect is a community
problem that depends upon
education and involvement
among people throughout
every sector of the commu-
nity;

“A child’s journey in the
child protection system can
be an extremely frightening,
confusing, and traumatic
experience for a child who
has been removed from his
or her home and placed with
strangers, often in a differ-
ent county away from his or
her school, friends, place of
worship, and only life they
have ever known; the impact
of abuse and neglect has
long-term personal, econom-
ic, and social costs;

“Court Appointed Special
Advocates® — CASA Volun-
teers — are assigned by the
court to speak up for a child’s
best interest and be a voice
for that child in the courts.”

The proclamation con-

he looked at the pictures of
the classmates who had died
and then proceeded to try to
visit with the others there.
“About 95% of us told him
that he needed to leave,” re-
called Tackett. He told the
students of DWI accidents,
“You don’t want to be the
person who is involved in
that.”

He said that if you have a
beer or something alcoholic
to drink, do not drive. Stay
where you are, walk home,
or have somebody who did
not drink drive you. “This is
not about underage drink-
ing. This is about drinking
and driving. If you are going
to drink, don’t drive while
you are doing it.”

A moving video was shown
while the song “How Could
This Happen To Me?” was
played. It showed how an al-
cohol-related fatality crash
affects not just the driver,
passenger, but the whole
family and a wide range of
people.

Tackett told of several
accidents involving young
people and drinking fatali-
ties. “What you do does not
just affect you. I understand
you are in high school. The
weather is fixing to get nice.
Prom is coming up and grad-
uation. This is the best time
of your life, but make sure it
is not the last time of your
life. Make sure that what
you do now, you don’t have
to pay for.”

Shattered Dreams Pro-
gram Coordinator Ben Bin-
del of the Muenster VFD
noted, “This is as realistic as
it can get without being the
real thing. As Mark (Tackett)

According to national re-
search, in 2011, 3.6 million

cases of child abuse or ne-
glect were reported in the
United States, involving ap-
proximately 6 million chil-
dren. Out of these, 690,658
children were confirmed
victims of abuse or neglect.
Still further, 1,570 of these
children died in the United
States in 2011 as a result of
child abuse or neglect.

Perhaps hitting even
closer to home is the star-
tling statistic that in 2012,
the state of Texas alone had
64,366 confirmed child vic-
tims of child abuse or neglect,
47,137 of which were placed
in the foster care system.
Sixty percent of these chil-
dren were under six years
old, and 122 lived right here
in Cooke County.

But yet it doesn’t stop
there. In 2012, there were
212 child fatalities caused
from abuse or neglect in
Texas. As distressing as this
number is, it is an improve-
ment from last year’s 243
abuse related child fatali-
ties. On average, every 41
hours, a child dies from child
abuse or neglect.

To draw attention to this
alarming matter, every April,
CASA (Court Appointed Spe-
cial Advocates) of North Tex-
as sets up a display on the
Courthouse lawn indicating
the number of Cooke County
children who have been tak-
en into foster care because of
abuse or neglect.

This year, CASA decorat-
ed 112 pink yard flamingos
symbolizing the 112 children
in Cooke County who were
placed in foster care because
of neglect or abuse in 2012.

The flamingos were placed
in front of the courthouse on
April 8, demonstrating that
no matter how one might
dress things up, child abuse
and neglect are ugly realities
which cannot and should not
simply be ignored nor over-
looked.

Nine out of 10 Americans
regard child abuse as a seri-
ous problem, yet only one in
three reported abuse when
confronted with an actual
situation. Now is the time to
work together to correct this
sobering problem.

During the month of April,
wearing a blue ribbon serves
as areminder of our County’s
most vulnerable children,
the victims of child abuse
and neglect. Help draw
awareness and work toward
prevention by wearing a blue
ribbon this month in remem-
brance of the children who
were not given a choice and
consequently fell victim to
their circumstances.

In the time it took you
to read this article, ap-
proximately five children in
America were abused. We all
have opportunity to make a
difference for children who
cannot make a difference for
themselves, whether that is
through getting involved as
a CASA volunteer advocate,
a volunteer at CPS or other
victim services organiza-
tions such as Abigail’s Arms,
or reaching out to help strug-
gling families. Today, there
are 12 children in foster care
who do not have a CASA Ad-
vocate looking out for their
safety and well-being. April
is a time to consider what
you might do to turn the
ugly statistics and the lives
of abused and neglected chil-
dren in a better direction.

cluded that Commissioners
“commend all organizations,
including Child Protective
Services, CASA of North
Texas, and CASA Volun-
teers for their commitment
and dedication to prevent-
ing abuse and mitigating the
devastating effect of abuse
and neglect by serving chil-
dren who have been victim-
ized.”

Saturday, April 20 was de-
clared Cooke County United
Way Fourth Annual Day of
Caring with a proclamation.

It noted that Cooke Coun-
ty United Way challenges
the community to live united
by joining efforts to partici-
pate in the Day of Caring
event which is a one-day
event that will mobilize vol-
unteers from industry, busi-
ness, private, churches, civic
organizations and agencies
to assist with meeting vari-
ous needs of the community.

This year’s event will ben-
efit several households of
elderly and handicapped
County residents as volun-
teers assist with yard clean-
up projects.

Commissioners consid-
ered new terms that the
Texas Department of Public
Safety requested be added to
its lease agreement for the
County-owned building lo-
cated across from the Court-
house.

The fight is on

Rememberin 2011 when we were experiencing the terrible
drought and EOG was developing a sand mine in Bulcher?
Local residents, upon discovering their plan, rallied to put
a stop to its completion. It seemed obvious that this facility
could impact our quality of life, especially our clean air and
our water availability. There was a public hearing held in
Muenster which was attended by well over 500 concerned
citizens. Our state agency, the Texas Commission of En-
vironmental Quality sent representatives from Austin to
‘hear’ the issues. Many of us left that meeting really “put
out” as the TCEQ said they did not/would not address any
water issues, but only those dealing with air quality.

Well this situation is not over. The fight is still on, thanks
to the Red River Motorcycle Park. There will be a portion
of the Contested Case Hearing to be held in Gainesville on
April 22 and 23 at 9 a.m. It is very important that local
citizens attend, showing their continued concerns by their
presence in the room. While we cannot speak at this event,
a large crowd of citizens will serve to reflect our support
to halt the installation of this facility. Lawyers represent-
ing Red River Motorcycle Park will be challenging EOG Re-
sources’s permit request. We need to impress those conduct-
ing the hearing that we do not want trucks running day and
night up our roads, our country air displaced by potentially
dangerous silica sand, nor large amounts of water sucked
from our endangered Trinity Aquifer.

The meeting will be held in Gainesville on April 22 and 23
at 9 a.m. in the Civic Center (across from the library). These
hearings are not run by the TCEQ, but rather a different
agency (hopefully more neutral). The judges could very well
rule in favor of the motorcycle park thus stopping the open-
ing of the sand mine. Show your support...plan to attend...
this is our last chance to make a difference for now and for
the future.

Dear Editor,

“What you do speaks so loudly I cannot hear what you

say.”
I first heard those words when I was nine years old. I was
doing my best to convince my mother that I valued being
neat and tidy. She let me go on and on and then marched
me down the hall to my room. She pushed open the door
and the unmade bed and pile of dirty clothes on the floor
brought my song and dance to a screeching halt. And so
it was I learned that a person is most sharply revealed by
what they do, not by what they say.

It’s not that words are unimportant. Many members of
our community spoke at the Public Meeting in Muenster
regarding EOG’s proposed sand mine. Our words revealed
a deep concern about the hazards of mining frack sand and
the impact the plant could have on our lives, our livelihoods,
and our property values.

In the months following the Public Meeting, we have con-
tinued to talk. We talk about the threat to our health from
the pollution that could be released into the air for many
years. We wonder if the fine particles of silica sand known
to cause cancer will do so in our lungs.

We talk about the TCEQ conducting a technical review
of EOG’s permit application and then recommending EOG
should be given the permit even though the TCEQ admits
“there is no specific documented guidance on how to conduct
a technical review of a bulk sand handling plant.” We won-
der how it is possible to know the pollution from this type
of facility will be within the guidelines when there are no
guidelines.

We talk about the trucks that will pass through our small
towns at all hours of the day and night, the potential dam-
age those trucks could inflict on narrow country roads never
meant for such heavy traffic, and the injustice of having to
pay more than our fair share to repair the damages. We
wonder about the noise from those trucks and from the op-
erations of a plant that would be allowed to run 24/7/365.

We talk about water. We want to know what will happen
if any mining procedure goes awry and contaminates Moun-
tain Creek, the Red River, or the Trinity Aquifer, the main
source of water for many Texans and the only source for the
city of Saint Jo. We want to know how EOG believes there
is enough water to run the plant even though it can’t or
won’t say how much water is needed and EOG’s consultant
claims he has still not completed a study of the available
water supply.

Part of the contested case hearing will take place at the
Civic Center at 311 S. Weaver in Gainesville on April 22-23,
2013. The public is not allowed to speak at the hearing so
our presence must now do our talking.

Attend the hearing and show everyone watching - the
oil and gas industry, the TCEQ, the SOAH judges, and the
people we elected to represent us, Rep. Drew Springer and
Sen. Craig Estes - that Cooke and Montague residents want
our small town, rural way of life protected.

Mr. Hermes died at 8:55
p.m., Friday, April 5, 2013 at
Muenster Health and Reha-
bilitation Center.

Born Feb. 13, 1928 in Lind-
say, William was one of eight
children of Julius and Ceci-
lia Flusche Hermes. He at-
tended Lindsay High School,
graduating in 1945. He and
Mary Evelyn Hofbauer were
married Feb. 13, 1952 at Sa-
cred Heart Church in Muen-
ster. William was in the U.S.
Army at that time, stationed
in Camp Chaffee, Arkansas.
They lived in Fort Smith,
Arkansas for a year. After
being honorably discharged,
William and Mary Evelyn
moved to the Hood Commu-
nity to a farm owned by his
parents. In 1972, they pur-
chased the farm where they
lived, farmed, ranched, and
raised a large family of nine
children.

William was active in both
St. Peter’s Church in Lind-
say and Sacred Heart in
Muenster, serving as usher
and was a member of Sacred
Heart since 1959.

Weather Whys - Storms

Q: What’s the best thing
to do if you’re caught in a se-
vere storm?

A: Some thunderstorm
safety tips could save your
life, said Brent McRoberts of
Texas A&M University. “The
National Weather Service
estimates there are about
100,000 thunderstorms a
year in the U.S., but only
about 10% of those are clas-
sified as severe. But the se-
vere storms can cause amaz-
ing damage and even loss of
life,” he explains. A severe
thunderstorm, he said, is
one defined by winds of at
least 58 miles per hour, hail
at least three-fourths of an
inch, and the storm has pro-
duced a tornado. “If you're
outdoors, find sturdy shelter,
either in a building or a car —
preferably not a convertible,”
he notes. “If you can hear
thunder, that means you're

close enough to be struck by
lightning. Generally speak-
ing, enclosed vehicles pro-
vide good shelter from light-
ning. If outdoors, you should
avoid high places, open
fields, isolated trees, picnic
shelters, gazebos, baseball
dugouts, and anything metal
such as flagpoles, light poles,
and fences. If you cannot
find a place of shelter and
are caught out in an isolated
area, squat down low so as to
create the least surface area
as possible. This will reduce
the risk of being struck. Wa-
ter is a great conductor of
electricity, so avoid water if
at all possible. Golfers can
especially be at risk and
they should leave the course
immediately and if possible,
avoid golf carts. Boaters and
swimmers should get to land
immediately.”

Glaucoma proves a stealthy opponent

Glaucoma is a leading
cause of blindness and visu-
al impairment, affecting as
many as 2.2 million people
in the U.S. The condition
has no warning signs, so
many people do not realize
they have it.

Ophthalmologists encour-
age people at risk— those
older than 40, with a fam-
ily history of glaucoma, or
of African-American or His-
panic heritage — to be tested.
Using drops in the eyes that
dilate a patient’s pupils, eye
care professionals can check
for signs of glaucoma.

“With early detection and
treatment, vision loss can

often be prevented,” said Dr.
Jess Whitson, an ophthal-
mologist at UT Southwest-
ern. He recommends having
a dilated eye exam every one
to two years.

Glaucoma is a group of
diseases that can damage
the optic nerve in the eye. In
its most common form, fluid
builds up in the front cham-
ber of the eye, and resulting
eye pressure damages the
optic nerve.

As the disease progresses,
people with glaucoma may
notice their side vision grad-
ually failing. Left untreated,
glaucoma can lead to serious
vision loss or blindness as
the field of vision narrows.

said, your decisions affect
many, many people.” He told
of the volunteer firefighters,
police officers, EMS, and oth-
ers who respond to the acci-
dents. “It affects the whole
community, so please, we
ask you to think before you
drink and drive, and please
don’t let your friends drink
and drive. We care deeply
for you. That’s why we take
time to put this program on.
This program works. I've
been on this Department for
30 years. I've pulled enough
dead kids out of cars. I'm
tired of it. I don’t want it to
be you. I want you to grow
old.”

Muenster VFED Chief Her-
bie Knabe spoke of the many
accidents the volunteer fire-
fighters have worked. He
said, “The trauma that falls
on the family. The affect it
has on them for the rest of
their lives. Some of you can
see and witness the emotion-
al affect the story out here
had on you. Just the way the
mother reacted to a son dy-
ing in that crash brought me
to tears.

“When we are working
those scenes, we have to do
what it takes to get that per-
son or that body out of that
mangled, twisted mess.” He
told of an accident in which
two teens died and the huge
emotional impact that had on
every fireman involved. They

Justice of the Peace Jason
Brinkley responds to many
accidents to  pronounce
death. He said he remem-
bers watching a Shattered
Dreams Program in high
school and thinking, “That
can’t happen here. It can’t
happen in Cooke County. It
can’t happen to my friends.
It doesn’t happen. It took me
a few years to realize, but it
does happen here. You are
not invincible. Bad things
are not going to avoid you
just because you live in a
small town. They do hap-
pen here and as a JP, I've
seen numerous occasions of
drinking and driving and fa-
talities.”

Judge Brinkley added, “I
wish that I could get to ev-
ery one of you and tell you
how stupid it is to drink and
drive. I hope that some of
you will take this to heart.
We are here to help you real-
ize that what you do today,
and the bad decisions when
it comes to this scale, that
you made, not just affects
you, but affects everybody
that you care about. Think
about that next time you
make a decision on whether
you should have that beer or
get behind the wheel. Think
about all the lives that you
are affecting.”

Delanne Walterscheid re-
lated her personal story of
being a victim of drunk driv-
ing 30 years ago. She is in a
wheelchair as a result of that
accident. It happened when

she was 17 and a senior in
high school. “I don’t want to
see any of you go through
what I've gone through for
the last 30 years,” she stat-
ed. “I spent the rest of my
senior year in the hospital.
Six months in the hospital
because of stupid decisions
that were made that year. I
don’t want you kids to have
to go through that. I don’t
want you to put your parents
through it, your families,
your community. It destroys
a lot of lives. Whatever you
do, please, do not drink and
drive.”

Those who participated
in the mock accident were
introduced. They are Austin
Hennigan, Omar Colmene-
ro, John Paul Hesse, Kaitlin
Hesse, Miranda Pagel, and
Payton Sanders and Cristin
Cain as the mother.

School transfer students welcomed

April is transfer month for
area school districts. So stu-
dents, and their parents, who
are interested in changing
schools need to apply to the dis-
trict of their choice during the
month of April. Current trans-
fer students also need to reap-
ply each April.

Even though all schools in
the county accept transfer stu-
dents, most have strict criteria
required to accept students who
do not live in their district. So
one shouldn’t expect an easy
time as acceptance is no sure
thing.

When evaluating transfer ap-
plications, the largest concern
for the districts is classroom
space. If the class is full, no new
transfer students are accepted.
Other facts to be considered are
individual academic progress,
attendance, discipline, if there
are siblings already in atten-
dance, and if the parent(s) are
employed by the district.

Muenster ISD

Muenster ISD has 58 transfer
students this year. According
to Clay Richerson, Muenster’s
superintendent, transfer appli-
cations are screened by a com-
mittee of teachers -- elemen-
tary students are evaluated by
elementary teachers and high
school applicants are reviewed
by secondary teachers -- before
going to the School Board for
approval.

Criteria they look at is if the
students have had problems in
the past, if their academic re-
cord is poor, and if their disci-
pline records are poor.

Lindsay ISD

In Lindsay schools, 116 stu-
dents transferred from other
districts. That breaks down
to 53 in kindergarten through
sixth grade and 63 in seventh
through twelfth grades.

According to Nora Curry,
Lindsay ISD superintendent,
the District uses all of the above
criteria plus the student must
be known for exhibiting school
pride and spirit.

“Applications are individu-
ally reviewed by the adminis-
tration and recommendations
for acceptance are presented to
the school board for approval,”
Curry stated.

Callisburg ISD

“We look on a transfer stu-
dent as a guest in school,” Steve
Clugston, superintendent of
Callisburg ISD, said. If they
don’t act like a guest in their be-
havior, they won’t be accepted.
If already transferred, they can
be denied transfer status for the
next year.

Callisburg ISD has about 100
transfer students plus the em-
ployees’ children.

It only makes sense to accept
transfer students, Clugston ex-

lained. Receiving more that
55,000 per student from the
state, transfer students help
pay the salaries of extra teach-
ers and other needs for the
school.

With the 22 students to one
teacher rule in Texas, if a class
has 18 students, it pays to ac-
cept two transfer students.

“You would have to have the
classroom and teacher, regard-
less,” said Clugston. “So if we
maximize staff and there is no
harm to the teacher to add two
kids, why not take advantage of
it and gain $10,000.”

He believes the transfer situ-
ation is beneficial to the school.

“The mind set has changed for
the better as we compete for the
best students,” Clugston stated.
“We are doing a good job, as it
makes us more competitive.”

Valley View ISD

Valley View ISD evaluates
their current transfer students
each year. They check atten-
dance records, behavior and
academic performances, and
conduct.

“If a student is not perform-
ing well, we probably won’t
accept them here,” William
Stokes, Valley View superinten-
dent said.

At this time of year, the Val-
ley View district projects where
the school will be and where
they've been. If a particular
area or class is full, potential
transfer students will be put on
a waiting list. Sometimes they
must wait until right before
school starts to know if they are
accepted.

For the 2012-13 school year,
Valley View has 135 transfers.

“That generates about
$850,000 a year for us,” Stokes
reported. “It would be tough for
us if we didn’t have these kids.”

Era ISD
About 47% of those attending

“It is helpful to have addi-
tional funding for students in
this economic time,” Jeremy
Thompson, Era ISD superinten-
dent stated. “Transfer students
make it possible to fill up class-
rooms we do have.”

The Era administration uses
much of the same criteria that
other schools have. They also
like to know what circumstanc-
es bring the student to Era, and
why they are transferring.

Gainesville ISD

The process for accepting
transfer students is slightly dif-
ferent at Gainesville ISD.

According to the superinten-
dent’s office, the prospective
students and their parents have
an interview with the campus
principal, where they turn in
their application. The principal
then meets with the superin-
tendent to evaluate the applica-
tion. He alone makes the deci-
sion whether or not to accept
the student.

For the 2012-13 school year,
Gainesville has 25 transfer stu-
dents.

Sivells Bend ISD

Population around the Sivells
Bend area has dwindled so that
the Sivells Bend School District
wouldn’t exist if not for transfer
students.

“We actively advertise for
transfer students each year,”
said Phil Newton, who serves
as Sivells Bend’s superinten-
dent and principal. There, all
employees wear many hats at
this school which is kindergar-
ten through eighth grade.

The majority of Sivells Bend’s
students are transfers from oth-
er districts.

“If we wouldn’t have trans-
fers, we wouldn’t have a school,”
Newton explained.

Walnut Bend ISD
The situation isn’t nearly as
dire at Walnut Bend ISD. Even
though 75% of the students at
Walnut Bend are transfers, “It
would be difficult to stay open
based on funding, if not for
transfer students,” Matt Dav-
enport, superintendent and
principal at Walnut Bend, said.

“We don’t need vouchers to in-
crease choice,” Davenport said.
“We have plenty of free choice
right here.”

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 USDA: No marketing quota
required for 2014 wheat crop

The nation’s wheat growers
will not have to comply with a
marketing quota for the 2014
wheat crop, according to the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA).

On March 26, the USDA
announced that due to pro-
jected supply and demand
for the 2014 growing season,
a wheat quota will not be
required.

The wheat marketing quo-
ta was a possibility due to
the expiration of the 2008
Farm Bill. According to the

USDA, the Food, Conserva-
tion and Energy Act of 2008
authorized commodity crop
programs for crop years 2008-
2012. The one-year farm
bill extension, the American
Taxpayer Relief Act of 2012,
extended those programs to
the 2013 crop year.

Without a new farm bill
or another extension, any
actions taken by the USDA
regarding the 2013 wheat
crop must abide by 1938 leg-
islation, which requires the
imposition of quotas, acre-

Officials criticize Texas-
Mexico water situation

At least two public officials are publically criticizing the
U.S. State Department’s response to the water situation in
the Lower Rio Grande Valley.

Freshman U.S. Rep. Filemon Vela reportedly told The
Brownsville Herald that the U.S. State Department and
International Boundary and Water Commission “don’t give
a damn about South Texas.” The comment was made in
response to a letter Vela received April 1 from the federal
agencies saying they worked with other agencies to discuss
Mexico’s failure to deliver water from the Rio Grande River
to farmers in the Lower Rio Grande Valley for irrigation pur-
poses. Water delivery between the two countries is dictated
by a 1944 treaty.

Vela responded that the letter was not helpful in that it
didn’t provide a date when South Texas farmers would receive
the much-needed irrigation waters. He wasn’t alone in his
criticism of the agencies.

Carlos Rubenstein, commissioner for the Texas Commis-
sion on Environmental Quality, called the U.S. State Depart-
ment’s attitude “lackadaisical” and said it needs to change to
prevent serious subeconomic impacts to the region.

Under the 1944 treaty between the U.S. and Mexico,
Mexico is to deliver a minimum annual average of 350,000
acre-feet of water over a five-year cycle except for in the case
of extraordinary drought.

NOAA: Drought to persist,
intensify in much of Texas

The latest seasonal drought outlook from the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) predicts
that drought conditions will persist or intensify for much
of the Lone Star State over the next few weeks.

Drought conditions are expected to develop in an area
near Fort Stockton and in the central portion of the Lower
Rio Grande Valley while the rest of the state will see a
continuation of dry weather.

Conditions are expected to ease for areas north and east
of the Dallas-Fort Worth metropolitan area. No drought
is predicted for far East Texas near the Texas-Louisiana
border.

The outlook spans from April 3 through June 30.

Arecent freeze in the Texas Panhandle may have slight-
ly damaged some wheat in that area, according to experts
with Texas AgriLife Research. Dr. Jackie Rudd, a wheat
breeder in Amarillo with Texas AgriLife Research, said
while there is leaf burn showing in the wheat plants, the
majority of the wheat hit by freezing temperatures March
24-25 was not advanced enough to do major damage.

Although there was no major damage, Rudd reports
that if the wheat already was under stress, or is further
stressed, the damage could be exacerbated. Damage to
wheat is said to vary by field as there may have been
pockets of colder temperatures, according to Rudd.

The extent of the damage is yet to be determined. Ap-
proximately 80% of the wheat grown in Texas is in the
High Plains and Rolling Plains regions.

Practice
farm

Recent figures released from the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) reveal that American food
seems to be getting safer.

According to the American Farm Bureau Federation’s
Newsline, foodborne illness outbreaks decreased by 32%
from 2009-10. Dr. Richard Raymond, former undersecre-
tary for Food Safety at the U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA), attributes the drop to a dramatic increase in the
amount of food testing.

However, an editorial note on the CDC figures urges
people to use extreme caution when citing the decrease
in the number of foodborne illness outbreaks as different
techniques were used to record the data. Raymond said if
the number is going down despite the recording technique,
he feels as though it’s an indication that our food is get-
