Klement creates final treasure
for Sacred Heart Parish Auction

Wood craftsman Tony Kle-
ment has been using his car-
pentry skills to make items
for the Sacred Heart Par-
ish Picnic Auction for many
years. This year, he had an
opportunity to make that
donation very special. As it
happened, it is also his final
contribution, since Tony died
on Oct. 7.

Tony created another of his
popular ice chests, but this
one is made from some spe-
cial items. Tony used donat-
ed wood salvaged from the
floor of the old Sacred Heart
Parish Hall. The building
was torn down around 1974
after being replaced with the
more modern Community
Center.

Joyce Bayer, Tony’s daugh-
ter, recalls how it was decid-
ed to make this last ice chest.
She said that in September
Tony was visiting with his
grandsons Adam Bayer and
Oogie Pagel. Their conversa-
tion turned to the old Parish
hall. The grandsons were cu-
rious to know if Tony thought
he could build a cooler using
some of the flooring from the
old hall. Tony wasn’t sure,
but with their help he was
willing to try.

Mel Bayer, who mar-
ried Mary dJean Schad,
soon brought some of the
treasured old wooden floor
boards. Tony eagerly set
about the task of build-
ing the cooler. He glued the
wooden planks together and
called Adam to sand them.

Joyce said that Adam was
busy and it took him longer
than Grandpa liked to get
to the task. Tony persisted
telling Adam, “The picnic is
coming up. We need to get it
going.”

Adam took the planks,
sanded them, and returned
them to Tony. Wasting no
time, Tony started assem-
bling the cooler. Within a
few days, Adam got another
call from Grandpa Tony who
said, “It is ready to stain and
varnish.” Tony selected his
favorite stain, Golden Oak,
for the color of the wood.
Joyce remarked that this
time Adam was prompt to

pick up the cooler for stain-
ing.

With the box of the cool-
er complete, other family
members stepped in to help.
Daughter and son-in-law
Marlene and Giles Waltersc-
heid took the hardware such
as the handles to have them
copper-plated. They plan to
attach a plaque to the cooler
noting “In loving memory
of Tony Klement” and from
where the wood originated.
A history of the hall and oth-
er pertinent information will
be placed in the treasured

chest before it is turned over
for auction during the Parish
Picnic on Sunday, Nov. 24.

Joyce commented, “He
(Tony) was very proud of the
outcome of the cooler. He
took great pride in all that he
did.” He enjoyed people and
would often tell people its
“beer thirty,” which meant
come over anytime.

Tony garnered much ex-
perience in making these
ice chests over the years. He
made more than 100 of them.
Often they were donated for

auctions at Muenster, Lind-
say, and Gainesville to ben-
efit the local parishes, vol-
unteer fire departments, etc.
Many of these were made
of rough-hewn cedar for a
rustic appearance. Some
brought between $1,000 and
$1,500 at the auctions.

Tony was blessed with
woodworking talents and
he enjoyed sharing those
talents with others. He also
made things like wooden
rockers for each of his many
grandchildren and donated
some to auctions.

The creation of this cooler
presents an opportunity to
own a piece of parish histo-
ry. It may even hold special
memories for individuals. It
is the last of a long line of
Tony’s special auction items.

Parish Hall History

The idea to build a hall
for use by the Parish gained
strength when the Par-
ish learned that it was to
host the 1906 convention of
Staatsverband, a group of

German Catholic men’s soci-
eties from all parts of Texas.
There was also a growing
need for a suitable place to
host social and religious ac-
tivities for the expanding
Parish.

Klutho and Company, ar-
chitects from St. Louis, Mis-
souri, were contracted to de-
sign a two-story building to
serve as the Parish hall. Pa-
rishioners demanded a stur-
dy, stable foundation for a
building that must be multi-
purposed to accommodate
many sorts of activities.

Building of the Parish hall
began in 1905. It was com-
pleted in June 1906, just in
time for the Staatsverband
convention in July. It cost
$6,000 to build the facility.
They spent another $2,000
to purchase a pipe organ.
The Parish had the organ
installed in the new hall
for the convention and later
moved it to the church.

Afew other major events in
the Parish hall were the Sil-

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ver Jubilee of Sacred Heart
Parish on Dec. 10, 1914 and
the 29th convention of the
Catholic State League in
September 1927.

From 1949 until 1954,
it was used as the church.
This was while the present
church was being built to
replace its crumbling pre-
decessor.

Prior to converting the
upstairs for use as a place
to hold Mass, an oak wood
floor was laid. The wood was
purchased from a company
in Arkansas and shipped
here on the Katy Railroad.
In researching information
of the old hall, the Klement
family was told that Mar-
tin Bayer helped carry the
wood from the railroad to
the building site using a
team of horses. There were
many weddings, baptisms,
funeral services, and other
significant events held in
the hall while it served as
the church.

The old Parish hall wore
many hats during its 68
years of service. People re-
call the many Parish pic-
nics, carnivals, dances,
weddings, and other recep-
tions, Sr. Leonardo’s music
recitals, and Brother Thom-
as Moster’s Sacred Heart
School plays. The hall also
served as a cafeteria for
the Sacred Heart School
students, and upstairs as a
skating rink and basketball
court.

Eventually, parishioners
decided that it was time to
replace the old two-story
hall with a more modern
version. In 1974, the pres-
ent Community Center was
completed and put into use.

Don Schad, Sr. took on
the task of tearing down the
old hall. He was assisted by
Buck Knabe who declined
pay. Buck asked instead that
he be given Old Milwaukee
beer and he insisted that it
must be purchased from Pa-
gel’s Store.

Schad and his family
saved some of the old lum-
ber from the Parish hall and
the Schad family returned
some back to the Parish for
use in Tony Klement’s last
cooler creation.

Generator approved for EMS station

Cooke County EMS Sta-
tion #1 will soon be moving
from its Chestnut Street lo-
cation into its new location
at 301 W. Church Street in
Gainesville. The old location
has a back -up generator and
one was originally planned
for the new station. During
cost cuts, the generator was
taken out of the plans. This
was not suitable to all of the
Court since the building is
also meant to be a back-up
EOC site.

At the Tuesday, Nov. 12
meeting of Commissioners
Court, Precinct #4 Commis-
sioner Leon Klement said
that he had spoken to people
constructing the new station
and had gotten two views.
One said that if the building
was not already wired for a
generator prior to move in, it
would have to be closed for
two days while the wiring is
done. Another view was that
the wiring is done and the
building would not have to
be shut down.

The move is scheduled for
Nov. 21 because that is when
the telephone lines will be
changed over.

Precinct #3 Commissioner
Al Smith expressed his opin-
ion that the building should
be equipped to stay alive
during a power outage. Cur-
rently, it would have lights
for only 30 minutes after the
current died.

After more discussion, the
Court voted 4-1 to approve
the addition of a back-up
generator and the electrical
connections needed to allow
for the generator in a second
project with possible cost up

85,000. It will be funded
from the Contingency Fund.
Commissioner Gary Hollow-
ell cast the nay vote.

Weldon Donley, a lifelong
resident of Precinct #2, took
advantage of Public Com-
ments to voice his opinion of
the Commissioners Court’s
recent decision to approve
building a new Precinct barn
at 153 Gibson Lane in Val-
ley View. He had no problem
with the construction of a
new barn, but has a different
view about the location.

Donley stated, “My view is
that the construction of ap-
proximately a half million
dollar barn should be in a
more central and suitable
location with more accept-
able access and space that
would better serve all of the
citizens of Precinct #2. And
future commissioners who
will have to operate from
this facility for the next half
century per say.”

It wasnoted by Donley that
for the past 50 plus years,
the barn has been located on
the very western edge of the
Precinct, approximately 20
miles from the east side.

“The Court could have and
should have made a different
decision for the location of
the county barn for Precinct
#2,” continued Donley. “With
a project of this magnitude,
perhaps more research,
conversation, consideration
would have made a differ-
ence in your decision.”

The Red Muenster Hor-
nets made everything of-
ficial last Friday night as
they completed the regular
season undefeated, 10 and 0,
with a 42-0 victory over the
Era Gold Hornets.

KEEP IT LEGAL AFTER THE KILL

Tagging deer

Except for deer killed by
MLD permit, LAMPS per-
mit, TPWD Special Drawn
Legal Deer Tag, U.S. Forest
Service antlerless permit,
or Big Time Texas Hunt,
all deer must be tagged IM-
MEDIATELY upon kill in a
secure manner anywhere on
the deer, with an appropriate
license tag with the month
and date CUT OUT.

Filling out the tag for

attaching to deer

If required, the tag from
the hunting license of the
person who killed the deer
must be correctly and legibly
completed (including name
of property and county) and
must be used on a specific
type of deer (for example,

number of white-tailed buck
deer you may lawfully take.

Read the tag use descrip-
tion on your license carefully
before attaching to harvested
deer. Use on White-tailed
deer only -- tag #5 & 6 -
antlerless ONLY; tag #7, 8, &
9 - buck or antlerless.
NOTE: The white-tailed deer
tags on the license may be
used in any county during an
open season for white-tailed
deer.

Hunting license harvest
log for white-tailed deer
(on back of license):

Immediately upon kill of a
white-tailed deer, the hunter
must complete the log, in ink,
on the back of the hunting
license. Failure to complete
the log as required may result

ers should contact TPWD
at (409) 489-0823 or visit
LAMPS. All antlerless deer
taken on a LAMPS prop-
erty must be tagged with a
LAMPS permit. This does
not include antlerless deer
taken during the archery only
season or muzzleloader only
season. NOTE: No hunting
license log or hunting license
tag is required for deer killed
under a LAMPS permit.

For information about ant-
lerless deer permits on Na-
tional Forest lands, call the
U.S. Forest Service in Lufkin
at (936) 639-8501.

After killing a deer
Tags or permits

After a deer is killed and
before the deer is field dressed
or moved, the appropriate

buck tags must be used only
on buck deer, antlerless tags
on antlerless deer, etc.), and
have the month and date of
kill CUT OUT.

It is against the law to

use:

A tag taken from the li-
cense of another person or
allow your tag to be used by
another person.

A tag more than one time
(or on more than one deer).

An incorrect tag on a deer
(example: mule deer tag used
on a white-tailed deer, etc.).

Where to attach tag to

deer

The hunting license tag
may be attached anywhere
on a deer so that it is not
damaged, defaced, or lost in
transporting or handling. The
appropriate tag or applicable
permit must remain attached
to the deer until the animal
reaches its final destination
and is quartered. If the head
is severed from the carcass
(body), then the appropriate
tag and any applicable per-
mits must remain attached to
the carcass. See proof of sex.
If the head does not accom-
pany the carcass, then the
head must be accompanied
by a Wildlife Resource Docu-
ment (WRD).

Tip: Remember that if the
head and the carcass are
separated, the tag from the
hunting license goes with the
carcass and the WRD goes
with the head.

Tagging options

There are tag numbers
printed on each tag.

Important information

about tag numbers

Tags #5 and #6 are for
white-tailed antlerless deer
only. Tags #7, #8 and #9 are
for white-tailed buck or ant-
lerless deer.

Buck tags may be used in
any county. However, lack of
careful planning with tags
#7, #8, and #9 may reduce the

in a fine not to exceed $500 for
each deer improperly logged.
Asterisks indicate bucks with
an inside main beam spread
of at least 13 inches.

Completion of the log is
not required for mule deer,
or for white-tailed deer law-
fully taken under a MLLD per-
mit, LAMPS permit, TPWD
Special Drawn Public Hunt
permit, U.S. Forest Service
antlerless permit, or on a Big
Time Texas Hunt.

Use on Mule Deer Only
Tag # 10 - Mule deer - antler-
less only; tag # 11 - Mule deer
- buck or antlerless.NOTE:
The mule deer tags on the
hunting license are not mule
deer permits and may not be
used in lieu of mule deer per-
mits when mule deer permits
are required.

White-tailed Deer Har-

vest Restrictions

MANAGED LANDS DEER
(MLD) PERMITS: Permits
issued to landowners with
a TPWD-approved Wildlife
Management Plan. MLD
permits allow hunters, at the
discretion of the landowner or
agent, to exceed the county
bag limit and (in some cases)
to hunt during an extended
season. All deer taken on a
property for which MLD per-
mits have been issued must
be tagged with the appro-
priate type of MLD permit.
NOTE: No license log entry
or tag from a hunting license
is required for deer killed un-
der a MLD permit. For more
information about Wildlife
Management Plans, land-
owners should call TPWD at
(512) 389-4505.

LAMPS (Landowner As-
sisted Management Permit
System): LAMPS permits
allow antlerless deer to be
taken in counties where ant-
lerless harvest is by permit
only during the entire season
or portion of a season. For
more information, landown-

hunting license tag or permit
(MLDP, LAMPS, etc.) must
be immediately filled out and
dates cut out. Additionally, if
a hunting license tag is used,
then the Hunting License
Harvest Log must be legibly
completed.

A hunter may transport
a deer to a final destination
provided the deer is tagged
and proof of sex accompanies
the deer.

Processing

A hunter may skin and
quarter a deer (two forequar-
ters, two hindquarters, and
two backstraps) and possess
for transport, provided the
quartered deer is tagged and
proof of sex accompanies the
deer.

A deer may not be pro-
cessed any further than four
quarters and two backstraps
(example, steaks, hamburger,
chili meat, etc.) until the deer
reaches a final destination,
except for immediate con-
sumption in camp.

The four quarters and two
backstraps are the only parts
of a deer required by law to
be kept in edible condition.
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department encourages all
hunters to continue to keep
other portions of the deer
(trimmings from the neck and
rib cage) in edible condition.
Edible condition does not
include any portion of a ani-
mal that is bruised by bullet,
shot, or arrow, or otherwise
destroyed as a result of har-
vest; decayed or rotting at the
time of harvest; or obviously
infected or diseased at the
time of harvest.

The tag must remain with
the portion of a deer the
hunter possesses. If any por-
tion is transferred to another
person before it reaches a
final destination, then the
transferred portion must be
accompanied by a Wildlife
Resource Document.

Cattle don’t take parenting classes

When my husband and I
were anxiously awaiting the
birth of our eldest, we did
what many in our situation
do. We took a basic parenting
class at our hospital. There
we learned and relearned
the basics of newborn care.
Between overwhelming looks
and nervous laughter, we
were shown umbilical cord
care, basic needs, and basic
first aid. We ended the class
with a tour of the facilities
that left us with wide eyes
and an understanding that
we were really doing this.
Parenthood.

Parenthood has great
meaning to us as humans,
but can sometimes be dif-
ferent when it comes to the
animals on our farms. To us
it means constant love, at-
tention and care. We have
a strong desire to see our
children grow up healthy
and nourished. As we raise
our children from infants, we
make sure they get the medi-
cal attention they need when
they need it.

With farm animals, and
in our case cattle, this can
sometimes be difficult. You
see, cows don’t take parent-
ing classes. They don’t have
lactation specialists they can
turn to when their calves
won’t nurse. They don’t go to
high tech medical facilities to
deliver their babies. It is our
job as caregivers to make sure
everything goes as planned.

Farmers and ranchers will
check on their cattle on a dai-
ly, twice daily, and sometimes
even more frequent basis to
make sure that they are okay.

When a cow has recently had
a calf, it is reassuring to see
them be protective of their
baby, nuzzle and smell them.
Sometimes, however, things
don’t work out right. A cow
may not be giving enough
milk for her calf, and we have
to supplement with a bottle.

A calf may be sick, and we
have to bring it in to give
it the medicine it needs to
survive. It is our job to give
the calves the vaccines and
boosters they need to remain
healthy.

Cows don’t take their calves
in for two-month check ups,
so we as farmers and ranch-
ers have to make sure that
everything is okay. This is
part of our job, part of who
we are and what we do. We
take it very seriously and
can be very upset, hurt, and
defensive when it has been
suggested that we don’t put
our animal’s welfare before
our own. (If you don’t be-

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Railroad tramps

There used to be quite a number of tramps going across
the country, following the railroad tracks through the
Muenster community.

Many would stop at farmhouses for handouts. Some-
times they would volunteer to split wood or other farm
work for something to eat. When they stopped, they were
sometimes fed, just so they wouldn’t give the housewife
any trouble.

The story goes that these bums put out secret marks
- on telephone poles, rocks, trees, or on the rail - their
way of telling each other where to stop to get a handout.
Then it became difficult to get rid of them and to keep
the bums from stopping. The farm wife would send the
kids and father to search for any kind of signs. Some
never to be found.

A boy’s pony

A pony was an important way for country kids to get
around the countryside or to visit neighboring kids.
They also used them to get the cows from the pasture.

Most ponies were so gentle anyone could ride them.
But when you removed their bridle, they’d run out to the
pasture as if to say, “you can’t catch me.” Even when
in the corral with other horses feeding, when the pony
thought someone was circling around to shut the gate,
it would speed off into the pasture.

DPS focuses on sex offender
registration compliance

The Texas Department of Public Safety (DPS) announced
the results of a joint effort by DPS Criminal Investigations
Division agents and the U.S. Marshals Service to help en-
sure sex offender registration compliance. The three-day
effort, conducted from Nov. 5 - 7, focused on registered sex
offenders in Fannin, Grayson, Hunt, and Cooke counties.

During the three-day compliance check, approximately
two dozen DPS Criminal Investigations Division (CID)
agents and U.S. Marshals service personnel conducted door-
to-door visits to make sure 52 sex offenders were in compli-
ance with current registration laws and requirements, of
which nine were deemed out of compliance. DPS will con-
sult with the local registering law enforcement agency, and
charges may be filed depending on the outcome of the inves-
tigations.

DPS CID agents periodically perform random compliance
checks across the state with the cooperation of local, state,
and federal law enforcement agencies.
