With days of freezing weather prior
to the picnic, the frigid temperatures forced
volunteer crews to set up in ski clothes until
Ernie Martin was able to get heat through
Oncor late Saturday night. Oncor was able
to pipe heat into the building with diesel
generators. The building maintained a 60°
temperature throughout Sunday, making it
pleasant for everyone.

The children’s area was alive and stream-
ing with children and adults all day long.

Having the activities under roof was a great
advantage and the crowd stayed all day into
the evening. Iva Walterscheid made sure
the activity area had plenty of fun things to
do. There were bounce houses, an obstacle
course, balloons, and face painting. Cotton
candy was provided by the Boy Scouts, and
a movie was run for the children in the eve-
ning.

The crowd enjoyed playing the cake walk,
buying sweets at the sweet shoppe, and bid-
ding on the 100s of silent auction items. The
live auction was a huge success. Herkie Bif-
fle, Corgie Fisher, and Chisam Cain served
as auctioneers for the evening. A big hit on
the auction this year was Elm Creek Manor’s
“girls slumber party.” It was in such high
demand that Marcia and Brad Scarbrough,
owners of Elm Creek Manor, graciously do-
nated three separate parties before the eve-
ning was over. Many other items on the list
were resold multiple times because of high
demand such as Elm Creek Manor’s epic
fine dining five-course meal, Select Energy’s
fish fry for 50 people, and a cake a month
a year donated by Doc’s Bar and Grill that
sold twice for a hefty $760 each time.

The parishioners were very generous in
their donations and also in their bidding.
There were steak dinners, a crawfish boil,
fajita parties, fried chicken parties, ribs and
an Eve feast for 25.

Restored Corvette first sold at Muenster dealership

Miguel Victorino of Placerville, California recently spent
time in Muenster with Ray and Marcy Wilde. His passion
for Chevrolet cars brought him to town on a discovery mis-
sion.

In 1993, Miguel purchased a car. He researched its his-
tory and learned that it was sold as a new vehicle back in
1969 by Ray Wilde, owner of Wilde Chevrolet in Muenster.
Ray and Miguel connected through the internet and phone
calls. That was some time ago.

Miguel recalls that after he got in touch with Ray, he
somehow lost touch. So, Miguel decided to place an ad in
the Muenster Enterprise. The Friday that the ad ran in the
newspaper, Miguel received a call from Ray. When Miguel
told him that he wanted information about a Corvette pur-
chased at Wilde Chevrolet, Ray remembered immediately
that it was a gold colored vehicle.

Back then, small dealerships did not get Corvettes for
their lots. Those cars went to the bigger dealerships. There-
fore, Ray vividly remembered this particular sale.

Miguel said that the paperwork he has on the 69 Cor-
vette said it was sold to Tom Weber. According to Ray, Tom
Weber came to Gainesville during the time Weber Aircraft
was being built in Gainesville. He stopped by Wilde Chevro-
let and told Ray that his daughter, who lived in California,
wanted a Corvette, but she wanted one bought in Texas and
she wanted it to have Texas license tags.

Ray placed a special order for the Corvette and said he be-
gan pressuring the company in hopes that they would agree
to ship the car to him in Muenster. Ray succeeded because
eventually, a gold Corvette arrived at Wilde Chevrolet.

Apparently, Weber got his daughter’s Corvette at the
expense of somebody else. The car had been purchased by
somebody else and was destined to go to another dealer-
ship. According to Ray, that somebody was Carroll Shelby,

an icon in automotive cars. Miguel is thrilled to hear that
Shelby had some attachment to the car even if it was just
by almost ownership.

Ray confirmed, “Shelby was supposed to get it, that fa-
mous race driver and they took it away from him. In fact,
Shelby called me and chewed me out.”

Miguel confirmed, “It was a special order because very few
convertibles came with air conditioning. Out of the 16,000
convertibles made in 1969, only 2,000 of them came with
leather interiors and this is one of them. It is a rare car.
It is a convertible hard top. It came with a lot of bells and
whistles. It’s almost fully loaded.” He added that the fact
that it came with air conditioning, leather seats, a smaller
motor, and was an automatic indicated it was likely meant
for one of Shelby’s family members.

It was actually Miguel’s dad who located the car. He and
Miguel had restored other Corvettes and wanted to work
on another one. Miguel was overseas in the military at
the time. The car was purchased in Sparks, Nevada (near
Reno) from a friend of his mother’s. Stored in a barn, the
once shiny and appealing vehicle had lost its bling. “It was
rough,” observed Miguel on the car’s condition. “It was tired.
It had been busted up. When we started doing the fiberglass
work on the car, it looked like the car had been totaled once
or twice. Somebody had a good time in the car.”

Restoration work on the gold convertible began in 1993.
Working on and off around his military duties, etc., it took
the Victorinos around 10 years to completely restore the car.
They did a frame up restoration. “Everything has been re-
placed in there,” Miguel noted. “The finishing touch for that
car would be the license plate frame. If anybody out there
has the license plate frame that says ‘Wilde Chevrolet,” that
would just be the best.” The car is Riverside Gold and ac-
cording to Miguel, not too many Corvettes were painted
that color.

It was in late November that Miguel made the trip to Tex-
as to meet Ray and hear firsthand, the history of his now

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award-winning car.

The most tempting offer that Miguel has received, and de-
clined, was $50,000. He’s gotten numerous offers of $30,000,
but does not even think about selling at that price.

Some of the awards that Miguel captured with his re-
stored 1969 Chevy Corvette include Best of Show out of
100 plus cars at the Placerville Corvettes for Vets; Western
State Corvette Council’s Top C-3 Modified Class.

Miguel works for the State of California and is a member
of Cameron Park Corvette Club. He and his wife Kathy
make their home in Placerville.

Weather Whys - sleet

Q: Sleet is in the forecast. Is there any difference between sleet
and freezing rain?

A: The only real difference is that they are formed a bit differ-
ently, explains Brent McRoberts of Texas A&M University. Freez-
ing rain is rain that freezes when it comes into contact with other
surfaces, such as pavement or cars. “Freezing rain forms when
warm, moist air moves over cold air near the surface,” McRob-
erts said. “Freezing rain is very dangerous because it tends to coat
roads with ice first. If the surface it hits is 32 degrees or lower, it
will quickly freeze on contact, and if the ice accumulates, it can
shut down an entire city very quickly. Sleet is often confused with
freezing rain. Sleet falls to the ground frozen, often forming in

advance of a warm front. Sleet falls as ice pellets that make a fa-

miliar crackle sound as they hit

the ground, trees, or cars.”

forward. Without them, I'm
not sure we would be as suc-
cessful as we have been here
in Texas.”

In the past 16 years,
NCTC has received 24 dif-
ferent Skills Development
grants to provide workforce
training programs to busi-
nesses from manufacturing
to health care.

They can clog public-water
intake pipes, harm boats and
motors left in infested waters
by covering boat hulls, clog
water-cooling systems, annoy
boat-dock owners by com-
pletely covering anything left
under water, and make water
recreation hazardous because
of their sharp edges.

From an environmental
perspective, zebra mussels
are filter feeders, which
means they compete with
baitfish such as shad for
available forage. Any impact
on baitfish in turn can affect
their predators — game fish
such as bass, striped bass,
and catfish. Zebra mussels
also threaten native mussel
populations because they will
colonize on their shells and
essentially suffocate them.

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USDA increases 2014 ag export forecast

For fiscal year 2014, the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) increased its
projections for agricultural
exports to $137 billion, up $2
billion from its last forecast
in August but $3.9 billion be-
low last year’s record export
figures.

Projections for oilseed and
livestock exports pushed total
forecasts higher, according to
Drovers.

Projections for agricultural
imports also were increased
to a record $109.5 billion, up
$5.7 billion from last year.
But the U.S. agricultural
trade surplus is expected to
fall to $27.5 billion, the lowest
level since 2009.

Oilseed and improved soy-
bean yields have helped boost
the export forecast. In the
most recent USDA report,
livestock, poultry, and dairy

To
lower salmonella contamina-
tion rates, the Salmonella
Action Plan also includes new
performance standards, ad-
dresses all potential sources
of salmonella, and focuses
on the agency’s education
and outreach tools on salmo-
nella.

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Leafy green
marketing
agreement
terminated

After four years of public
meetings, public comments,
and department work, the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) is terminating
the leafy green marketing
agreement (LGMA). This
agreement would have al-
lowed industry to develop and
oversee leafy green handling
guidelines with limitations
set by the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration (FDA) and
other regulators, according
to Agri-Pulse.

Due to the incoming Food
Safety Modernization Act
(FSMA) rules, the USDA de-
cided to terminate the agree-
ment. However, LGMA agree-
ments remain in Arizona
and California, and USDA’s
decision will not affect those
states’ food safety systems.

“Hopefully, with the termi-
nation, USDA can re-engage
in food safety in a meaningful
way,” said Tom Nassif, presi-
dent and CEO of Western
Growers.

Ocean bulk
freight
surplus

coming to end

There was a boom in
launching new vessels from
2007 through 2012, which
coincided with shrinkage in
global agricultural trade.

Freight rates dropped
below cost at times.

The rate of expansion
in global capacity peaked
at 18% annually in 2012,
dropped to just 4% this year,
and is forecast to rise only
1% in 2014 and no gain at
all in 2015.

Butchering hogs

The time for butchering hogs was usually the last cool
days of winter. Some farmers soaked pork in a barrel of
salt brine and smoked in a shed with burning hickory.
Others used a dry cure.

There were several recipes. One was a prepared salt
cure with brown sugar added. The mixture was rubbed
into the meat, then the meat was wrapped tightly with
newspaper and put firmly in a sack to keep the salt
cure against the meat. Hams, shoulders, and sides were
cured, hung in an outside shed away from animals. The
meat rarely spoiled. When it did, it was next to the bone
or farthermost from the salt.

Most farmers’ wives rendered lard, using all the fat
trimmings and fat from around the kidneys. The “fat”
was heated in a big cast iron pot. The lard was strained
through a cloth and stored in cans. The trimmings and
scraps were ground into sausage.

When butchering a hog, everything but the squeal was
used - the tongue, heart, liver, brains, jowl, pigs feet,
sweetbread, and even the intestines were removed and
cleaned for sausage casings.
