  At the Tuesday, Jan. 20 meeting of the Muenster Hos-
pital District Board of Directors meeting, Nathan Vajdos 
of OwnEnergy returned offering a tax abatement proposal 
that was a payment in lieu of taxes proposition. He also up-
dated them on the progress of the proposed Muenster Wind 
Farm, LLC.
  The proposal includes a concept of an upfront payment 
in lieu of paying taxes in addition to a fixed payment for 
a period of five years and then an increase and another 
fixed period of five years, Vajdos told the Board. The pro-
posed upfront payment is $50,000 at financial close. The 
proposed annual payment for years one to five is $80,000 
and for years six to 10, it is $100,000. “The reason we are 
focused on that is that’s when we’re paying off the turbines 
and that’s the most sensitive aspect of the financial model,” 
noted Vajdos.
  Vajdos said that he had recently shown a layout to 
Cooke County Commissioners Court and that layout hasn’t 
changed much. He said, “There are about 64 dots. What it’s 
looking like based upon a number of factors is the would-be 
49-51 turbines. In the proposal that I put forth it shows 49 
turbines, and that would represent a 118 megawatt project. 
That would translate into a taxable value, at full taxation, 
around $120 million.” 
  The Board asked a number of questions. The proposal is 
negotiable said Vajdos. He added that the same proposal 
would be presented to Commissioners Court, but on a level 
scaled up to the County taxes.
  Board Secretary John Aytes commented, “You are looking 
for the best situation during the first five or six years and 
we are looking for the best situation in exactly the same 
time period. So, we are at odds when it comes to what is 

MMH waits for

  Andy Davis first realized 
that it was his calling to 
serve as a firefighter when 
he began volunteering with 
the Muenster Volunteer Fire 
Department. “I loved every-
thing about the job,” he said. 
“I definitely credit some of 
the guys in Muenster for 
encouraging me to pursue 
firefighting as a career. They 
told me if they had to do it 
all over again, they would be 
a full-time firefighter. Adam 
Kasparek was also a huge 
influence on me. He was in 
fire academy when I began 
volunteering. He kept push-
ing me to pursue it as a ca-
reer. He is currently working 
in Grand Prairie as a fire-
fighter paramedic.”
  It was not Andy’s origi-
nal plan to have a career in 
firefighting. He graduated 
from UNT with a degree in 
General Business in the Fall 
of 2009. Andy then moved 
back to Muenster to work 
and joined the Muenster 
Volunteer Fire Department 
in May 2010. He served as 
a volunteer fireman there 
until being hired by the Ar-
lington Fire Department in 
September 2011.  
  Once Andy determined he 
really wanted a career as a 
firefighter, he began attend-
ing the Collin County Com-
munity College Fire Acad-
emy in the Spring of 2011. 

  There will be a talk/presentation at 11:45 a.m. in the 
downstairs of the Muenster KC Hall following the 10:30 
a.m. Mass on Sunday, Feb. 1. Speakers for the occasion will 
be two men who are working to bring fresh water to people 
in Bolivia.
  In 2012, two water-works specialists, Braulio Rojas and 
Jaime Rosa who work with the Bolivian non-governmental 
organization Suma Jayma, came to the Muenster area for 
three weeks of training on operating and maintaining a wa-
ter well drilling rig that would later be sent to them through 
the Panama Canal to Chile and up the Andean Mountains 
to the city of El Alto-La Paz (elevation 13,000’ above sea 
level). This was made possible in large part to the generos-
ity of people from the Muenster area.
  One of their key sponsors, Water Engineers for the Amer-
icas (WEFTA), is currently hosting two of their team in Al-
buquerque, NM. Jaime Rosa, who came up last time and 
Felix Vargas on his first trip to the U.S. (his first time to fly 
for that matter). There they are spending two weeks with 
follow-up training alongside drillers working in similar sub-
surface alluvial soils (sands and gravels) that they encoun-
ter in the Bolivian highlands, as they hone their drilling

He completed his Texas Fire 
Certification in 16 weeks. 
  Andy remarked, “The fire 
training was physically and 
mentally taxing. Days in fire 
academy were filled with 
things like dragging hose, 
throwing ladders, and run-
ning up and down stairs. 
There were weekly quizzes 
and tests that prepared can-
didates for the state certifica-
tion test. There were count-
less days when students 
left the drill field exhausted 
from training only to have 
to go home and study for a 
test the following day. At the 
end of the 16 weeks, random 
state skills are drawn for 
the recruits. These are job 
related, task oriented skills 
that each firefighter must 
show proficiency in to obtain 
their certification.” Andy’s 
next hurdle was to pass the 
state’s written exam. 
  With this accomplished, 
Andy began training at Col-
lin Community College for 
an EMT-Basic certification.  
The medical training in-
volved classroom, emergen-
cy room rotations, and fire 
department ride outs. 
  “After completing fire 
academy and my medical 
training, I began taking dif-
ferent fire departments’ en-
trance exams around DFW,” 
explained Andy. “Fire depart-
ment jobs are very sought af-
ter and competitive. I tested 
with over 1,400 candidates 
in Arlington. The top 250 go 
on to a physical test. The pool 

is further narrowed through 
panel interviews consisting 
of firefighters and officers. 
Final candidates are chosen 
after a chief interview in 
front of the fire department’s 
command staff made up of 
the fire chief and his assis-
tant chiefs.” 
  Andy made the cut and 
began his training in Arling-
ton on Sept. 19, 2011, his 
25th birthday. There were 
20 other recruits training 
with him. They took part in 
16 weeks of further medical 
training that included addi-
tional ride outs, emergency 
room rotations, and labor 
and delivery rotations.  
  Still the recruits were not 
ready as they were sent to 
another 16-week fire acad-
emy.  Andy noted, “This de-
pends on the city in which 
you are hired. Bigger cities 
like Dallas, Fort Worth, and 
Arlington will put on their 
own academies in order for 
recruits to learn the specific 
practices of that department. 
Training never ends in our 
job. All firefighters must ob-
tain a certain number of CE 
hours to keep their certifica-
tions through the state. New 
technology and ideas keep 
the fire service constantly 
evolving.”
  Fire Station 6, 2620 S. 
Collins Street in Arlington 
is where Andy works. The 
station has a 105’ ladder 
truck and an engine at this 
station. He said that each

the incentive to us to take on 
the project that shows it is 
going to be considerably less 
all the way through without 
some sweetener in the be-
ginning.

  The Board made a mo-
tion that OwnEnergy make 
a second proposal after their 
meeting with the County. 
The motion passed with a 
unanimous vote of 8-0.
  Director of Nursing Diane 
Neu reported an average 
daily census for December 
of 10.26, there were eight 
surgeries, 83 ER visits, and 
three patients in Wound 
Clinic. Wound Clinic is only 
held on Thursdays and De-
cember had two holidays fall 
on Thursdays, said MMH Ad-
ministrator Michael Kent.
  In his administrator’s re-
port, Kent said that he’s been 
approached by Veterans in 
the District who received VA 
Choice Program cards won-
dering if they could be used 
for MMH. Kent said he has 
requested an application for 
the Hospital District to re-
view, but it would be anoth-
er four to six weeks before 

it is received. Since MMH 
is more than 40 miles from 
the nearest VA facility, it is 
possible that Veterans could 
come to the Clinic and Hos-
pital. It would not cover the 
ER or any retail pharmacy, 
he noted.
  Kent said that there have 
been many issues with the 
phone system and they are 
reviewing a contract and 
proposal with a cloud-based 
phone system. The total 
start up cost is under $5,000 
and the monthly bill would 
be reduced. Also, there are 
new Medicaid requirements 
coming up that the new 
phone system would help to 
comply with.
  In other business, the 
Board:
  • Approved bad debt write 
off totaling $8,749.12 for the 
months of November and 
December - $1,063.34 for 
the MMH Health Clinic and 
$7,685.78 for the Hospital.
  • Approved reappoint-
ment of Bhupinder Khaira, 
M.D. for courtesy privileges 
as recommended .

  Q: Sometimes you hear the 
weather forecaster refer to “vir-
ga.” What is it?
  A:  Virga is a common weather 
feature, says John Nielsen-Gam-
mon of Texas A&M University. It 
refers to rain or snow that forms a 
wispy streak beneath a cloud and 
appears not to be reaching the 
ground. “Most of the virga people 
see today is usually composed 
of snow, since snow is so much 
brighter and easier to see than 
rain,” Nielsen-Gammon explains. 
“Even in the warm days of sum-
mer, the virga coming from the 
tall anvil-shaped thunderstorms 
is most likely snow, forming in the 
frigid temperatures 5-10 miles 
above the ground. Virga can also 
come from the base of a thunder-
storm and other types of clouds, 
and it can be mistaken for a tor-
nado at a distance because of its 
V-shaped appearance.”

  For more information on 
GAVA and the 2015 Schol-
arships visit www.gainesvil-
leareavisualarts.org. 

apparatus is assigned with 
four people.  There is a cap-
tain who is in charge of the 
ladder truck and a lieuten-
ant who is in charge of the 
engine. A driver is assigned 
to each apparatus. Two fire-
fighters ride in the back of 
each apparatus.  
  “This station is also the 
Hazardous Materials Re-
sponse Team station,” Andy 
noted. “We have a utility 
truck and haz-mat truck at 
our station that we will staff 
if there is some sort of haz-
mat call. This can be some-
thing as simple as a fuel 
spill or as complex as a large 
chemical release. Working 
at this station allows mem-
bers to receive extra training 
through U.S. Homeland De-
fense Department.”  
  Last year, Andy attended 

a radiation emergency class 
at the Las Vegas nuclear 
test site as well as a railcar 
emergency class in Pueblo, 
CO.  He added that he plans 
on attending more classes 
this year including one at 
the National Fire Academy 
in Maryland.
  Asked what he likes about 
his job, Andy responded, “I 
think my favorite part of the 
job is the variety. We work 
24-hour shifts. No two shifts 
are ever the same. We have 
things on the schedule each 
day such as training, con-
tinuing education, or projects 
around the station. These 
can always change depend-
ing on the number and tim-
ing of calls at the station. 
  “Arlington Station 6 re-
sponded to over 5,000 calls 
last year. Even with all 

these things on the schedule, 
we still have to do the daily 
chores around the station.  
We cook and clean the sta-
tion and the trucks daily. It 
really is my second family at 
the fire station.”   
  Firefighting is a demand-
ing job, but one filled with 
rewards for those who en-
joy helping others. Asked 
what he’s seen or done as a 
firefighter that has left an 
impression Andy answered, 

“The biggest impression that 
has been left on me is the 
gratitude of people we come 
in contact with. They call us 
on one of the worst days of 
their lives. There’s no great-
er feeling than to be able to 
show up and fix whatever 
their problem is in that mo-
ment.  
  “I also love the relation-
ships I have made through 
the fire service. I have lifelong 
friends I met in fire academy. 
My crew is my second family. 
We spend every third day 
together.”
  Andy is the son of Kelly and 
Karen Davis of Muenster. He 
is the second oldest of nine 
children - eight boys and one 
girl. He graduated from Sa-
cred Heart High.
  “I am sure my parents 
had their doubts when I was 
bouncing around schools and 
careers,” remarked Andy. 
“They stuck with me through 
it all and supported me in 
all my decisions. I’m truly 
blessed to be where I am now 
and I wouldn’t trade my job 
for the world.”

  In 1985, the United States 
Congress passed the Farm 
Bill, which in-turn created 
the Beef Promotion and Re-
search Act. Creation of this 
Act gave American beef pro-
ducers the ability to create 
a mandatory “National Beef 
Checkoff” program if they so 
desired.
  Producers from all sectors 
of the beef industry believed 
investing in the future and 
increasing demand for their 
product was essential. There-
fore, these producers held 
a nationwide referendum, 
which passed overwhelm-
ingly with 79% of producers 
voting in favor of making the 
Checkoff program manda-
tory.
  When the Checkoff was 
enacted in 1985, I was just 
beginning my own cattle op-
eration; nevertheless I knew 
the program was extremely 
important for the success of 
my new business.
  Cattle raisers across the 
country asked for the pro-

gram to be built on several 
key principles. They asked 
that all producers and im-
porters pay the equivalent of 
one dollar per head each time 
a beef animal is sold. These 
funds are collected at the 
state level by each Qualified 
State Beef Council.
  The Cattlemen’s Beef 
Board, which consists of 
103 beef producers, collects 
50 cents of each dollar for 
national programs, and 50 
cents is retained by the State 
Beef Councils. Each Beef 
Council has producers who 
sit on the Board to determine 
how much should be invested 
in local, state, and national 
programs.
  Through the Checkoff, we 
have made great strides in 
promoting the beef industry. 
It has given us the resources 
to better promote high quality 
U.S. beef, increase demand in 
foreign countries, and create 
product-enhancement and 
beef-safety research pro-
grams to address important 
safety and quality issues. It 
has allowed us to invest an 
average of $4 million annual-
ly on beef-safety and product-
technology research.
  Further, the Checkoff has 

allowed the beef industry 
to invest more in important 
research relating to the nu-
tritional value of beef. This 
reliable research proves that 
American cattle raisers pro-
duce one of the healthiest and 
most wholesome food prod-
ucts worldwide. It has also 
enabled producers to imple-
ment a national radio and 
print advertising campaign to 
deliver positive beef industry 
messages to consumers.
  Additionally, the program 
has helped us identify suc-
cessful management practic-
es through Beef Quality As-
surance (BQA) to strengthen 
consumer confidence in beef, 
and it has allowed us to in-
troduce new products into the 
marketplace over the years. 
In fact, since 1996, more 
than 2,500 new beef products 
addressing consumer prefer-
ences reached the market.
  You might notice that there 
is a trend with the way the 
National Beef Checkoff is 
set up. The program was 
invented, implemented, and 
is overseen by producers. 
This bottom-up, grassroots 
approach is what has made 
the program a success.
  Recently, the United States 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) Secretary, Tom Vil-
sack announced that he 
planned to implement a new 
Checkoff program under 
the Commodity Promotion, 
Research and Information 
Act of 1996 that would have 
turned the current program 
upside down, therefore mak-
ing it run from a top-down 
approach.
  Sec. Vilsack’s proposal was 
developed by the federal gov-
ernment, and it would have 
given much more power to 
the Secretary of Agriculture 
by allowing the Secretary to 
appoint Board members from 
the general public with no 
vested interest in the cattle 
industry, such as groups like 
the Humane Society of the 
United States (HSUS). Ad-
ditionally, Sec. Vilsack’s pro-
posal did not require import-
ers to pay into the Checkoff, 
and it would have allowed up 
to 15% in administrative and 
functioning expenses.
  Fortunately, in December 
of 2014, Congress passed an 
Omnibus Appropriations bill, 
which explicitly prevents the 
USDA from using any funds 
for a Checkoff program under 
the 1996 Act. Passage of the 
Omnibus provided enough 
leverage to make Sec. Vilsack 
abandon his plan. The Texas 
and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association (TSCRA) 
appreciates the efforts of 
many beef producers who 
reached out to their federal 
elected officials to voice their 
opposition to Sec. Vilsack’s 
proposal.
  The bottom line is this – 
grassroots producers have 
been the foundation of the 
National Beef Checkoff pro-
gram since it was established 
in 1985. With an $11.20 re-
turn on every dollar invested 
in the program, there is no 
denying it has been a tremen-
dous success.
  Nobody knows the beef in-
dustry better than the cattle-
men and women across the 
country. We must continue 
investing in the future of our 
product so we can continue 
feeding the nation. I believe 
it is crucial that we always 
remember the key principles 
the National Beef Checkoff 
was founded on so we can 
make sure it remains a suc-
cess for many years to come.

Food fear could lead to 
out-of-control labeling

  Over 80% of Americans support “mandatory labels on food 
containing DNA.”
  So says a recent survey conducted by the Oklahoma State 
University Department of Agriculture Economics, as re-
ported by The Washington Post. And it’s the same numbers 
that support labeling of GMO foods.
  According to Oklahoma State Economist Jayson Lusk, a 
government-imposed label on foods containing DNA might 
look something like this:
  WARNING: This product contains deoxyribonucleic acid 
(DNA). The Surgeon General has determined that DNA is 
linked to a variety of diseases in both humans and animals. 
In some configurations, it is a risk factor for cancer and heart 
disease. Pregnant women are at very high risk of passing on 
DNA to their children.
  A little scary, huh? No, not that DNA is in food. Of course 
DNA is in food. It is the building block of life. Most of us 
learned that—or should have learned that—in school. It’s 
frightening as 80% believe DNA should be labeled.
  Then look again. Why shouldn’t they? We are bombarded 
with 10-second messages constantly on social media, televi-
sion, and the internet. It’s an age of instant gratification. 
If you need to research 10 minutes to find the truth about 
something, it probably ain’t going to happen.
  That continues to be a huge problem for agriculture as 
technology evolves to produce more food with fewer resources. 
Modern methods like biotechnology are misunderstood and 
easily blown out of proportion by activists who think you 
should eat differently.
  It boils down to consumers without knowledge about 
genetics or biotechnology and who aren’t real interested in 
learning. If consumers are misled and allow excessive and 
unnecessary warning labels, real dangers will get lost in 
the shuffle.
  So does agriculture hunker down and let the masses have 
their way? Or use the tools and methods like social media to 
go directly to consumers and tell our story.
  The choice is apparent to me. Meanwhile, here’s the food 
label I’d like to see:
  WARNING: This product contains fresh, wholesome ingre-
dients and is grown with care by a farm family. The Surgeon 
General has determined it will be good for your health.
  That’s the story we need to tell.

National Beef Checkoff - A 
successful grassroots program

For the week ending Jan. 24, 
Texas auctions quoted feeder 
cattle prices $2 to $15 lower 
per hundredweight (cwt). 
Texas direct feeder cattle 
sales were down $4 to $12, 
with prices continuing to fol-
low futures markets lower. 
Fed cattle weekly cash sales 
were lower at $160 per cwt. 
Wholesale beef values were 
lower than last week, down 
2.6% to $253.74 for Choice 
Grade beef cut-out and down 
1.4% to $247.23 for Select 
Grade. Weekly net export 
sales for Jan. 9-15 totaled 

9,600 metric tons (MT), down 
14% from a week ago, and 
export shipments of 11,000 
MT were 13% lower in com-
parison to last week.
  Wheat cash prices in Texas 
were down 12 cents to $5.27 
per bushel, and futures prices 
experienced a 2.3% decrease 
to settle at $5.64. The Texas 
winter wheat crop is 95% 
emerged, up two points from 
last year and one point from 
the average. Forty-three 
percent of the wheat crop is 
in excellent or good condition. 
Net export sales for wheat 

were up 61% from last week, 
and 69% from the prior four-
week average. Shipments 
were 24% higher than the 
previous week, but 8% lower 
than the weekly average.
  Texas corn cash prices were 
only a cent lower, and corn fu-
tures prices were unchanged 
after a volatile week. Corn 
export sales were up more 
than double again from the 
previous week and four-week 
average. Export shipments 
were 91% higher than last 
week and 31% higher than 
the average.
  Nearly all of the state 
recorded precipitation last 
week, with parts of the Texas 
Panhandle and all of Central 
and East Texas recording 
one-half inch or more. Last 
week’s U.S. Drought Moni-
tor for Texas showed drought 
conditions near unchanged 
with about 60% of the state 
experiencing some level of 
drought intensity, unchanged 
from last week. On the na-
tional level, more than 46% 
of the U.S. is experiencing 
abnormal dryness or some 
degree of drought, up almost 
2% from last week.
  Crude oil futures fell to 
$45.59 per barrel; that’s its 
lowest price so far this year. 
The European Central Bank 
also announced an economic 
stimulus plan aimed at reviv-
ing the Eurozone economy.

  It really is a matter of out 
of sight, out of mind, but ra-
don can pose a health danger 
for some Texas homeowners, 
and they’re being reminded 
of the importance of testing 
for the invisible and odorless 
radioactive gas. 
  Chris Van Deusen, a press 
officer with the Texas De-
partment of State Health 
Services, says Texas is not a 
real high area of concern for 
radon, but does have some 
regions where it can be an 
issue.
  “Most notably parts of the 
Panhandle and parts of far 
west Texas that have kind of 
a moderate potential for ra-
don and a couple of counties 
sort of in central Texas, the 
hill country that are in that 
category,” he says. “But most 
of the state really has a low 
potential for radon.”
  Radon test kits can be 
purchased at most hardware 
stores, and if a home is found 
to have high levels, the fix can 
be relatively simple with the 
installation of a mitigation 
system.
  And for smokers, radon can 
compound their risk.
  “We’re talking about breath-
ing in a gas,” Van Deusen 
points out. “It’s lung cancer 
that radon typically causes 
and that obviously can really

increase the chances since 
smoking is such a risk factor 
for lung cancer as well. 
  “So if people are smokers, 
that may double the reasons 
to do one of these tests.”
  Radon is a naturally occur-
ring gas that comes up from 
the ground from the decay of 
uranium.
