We can have better national 
defense for less money. That is 
t h e  substance of an article by 
Francis and Katharine Drake in 
the February issue of The Read­
er’s Digest.

Close to 100 per cent 
of young men taken into th e  
Army get out after o n e  hitch, 
along with 94 per cent in the

This incredibly high loss,
1 in the Drakes’ view, results 
largely from the fact that “ in 

I an age of unprecedented pros­
perity we are imposing von our 

’ servicemen, a n d  on .their fam* 
ilies, hand-to-mouth living con­
ditions which would not be tol­
erated in civilian life.” That 

i policy, they go on, is not saving 
the taxpayers any money —. “on 
the contrary, the alarming turn­
over of manpower is costing us 
enormous sums in everlasting 

j re-training programs.” And all 
' t h a t  lengthy and expensive 
training is being given to men 
who will leave the service as 

J soon as the law allows.
1 Modern weapons ' are compli- 
cated and almost unbelievably 

| costly, and it takes top-flight 
! technicians to handle them. In 
the Air Force, the Drakes write, 
the average cost of equipment 
per man is $80,000, as against 
$11,000 for General Motors. A 
five-man bomber crew is en­
trusted with $8 million worth of 
aircraft. It takes three years to 
train an electronics expects, and 
the cost to the government (that 
is, the taxpayers) is $20,000 — 
and if he quits at the end of a 
four-year hitch, as most do, he 
is of full value only for one year, 
as the Dranes put it, “Thus we 

j always have f o u r  men for a 
highly skilled job — one man 
doing it, a second m a n  being 
trained to take over, a third to 
take his place, and so on.”

It’s even worse in the case of 
officers. As an extreme example, 
the Drakes cite a captain qual­
ified to fly and command an in­
tercontinental atom bomber. His 
pay is $7,000 a year — and if he 
leaves the service it costs $618,- 
000 to replace him.

The,Drakes points to the tre­
mendous difference between ci­
vilian pay and related benefits 
and military pay a n d  related 
benefits. It is commonplace for 
an unskilled laborer to receive 
better pay than a master ser­
geant of 18 years’ service hold­
ing a job of critical importance 
that demands very high skills.

Their solution, as can be

IT IS THE FASHION today to 
look upon humility as being an 
unhealthy state of mind bound 
up with an "inferiority complex.” 
Aggressive self-assertion and in­
sistence on one’s worth are 
looked upon as sure signs of 
sanity and balance.

But humility is not unhealthy 
for it is based on truth and the 
knowledge of one's complete de­
pendence upon God. The man 
who is not humble is living in a 
world of fantasy, dreaming silly 
Images of'his supposed import­
ance.

WITHOUT HUMILITY we do
things for others, v/ell-mean- 
ingly and at great cost to our­
selves, only to find that we hurt 
and offend. For instance, the 
United States performs gigantic 
deeds of humanitarlanism and 
yet we fail to win respect. We 
can’t help but wonder why these 
deeds, done in the name of 
brotherhood, meet with no suc­
cess.

I think it is the proud, patron­
izing way in which we confer our 
benefits that causes resentment. 
We proclaim ourselves “ the 
moral leaders of the world” and 
from this high and mighty plat- 
-torm we distribute our doles.

WHAT IS LACKING to us is
humility . . .  or, to use a better 
understood word, tact. The tact­
ful man Is a humble man. He 
does a good deed with no sign of 
pride or superiority and without 
forcing his services.

If you intend to follow “the 
way of brotherhood” ; the way 
of goodness and kindness that 
helps make life worth living, you 
have to learn this all important 
secret. You have to learn to 
become “ meek and humble of 
heart.”

Coastal Bermuda roots will be ' 
heavy on account of Its increas­
ing popularity among landown­
ers who want an improved pas­
ture or waterway.

Local Soil Conservation Serv- 
ive personnel remind a l l  land- 
owners who wish to plant Ber­
muda roots for pastures or wat­
erways to get a g o o d  seedbed 
prepared as soon as possible.- A 
good seedbed is necessary for a 
successful planting of any grass. 
Prepare a good seedbed early, 
use good fresh roots and a stand 
in practically assured.

Soil Conservation Service tech­
nicians also remind landowners 
that, sweet clover in the crop ro­
tation is the cheapest way to 
provide a protective cover for 
the soil, increase ite amount of 
water intake, break up 'com­
pacted plow pans, increase the 
organic matter and nitrogen con­
tent of the land and improve soil 
condition generally. A sweet 
clover crop can also provide a 
lot of high protein grazing for 
cattle during the spring and 
summer months. So plan now to 
giye your soil fertility a boost 
by growing a crops of Madrid, 
Biennial White or Hubam sweet 
clover.

How’s Your Score 
On Traffic Laws

The past eighteen years exper­
ience of the Texas Safety Associ­
ation reveals that many Texas 
drivers and pedestrians have mis­
conceptions about traffic l aws .  
Here are seven such misconcep­
tions — how is your score?

1. The driver on the right al­
ways has the right-of-way at an 
intersection. Not so; Texas law 
states that the car entering the 
intersection first Has the right- 
of way. When two cars approach 
the intersection from different 
directions at approximately th e  
-same time the driver of the ve­
hicle on the left shall yield the

! right-of-way to the vehicle on 
j the right. /

2. Pedestrians must yield to 
1 cars at intersections where there 
I are no traffic lights. Wrong! The 
j law give pedestrians the right- 
! of-way, with certain limitations, 
! at’ all marked crosswalks.

3. When a school bus stops to 
j  pick up or discharge children, 
| you have to stop if you are be­
hind it and traveling in the same

I direction. This is onty partly cor- 
! rect. Texas law requires you to 
I stop in such cases no matter in 
! which direction you a r e  driv-
l ine-

4. You don’t have to stop on 
yellow when a traffic signal is 
changing from green to red.. 
Wrong! The Caution, or yellow 
light is a signal that the red or 
Stop signal will be exhibited im­
mediately thereafter and vehicu­
lar traffic shall not enter or be 
crossing the intersection w h e n  
the red or Stop signal is ex­
hibited.

5. You can make a turn any 
time as long as you signal. That’s 
incorrect. To make a turn, you 
have to be in the proper lane 
and you are required to signal at 
least 100 feet before you turn.

6. You may pass any time you 
see an opening. Wrong, again. 
Texas law says that you have to 
give a *car coming from the op­
posite direction at least 100 feet 
clearance after you have passed. 
You cannot pass at all when ap­
proaching within 100 feet of a 
bridge, viaduct or tunnel; or 
traversing an intersection or rail­
road crossing. The passing laws, 
of course, contain many other 
specific limitations.

7. Drivers must watch out for 
pedestrians walking on the road­
way. This is a good idea, but the 
law says a pedestrian must walk 
on the left side of the road or on 
the left shoulder. It is also illegal 
to walk in a roadway if a side­
walk is provided.
