Since Tuesday, Sept. 8,
Sacred Heart Parish offices
are in a new location. Previ-
ously, the Parish offices were
located in the downstairs
of the old sisters’ convent.
That building had structural
problems and it became one
of the Parish’s long-range
goals to construct a new of-
fice building. That goal came
to fruition as groundwork
began in February.

What was to have been a
three month project ticked
into 153 days due to the un-
usually rainy weather this
spring. The area experienced
more than 50 inches of rain
in those early months.

Office Manager Stacie
Forshee recalls. “It rained
constantly. A 90 day project
turned into 153 days because
of all the rain.”

Those who work in the
Parish offices agree that it
was well worth the wait. For-
shee noted, “Having a build-
ing with central heat and air
is really nice. In the other of-
fice, each room had its own
little wall unit that didn’t
work very well. Sometimes,
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Sacred Heart Parish moved into its new office building at 212 E. Sixth Street, officially opening for business
on Tuesday, Sept. 8. The facility includes office space for all the Parish staff, a meeting room, a records stor-
age room, and a work room. An open house is anticipated for early to mid October. Exterior work is still in

progress.

the water cooler would be
down and sometimes we’d
smell gas and have to turn
the gas off. When it would
rain, you'd have to check ev-
erywhere (for leaks) and put
buckets up. There’d be drips
everywhere.”

Included in the new build-
ing are a reception area,
meeting room, work room,
nine offices, file room, stor-
age closets, and bathrooms.
According to Sacred Heart
Pastor Fr. Ken, they includ-
ed more offices than they
currently use as they made
accommodations for possible
future needs. Parish records
are kept in fireproof cabi-
nets.

Day-to-day operations of
the Parish and business op-
erations of the School take
place in the offices. Parish
groups such as the Build-
ing Maintenance Commit-
tee, Finance, and Pastoral
Council will now take place
in the new meeting room.
Other groups may be able to
use the room on request and
with availability.

There will be an open
house at a future date yet
to be determined. According
to Fr. Ken, the open house

and dedication will probably
take place in early to mid
October. Although the staft
has moved and is operating
out of the new facility, there
are still a number of things
that are not yet completed
and work is being done both
inside and out.

Fr. Ken has set Sunday,
Sept. 20 at 2 p.m. to meet
and discuss what will be next
in plans for the Parish. Sev-
eral years ago, parishioners
participated in an All Things
Possible campaign. Money
raised during that campaign
could be used to make im-
provement in the Parish. Pa-
rishioners shared their ideas
for what was wanted and or
needed and from these ideas
a list of priorities developed.
The top three priorities have
been completed with the
Parish office building being
number three. The fourth
item on that list is a new
chapel. Everyone is encour-
aged to attend the meeting
on Sept. 20 to share their ad-
vice and give input.

Parish staff includes Pas-
tor Fr. Ken Robinson, Facili-
ties Manager Ernie Martin,
Director of Religious Educa-

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This baptismal font was once a part of the church
used in Sacred Heart Parish that stood from 1898
until 1949 when construction began for the current
church which was completed in 1954. Although no-
body is certain of when the baptismal font was pur-
chased or where it came from, there are photos of it
in the 1898 church. It was moved to the old parish
hall where Mass as held during the construction pe-
riod of the present church. The baptismal font then
experienced several moves as it was stored in the
basement, the elementary school attic, and then a
back room of the Sisters’ convent. Eventually, a pa-
rishioner, who wishes to remain anonymous, discov-
ered it and paid to have the beautiful piece of Parish
history restored. The font is now in Sacred Heart
Church. It is hoped that it may one day be placed in
a new Parish chapel. According to SH Pastor Fr. Ken
Robinson, if you were baptized in Sacred Heart Par-
ish in 1953 or earlier, you were very likely baptized
in this font.

July permits to drill

The Railroad Commission of Texas issued a total of 979
original drilling permits in July 2015 compared to 2,419 in
July 2014. The July total included 798 permits to drill new
oil and gas wells, 18 to re—enter existing well bores, and 163
for re—completions. Permits issued in July 2015 included 240
oil, 81 gas, 589 oil and gas, 61 injection, two service, and six
other permits.

June crude oil production
Texas preliminary June 2015 crude oil production averaged
2,433,903 barrels daily, up from the 2,157,001 barrels daily
average of June 2014.
The preliminary Texas crude oil production figure for
June 2015 is 73,017,089 barrels, up from 64,710,024 barrels
reported during June 2014.

July oil and gas completions
In July 2015, operators reported 1,510 oil, 235 gas, 37 injec-
tion, and nine other completions compared to 1,958 oil, 234
gas, 73 injection, and eight other completions in July 2014.
Total well completions for 2015 year to date are 13,333
down from 18,101 recorded during the same period in
2014.
Operators reported 430 holes plugged and four dry holes
in July 2015 compared to 302 holes plugged and zero dry
holes in July 2014.

June natural gas production

Texas oil and gas wells produced 615,762,474 Mcf (thou-
sand cubic feet) of gas based upon preliminary production
figures for June 2015 up from the June 2014 preliminary gas
production total of 602,891,617 Mcf. Texas preliminary June
total gas production averaged 20,525,416 Mcf a day.

Texas production in June 2015 came from 169,083 oil wells
and 90,567 gas wells.

The finance issues I have been discussing in my last three
articles led to the School Board and me contacting a group
of Muenster citizens to explore the possibility to setting up a
School Foundation to assist and support the School District
in troubled financial times. Let me review these issues:

* Legislature brought down the school district mainte-
nance and operations (M & O) tax rate from a maximum
of $1.50 to a maximum of $1.04 without an election and
$1.17 with a Tax Rollback (Ratification) Election. The $.46
difference was to be made up through different franchise
and “sin” taxes. Since then, taxes have been cut even more,
leaving a “Structural Deficit” in the system where there is a
shortfall in revenue to expenditures. Expenditures continue
to rise. Revenue for many schools is stuck at 2010-11 lev-
els. So there is less money each year to run our school —not
because of poor management or wasteful spending—but be-
cause of this shortage of money set up in the system.

¢ Even though the MISD could go to the voters and ask
for an increase in the M & O rate by as much as $.13, this
would not make a great deal of sense because Muenster ISD
is subject to the state’s system of “Recapture” which would
take a portion of the money raised and distribute it to dis-
tricts with less property wealth. So, in reality, we are lim-
ited to the $1.04 M & O rate and what it will bring in.

® The MISD does have some capacity in the Interest and
Sinking (I & S) portion of the tax rate, which is now $.36
(Maximum is $.50). This portion of the tax rate can only be
used for debt payments on buildings, construction, and capi-
tal outlay. All the new facilities at MISD have been achieved
using bond elections presented to the community and being
paid off using this I & S portion of the tax rate. Because
the M & O portion of our tax rate is not an option for funds,
the School Board and I are exploring the possibility of us-
ing short term bonds to make capital outlay purchases of
school buses and vehicles, computers and technology, and
other equipment. This would not be subject to recapture, all
taxpayers would be included, and it would take competing
expenditures out of the M & O side of the budget where the
teacher and staff salaries are. At this time when a bus or
computer is purchased, it comes out of the same “pie” as the
teacher’s salary.

e In 2011, Legislature cut $5.2 billion in funding to ed-
ucation in spite of growing numbers of special needs and
educationally disadvantaged students and the addition of
about 70,000 students per year to the Texas ISD student
rosters.

This brings me back to my first statement. When the
School Board hired me, one of the first things I did was
to review the finances at Muenster ISD. I found that they
have been handled in a thoughtful and frugal manner, yet
there is not enough money to do the things that need to be
done for the children and faculty/staff. Because of the fac-
tors listed above, programs had to be cut and a reduction in
force occurred. The budget is more frugal than the district
I came from in South Texas. We have an excellent District
with a deficit budget. Most of the districts around us have
deficit budgets, as well. Some get similar academic results
as Muenster. Some don’t. I believe they are all working hard
and doing the best they can for their communities. They
all have the same structural deficit to deal with that I de-
scribed above.

In researching school foundations, we found that more
school districts have them than don’t. We contacted the
Highland Park Education Foundation to talk to the Muen-
ster citizens at our first meeting. Jan Peterson, the Foun-
dation president, told us that they had been in existence
since the 1980s but had really become an integral part of
the budget, providing about 15% of the Highland Park ISD
school budget, since the Recapture or “Robin Hood.” Foun-
dations are not subject to recapture. They coordinate with
the PTOs, the Booster Club, and the community to provide
funds for teacher salaries, technology, teacher training,
teacher grants, curriculum development, and many other
direct instructional activities. Of course this takes a great
deal of organization and dedication. Highland Park has a
paid staff, but most foundations run with volunteers.

The Board and I did not know what to expect from the
first meeting, but the attendees were excited and wanted
to have another meeting, so we met again on Aug. 31 with
Debbie Sharpe of NCTC as the guest speaker. Ms. Sharpe
is an expert on foundations and helps to make the NCTC
Foundation very effective. She spoke to the group about
things to do and not to do when setting up a foundation and
gave some valuable documentation.

Allen Fleitman has taken a leadership role on the fledgling
committee. He brought Jon Henley, attorney with Adams,
Bennett, Duncan, and Henley. At this meeting, Jon assisted
the group with a draft of by-laws and organizational struc-
ture. We were just seeing what the level of interest would
be, but folks like Allen, Emily Klement, Susan Hermes,
Johnny and JoAnn Pagel, Tom and Judy Flusche, Dennis
Hess, Jane Monday, and Cliff Sicking have convinced us to
move ahead. We may not be able to depend on the Legisla-
ture to fix school funding. Perhaps we can solve some of the
problems in the community by the community.

The poem You Went First
was written by Shelly
Trubenbach in memory of
Tony and the love of his life
Thelma, and was read by Toni
Trubenbach as follows: “You
went first and I remained.
But I was so alone. So many
memories all around, a gar-
den of reminders of all the
love we had known.

“Each season brought new

flowers, roses, thistles, blue
bonnets too. Baby calves, or-
ange and brown fall leaves.
They all reminded me of
you.

“You went first and I re-
mained to try and carry on.
But the days seemed long
and the nights would never
dawn.

“Today I hear your voice,
and see that smile and no
longer blindly grope be-
cause your tender loving
hand reaches out to me with
hope.

“Though you went first
and I remained, you did just
what I thought you’d do. You
slowly walked and waited
and now I've caught up to
you.

“I make sure to take each
step, you take. Forever, they
will be the same. Now we
walk on happy trails, be-
cause I heard you call my
name.”

Levi Trubenbach wrote
and gave the eulogy. He said,
“Tony John Trubenbach, Jr.
was born in Muenster on
Oct. 5, 1915 to parents Tony
Sr. and Lena Temple Truben-
bach. He had five siblings:
Catherine, wife of Henry
Voth, Alois married to Lou-
ise Schmitt, Margrete, Joe
married to Cecilia Gieb, and
Martin married to Lena Mae
Schmitz. The family was
raised on a ranch north of
Muenster where they made
a living farming and ranch-
ing.

“As a child, Tony attended
Sacred Heart School, but we
were told that he let Latin
get the best of him in the
ninth grade, so he left school
and continued to farm and
ranch. Work then was in-
credibly difficult, filled with
much more manual labor
than we think about today.
I have heard many stories
about digging post-holes
with a rock bar, and plowing
behind a horse. I know Tony
worked incredibly hard to
take care of his farm and his
animals.

On Oct. 6, 1936, the day af-
ter he turned 21, Tony mar-
ried his soul mate, Thelma
Fette. But the two were not
always the best of friends,
apparently. I dont know
how many times he told us,
but I never got tired of hear-
ing stories about Thelma’s
horse, Bailey. Apparently,
Bailey made a frequent
habit of stealing oats from
Tony’s horse. They obviously
worked it out, and eventu-
ally formed one of the most
special relationships I have
ever known.

“The couple worked to-
gether in all aspects of
life, including investments
in many industries. They
opened Tony’s Seed and

Tony Trubenbach, Jr.

Feed in 1952, and a feedlot
in the 1960s. But Tony’s real
passion was ranching. He
loved horses and cattle. In
1981, he won an Outstand-
ing Farmer Award in Cooke
County, and in 1995, he won
an Outstanding Conserva-
tionist Award for Montague
County.

“Some of my favorite mem-
ories were spent listening to
him talk about his younger
years. I loved it. One of my
favorites happened in Fort
Worth where he was entered
in the calf roping. Tony said
he roped his calf right out of
the box, but quickly realized
that he had bitten off a little
more than he could chew. Ap-
parently this particular calf
was a little bigger than he
was anticipating, and it took
him several minutes to get
him flanked and tied down.
He said that when he finally
threw his hands in the air,
the announcer said, ‘Time
for Tony Trubenbach, an
hour and a halfl’ He always
cracked up at that point.

“He was truly an amaz-
ing man. He never stopped
working. I'm not sure when
he thinks he actually retired.
I think he eventually just
got weaned from every little
task, until he didn’t have
anything left to do. Until his
early nineties, he was always
the one to run the iron when
we branded in the fall, and
we finally had to take away
his table saw at 95, when he
almost cut off his thumb.

“When I think about Tony
and Thelma, summer ship-
ping season always comes
to mind. Their job was al-
ways to lead the trucks from
town to wherever we had the
cattle lotted. Thelma usually
showed up with coffee, and
often a snack, and Tony took
his place with his Hot Shot,
right next to the loading
chute, every time.

“Like Fathersaidlastnight
at the vigil, you can’t talk
about Tony or Thelma, with-
out talking about the other.
Rarely did you ever see one
without the other. They were
well known by many people
across the country, and an
icon in our community. They
were loved by many people

of whom are in here today.
They often spoke very highly
of their friends and business
partners, and had many fam-
ily members who meant the
world to them. They loved
to sit on the back porch and
watch the kids play in the lot
behind their house, and they
spent a lot of time telling us
stories about their nieces,
nephews, and all the young
people they had watched
grow into adults. Tony and
Thelma left a legacy. They
turned business into some-
thing much, much more for
many people. I know that
there are many people in
here who have their own tes-
tament to that.

“I know that they were
appreciative for every one
of you in their lives. And I
know that Tony would want
me to specifically thank each
of you, especially those who
showed him unwavering
friendship up to the end of
his life. Among many others,
his friends Tom, Roy, Joe,
and Don Hartman, Loyd
Trubenbach, Jimmy Jack
Biffle, Joe Hellman, and their
wives were very important
to him. Specifically his spe-
cial friend, Larry Hennigan.
Those two spent countless
hours together, and I know
that Larry brought Tony a
lot of comfort. For that, we
are very thankful.

“Tony and Thelma had a
truly special marriage. Tony
told us specifically that they
never had a single meaning-
ful argument in their rela-
tionship. One of his favorite
things to say about making a
marriage work for that long
was, You just have to start
with the right one.” After 77
years of marriage, Tony was
by her side as she went to
meet God. That is an exam-
ple, not just for me, my sister,
the rest of our family, but for
the entire community and
everyone who knew them.
They lived a life of loyalty,
dedication, and truly showed
us how to live the Sacrament
of Marriage, and for that, I
am eternally thankful.

“Since I gave the eulogy
at Thelma’s funeral, I have
known that I would be given
the opportunity to speak at
Tony’s. Today is a day that I
have both feared and looked
forward to for a very long
time. On one hand, I have
lost the patriarch of my fam-
ily. I have lost a mentor and
a hero I have looked up to for
my whole life. I have lost the
man who gave me every op-
portunity in life. But on the
other hand, I cannot think of
anything more special to me
than the honor of standing to
speak about such an inspira-
tional man and wife. It is the
greatest honor with which I

y
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have been blessed.

“I know that they didn’t
want me to talk about them,
but today would not be com-
plete without me speaking
for my father and my uncle
Richard and their wives.
There are no words to de-
scribe their admiration for
Tony and Thelma. There are
no words to express their ap-
preciation. I have watched
these two for my entire life,
with actions, rather than
words, absolutely idolize
and dedicate their lives to
Tony and Thelma. Thereis no
doubt in my mind that Tony
and Thelma loved them, just
the same. I am forever in-
debted to them, and I can
only pray that I can make
them proud and continue
their legacy through the

works of my life.

“I can’t help but think that
all of Tony’s hard work, all
of his good deeds for people,
and all of his struggles since
the loss of his wife, are now
fully compensated many
times over. I have no doubt
that he is happy, next to God,
and next to Thelma.”

MHA Texas releases comprehensive
report: “Texas Suicide Safer Schools”

Mental Health America
of Texas (MHA Texas) has
released the “Texas Suicide
Safer Schools” comprehen-
sive report as support for
Texas school districts, teach-
ers, and parents in honor of
this year’s Suicide Preven-
tion Week, Sept 6-12. Writ-
ten by Drs. Scott and Donna
Polland, national experts in
school suicide prevention, in
collaboration with the Texas
Department of State Health
Services and MHA Texas,
the report stresses that al-
though suicide is the second
leading killer of older teens
and the third leading killer
of youth aged 10-24, Texas
educators are empowered
by recent legislation so they
can make a difference in cre-
ating suicide safer schools.

According to Lynn Lasky
Clark, president and CEO of

rin is effective

widely from hospital to hospi-
tal, but overall, more than half
of all heart-attack patients were
placed on high-dose aspirin.

“Studies have shown that
low-dose aspirin is just as ef-
fective as high-dose aspirin at
preventing future heart attacks
and it’s safer,” said Dr. Sandeep
Das, assistant professor of In-
ternal Medicine. Dr. Das is se-
nior author of the study, which
was recently published in Cir-
culation: Cardiovascular Qual-
ity and Outcomes.

High-dose aspirin is more
likely to cause bleeding prob-
lems. Previous guidelines for
treatment of heart-attack pa-
tients who had stents placed
called for high-dose aspirin,
and the researchers surmised
that many physicians are sim-
ply prescribing the higher dose
due to that guidance.

MHA Texas, “The report will
be particularly helpful to
those who need to know how
to implement new laws re-
lating to suicide prevention
in schools.” She points out
that “House Bill 2186, just
passed, requires all school
district and open enrollment
charter school staff orienta-
tion for new employees to
include best practice suicide
prevention training on an
annual basis.”

Another bill passed in the
last legislative session re-
quires suicide prevention
training for teachers in edu-
cation training programs to
also use a best practice based
program (Senate Bill 674).

According to Merily Keller,
MHA Texas statewide mas-
ter trainer in suicide preven-
tion, “The key to suicide safer
schools is a comprehensive
suicide prevention and post-
vention approach with train-
ing for everyone in a school,
and plans and procedures
that everyone understands
and can implement.” The
Suicide Safer Schools report
points out that a pre-report
survey done by the authors
indicated that “Although
100% of school staff sur-
veyed in suburban districts
indicated that they had the
confidence and skills for in-
tervening with a suicidal
student, only 50% in rural
districts and 40% in urban
districts, expressed they
were confident to somewhat
confident in their skills.”

Best practice based train-
ing programs for suicide
prevention are reviewed in

the “Suicide Safer Schools
Report,” and are to be re-
viewed and posted annually
on the websites of the Texas
Department of State Health
Services, (DSHS), the Texas
Education Agency (TEA),
and each Texas Regional
Education Service Center
(ESC). The list is also avail-
able at the MHA Texas web-
site,  http:/www.texassui-
cideprevention.org/.

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Beef’s marbling proves
to be a healthy fat

Beef with reasonable marbling and juicy taste is preferred
among consumers, and industry leaders continue to monitor
how to consistently produce a product with these traits, ac-
cording to AgriLife Today.

A recent research article addresses the biology and bio-
chemistry of beef marbling and its effects on production
systems, carcass, and fat quality.

“In our research, we examined young cattle just before
they marbled, and were primarily looking at genes related
to fatty acid composition,” said Dr. Stephen Smith, a Texas
A&M AgriLife Research scientist.

The monounsaturated fatty acid, oleic acid, is abundant
in olive oil and is a healthful fatty acid. As cattle fatten and
put down marbling, the fat becomes healthier because there
is a replacement of saturated fats with oleic acid.

“We hope to convince everyone in the beef production
chain, all the way from producers to retailers, that healthy
fat in beef not only improves flavor, but you can modify the
animal naturally so that the beef contains more oleic acid,”
Smith said.

EPA extends monarch butterfly
plan comment period

Americans now have more time to comment on what ac-
tions it believes the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
should take, if any, to protect the monarch butterfly.

According to the Federal Register, the deadline to analyze
the “Risk Management Approach to Identifying Options for
Protecting the Monarch Butterfly” and submit comments has
been extended by 30 days to Aug. 24.

The document states the EPA is concerned about lower
numbers of monarch butterflies across the U.S., Mexico, and
Canada, and that the agency intends to identify efforts to
protect the butterfly by conserving milkweed. The plant is a
valuable food resource for monarch butterfly larvae.

The EPA is seeking the public’s input on how it can best
protect the species while meeting the herbicide needs of
farmers, ranchers, and other landowners.

Breeding a better
peanut butter

A new variety of peanut promises a better peanut butter.

Called OLe’, the new peanut has a longer shelf life and
increased disease resistance compared to other varieties,
and packs high amounts of a heart-healthy fatty acid called
oleic acid.

Kelly Chamberlin, a research biologist with USDA-ARS
and part of the team that developed OLe’, anticipates the
new variety will benefit consumers, farmers, and the peanut
industry.

It contains large amounts of oleic acid, which is a heart-
healthy monounsaturated fatty acid. Consumption of oleic
acid had been linked to several health benefits, including
better heart health, decreases in blood pressure, and allevia-
tion of some symptoms of type 2 diabetes.

The relative high amounts of oleic acid in OLe’ peanuts
increases their shelf life tremendously. The longer shelf life,
health benefits, and “nuttier” flavor of the OLe’ peanuts make
them very attractive to the peanut industry.

“There is a big demand (from the industry) for high-oleic
peanuts and there is a premium paid at the buying point for
them,” Chamberlin said. “This makes a big difference for the
farmers and to their overall profits.”

Parasitic weed threatens
south Texas crops

An invasive plant with
nearly microscopic seeds
could cause big problems for
farmers in the southern part
of the state.

The plant, branched broom-
rape, is a noxious, parasitic
weed that can attach itself to
a wide array of crops, stealing
its water and nutrients.

“This is unlike any other in-
vasive plant we see around,”
Dr. Muthu Bagavathiannan,
chair of the Broomrape Task
Force, said.

Branched broomrape was
first found in Texas in the
Karnes County area in the
1980s. A few years later, the
weed was documented in over
1,000 acres in the area.

To combat its spread, the
U.S. Department of Agri-
culture - Animal and Plant
Health Inspection Service,
Texas Department of Agri-
culture ,and the Texas A&M
AgriLife Extension Service
then created a coordinated
control and eradication pro-
gram for the plant.

When funding for the pro-
gram was discontinued in
2008, the monitoring and con-
trol efforts designed to keep
the weed in check ended.

Now, seven years later, the
threat is back.

Texas Farm Bureau Dis-
trict 12 State Director Zack
Yanta of Runge was the first
to report the reappearance
of the weed to AgriLife Ex-
tension. He noticed it while
visiting a cemetery on Easter
Sunday and remembered the
problems with the plant in

the ’80s.

“We had a drought for so
long that nobody paid atten-
tion,” Yanta said. “We had
a wet spring, and we had
good conditions for it to ger-
minate. So it reared its ugly
head again. It can threaten
the vegetable industry big
time.”

Finding branched broom-
rape in Karnes County threat-
ens the vegetable industry in
the Winter Garden area be-
cause the weed and its seeds
can be easily spread through
equipment. Once there, the
weed could leech important
nutrients from crops such as
tomatoes, bell peppers, pota-
toes, onions, and more.

“It’s something people need
to pay attention to and be on
alert for next spring and early
summer,” Yanta said.

In South Texas, branched
broomrape germinates from
December to February. They
emerge during March and
April. The plants’ first flow-
ers will appear just three
days after the plant emerges.
Thousands of mature seeds
will follow 14 days later.

“It has tiny seeds—almost
dust-like,” Dr. Bagavathian-
nan said.

Not only are they nearly
microscopic, the seeds can
also live in the soil for up to
10 years, threatening future
crops.

“You have to be really quick
when you'’re looking at man-
agement options,” Dr. Baga-
vathiannan said.

Texans who find the dis-
tinguishing white and yellow
plants are encouraged to call
their local AgriLife office to
report it. Due to the small
nature of the plant’s seeds
and the likelihood of spread-
ing them, people are asked to
refrain from pulling or pick-
ing the plants.

Explanatory Statements for the
November 3, 2015
Constitutional Amendment
Election

Proposition Number 1
(SJR1)

SJR 1 - Current law provides an
exemption of $15,000 from the ad
valorem taxation for public school
purposes of a residence homestead.
The proposed amendment would
increase this exemption to $25,000,
starting in the tax year beginning
January 1, 2015. In order to reflect
the increased exemption on the
homestead of a person 65 years of
age or older or a disabled person,
the proposed amendment would
provide a reduction to the current
limitation on the total amount of
ad valorem taxes. The proposed
amendment would protect school
districts from all or part of the
revenue loss by authorizing an
appropriation of funds according to
formulas set by the legislature. In
addition, the proposed amendment
would authorize the legislature
to prohibit a political subdivision
from reducing or repealing a
homestead exemption adopted by
the political subdivision. Finally,
the proposed amendment would
prohibit the imposition of a tax on
the conveyance of real property, but
would not prohibit the imposition of
a business tax measured by business
activity, a tax on the production of
minerals, a tax on the issuance of
title insurance, or a change in the
rate of a tax in existence on January
1, 2016.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
increasing the amount of the
residence homestead exemption
from ad valorem taxation for
public school purposes from
$15,000 to $25,000, providing for
a reduction of the limitation on
the total amount of ad valorem
taxes that may be imposed for
those purposes on the homestead
of an elderly or disabled person
to reflect the increased exemption
amount, authorizing the
legislature to prohibit a political
subdivision that has adopted an

optional residence homestead
exemption from ad valorem
taxation from reducing the

amount of or repealing the

exemption, and prohibiting the
enactment of a law that imposes a
transfer tax on a transaction that
conveys fee simple title to real
property.”

Proposition Number 2
(HJR 75)

HJR 75 - In 2011, voters approved
a constitutional amendment to
allow a surviving spouse of a
100 percent or totally disabled
veteran an exemption from ad
valorem taxation from all or part
of the market value on the disabled
veteran’s residence homestead, as
long as the surviving spouse had
not remarried. The amendment did
not apply to surviving spouses of
veterans who died before 2011.
This amendment would extend
the exemption in such cases. The
proposed amendment would apply
only to ad valorem taxes imposed
for a tax year beginning on or after
January 1, 2016.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
provide for an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of all or part of
the market value of the residence
homestead of the surviving
spouse of a 100 percent or totally
disabled veteran who died before
the law authorizing a residence
homestead exemption for such a
veteran took effect.”

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 52)

SJR 52 proposes a constitutional
amendment  to  repeal  the
requirement for the Comptroller of
Public Accounts, the Commissioner
of the General Land Office, the
Attorney General, and any other
officers elected statewide to reside
in Austin, Texas, the state capital.
Under current law, these statewide
elected officers are required to reside
in the capital of the State of Texas
while in office. This amendment
would not apply to the residency
requirement for the Governor.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
repealing the requirement that
state officers elected by voters
statewide reside in the state
capital.”

Proposition Number 4
(HJR 73)

HJR 73 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would grant the
legislature the authority to pass
statutes to allow a professional
sports team charitable foundation to
conduct charitable raffles under the
terms and conditions imposed by
general law. The laws passed under
this authority may provide that the
professional sports team charitable
foundation may use proceeds
from such charitable raffles
to pay reasonable advertising,
promotional, and administrative
expenses. Any law enacted by this
provision only applies to entities
defined as professional sports team
charitable foundations on January 1,
2016. Additionally, any law enacted
by this provision may only allow
charitable raffles to be conducted
at games hosted at the home venue
of the professional sports team
associated with a professional sports
team charitable foundation.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
permit professional sports team
charitable foundations to conduct
charitable raffles.”

Proposition Number 5
(SIR 17)

SJR 17 proposes a constitutional
amendment which would increase
from 5,000 to 7,500 the maximum
total population threshold of a
county that is allowed to construct
and maintain private roads as long
as the county imposes a reasonable
charge for the work.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
to authorize counties with a
population of 7,500 or less to
perform private road construction
and maintenance.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 22)

SJR 22 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would add the right
to hunt, fish and harvest wildlife,
including by use of traditional
methods, in the Bill of Rights
of the Texas Constitution. This
right would be subject to laws and
regulations intended to conserve

and manage wildlife and to preserve
the future of hunting and fishing.
The proposed amendment would
establish hunting and fishing as the
preferred method of managing and
controlling wildlife in Texas. The
proposed amendment is not intended
to affect any law or provision
related to trespass, property rights
or eminent domain, and would
not prevent the legislature from
authorizing a municipality to
regulate the discharge of a firearm
in a populated area in the interest of
safety.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
recognizing the right of the people
to hunt, fish, and harvest wildlife
subject to laws that promote
wildlife conservation.”

Proposition Number 7
(SJR5)

SJR 5 proposes a constitutional
amendment to dedicate a portion
of revenues from (1) the state sales
and use tax, and (2) the tax imposed
on the sale, use, or rental of a motor
vehicle, to the State Highway Fund
(SHF). Under current law, these
funds would be deposited to the
General Revenue Fund. Money
deposited to the SHF is intended to
be used only to construct, maintain,
or acquire rights-of-way for public
roadways other than toll roads; or to
repay certain transportation-related
debt.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
dedicating certain sales and use
tax revenue and motor vehicle
sales, use, and rental tax revenue
to the state highway fund to
provide funding for nontolled
roads and the reduction of certain
transportation-related debt.”
