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After the sound and fury of
Tecent weeks on the so-called

civil rights bill, it begins to
seem that common sense will
prevail and civil rights will real-
ly be respected. As of now it is
likely that the threatened fili-
buster will not even need to be
used. Thinking people got their
heads together and threw out the
more objectionable features of
the bill and they are proceeding
methodically toward a final so-
lution that will not be offensive
to any section of the country.

Such is the destiny of a bit
of proposed legislation which
was just as much a mistake as
the original ballyhoo introduced
years ago. This movement for the
social advancement of colored
people was not originated nor
promoted by the colored people
themselves but rather by an ele-
ment that hopes to grow and
thrive on the national strife re-
sulting from racial friction.
Many NAACP leaders, who hap-
pen to be white rather than col-
lored, have proven connections
in the Communist Party. They
have no wish to reform, only to
cause trouble while pretending to
reform.

The influence of such thinking
appeared to be present in the
original wording of (he civil
rights bill. It sought to bring
down the old carpet bagger type
of wengeance on any white
Southerner who. declined to a-
bide by the extreme provisions
of the bill. The bill itself was a
definite violation of white
people’s civil rights.

The real tragedy in all this
legislative fumbling over ecivil
rights is that our lawmakers
have failed thus far to break
through the real smoke screen
and get at the cause of the
troubles, The masses of colored
people are not trying to force
themselves on whitc people. A
limited number of them are tak-
ing part in the agitation, but the
real trouble makers are the
white do-gooders with their
urge to “help the downtrodden
negro” and the reds, whose par-
ty cause is helped by the frie-
tion,

Some years ago Cengressman
Ed Gossett proposed legislation
to divide each state's electoral
votes in a presidential election
in proportion to its popular vote.
If that amendment had passed
we would not have seen this at-
tempt at civil rights legislation.
Northern politicians would not
have put on the show in the hope
of impressing politically import-
ant groups of negro voters in
their own states.

Another legislative fizzle which
pleases the overwhelming ma-
jority of our people is Federal

"Aid to Education. It was not

only unnecessary but a serious
threat to extend federal bureau-
cracy over states and commun-
ities, Supporters insisted, of
course, that' the bill was com-
pletely one sided . . . lots of fi-
nancial help with no strings at-
tached. The Congress was not
taken in, however. They know
that federal aid is traditionally
accompanied by federal control,
also that a state’s money shrinks
considerably on the trip to and
from Washington.

Apparently President Eisen-
hower was one of those who saw
the bill in its true light. Origin-
ally a strong supporter, he let the
bill die without lifting a hand
in its defense. Eventually he
realized that his first advice on
the issue had come from the
wrong crowd.

On the subject of over crowded
schools a current magazine ar-
ticle presents one city’s satisfac-
tory solution by keeping school
open the year around. There
were four groups of students
each with a nine months school
year and a three months wvaca-
tion. A fourth of the total stu-
dent body was always on vaca-
tion. Total enrollment for the
year was 800 but only 600 at-
tended at any one time.

Lots of cities that cry about
classroom shortage ought to be
studying that system. A way
that makes year round use of its
facilities makes sense, certainly
_more than the schemes for ex-
“tensive additional spending.

We averAge citizens have al-
ways believed that an advertis-
er has the privilege of placing
any kind of message he chooses
in the mewspaper or magazine
space he contracts to use . . . so
long, of course, as it is not slan-
derous or libelous, We have nev-
er questioned the validity of a
message which pertained in any
way to the welfare of the ad-
vertiser,

Now, ‘it appears, that right of

An all weather playground
and cleaner classrooms are the
principal benefits to be derived
from a current improvement pro-
gram at Sacred Heart Grade
School.

Vatican Changes
Fasting Rule for
Assumption Vigil

A decree from Vatican City re-
veals that the obligation of fast
and abstinence on the Vigil of
the Feast of the Assumption has
been transferred permanently to
the Vigil of the Feast of the Im-
maculate Conception. The decree
setting forth the change was is-
sued July 25, It affects Catholics
throughout the world.

The Feast of the Assuniption,
observed August 15, is on a
Thursday this year. There will
be no obligation of fast and ab-
stinence on Aug. 14.,The Feast of
the Immaculate Conception, Dec.
8, will be on a Sunday this year
and therefore will be kept Mon-
day, Dec. 9. Since the vigil falls
on Sunday and Sunday is never
a day of fast or abstinence Cath-
olics this year will not be re-
requlred“to fast and abstain on
this' vigil.

The change in regulations was
made because “many Ordinaries
of wvarious nations have called
the attention of the Apostolic
See to numerous difficulties
which ‘because of circumstances
of time and place, run contrary
to complete observance of the
law . . . ” One difficulty is that
the Vigil of the Assumption oc-
curs in the vacation season when
many persons are away from
home. '

Until now the three vigils in
the liturgical year were those of
Pentecost, the Assumption and
Christmas. The decree now fix-
es the vigil observance to Pen-
tecost, the Immaculate Concep-
tion and Christmas. The Vigil of
Easter, under Holy Week regu-
lations which went into effect
in 1956, is now a normal Lenten
day of fast and partial abstin-
ence.

Sunday Night Fire
Destroys Arena at
Livestock Auction

One of the most destructive
fires in Muenster’s history al-
most completely destroyed the
sale arena of the Muenster Live-
stock Auction last Sunday night.

The blaze was far advanced
when discovered about 9:30
and flames were leaping high
before wvolunteer firemen ag-
rived with their equipment. The
firemen brought the fire under
control in about an hour, mean-
while preventing its spread to
the office and stock pens.

A second fire broke out Mon-
day night in the charred ruins.
Smouldering embers, apparently
overlooked the night before, slow-
ly revived and finally broke in-
to flame. It was discovered early
and put out in a few minutes by
the city’s small pumper truck.

The cause of the Sunday night
fire is not definitely known, but
electrical trouble where wires
lead into the building is believed
to be responsible. Lumber there
was more completely burned, in-
dicating that it probably was
the first to start burning.

Damage has been estimated at
$12,000 to $13,000, and it was
partly covered by insurance. It
includes practically the entire
sale arena and its equipment.
Building tile in the wall and
some heavy lumber in the
grandstand type seats may be
usable as salvage.

All current records of the busi-
ness were saved, howecver old
records, which were stored in a
large cabinet' in the sale area,
were lost. Firemen and volun-
teers carried all the records out
of the office, but they could have
saved themselves that effort. The
only damage in the office was
a slight water soaking from
dousing just one small flame,

The local fire department used
all of its facilities in fighting the
blaze. The small pumper truck
had all three of its spray nozzles
going and three more nozzles
were tied into the two hoses
leading from the fire plug across
the street. At “times only five
nozzles were going as the one
hose was used to refill the tank
of the pumper truck.

Dick Cain, owner and auction-
eer, was out of town during the
excitement and did not know of
his loss until he returned shortly
before midnight.

While the hose lay across the
street all traffic on Highway 82
had to be detoured around the
block. Volunteers assisted Dep-
uty Buck Wilson at that work

According to his present plan
Cain expects the sale barn to
be out of business about four to
six weeks. His intention is to

ke his time on the rebuilding

job, salvaging as much material
as possible and alsc making a
number of improvements. *

The sale barn was built in
September 1946 by E. A. Felker
and Frank Solomon, In Decem-
ber of the same year Cain
bought Solomon’s interest and in
April 1948 he bought Felker's
interest. Cain has made a num-
ber of improvements since then,
especially in pens and loading
and unloading facilities.

By J. Edgar Hoover, Virector, Federal Bureau of Investigation

“PLEASE do uf American teen-
agers a big favor and get yic of the
trash that is trying to kill us.” This
is the plea that.recently came to me
by letter, and it is typical of the
respectable youngstors across the
country.

Many letters which I receive from
the younger population implore help
against the obscenity bombarding
them from all sides. This seventeen-
year-old stated that even tho
lack of family life :
and absence of g
religious training
were seeds of the
youth problem,
certain sordid lit-
erature, pornog=
raphy, and other
forms of obscen-
ity acted as ferti-
lizers to mnourish
these seeds into .
juvenile crime.

IN THESE summer months with
their seasonal rise in sex crimes,
there is a special need to focus pub-
lic attention on a despicable busi-
ness—the sale and distribution of
obscene material.

The seripus danger of this “big-
business” criminal enterprise lies in
its degrading influence on youth and
American communities. Too often
the purveyor of filth in the form of
movies, playing cards, books, photo=
graphs, and other devices, reaps a
rich reward as a result of lacka-
daisical public opposition' to his evil
occupation. The carefree hours of
school vacation time afford these

parasitic peddlers of ugly ware§
many opportunities to claim the in-
quisitive and impressionable minds
of the Nation's youth,

THE MOST effective rieans of
preventing juvenile crime is the
proper adult guidance and practical
moral training, based on Christ's
teachings, in the home, school and
church. A breakdown in this basic
phase of adult responsibility, how-
ever, is clearly evidénced by the
spiraling youth crime statistics.

To implement the guidance of
home, school and church, weapons
for combatting this menace must be
found or forged in the arsenal of
local, state and Federal laws. And
there must be cooperative publie
and police effort to assure that local
ordinances against obscenity are

{ adequate and rigidly enforced.

PARENTS, school authorities and
law-abiding citizens interested in
the welfare of youth must share the
duty of reporting sources of obscene
material to the proper officials. Most

tainly, local civic leaders and
legislators have a responsibility to
their communities in the matter of
controlling this pollution problem.

Public opinlon and coordinated
action, sparked by a Christian con-
science, can sound the death knell
for the obscene material peddler.
Assuredly, each and every citizen
must contribute to the fight against
filthmongering or suffer the moral
contamination spread by this dis-
eased business.

Social Security to
Show First Deficit
This Fiscal Year

WASHINGTON — For the
Unecle
Sam’s vast Soc’al Security sys-
tem thic year will dole out more
in benefits than it coilegs in

payroll  taxes.

The gap between outgo and
current tax income upsets the
calculations of Federal forecas-
ters and results from these sim-
ple facts: Collections are falling
short of expectations; benefits
are mounting faster than antici-
pated, as Congress extends cov-
erage to new groups of workers.

Payments in excess of collec-
tions also are threatened for next
year and again in 1959. Onlysa
boost in payroll levies scheduled
under present law for January 1,
1960, seems likely to halt the
trend. And Robert J. Mpyers,
chief Social Security actuary,
sees at least the 'possibility that
Congress may have to raise
taxes higher than existing law
allows.

Although investment income
is expected to keep the Social
Security fund in the black this
calendar year the next, an actual

deficit is threatened for 1959.
That is, payments are lxkely to
exceed income from boeth 'taxes

and investments.

Surpluses piled up in earlier
years give the Social Security
system a trust fund which now
totals $24 billion.

That opinion of the FPC and
the IRS bure=mucrats is a serious
threat to our constitutional
rights of freedom of speech and
freedom of the press.’It denies
private concerns the right of ap-
pealing to public opinion on is-
sues that are vital fo their very
survival, If advertising is per-
missible 4s a means of -building
business it should certainly be
permissible as a means of surviv-
ing in business.

Aside from the violation of a
fundamental right, the bureau-
cratic opinion is a classic exam-

'ple of unfair tactics in dealing

with an economic foe. Advocates
of socialism are spending mil-
lions of dollars to propagandize
their side of the issue., What's
more, much of the money "they
spend is not theirs. it is tax
money, toward which we all
have to pay whether we like it
or not. Still they would deny to
private concerns the right to
spend their own money in pro-
tecting their interests.

If that attitude by FPC and
IRS is allowed to stand its re-
sults can become terrifying. Un-
der it any group in power can
resirict, perhaps even prevent,
expression of opinion by any op-
posing group . . . on issues of
economics, sociology, politics or
anything else. It is an ideal
method for making and support-
ing a dictatorship.
