E'sewhere in this issue of the
Enterprise is a statement by
Governor Daniel urging Texans
to pay their poll tax and be pre-
pared to do their part in the up-
coming show-down between two

rival factions of the state’s
Democratic Party. The liberals
are determined to take over, he
says, and the conservatives will
have a full sized job to keep the
state’s policy in harmony with
traditional principles.

That in itself is enough of an
incentive to pay the poll tax.
Recalling the alliance of this lib-
eral faction with labor racketeers
and ultra radical Democrats up
North, we suddenly get the urge
to make special efforts in behalf
of the status quo in our state.
We don’t want labor goons or
deep-pinks nor carpetbaggers
who are ready to allow violations
of states’ rights or states’ prop-
erties.

There are two ways to register
this opposition: by voting and
by participating in party con-
ventions,

Besides, of ccurse, there are
the usual local political cam-
paigns in which ecandidates are
regarded more as applicants for
public office than as members
of a state political machine. Sup-
pose one of the candidates is a
close friend in a hot race but,
because of failure to pay the
poll tax, we cannot give him the
vote he so desperately needs. Or
suppose that some issue should
come up for a vote and we could
not have a part in deciding it.

Yes, it's a matter of self inter-
est as well as good citizenship
to pay the poll tax and qualify
as an eligible voter. We could
even say it's a moral and patri-
otic duty. According to Christian
standards voting isn’'t just a
privilege but also a way of dis-
charging our obligation to others.

Considering the angles a poll
tax receipt is really worth a lot
of trouble and expense. So, in
view of the convenience and
cost, none of us has an excuse
to neglect his. We don’t even
have to go to the court house.
Just fill out an application at
the bank and pay the $1.75. A
few days later the receipt will
arrive by mail.

During the ten days or so
since a few new football rules
have been announced it is inter-
esting to notice that Ilots of
people are pleased with the
change in scoring. On the high
school level, especially, the ma-
jority of coaches are saying this
is just dandy because they did
not have kickers anyway, so
this looks like a break in their
favor. Their comment leaves the
impression that the change, ob-
viously intended for college and
professional football, is a mis-
take when applied to schoolboy
football . . . because it provides
the higher score for the easier
maneuver.

They tell us the main reason
for this change is to cut down
on the number of tie games, but
we're inclined to wonder wheth-
er it will serve that purpose. It
seems that when two teams are
well enough matched to tie on
the number of TDs they will be
about even on this kind of af-
ter-TD attempts.

A better way to stop ties
might be another method of scor-
ing. For instance, there could be
some compensation for penetra-
tions . . . perhaps a ‘point for
crossing the 20 yard line, 2 for
crossing the 10, and finally 3
points for crossing the goal. The
idea here is that the opportunity
to make the tie breaking points
exist all through the game, not
just after touchdowns. Besides
it holds out some consolation for
a team that got fairly close to
the goal but failed to get across.

Nowadays, while we note in-
creased emphasis on fears of an-
other inflation spiral we are
especially impressed with re-
marks on the moral implications
of inflation. Without a doubt
there is something unjust about
a monetary change which in ef-
fect confiscates part of any-
one's personal possessions. It
simply isn’t right, for instance,
to shrink the buying power of
one's saving to less than half
jts original size in just a few
years, And if that is true it is
also true that lots of political
and economic big shots were
wrong in permitting inflation to
go as far as it has gone.

Pointing a finger now will not
right the wrongs that have been
done. But future wrongs might
be avoided if enough people were

to take up the cause right now |

and bring their influence to

bear on the political and econ-

omic moguls of our day. Maybe

“TI refer to the openly an-
nounced attempt of the Ultra-
liberal DOT group headed by
Mrs. R. D. Randolph of Houston
to capture control of the Demo-
cratic Party in Texas,” the Gov-
ernor said.

And soil conserva-
tion technicians of the Muens-
ter work unit give the figures.

The cost of planting Bermuda
grass to prevent soil and water
losses on the farm is way down
this year. In spite of Sputnicks,
Missles and the cost of living
soaring into the wild blue yon-
der, the expense involved in
sodding a waterway strip or a
pasture to grass is actually less
than ever this year.

Here's why. Through the 1958
Agricultural Conservation Pro-

According to the local Soil
Conservation Service personnel
the cost of sodding an acre to
grass roots at current prices will
be as follows: Sodding opera-
tions with sprigging machine
rented from the District, $1.50
per acre, 15 cubic feet of grass
roots, $2.25 and 100 pounds of
20-20-0 fertilizer, $5.35 or a total
outlay of $9.10 per acre.

The total cost is shown as $9.10
and the ACP cost-share is $8.97
leaving the cost of planting each
acre to Bermuda grass at only
13 cents per acre. It's a real mis-
sle age bargain.

The cost of planting the im-
proved hybrid Bermuda grass is
also very reasonable this year.
