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A decision ju st handed  down
by Attorney G eneral W ill W ilson 
explains why th is paper has been 
reluctant to publicize the  w eek­
ly Appreciation Day held  here 
at Muenster. He h a s confirm ed 
yours tru ly ’s opinion th a t the 
promotion is a lottery. And since 
it is a lottery, Mr. W ilson points 
out, it is illegal in Texas.

It wasn’t the  s ta te  law , how ­
ever, which prom pted th is paper 
to shy away from the promotion. 
Rather it was the Post Office De­
partm ent’s in terp reta tion  w ith 
regard to its regulations on lo t­
tery.

The Post Office not only for-
b i d s sending lo ttery  tickets 
through the m ail bu t also for­
bids publicizing a l o t t e r y  
through papers a n d  m agazines 
sent through the  mail. A penalty  
for violation of th a t regulation is 
the loss of second class mailing 
perm it. I m a g i n e  us licking 
stamps for all t h e  papers we 
mail, and paying several times 
as much postage to boot! We 
have no wish to risk  anything 
like that.

In try ing  to play it safe this 
paper’s a ttitude  w a s  th a t postal 
authorities would most likely 
brush aside the one obvious es­
cape clause and ru le  th a t our 
promotion has all the elem ents 
of a lottery. O ur deal seeks to 
by pass the elem ent of “con­
sideration” by claiming th a t a 
person does not have to b u y  
som ething to  get a chance tic­
ket. The tickets are free for the 
asking. However, t h e  usual 
m ethod of giving tickets is with 
purchases, and t h a t  method 
therefore seems to be the one 
tha t should apply in deciding 
the  issue.

B ut the attorney general goes 
even farther. He says the consid­
eration elem ent applies also 
w hen tickets are absolutely free 
. . . th a t the m ere appearance of 
a person in  a store constitutes 
som ething of value to the m er­
chant.

W hile in terpretation  of the 
state  law  rem ains this rigid, and 
while interpretation of the pos­
tal regulation m a y  be equally 
rigid, this paper will continue 
leaving out all lo ttery publicity. 
For the benefit of those who did 
not know, this is w hy we have 
not nam ed w inners of the d raw ­
ings. Postal regulations do not 
allow even th a t much publicity.

This year the coming of 
Brotherhood Week, which ex­
tends from Feb. 16 to 23, takes 
on a new significance. This an­
nual effort to prom ote a better 
understanding betw een creeds 
and races comes a t a tim e when 
the relationship between races is 
more strained than  ever before 
. . . and threatens to get worse. 
Obviously this is no longer a 
time to content ourselves with 
nice words bu t to recognize a 
shameful situation, determ ine 
its causes and seek a real so­
lution.

The situation in  New York 
nowadays, along w ith the  highly 
publicized L ittle Rock case, prove 
beyond a doubt tha t our coun­
try  goofed in its efforts to create 
a be tte r relationship between 
the races. Crimes in Harlem  and 
Brooklyn schools are n o t  just 
cases of juvenile delinquency, as 
usually stated, bu t incidents of 
racial violence.

No w onder people all over the 
South are voicing their indigna­
tion. L ittle  Rock still has its 
National G uard spending thous­
ands of dollars to protect nine 
negro children from  possible 
harm  by white children. In 
New York the problem  is to pro­
tect w hite children from possible 
harm  by the  Negros.

This is not intended to point 
the accusing finger a t either race 
bu t only to  point out tha t each 
obviously resents the kind of in ­
tim ate association th a t is inher­
en t in integration. W hichever 
race has the  upper hand is in ­
clined to impose on the  other.

Forced integration unfortunate­
ly has no relation to the charit­
able a ttitude  which admits Neg­
ro children in m any private 
white schools. There’s a big dif­
ference betw een the offers of a 
m ajority and the demands of a 
minority. I t’s like the difference 
between giving something a n d  
having it taken away.

No* is there any point in in­
sisting th a t W hites are a t fault 
because they fail to ask the 
Negroes into their schools. The 
simple fact is tha t they sincere­
ly th ink  they  should not. They 
a r e  completely conscientious in 
their attitude.

Furtherm ore, it  m i g h t  be 
pointed out, the “charitable” 
W hites, though agreeable to in­
tegration, still d raw  a definite 
line a little farther along. They

Voters on Record
Consistent w ith its record of 

the past, Cooke County in this 
local election year will h a v e  
more qualified voters than in 
“off-years,” b u t fewer than in 
a  presidential election year.

County Tax Collector-Asses­
sor Rafe P iper disclosed early 
this week tha t the county has 
7064 recorded eligible voters . . . 
5126 who paid poll taxes a n d  
1938 who secured exemptions. A 
breakdown of the figures show­
ing recorded voters in each vot­
ing box will not be available for 
several weeks.

The figure however does not 
show the county’s actual voting 
strength, because over-age vot rs 
in communities o u t s i d e  of 
Gainesville are not required to 
get an exemption certificate. Ac­
cording to P iper’s estim ate the 
county has over 1500 of such 
exempted voters.

The num ber of recorded vot­
ers in the county last year was 
4360 poll tax  payers and 1577 
exemptions. In the general elec­
tion year of 1956 the figures 
w e re ‘5996 and 1798.

A snarl in the tax  office caused 
a delay in reporting the num ber 
of recorded voters this year. A 
group tha t was soliciting poll tax 
payments failed to subm it some 
of its applications before t h e  
Jan. 31 deadline and the tax 
office declined to issue the re ­
ceipts until it  received a ruling 
from the attorney general’s of­
fice. The answer was tha t if the 
group worked in cooperation 
with the tax office and had 
filled the application forms be­
fore the deadline t h e  receipts 
could be issued.

Insufficient postage o n  a n  
envelope of applications caused 
another delay. It was m ailed in 
time but was picked up f o u r  
days after the deadline.

Nightmares 
In Moscow

In  the long view of history, 
governm ents and civilizations are 
judged by w hat they do or fail 
to  do in behalf of the spiritual 
and m aterial welfare of peoples.

Ju d g e d ' by this standard, the 
Soviet Union is a m onum ental 
failure, despite its achievements 
in certain fields of science.

For instance, some tim e ago 
an American wom an physician, 
Dr. Carolyn Taylor, visited Mos­
cow. She was then  an American 
arm y doctor. And w hat she saw 
there, she told a reporter from 
th e  Portland Oregonian, was i 
“enough to give you nightm ares.” I

Russia has gone “missile m ad” 
she said. There was grim deter­
m ination on the part of students 
a t Moscow university, w ith none 
of the pleasant social exchanges | 
betw een classes tha t are com­
monplace in the free nations, i 
Most revealing of all is w hat s h e : 
found when she visited Russian 
hospitals. Care was “exactly ade- j 
quate” and no more. S h e  
watched a m an having his gall 
bladder removed — “he was 
squirm ing all over the table.” 
She learned tha t local anesthe­
tics are used in about 98 per cent 
of all operations.

Practicing doctors in Russia 
are extrem ely poorly paid — 
about $80 a month. The big re ­
w ards go to scientists who de­
vote themselves to research. In 
o ther words, hum an life in Rus­
sia is cheap, and medical stand­

ards and policy reflect that be­
lief.

We are about to em bark on a 
gigantic weapons program, o u t  
of sheer necessity. Vast scientific 
resources w ill have to be de­
voted to it. But this will not be 
done a t the expense of the  in ­
dividual’s health — and it will 
not be done by tu rn ing  our hos­
pitals and other medical institu ­
tions into impersonal assembly 
lines. That symbolizes the  dif­
ference between our society and 
the  Soviet society.

Teachers 
of Tomorrow

The Chicago Daily News says 
th a t " . . .  we get high school 
graduates who don’t know dem o­
cratic capitalism  from  comm un­
ist dictatorship.” T hat sad ob­
servation was prom pted by an 
astonishing report from a pro­
fessor of economics at a well- 
know n university which special­
izes in teacher training. He asked 
80 freshm en who are preparing 
to  become teachers to define 
“capitalism .” Almost all of them, 
he found, “not only called cap­
italism  a form  of government, 
b u t they also thought it an evil 
and dangerous form of govern­
m ent.”

One student, for instance, said: 
“Capitalism  is m ore on the dic­
ta to r type of governm ent.” A n­
other said: “Capitalism  is the ex­
trem e measures th a t are taken 
by a group, country, or even a 
single person . . .  It can be dan­
gerous if allowed to  spread in­
to the wrong hands.” Another 
said: “I am sure there are m any 
places where capitalism  is go­
ing on at the present time, and 
if this practice should ever be­
come nation-wide, the country 
is in for a lot of trouble.” Still 
another said: “Capitalism . .

is on the order of commun­
ism  . . . ”

I t would be hard  to find more 
horrible examples of sheer ig­
norance combined w ith  semi­
literacy. And they came, don’t 
forget, from  college students 
w ho w ant to become teachers 
and guide the  minds of t h i s  
country’s m ost im portant asset 
— its children. Something is in­
deed wrong w ith Am erican edu­
cation — and it’s something that 
can’t be cured by m ulti-million 
dollar school plants, 50,000-seat 
football stadia, and curriculums 
t h a t  stress social adjustment, 
home economics, and other such 
furbelows.

Crepe Myrtle is 
Garden Club Topic

M uenster Civic League and 
G arden Club m em bers heard an 
entertaining and inform ative dis­
cussion on crepe m yrtles a t their 
February m eeting Monday night 
in the home of Mrs. Ted Grem- 
minger with Mrs. Tony Grem- 
m inger as co-hostess.

Cuttings give the s a m e  
color of bloom as the p lan t from 
which they are taken, but plants 
raised from seed do not. P rune 
crepe m yrtles in winter. Set out 
plants from January  through 
March. Avoid soft green or old 
gray wood cuttings. Crepe m yr­
tles can be transplanted satis­
factorily but this should be done 
during the w in ter and one half 
of the top growth should be cut 
off to balance the root loss. The 
crepe m yrtle is the club’s chos­
en shrub and also the  c ity ’s of­
ficial shrub.

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Taxes on Gasoline 
In Texas Increase 
72-Fold Since '23

DALI.AS, Texas — Gasoline 
taxes paid by Texas highway 
users during the first six days 
of 1958 reached the sum of 
$3,777,000 — as m u  c h as was 
once collected in gasoline t a x  
revenues in  Texas in an entire 
year.

This was pointed out by 
Charles W. Alcorn, President of 
the Texas M id-Continent Oil & 
Gas Association, in commenting 
on present estimates tha t Texas’ 
5-cent state gasoline t a x  will 
take in $171.8 million during

1958, while the 3-cent federal 
tax will swell the total tax cost 
to motorists in this state to a 
predicted $273.6 million.

This, he noted, means t h a t  
Texas highway users are now 
pouring motor fuel tax revenues 
into the  tax  coffers at the rate 
of $1 million every 32 hours, or 
as m uch in six days as Texas’ 
original 1-cent gasoline t a x  
brought in during the whole 
year following its enactm ent in 
1923. The federal tax was not 
added until 1932.

“This 72-fold increase in an­
nual gasoline tax  revenues can 
be explained partly  by the fact 
tha t there are now 5 l,£ times as 
m any motor vehicles in Texas as 
there were in 1923, but it must 
also be noted th a t the present 
combined tax  rate  is now 8 times 

I as high,” Alcorn said. He added:
“An interesting thing about 

I gasoline is that this is one pro­
duct on which the price today, 
excluding taxes, is actually 
lower than it was back in the 
20’s.” He noted tha t in 1920, the 
average price of regular gaso­
line in Texas was 29.1 cents a 
gallon. Today motorists are get­
ting a far better quality of gaso­
line for less, but taxes now add 
37 per cent to the cost, he said.

Excessive Use of 
X-Ray Dangerous, 
Public is Warned

There was a definite Jeykell- 
Hyde elem ent in  W ilhelm Kon­
rad Roentgen’s discovery of the 
x-ray phenomenon in 1895. Used 
by trained technicians, x-rays 
become peerless tools for diag­
nosing and treating hum an Ills 
and injuries. B u t  used by un­
trained hands, they become er­
ran t destroyers of living tissue.

Even Roentgen didn’t realize 
the danger of his discovery. He 
apparently  did not receive any 
significant injuries, but his good 
fortune stemmed from the fact 
that he constructed shields not 
for his own protection, but to 
keep his highly prized photo­
graphic plates from being fogged 
by scattered radiations.

Today t h e r e  is agreem ent 
among many medical authorities 
that x-ray  exposures cause tis­
sue damage. Generally speaking, 
however, as used by competent 
physicians the value of diagnosis 
and treatm ent far exceeds the 
controlled damage which must 
inevitably result.

Recent stringent regulation by 
the State Board of Health against 
exposures of humans to x-rays 
prohibits indiscrim inate fluoro­
scopy. Fluoroscopy is authorized 
when supervised by persons li­
censed to “engage in the  heal­
ing arts.”

A case in point is the relative­
ly common practice in  recent 
years of using x-ray machines to 
visualize feet of normal people, 
including children, in reta il shoe 
stores.

For persons w ith normal feet, 
most shoe stores fit shoes by the 
time proved methods of pressure, 
feel, and comfort.

; In m any of these instances 
fluoroscopic devices are valuable 
in checking the accuracy of the 

I correction.
I Parents should never subm it 
them selves or their children to 
fluoroscopic shoe fittings unless 
their physicians recommend the 
procedure.

;for seeing tha t the best possible 
i use is made of x-ray devices in 
detecting a n d  treating hum an 
ills. The public has a responsibil­
ity  too — in not demanding x- 
ray  from their physician when he 
does not find one necessary.

Nation's Bill for 
Traffic Accidents 
Is Over $7 Billion

The nation was handed its 
1957 traffic bill today by Thom­
as N. Boate, m anager of the Ac­
cident Prevention D epartm ent of 
the Association of Casualty and 
Surety Companies, and it came 
to a staggering grand total of 
$7,255,600,000!

T hat is the estim ated cost of 
a single year’s traffic mayhem 
based on figures for the  first 
nine months of this year and a 
projection through December 31. 
I t is the highest figure in the 
history of the  automobile.

“The pro ra ta  share borne by 
each of the nation’s 171,790,000 
citizens am ounts to $42.23,” Mr. 
Boate said, “w hile the cost for 
a fam ily of four is $168.92. In­
cluded in the sum are charges 
for property damage, automo­
bile repair, legal and medical 
fees, insurance expenses a n d  
loss of income through absence 
from  work.”

He added th a t in amassing this 
bill the nation’s traffic losses will 
reach an estim ated total of 38,300 
deaths, 1,856,000 injuries and 
11,700,000 accidents. A n extended 
period of bad w eather during 
the m onth of December could 
reduce this toll some by reduc­
ing the num ber of cars on the 
highway. Otherwise, he said, the 
usual annual round of holiday 
shoppers and seasonal celebrants 
w ill m ake December once again 
the deadliest month of the  year.

W hile deaths will be  below the 
all-tim e high set in  1956, acci­
dents and injuries, like the dol­
lars cost, are continuing their 
steady climb and will roach new 
high levels. Mr. Boate said that 
this steady increase in  the total 
traffic casualty experience ex­
poses the error of measuring 
highw ay safety progress solely 
on traffic death figures.

As for the  $42.23 “bills” 
charged up to every man, wo­
m an and child in the country, 
Mr. Boate said tha t they can be 
m arked paid since the cost of ac­

cidents is m et on a pay-as-you- 
go basis. However, he pointed 
out that this is small consolation 
since, as m atters stand, every cit­
izen can count on his share of 
this economic waste to increase 
each year for the rest of his life.

“These losses will continue,” 
Mr. Boate said, “until we are 
ready and w illing to pay reason­
ably for safe vehicle and driver 
control through effective enforce­
m ent, engineering and education 
and until each individual accepts 
his personal responsibility for 
complete obedience to the  traf­
fic rules.”

The safety authority  added 
th a t until then, motorists w ith a 
realization of the danger and a 
strong will to  live have the best 
chance of avoiding accidents. 
Such people, he said, w ill keep 
th e ir minds on th e ir driving, will 
not take small risks to save time 
and will not violate obvious 
safety rules like driving after 
drinking.

That is particularly im portant 
in the coming holiday season, he 
said, if present hum an and econ­
omic loss estimates are not to be 
exceeded.

The same applies to the vast 
m ajority of colored people. Many 
do not favor integration in the 
schools and m any more oppose 
the more intim ate integration.
