A proposal deserving serious
attention from the state legisla-
ture is the one that would re-
ward careful drivers with lower
insurance rates on their cars. A
report from Austin this week
reveals that the Texas Legisla-
tive Council is studying such a
plan and intends to submit its
recommendation to the state
lawmakers.

According to the National As-
sociation of Independent Insur-
ers, the proposed benefit can be
achieved simply by changing the
law which requires all compan-
ies to charge a uniform rate.
The change would result in a
flexible rate system, such as
used in other states, which al-
lows insurance companies to set
their own rates and opens the
insurance business to competi-
tion.

Many of us have complained
about the high cost of car in-
surance, and we are further an-
noyed by the thought that we
have to pay just as much as the
reckless drivers who are re-
sponsible for most of the dam-
ages paid out by insurance com-
panies. It's another phase of the
socialistic trends of our times.
The cost is shared equally with-
out thought of who is respon-
sible.

Under the proposed change
insurance companies would be
allowed to offer better policies
to those who deserve them. And
it’'s hardly necessary to state
that the competition would be
keen to sign up the people with
good driving records, the ones
who make the fewest demands
on the companies.

This column is enthusiastically
in favor of the idea, as a means
of giving a long over due re-
ward to people who deserve it
.. . and possibly as a means of
jolting those who are responsi-
ble for most damage claims. It
stands to reason that when in-
nocent people are relieved of
some of the bill the guilty
people will have to pay more.

Possibly this “high cost of
recklessness” will influence some
drivers who are deficient in
common sense and courtesy. But
regardless of the effect on the
state’s driving habits the law
is good if it will reward the in-
nocent and penalize the guilty.

As the explosive situation con-
tinues in the Far East most of
us are wondering if this is the
beginning of the big showdown
which the communists have pre-
dicted for so many years. There
is no doubt that the elements of
a global war are there. We are
dangerously near the point from
which neither of the two hostile
forces can retreat- without seri-
ous damage to its own cause in
the world wide struggle for
eventual supremacy.

The big problem is whether
diplomats of the two sides will
be able to break the deadlock
before time runs out. Will the
proposed confab at Warsaw ac-
tually result in a peaceful settle-
ment? If so, what will it ac-
tually achieve?

If past history is a guide, the
results of that meeting, if it
takes place at all, are little more
promising to the free world than
the clash it seeks to avoid.
Agreements can be reached as
before, but they still give no
assurance that the red monster
will stop its hostility, Commun-
ist promises have been worth-
less since the first day they
were given and they will re-
main that way.

As fervently as we wish for a
peaceful settlement, we may as
well admit that diplomatic
meeting with the reds is only
a waste of time. The best it can
do iz just to postpone the in-
evitable to a time when they
think they have a cinch. After
that there will be no more bar-
gaining. The reds will dictate
and the free world will meet
their demands or else,

For all we know they may al-
ready feel that way and are pro-
posing to talk it over only as a
means of completing another
conquest without fighting for it.
That has been the Kremlin's
way ever since the beginning of
its expansion at the end of
World War II. That will be its
way until the free world either
reverses the trend or is event-
ually subdued.

In view of those facts it seems
now that our country has only
one course left. That is to take
the initiative and warn the reds
in unmistakable terms that our
line is definitely and irrevoca-
bly drawn.

We all realize that such a
policy has possibilities of start-
ing the dreaded war. Neverthe-
less we should be realistic

Four Dallas Firms

Quit NTPA after
Milk Price Goes Up

Four major Dallas milk distri-
butors, Metzger, Borden, Cab-
ell’s and Foremost, are rejecting
milk produced by local dairy
farmers and substituting milk
supplied from Illinois, Pennsyl-
vania and Wisconsin for distri-
bution in the North Texas mar-
ket.

Boycotting of local milk by
these plants came as a result of
The North Texas Producers As-
sociation pricing its members
milk to all North Texas plants
at 30c per hundred over the
minimum Federal Order price
for milk used as Class I begin-
ning September 1st.

NTPA members, residing in
more than fifty counties in
North Texas and Southern Okla-
homa, supply the North Texas
market with approximately 90%
of its milk requirements. Grade
A dairy farmers in the North
Texas market have seen the
price paid them for milk stead-
ily decline since the fall of 1952
— from an average of 15c per
quart then to less than 1lc per
quart at the present time.

Retail milk price levels are
approximately the same today
as they were when the dairy
farmer received 15¢c per quart,
indicating a widening margin
between the price paid the
farmer and the price paid by
the consumer. Since the dairy
farmer, through his Association,

Milk Receipts at
NTPA Plant Upped
By Dallas Boycott

Business is booming at the
local North Texas Producers
Association milk processing
plant since September 1 when
the organization’s 30 cents per
hundred increase in milk prices
became effective, Milk former-
ly purchased by four of the big-
gest distributors in Dallas has
raised the volume of NTPA’s
surplus te almost a million
pounds a day.

In the Muenster plant the
volume jumped suddenly from
an average of 130,000 pounds
daily to about 600,000 pounds.
The remaining 400,000 pounds
are being sent to NTPA’s plant
at Sulphur Springs.

This is the biggest volume
ever for the local plant, accord-
ing to Manager Rudy Hellman.
It is even greater than the an-
nual flood which hits the plant
during the Christmas holidays.

Disposal of this huge surplus
requires round-the-clock. opera-
tion in which an average of 150,-
000 pounds daily is sent out as
Class 1 milk and the balance is
processed into cheese and pow-
dered milk.

The Dallas dairies responsible
for this surplus have their milk
shipped in from northern states.

Hornets Bow 20-6
In Opening Clash
With Pilot Point

Power and experience both
were stacked against the Muens-
ter Hornets last Friday night as
they took on Pilot Point’s Class
A Bearcats in their first foot-
ball test of the 1958 season . . .
and they went down by a count
of 20-6.

15. On the next two plays Otto
ripped off 11 and Harris 22 but
the push ended there and Pilot
Point was in possession as the
period ended.

BARGAIN OR BLUSTER?
By Dr. Alfred P. Haake

A recent strike against an em-
ployer who refused to yield to
demands he could not meet, is
apparently being bolstered by
the teamsters’ union in shutting
off that employer from his cus-
tomers and his sources of supply.

can economy, “Every other na-
tionwide strike from now on
will be not just a one-union
strike but a strike of the entire
American labor movement”

political level, if we want +to
benefit by the experience of our
European colleagues.”

frightful menace of labor union
monopoly power in the hands of
a few bosses. A combination of
the teamsters, stee! workers,
auto workers and communica-
tion workers could stop the en-
tire American economy.

It appears from Associated
Press reports that Walter Reu-
ther is getting ready to call a
strike on the automakers, when
his moment is ripe. And, if and
when he does, the reports indi-
cate that the powerful CIO-AFL
will throw its financial’and man-
power resources behind the auto
workers. That could be a nation-
wide strike and play right into
the hands of the Russians.

The excuse offered for such an
action is the allegation that the
managements of the companies
are refusing to bargain. And
thereby hangs a tale, a scorpion’s
tail.

According to Webster, bargain-
ing' is to transfer for a consider-
ation, to barter or trade. It is a
two-way street with traffic in
BOTH directions. But when Reu-
ther says that management re-
fuses to bargain, what he should
say 1s that management is un-
willing to yield concessions with-
out considerations and beyond
the limits of sound reason, and
that Reuther refuses to yield
concessions necessary to make
his demands possible of approv-
al.

In short, what Reuther really
wants from management is pro-
gressive surrender, all in his di-
rection.

Labor bosses have already ac-
quired so much power that they
have become arrogant. Laws
that limit your behavior and
mine in relation to the property
and person of other people, seem
not to apply to the goons sent
in to subdue by force., They even
speak of labor unions as a separ-
ate government, within a gov-
ernment. Union members may
be citizens of the United States,
but they are subjects of the lab-
or bosses.

When James Hoffa was being
“elected” to wear the tainted
mantle of Dave Beck, a poll of
the members indicated that at
least 70 per cent of them were
opposed to Hoffa. But that made
no difference. Even the courts
did not stop him.

Make no mistake about it, the
fine phrases in which the labor
apologists couch their rationali-
zations of higher wages without
due regard for cost, may fool
their members and even much
of the public, but actually those
fine phrases merely gloss over a
coldly determined grasping for
monopoly power over our entire
economy.

The answer to the menace is
the “right to work” law which
prevents the nefarious agree-
ment of management and union
to deny men the righ to work ex-
cept as union members. The
right to work should be guaran-
teed to its citizens by every
state which has not yet passed
such a law.

We want collective bargaining,
but it should be bargaining.
Both sides must be willing to
yvield commensurate considera-
tion for every benefit sought.
The traffic must flow in both
directions, and we must stop
the monopoly power that turns
bargaining into progressive sur-
render.

Bruce H. Nicoll writes in The
Reader’s Digest: “Do you know
what goes on in a field of grow-
ing corn? From a small seed it
grows in eight weeks to a plant
with over 1400 square inches of
leaf surface — one of thé most
remarkable feats of growth in
the plant kingdom. And in eight
weeks the plant establishes a
root system which, if laid end
to end, would extend a distance
of seven miles. There's a saying
that in ideal weather you can
hear the corn grow. It isn't quite
that good, but the plant often
does grow as much as four in-
ches in a day.”

KILLER OF CHILDREN

Burns cause more injury and
death among children than any
other agent. Every parent
should know how to identify
and treat them.

This point is stressed by To-
day's Health, an American Med-
ical Association publication. It
then provides some simple but
vital rules:

Youngsters will grasp every-
thing within reach, so never al-

low conditions to exist which
can Jlead to accidents. Keep
matches from children; keep

pots from the edge of the stove,
and keep youngsters from fires.

Determine quickly the degree
of burn. In a first degree burn
the skin is red; in second degree,
the skin is blistered; in third
degree the skin is charred.

For first or simple second de-
gree burns, coat affected area
with antiseptic ointment or olive
or baby oil. This relieves pain
and prevents skin from crack-
ing and drying out.

For deep second and all third
degree burns, call a doctor im-

mediately. Shock and infection
may occur. A layman should
not attempt to treat burns of
these types.

Local dairy farmers
feel that the public is entitled
to know when they purchase
milk from a handler that the
product is of the highest quality.
Since all local dairy farmers
produce milk under the strict
health standards by the City of
Dallas, there can be no question
as to the quality of local milk.
Imported milk comes to Dallas
under certification from some
distant market and is accepted
on the basis of the certificate
that it is Grade A.

The real issue in the dispute
between the opposing distribu-
tors and the Association is not
price, but whether the dairy
farmer has the right to price
his product.
