There isn‘t likely ever to be

another election in which free
people will give communists a
beating as decisive as the one
the West Berliners handed out
last Sunday. The record was
fantastic and points out how in-
tensively the people of Berlin's
Western sector resent Soviet
proposals to bring them under
communist domination.

The issues in this election
were clearly drawn. Pro-Western
and pro-Soviet candidates had
campaigned openly on the red
proposition. Then the people
gave their verdict by a vote
that was just short of unanimous.
Ninety seven per cent of the
qualified wvoters went to the
polls and over 98 per cent of
them answered Khrushchev
with an emphatic “no.”

In other words, over 95 per
cent of the eligible voters of
West Berlin, fully aware of the
possible consequences of antag-
onizing the red boss, chose to
stand and be counted. That is
the significant point. Apparent-
ly few if any of the voters al-
lowed their choice to be influ-
enced by fear. The puny vote
polled by the reds can be traced

almost entirely to their loyal
party members,
As must be obvious to all, ev-

en the Soviets, there was real-
ly no issue left after voters chose
to ignore Russian threats. No
sane person could possibly favor
giving up the economic, social
and political conditions of his
sector and accept those of the
other side,

Therein lies the cause of the
present tension over Berlin.
When announcing his scheme
Khrushchev referred to the West-
sector as the trouble spot in
East Germany. And he was en-
tirely correct. Beautiful, prosper-
ous and free West Berlin, the
product of “despised and infer-
ior capitalism” provides a con-
stant and convincing compari-
son with the oppression, desti-
tution and shabbiness across the
line, Of course it is a source of
trouble when East Berliners and
East Germans generally are ex-
posed daily to this reminder of
communism’s failure. It is hu-
miliating in the extreme to red
leaders who have seen their
subjects by the thousands quit
their homes and families and es-
cape to the other side. As the
Germans say these East Germans
have been ‘“voting with their
feet” against the so-called so-
cialist paradise.

After this verdict of the Ber-
liners, the three powers of the
Western sector certainly should
have no doubts about their duty
in the crisis which seems to be
coming. To comply with Rus-
sian demands and abandon the
city to the puppet East Germans
would be even more tragic than
the historic boner which created
this situation in the first place.

On the other hand they ought
to use this incident, along with
that which resulted in the Ber-
lin air-lift several years ago, as
the basis for a demand that
America, Britain and France be
allowed unmolested access to
their sector of the city. The
terms of the Berlin arrangement
have been absurd from the be-
ginning. Common sense tells us
that a treaty for occupation of
a city presupposes free move-
ment to and from that city, and
any country which hinders such
movement violates the spirit of
the agreement.

It is true, of course, that the
three Western countries were
suckers in this deal. In their
naive trust of an ally they as-
sumed that relations would be
friendly and satisfactory, little
suspecting that the Soviets would
double cross them. Well, they
know better now, and they
should be aware that it's high
time to finish their unfinished
job.

According to the simplest
standards of morality they have
a duty to finish it. When they
occupied that part of Berlin
they assumed responsibility for
it. Their Jsesponsibility still ex-
ists today. America, Britain and
France are obhgated for the
safety and welfare of the people
of Berlin . . . and they are obli-
‘gated to insist on conditions
which enable them to carry out
their duty.

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Chance Remote for
Fire Casualties at

Muenster Schools

Chances of serious casualties
as a result of fire are practically
non existent here, according to
a report by City Fire Marshal
Steve Moster and Fire Chief Ed
Schneider following their in-
spection of the schools Tuesday
afternoon. Their tour was
prompted by the nation-wide
concern for school fires follow-
ing the recent tragedy at a
parochial school in Chicago.

There isn’t a chance to trap
children in any of the three
buildings, Moster said. Two are
one story structures with wide
halls and opportunity for chil-
dren to escape in either direc-
tion. In case the fire happens to
block their exit from a classroom
they can still escape from win-
dows without danger of serious

injury.

The parochial elementary
school is a three story building,
but it too offers plenty of op-
portunity for children to es-
cape. Every classroom on the
main floor opens to a hall which
has three exits, through doors

at the east and west and south
ends and a fire escape at the
north. The floor above does not
have the south exit. Likewise in
the basement there are three
exits and practically no chance
for children to be trapped.

The inspectors also noted that
the children have their regular
fire drills and are capable of va-
cating quickly and orderly in
case of most emergencies.

Only recommendation for im-
proving the situation is to put
a more sensitive latch on the
fire escape door, and to mark
the door as a fire escape.

United Fund Drive

Muenster has contributed
$1,110. 68 to date in the current
United Fund drive.

That was the amount of the
fund’s deposit Wednesday in
the Muenster State Bank, ac-
cording to J. M. Weinzapfel,
county committeeman represent-
ing this area.

Weinzapfel said a hasty re-
view of the campaign cards in-
dicates that about 75 per cent
of the Muenster people have
been contacted in the drive and
that about 65 per cent have con-
tributed. He added, however,
that the list of completed con-
tacts includes almost all of the
better prospects, so the total
community contribution is prob-

ably about 90 per cent com-
plete.

In Weinzapfel's opinion the
community’s contribution is far

behind that of the county as a
whole, Roughly Muenster and
its trade territory are estimated
at near a tenth of the county
population, so their share in the
quota should be near 10 per
cent of the total. Actually the
county has contributed $33,223
to date whereas Muenster has
given $1,110.68. The county has
reached 76 per cent of its goal
of $43,325.

The drive was started here
two weeks ago in connection
with rural drives in the rest of
the county. Tony Luke and Ar-
thur Endres were co-chairmen
preparing campaign cards and
organizing about 20 workers who
in turn recruited more workers
to help get the job done.

When we are constantly being
admonished to be kind to one
another, it is not easy for a
guest speaker to advise his au-
dience to be ruthless. But that
is exactly what Senator Bridges
did during the course of his re-
cent address at the testimonial
for L. Carl Arnold, veteran treas-

urer of the Manchester, N.H.,
Press Club.
Senator Bridges pulled no

punches when he frankly told
club members and guests: “Mos-
cow and Washington, D.C, are
the two nerve centers of the
world. Part of our world forces

are out to destroy us ., . If our
country fails to survive, noth-
ing else will matter., We will

be dead, or alive under slavery.

. We shall have to be just as
ruthless in our mental approach
to the world as the enemy is.”

It is important to point out, of
course, that there is no conflict |
between the ruthlessness de-
scribed by Senator Bridges and
the Biblical admonition to love
one another.

Texas babies were born hale
and alert during the two-yvear
period between September 1956,
and August 1958. That adds up
to an average of some 685 new
babies per day.

For the same time period
147,000 Texans died — repre-
senting ‘a ratio of more than
three births for every death, a
fact cleary worth being thank-
ful for.

The figures are revealed in an

| Health Department'’s biennial
!snon to be published.

| The excess of births over
| deaths during the two years
| added some 360,000 people to
Texas’ population. That in-

crease, together with the influx
of newcomers now making their
homes in Texas, swelled the
population past the 9.2 million
mark.

Since 1936, infant deaths dur-
ing the first yvear of life have
dropped from 71 per one thous-
land, to less than 30 per thous-
;and today. And during that same
| period, maternal deaths have
;bwu cut from 6.9 per thousand
“u less than 1.5 so far this year.
| The past biennial also pro-
duced these developments:

Some 115,000 Texans, whose
births were not registered at
{the time, found it necessary to
file delayed certificates of birth
through probate courts to prove
age, parentage, and citizenship.
Most of these births occurred
prior to 1903, the year the Texas
vital statistics law was passed to
require birth and death registra-
tion.

The U. S., Britain and France
are reported as determined to
take whatever steps may be
necessary to prevent Red con-
trol of West Berlin. That these
steps may be expensive and ev-
en agonizing is a reasonable
anticipation. But just how they
may be taken remains a deep,
dark secret at this writing.

It would seem to be the Krem-
lin's plan on the heels of
Khruschev’'s announcement that
he would liquidate the “occupa-
tion status of Berlin” — to ap-
pear to withdraw from East Ber-

lin, if not from East Germany,
and hand over to East German
stooges control over the high-

way, railway and air approaches
to West Berlin.
If we were

chev's bluster, the plan would
be simply for the East Ger-
mans operating under their
own steam to shut off all ac-
cess to the Western city, drive
out both the Allied occupation
forces and the West Germans

in order to make this fabulous-

ly booming city a literal part of
the comparative desert that is
East Germany. But this is a
large order when it is consid-
ered that there is nothing the
East Berliners and the East
Germans at large desire more
than reunion with their Wes-
tern kinsmen, freedom from
Soviet slavery and acceptance

by the Bonn government as part
of the (West) German Federal
Republic

It would seem obvious, there-
for, that whatever restraints are
imposed and whatever hostile
moves made against the Allies
and the official regime of
Berlin must be under the
rection of Russian wolves in
East German sheep's clothing.
And the main purpose mav well
be to force the US, Britain and
