The prom ­
inence given by it every year 
to the conservation cause has 
served not only as a well de­
served trib u te  to all co-operating 
farm ers bu t also inducem ent to 
more and g reater efforts.

The E nterprise  proudly recalls 
the orgin of this event. Recogniz­
ing the good done by the Fort 
W orth Press w ith its state-w ide 
program  honoring conservation­
ists, tw o local men, J. M. Wein- 
zapfel and J. W. Hess, along with 
conservationist Clyde Wells, de­
cided tha t a sim ilar program  on a 
d istrict level could be equally 
effective. They invited represen t­
atives of the area 's banks, new s­
papers and  radio stations to come 
and talk  it over. A special guest 
there was S tate C onservationist 
Paul W alser who praised the idea 
and envisioned its spread to other 
d istricts of the state. O ut of that 
m eeting came the organization 
w hich is now sponsoring its 
ten th  program  and has served as 
a pattern  to m any o ther conser­
vation districts.

T he idea has paid off m agnifi­
cently. Its part in publicizing 
conservation efforts and benefits 
has undoubtedly helped in the 
constan t growth of co-operating 
m em bership w ith its constant in ­
crease of conservation practices. 
T he real p*.y-off is noted in the 
increased productivity  of land, 
resu lting  in greater proeperity 
th roughout the district.

Considering the results, it is 
apparen t tha t conservation farm  
Ing is good business The profit 
m otive alone is enough to im ­
press an alert farm er

A nother m otive which is re ­
ceiving m ore and m ore attention 
in recent years, and which has a 
strong  appeal to conscientious 
farm ers, is soil stew ardship, the 
realization that each generation 
has a sacred du ty  before Al­
m ighty God to leave the land in 
the best possible condition for 
fu tu re  generations

The urgency of that fa d  is 
em phasized by our country’s o f­
ficial statistics Our population 
is growing at the ra te  of 3 m il­
lion a year. At the same time our 
total area of productive land is 
shrink ing  by a half million acres 
a year Such figures leave no 
doubt that we are rushing to­
ward the tim e when our country 
will produce less food and fiber 
than it needs Economists have 
estim ated the time as in the sev­
enties.

Weekend Deluges 
By-Pass Muenster, 
Rain Here .60 Inch

Rains this week, which dum ped 
m ore than  ten inches in some 
areas of East Texas, left only a 
sam ple as they passed over this 
com m unity. The official reading 
on S t e v e  M oster’s W eather 
Bureau gauge was only .60 for 
the scattered light showers which 
fell here Tuesday.

That reading is the  to tal for 
this m onth to date and  leaves the 
year’s total still a t an exception­
ally low figure of 4.14 inches, 
which is just barely over half the 
norm al rainfall for the first four 
m onths. The total of 3.54 by the 
end of April is by far the lowest 
in the past ten years. The nex t 
low was 4 74 in 1951 and 5.33 in 
1955. W ettest for the  four m onths 
was 20.24 in 1957.

The effect of this shortage of 
m oisture is clearly apparen t on 
m any grain fields and on prac­
tically all alfalfa of the area. 
Farm ers have abandoned hope 
for wheat or oats crops in some 
fields and have tu rned  in their 
livestock to salvage w hat value 
they can by grazing. Prospects 
for alfalfa seem to be poor every­
w here

Nevertheless some crops still 
look fa ir . . . surprisingly  good, 
considering the drought. Some 
grain fields w ith a be tte r s ta rt 
have been hanging on well, and 
w ith the help of this w eek's rain  
still show possibilities of w orth 
while yields.

The reason, apparently, is the 
prolonged cool w eather which 
allowed crops to get along on 
their short ration of water. The 
same applies to pastures. While 
not growing they are not suffer­
ing and are ready to m ake good 
progress if a nice soaker will 
come soon Corn is in about the  
same condition I t had nothing 
to grow on but cool w eather en ­
abled it to w ait w ithout being 
h u rt This week's rain  pepped it 
up. and it is ready to develop 
nicely if favorable w eather con­
tinues from now on.

A farm er who carelessly 
allows his land to float away 
w ith w ind and w ater is literally 
tak ing  food from the m ouths of 
com ing generations The trag ­
edy becomes all the greater as 
we consider that this food is 
gone not only for a year but for 
all tim e to come.

It is believed that 2 acres of 
land are  needed to support one 
person. T hat's norm al land More 
or less is needed, depending on 
th e  land's productivity. Now sup­
pose a farm er allows 100 acres of 
norm al land to drop to  half its 
productive potential. The num ­
ber th a t land can feed drops 
from  50 to 25. I t’s not a pretty  
thought for the m an who allows 
his place to deteriorate.

As wa th ink  it ov*r w* have 
to  adm it that soil stew ardship is 
as sacred and as binding as the 
law  of God. It is a part of God's 
lav/. In His eternal plan the 
ea rth  is here to feed and clothe 
people for all time. The person 
who ru n s a farm  has m ore of a 
mission than  just earn ing  a liv­
ing for him self and his family. 
He is feeding others, and above 
all he is caring for the land 
w hich was en trusted  to him.

To be exact we could say that 
th e  land was en trusted  to him 
by God. A title  to property  is 
no th ing  but a tem porary in stru ­
m en t to assure orderly procedure 
in  organized society. But the real 
title  is still vested in the  Lord. 
T he m an who owns it is only a 
tem porary  keeper, charged with 
a responsibility  of tu rn ing  it 
back in good condition afte r us­
ing it.

Soil S tew ardship  m akes sens*
in both the tem poral and t h e  
eternal plan. Farm ing b e tte r has 
its im m ediate com pensations in 
b e tte r  living. Besides, it derives

Tony has been a cooperator of 
the U pper Elm Red Soil C onser­
vation District since 1948 He 
and his neighbor. Jam es Geray, 
w ere instrum ental in getting a 
large group of their neighbors 
together at Tony's home in the 
fall of 1846, and Soil C onserva­
tion Service technicians c a ­
ptained the various conservation

Since that tim e Tony has put 
in  all of the practices included 
in his conservation plan. Some­

Rows southeast through the 
southwest portion of Cooke 
County, into Denton C ounty to 
the Lewisville Reservoir T hen  
are 238.000 acres of land in the 
Clear Creek watershed

The upstream  floodwater re- 
: tarding structures planned on 
this w atershed will be across the 
upper ends of the larger stream s 
and across the tribu taries flow ! 

: ing into the m ain w ater course 
They will usually be located so 
they will control drainage areas 
of from 500 to 3.000 acres and w il’ 
form bodies of w ater from 3 to 
40 acres. The plan intends to 
stop flood w aters at the source 
before they ran  become raging 
torrents of destruction Th< 
planned structures will hold the 
flood w aters and release there 
slowly over a period of days

grass. All of the area between 
the d itches was seeded to buf- 
falograss. This past fall Tony 
fertilized the whole pasture and 
overseeded it to Button clover. 
A fte r a cover was established he 
constructed  a farm  pond so that 
the grass could be grazed. To­
day, this area is com pletely s ta ­
bilized and is a fair pasture.

A fter the w aterw ays w ere put 
in on both farm s a total of 5.9 
m iles of channel terraces were 
constructed  to control the ero­
sion on the cultivated  fields. The

A Definition 
Of Conservation

Here is a definition by Don A. 
W illiams. Soil Conservation S er­
vice Adm inistrator. “By soil and 
w ater conservation we mean, 
today, proper land use; protect­
ing land against all forms of soil 
deterioration, rebuilding eroded 
and depleted soil, improving 
grassland, woodland and wildlife 
lands, conserving w ater for 
agricultural and other uses; p ro­
per irrigation, drainage and flood 
prevention; building up soil 
fertility , and m aking efficient 
and profitable use of these re ­
sources. The use and treatm ent 
of each acre of land w ithin its 
capabilities and according to its 
need continues to be the starting  
point of m odern soil and w ater 
conservation technology. This 
sim ply m eans using all of our 
'and for the k ind  of production 
for which it is best suited. It 
means applying to the land those 
c r o p p i n g ,  tillage, structural, 
w ater m anagem ent or o ther con 
servation m easures th a t will 
assure continued efficient p ro­
duction from the land.”

Al "Skinner" Wiesman who 
owns and operates 429 acres of 
land four miles east of M uenster. 
is this year's outstanding conser­
vation farm er of Zone 3. of the < 
Upper Elm Red Soil Conserve 
tion District.

Sk inner has been cooperating 
w ith the district for the past s ix ­
teen years He signed a district 
agreem ent on Ju n e  2. 1942 on his 
205 acre farm  east of M uenster 
and w ith the assistance of a 
Soil Conservation Service tech- j 
nician he m apped out a co-ordin-1 
ated soil, w ater and p lan t con-1 
servation plan for his farm, but 
’ittle  work was done until after 
the w ar was over When things 
re turned  to norm al, Sk inner be­
gan slowly but surely to carry 
out his conservation plan.

A few field terraces had been 
built a t that time, but they were 
too small and em ptied into a 
oun try  road ditch. To give the 

terraces a protected outlet area, 
Skinner planted berm udagrass 
on a 13 acre w aterw ay along the 
~oad and along a natural d ra in ­
ageway through his cultivated 
land. A nother natural d ra inage­
way was seeded to King Ranch 
Bluestem to serve as another 
grassed w aterw ay for a safe te r ­
race outlet area. These w ate r­
ways serve as excellent pasture 
strips and once they w ere es­
tablished Skinner built over 4.6 
miles of broad channel type te r­
races to protect his 118 acres of 
cultivated land.

Sk inner farms all his land on 
the contour w ith the terraces. He 
is a great believer in the bene­
fits of including a legume soil 
building crop such as sweet clov­
er, peas and vetch in his crop 
rotation and p lan ts about one- 
th ird  of his land  to these crops 
each year. Last year Sk inner 
had legum es on every acre of 
cropland on his farm. Additional

23 Detention Dams 
Finished, 12 to Go, 
On Elm Watershed

T w enty three down and only 
twelve to  go T hat’s how the p ro ­
gress chart stands on the Upper 
Elm-Red Soil Conservation Dis­
trict's flood prevention program  
on Elm Creek. Five more d e ten ­
tion reservoir* w ere completed 
on the watershed this year to 
bring the total of com pleted res­
ervoirs to tw en tv-th ree The w a t­
ershed plan calls for a total of 
35.

This series of upstream  flood- 
w ater re tard ing  structures on 
Elm C 'vek  and its tribu taries j 
successfully prevented Roods on 
the 5.000 acres of bottom land be­
tween Saint Jo  and Gainesville 
in 1957 when 22 inches of rain 
fell during April and May.

The upstream  detention dams 
''aught the floodwaters. held 
them  back and released them 
slowly over a long period of 
time. O ver 10 000 acre feet of 
w ater was held back by the 
reservoirs at the peak of the 
storm. S tream  channels below the 
structures were never filled to 
overflowing and thousands of 
dollars in dam ages to crops, farm ­
lands roads and fences was 
averted.

The upstream  flood prevention 
eeograrri goes hand in hand w ith 
the soil conservation program  of 
'an d  treatm ent. The two cannot 
be separated. Soil, water, and 
p lan t conservation practices ap­
plied to the lands above the re-

What Is a  
Soil Conservation 

District?
A soil conservation district is 

a cooperative, formed by farm ers 
and ranchers, run by and for 
fanners and ranchers. It is a 
legally constituted un it of local 
governm ent set up under the 
S tate Soil Conservation District 
Law. but it cannot levy taxes 
or assessments, or issue bonds. It 
was established by a petition of 
landow ners and by m ajority vote 
of landow ners at an election. The 
d istric t’s business is conducted 
by an elected board of five land­
ow ner supervisors serving w ith ­
out pay. Every landow ner has 
a voice in shaping district poli­
cies.

The district supervisors co-or­
dinate the activities of local, 
state, and Federal agencies, 
which cooperate, in a completely 
in tegrated  program of soil and 
w ater conservation

The purpose of the district is 
to help solve soil and w ater con­
servation problem s It works for 
the good of all farm ers and ra n ­
chers and the general welfare of 
everybody in the district. The 
operating procedure represents 
democracy at its best.

Button Clover Pays 
In Feed and Seed

Clipping of Button Clover 
m ade on the J  H. Em bry farm 
near Saint Jo  on May 23. 1958 
weighed 27.250 pounds of green 
forage per acre. After air drying 
tor three days the forage weighed 
7,700 pounds and after four days 
the hay weighed 8.500 pounds 
per acre The clippings pointed 
up the value of Button Clover a* 
a cover crop or as a forage crop

The Clover was m anaged for 
wed production and on Ju ly  3. 
J. C. Em bry combined 300 
pounds of seed per acre from thr 
20 acre planting.

Button Clover it a fall planted, 
soil im proving clover It reseed' 
well and u  rapidly gam ing popu­
larity  as a clover that can be 
planted in Berm udagrass and 
Baffalograss pastures for soil 
im provem ent and to provide ex­
tra grazing.

w ith the hundreds of others who 
are helping in any way to ad­
vance conservation w ork in the 
d istrict . . . including co-opera­
tors, technicians and business 
people.

Clarence T. Newsom of Bowie 
is th is year’s w inner of the B ank­
ers A w ard for doing an ou t­
standing job on soil and w ater 
conservation in zone 1 of the 
Upper Elm Red Soil Conserva­
tion District.

Newsom began cooperating 
w ith the district in 1950. At that 
tim e he worked out a complete 
soil, w ater and p lan t conserva­
tion plan on his 160 acre farm  
w ith  the assistance of the Soil 
Conservation Service technicians 
at Bowie. His m ain enterprises 
are livestock and fruit fanning

In the beginning the Newsom 
farm  was low in fertility  and the 
deep sands were blowing out of 
the fields and into fence rows, 
w here the drifts sometimes cov­
ered the fences. Vetch and rye 
were used to halt the blowing, 
shifting sands in the orchard and 
over 30 acres were seeded to 
pasture grasses Newsom is very 
careful to  leave all crop residues 
on the surface of the soil to p re ­
ven t erosion from wind and w a­
ter. even the pasture lands are 
protected by leaving a mulch of 
grass on the land.

Mr. Newsom recently purch­
ased an adjoining farm  and im ­
m ediately began installing a con­
servation plan on i t  He has a l­
ready put over 30 acres of the 
old field areas to King Ranch 
bluestem  and Coastal berm uda 
grass. He is also using a rotation 
system  of grazing that leaves a 
heavy litter of grass on the 
ground

Farm Fish Ponds 
Pay Dividends in 
Food, Recreation

By Lee Toothaker 
Farm  fish ponds can be a 

source of food and recreation. 
This can be m ade possible by 
proper stocking and m anage­
ment.

Best stocking fish are Bass. 
Bluegill and C hannel Cat. If 
any rough fish are in the pond 
they should be removed before 
stocking w ith desirable fish 
Stocking fish can be obtained 
free of charge from the Fish and 
W ildlife Service. O rders may be 
made through the SCS w o r k  
un it or County Agent.

Now is t h e  tim e to fertilize 
ponds for m axim um  fish produc­
tion, using about eight pounds 
of nitrogen and eight pounds of 
phosphate per surface acre. One 
hundred pounds of 15-15-0 will 
fertilize about tw o acres.

! in about three weeks or when

H. H. Noland of W hitesboro 
and E. L. H estand of Tioga have 
copped the bankers’ aw ard for 
the land lo rd -tenan t team  doing 
th e  best job of soil and w ater 
conservation in the U pper Elm 
Red Soil Conservation District 
last year.

This team  h as^resu lted  in a 
good, sound conservation pro­
gram  being applied on their 180 
acre farm , four miles east of Tio­
ga.

A conservation plan  was de­
veloped on the  farm  in 1956 w ith 
the  assistance of the Soil Conser­
vation Service personnel from 
W hitesboro. Conservation work 
got underw ay soon after w ith  the 
sodding of 3 w aterw ays to Coas­
ta l berm udegrass. The w aterw ays 
w ere fertilized and  are used as 
hay meadows as well as terrace 
outlets.

D uring the past tw o years 5% 
miles of terraces have been con­
structed  to outlet onto the 
grassed w aterw ays. All row crops 
a re  farm ed w ith  the terraces on 
the contour and all crop residues 
are left on the soil to form a 
protective m ulch to protect and 
insulate the soil.

LAND CLASSIFICATION ACCORDING TO LAND CAPABILITIES. This is how all land is 
rated or classified before draw ing  up a conservation plan. L and  is classified according to its ab il­
ity to produce food and fiber. The class th a t a particu lar piece of land will fall in depends upon 
soil depth, perm eability, slope, surface and sub-soil and drainage and degree of erosion. Land 
Classes I through III can be cultivated  safely if good farm ing practices, such as soil building ro ­
tations and terraces, are properly used. Land in Class IV should be in grass, but may be cu lti­
vated every fourth year if grasses and legumes are kept on it th ree out of four years. Class V land 
is subject to frequent overflows and should be in pasture grasses. Classes VI and V li are too steep 
or too badly eroded and should be kept in perm anen t grass cover. Class VIII land is rock and 
useful only for wildlife.

J. R. Blevins Wins 
Soil Conservation 
Award for Zone 2

J . R. Blevins is the w inner of 
the B ankers aw ard for the farm er 
or rancher doing the best job 
of soil conservation last year in 
Zone 2 of the Upper Elm Red 
Soil C onservation District.

Blevins operates 575 acres of 
land near Ringgold, Texas. He 
started  cooperating w ith the dis­
tric t program  while still a ren ter, 
but bought his first farm  eleven 
years ago. He im m ediately ap­
plied soil and w ater conserving 
practices to the farm  by planting 
a 27 acre field to grass. He later 
bought a 115 acre farm  that had 
20 acres of cropland. He terraced 
10 acres of cropland and seeded 
35 acres of old field area to n a ­
tive grass. During the tim e he 
was establishing grass on the 
land Blevins leased grassland in 
order to defer grazing on his own 
two pastures and im prove the de­
sirable grasses.

Two years ago Blevins bought 
another 160 acres and has al­
ready seeded 80 acres to  native 
Trass. He follows a system of de- 
'c rred  rotational grazing that lets 
his grass rest during  all or part 
of a growing season and the 
'.hick mulch of grass serves as 
good w inter pasture and puts a 
heavy mulch protection on the 
toil that decreases soil and wa- 
*ar loss and regulates soil tern

peratures. He has constructed 5 
ponds to provide stockw ater on 
all grasslands so tha t grazing can 
be regulated.

Blevins has gone a long way 
toward im proving the grasses on 
his farm s and has the grass to 
prove it. M any of his neighbors 
are following his example, and 
are concentrating on better m an­
agem ent of their grasses to get 
them back on the  land to p ro ­
tect and  im prove their ranching 
operations.

soil particles, bu t when soil is 
being cultivated  it  is not a l­
ways possble to have the cover. 
This is especially tru e  when row 
crops such as corn and cotton 
are being farm ed o r during  land 
preparation for broadcast crops. 
W hen ra infall hits bare ground 
its force detaches the soil p a r­
ticles, and suspends them  in the 
water.

This gives the  second factor, 
transporta tion , a chance to take 
effect. On level land, detach­
m ent w ould no t cause dam age 
because the w ater soaks into the 
soil or moves off so slowly that 
the  soil particles are not ca r­
ried away. But no t so on the 
sloping land of most farm s in 
the M uenster area. Most of the 
crop land  lies on slopes t h a t  
drop from  2 to 5 feet e v e r y  
hundred feet. W ater allowed to

run  down these steep slopes u n ­
checked w ill tran sp o rt tons of
the detached soil particles.

Terracing is the only satisfac­
tory m echanical m ethod to slow 
down this fast runoff and stop 
the  loss of our precious topsoil. 
A terrace is a channel, w ith  a 
ridge below, constructed  across 
the slope to in tercept the  flow of 
w ater across cropland. The slope 
in the channel of the terrace falls 
only two to th ree inches per 
one hundred  feet, com pared to 
the two to five feet of fall on 
the original slopes of the land. 
This slowing down of the ru n ­
off w ater to a snail’s pace is 
how terraces elim inate most of 
the transporta tion  of soil.

To skin and  exhaust the land, 
will result in underm ining  the  
days of our children.

2 Blades of Grass

To grow two blades of grass 
where one grew before should 
be the aim  of every  rancher. 
Grass, not beef, is a rancher's

The grass p lant is a food factory 
The leaves m ake food which is 
transported  to the roots so th a t j 
more leave* will grow If th e j 
leaves are chopped or grazed I 
off the p lant loaes its food m ak­
ing units C ontinued chopping or 
grazing of the leaves weakens 

! the p lant to the ex ten t that it 
j dies of starvation or perishes i 
! from dry  w eather Only by leav- j 

ing approxim ately  half of the j 
above ground portion of t h e ‘ 
grass can continued growth of j 
the grass be assured.

T h u  "take half-leave half" | 
principle ra n  be used to  im-1 
prove any pasture or range in | 
the M uenster-Saint Jo  area. The 
half tha t is left provides new 

• growth by building stronger 
roots, so tha t the half that is 
taken soon become* larger each 
year. This practice provide* a 
protective cover on the soil to 
verve as a m ulch against ero* 
ion. protects against Iocs of 
m oisture through excessive heat, 
and insulates against cold, in ­
creases toil fe rtility  and soil o r­
ganisms

Rotation grazing and proper 
storking rate* are necessary to 
improve grasslands The gnus 
m ust have rest for a pari of the 
growing season if It is to make 
m axim um  grow th and m aintain 

I its vigor Livestock num bers 
must be kept in balance w ith 
available grass if half of each 

I years grow th is to be left
Pastures can be re tted  by 

holding livestock on other grass­
land and grazing the pasture* in 
a defin ite rotation. The use of 
supplem ental grazing crops of | 
oats, sweet clover, vetch a n d  
sudan can also m ake it possible 
for pasture and range grass to 
get tha t required rest during the 
growing season.

If less than half the grass is 
left each year, there are t o o  
m any cattle. More pounds of 
beef will be produced only when 
there is m ore grass to produce 
it. W hich will it be — more acres 
to the bite, or m ore bites to the 
acre?

Terraces Are Vital 
In Soil Program

W hy are terraces needed? How 
do terraces help stop soil eros­
ion?

F irst we m ust know w h a t  
causes erosion. Two things are 
required to cause soil loss. F irst 
the soil particles m ust be de­
tached and secondly be tran s­
ported elsew here. Only two ele­
m ents of M other N ature will 
cause these to happen, nam ely 
wind and w ater. In the M uens­
ter area w ater is the m ajor cause 
of erosion.

How does ra infall cause the 
detachm ent of soil particles? One 
inch of ra in  h itting  one acre of 
soil, expounds enough energy to 
plow th a t acre ten times. If the 
soil has a good cover of forage 
or residue most of this destruc­
tive energy does not reach the

The U pper Elm -Red Soil C on­
servation D istrict’s main objec­
tive is to get every one of its 
1,670,000 acres used w ith in  it3 
capabilities and treated  in ac­
cordance w ith its needs for p ro ­
tection and im provem ent. The 
D istrict covers all of Cooke and 
most of M ontague and Grayson 
Counties. When the D istrict ob­
jective is reached each acre 
w ithin its boundaries w ill be 
treated  w ith a soil, w ater and 
p lan t conservation practice de­
signed do im prove and protect 
the land.

In 1953 the District took a big 
step tow ard its goal. A nother 
two hundred  and one (201) land- 
owners added th e ir nam es to the 
growing list of those cooperating 
w ith the D istrict program . The 
roster now shows 4,428 farm ers 
and ranchers who operate 1,022,- 
183 acres of land cooperating in 
the crusade to save and im prove 
their soil and water.

Last year th ese  cooperators 
planted over 60.000 acres of soil 
im proving legumes s u c h  a s  
sweet-clover, alfalfa, vetch and 
peas on their cropland to  provide 
a protective cover on the land 
and build up the soil fertility . 
These legumes also break up 
plow pans w ith their tap  roots, 
increase organic m atter and add 
nitrogen to the soil. I-egumes 

I such as Buttonc lover are also 
grown as a com panion crop to 

I pasture grasses to improve grass- 
| lands and provide ex tra  gracing 
| during  the fall and early spring.

A record-busting 205 miles of 
I terraces and 12 miles of diversion 
, terraces were built In 1958 after 
| the heavy rains pointed up the 
! need for m ore protection of slop- 
I ing fields, These terraces will 
i help protect some 5.000 acres of 
field area from soil and  w ater 

i losses T here are now over 3.000 
miles of terraces on lands w ithin 
the District, but 11.000 miles are 

i still needed. Forty  eight more 
wide grassed w aterw ays w ere 
successfully p lanted last year. 

; These grass strips will serve as 
safe terrace outlet areas and as 

I improved pasture strips
In addition to the protection 

| from terraces and  cover crops. 
: some 100 000 acres of cropland 
received the additional protcc- 

j tion of grain straw  and  other 
! crop residue left on the soil sur- 
i face as mulch to provide organic 
m atter and protect and Insulate 

, the soil.
Much progress was also made 

on the grasslands last year Some 
6.964 acres of old fields and

depleted pasture lands were esta ­
blished to  adapted grasses and 
legumes. The grass will produce 
good grazing and will protect 
and im prove the soil. A nother 1,- 
602 acres of abandoned old fields 
w ere seeded to range grasses such 
as native grass and K ing Ranch 
bluestem . These p lantings will be 
included in the  larger pastures 
when the grass is well establish ­
ed. Over 35,000 acres of range- 
land grasses were allowed a long 
period of rest during the growing 
season to regain its strength  and 
vigor and ano ther 46,150 acres 
w ere properly  used so th a t half 
the grass was left on the land to 
form a m ulch to m aintain the 
vigor of existing plants, encour 
age m ore plants to grow and 
provide an insulating cover on 
the soil.

The D istrict’s Up-stream  Flood 
Prevention Program  that proved 
so effective in controlling the 
1957 floods also m ade good p ro­
gress last year. F ive more d e ten ­
tion reservoirs w ere added to the 
system on the Elm Creek w a te r­
shed. This m akes a total of 23 
reservoirs now com pleted out of 
the 35 th a t are planned to be 
built.

The en tire  District program  has 
moved another notch tow ard its 
objective of im proving and p ro ­
tecting each acre in spite of 
floods, drought and insects. The 
job ahead is still a big one. Much 
conservation work rem ains to be 
done, bu t w ith all the people 
w ithin the D istrict w orking to ­
ward the same objective the goal 
can be reached

The most valuable resource of 
this Nation is the soil. Gold is 
m ore spectacular; iron has in 
two generations m ade m e n  
richer, copper has opened up 
greater poavbitities of advancin'* 
techniques.

JUST TWO YEARS AGO on this date the upstream  flood prevention reser­
voir on Alex L utkenhaus farm  near Saint Jo  looked like this. The reservoir was nearly  full 
afte r 14 inches of ra in  had fell in the w atershed over several days. The flood w aters w ere im ­
pounded and slowly released through a 14 inch tube under the dam. The surface area of the 
flood pool is 79 acres and the storage is 1,179 acre feet of w ater. The floodwaters never reached 
spillw ay level on this structure. No flooding occured in the upper 30 miles of the Elm Creek 
w atershed. T w enty-three such structures now are built on this w atershed. Twelve m ore are 
planned. Men standing  on the dam  give indication of its size.

Organic Matter 
Is Vital Factor in 
Soil Productivity

••"We cannot im prove and m ain­
tain the productivity  of our soils 
w ithout regularly  replenishing 
organic m atter," said Bill Martin, 
Soil Scientist, assisting the Upper 
Elm-Red Soil Conservation Dis­
trict.

Organic m atter in the soil is 
obtained from lining and dead 
plants and anim als. Some e x ­
am ples are p lan t roots, green 
m anure crops, crop residues, 
m anure, bacteria, fungi, worms 
and insects.

Organic m atte r is the life of 
the soil for it en ters into m any 
chemical, physical, and biologi­
cal processes th a t take place in 
the soil Probably the most im ­
portan t part organic m atter plays 
is th a t of furn ish ing  food for 
living organism s in the soil 
These organism s m ay be m icro­
scopic bacteria, fungi, or the im­
portant earthw orm  or fishing 
worm.

Earthw orm s are highly efficient 
soil conditioners for as they feed 
on organic m atte r they cultivate 
the soil, giving it more air, im­
proving its w ater intake, and 
aiding plant food to  become 
available for crop use. Soils high 
in organic m atter generally have 
a good population of earthw orm s 
while soils low in organic m atter 
m ay have few or no earthw orm s

O ther ways organic m atter aid

the  soil are (1) increases the  w a­
ter held in the soil; (2) helps 
regulate soil tem perature; (3) is 
an im portant source of nitrogen. 
M any acres of our land have 
been depleted of organic m atter 
by cultivation and  erosion. B urn­
ing over land and b u rn ing  crop 
residues cause unnecessary losses, 
that, in m ost cases, can be 
avoided.

“Slow burn ing” brought about 
by the action of the atm osphere 
and sunshine leads to  the  decay 
of such residues on or in the soil 
and  is the best w ay to help n a ­
tu re  balance soil losses. We must 
pu t som ething back to the soil 
if we wish to im prove and m ain­
tain  it.

Some ways to m aintain or im ­
prove the organic m atter content 
of soils are (1) by growing sod, 
cover or green m anure crops; (2) 
conserving and applying m a­
nures, (3) conserving and apply­
ing crop residues; and (4) con­
tro lling  erosion.

Sweet Clover Adds 
Rich Nutrients for 
Soil Improvement

Sweet clover is th e  w orkhorse 
of the soil building crops on the 
G rand P rairie  soils of M uenster. 
M adrid and B iennial W hite clov­
ers are used w idely in the crop ro­
tation to provide hay and graz­
ing during  their first year and 
soil im provem ent in the second 
year of their growth.

A look at the p lan t nu trien ts 
contained in the organic m atter 
of sweet clover tells why it is 
such a good toil im prover. When 
5700 pounds of top growth 
sweet clover is re tu rned  to the 
•oil the following am ounts of 
nu trien ts are added to the soil 
— 219 pounds of nitrogen, 13 
pound* of phosphorous. 54 pounds 
of potassium. 20 pounds of sul­
phur, 55 pounds of calcium  and 
25 pounds of m agnesium.

The nitrogen added to each acre 
by re tu rn ing  a sweet clover crop 
to the soil is equal to  the  n itro ­
gen in 650 pounds of am m onium  
n itra te  Such a practice would 
add more th an  enough plant 
nu trien ts to each acre needed to 
produce 50 bushels of w heat per 
acre.

Sweet clover pays its way. In ­
clude it in your regular crop 
rotations.

Raindrop Delivers a  Mighty Punch
It’s a Single raindrop. Not an  atom ic bomb. T he above high 

speed photograph showing a ra indrop  strik ing  the soil d e a r ly  
shows the explosive force behind each drop of ra in . A single 
drop of ra in  expends enough energy to lift an average size pocket 
knife th ree inches into the air. A one inch ra in  on an acre expends 
enough energy to plow th a t acre ten  times. A one inch ra in fall 
on an acre weighs 108 tons. All th is weight is dropped on the soil, 
and in m any cases moves off down the slope.

The picture shows w hat on raindrop can do. M ultiply th a t by 
billions of raindrops that strike and beat the soil during  every  
ra in  and you get an  idea of the terrific destructive power of falling 
rain. The soil must be protected from this beating and the splash 
erosion caused by rainfall.

A protective cover of living or dead p lan t m aterial over the 
soil is the best way to give it th is needed protection. The cover of 
p lan ts on the ground cushion the shock of the fallng w ater and 
let it gently and  slowly go through to  the soil. In moving the  
heavy w eight of w a te r down the slope a good cover of living 
plants, such as grassed waterways, holds the soil in place and 
provides a carpet for the w ater to run on so th a t little  soil is lost.

Falling rain can be as destructive as a bomb. Keep a living 
or dead p lant cover on the soil a t all times.

Ju s t as we fight for economic

Soil Conservation 
Must Provide for 
Population Growth

There la an “explosion” in the 
United S tates today and its im ­
p art will soon be felt throughout 
the nation. It is a population ex ­
plosion which can be controlled 
only by wise soil practices.

On O c t 9. 1958 the  U S. popu­
lation reached 175 million. This 
inform ation was revealed by an 
autom atic com puter which pro­
vides a continuous approxim a­
tion of the population a t the 
Commerce D epartm ent in W ash­
ington.

T h u  is the form ula on which 
it operates. One b irth  every 7H 
seconds, one death  every 20 sec­
onds. one im m igrant every 1H 
m inutes, one em igrant every 20 
m inutes Net gain - one new 
person for whom agriculture 
m ust provide food, fiber and 
o ther m aterials, every 11 seconds

Every hour there are 330 m ore 
peopie in the U nited States to 
feed, clothe and shelter.

On the o ther hand, it is esti­
m ated th a t one and  one-half 
m illion acres are lost from pro­
duction each year through ero­
sion. A nother one m illion acres 
of cropland is being lost each 
year beneath steel and concrete 
of highw ays an d  expanding 
citiea.

In 1950 the U. S had 3.1 acres 
of cropland per person. In the 
year 2000 the estim ates are th a t 
there will be 1.6 acres per person.

If our children and g rand­
children are to ea t as well as we 
have, we m ust do all w ith in  our 
power to halt the loss of precious 
topsoil as soon as possible.

practice of leaving all crop res­
idues on or near the soil su r­
face.

In  1951, S k inner bought a 
nearby  224 acre farm  and began 
applying conservation practices 
to  it also. This farm  was in a 
general run-dow n condition and 
had long suffered the evils of 
neglect. The cultivated  land was 
eroded and heavily infested w ith 
weeds, so S k inner decided to con­
tro l the weeds by mowing and 
spraying and p lan ting  all the old 
field areas to grass. F irst he 
p lan ted  a nursery  plot to King 
R anch bluestem  and has used 
seed from this and other sources 
to  p lan t over 50 acres of grass j 
He grows sweet clover as a cover 
to  im prove the soil and to pro­
vide grazing.

T hree ponds have been con­
structed  to provide stock water, 
and grazing is ro tated  so that 
all pastu re  grasses are allowed 
to  rest a t least a part of each 
grow ing season. A 23 acre m ead­
ow on his hom e place has been 
deferred  for the past two years 
to  allow recovery from drought 
dam age. The uncut meadow 
grasses have m ade recovery and 
have furnished good w in ter pas­
ture.

S k inner gives full credit to his 
fam ily for their assistance in 
helping him  install and m aintain 
th e  conservation practices. One 
of his boys, Jim . age 13. is still 
a t hom e and helps a lot w ith 
the farm ing operations. Skinner 
gives the lion’s share of the credit 
fo r his conservation work to his 
w ife w ith  this rem ark, "It was 
all her idea that I work out a 
conservation plan in the first 
place. She is the one who got 
m e started ."

S k inner has completed all 
practices recom m ended for soil 
and w ater conservation on nis 
hom e place and has m ade good 
progress on his pasture farm. He 
know s first hand the benefits of 
soil conserving practices and 
w ill continue to  protect and im ­
prove his lands by farm ing the 
conservation way, because, as he 
rem arked when Informed tha t he 
was an aw ards w inner on con- 
aervation work. "I had no idea 
of ever w inning an award. 1 ap ­
plied conservation because it 
benefited the W iesmans".

FELIX BECKER PROUDLY POINTS OUT the w ide grassed 
w aterw ay tha t follows a natu ra l d ra in  through his farm. The drain 
used to be a gully runn ing  through the cropland until it was 
plowed in and p lan ted  to Berm uda and  Buffalograss.

an t role in the flood prevention 
program.

This is accom plished by m eans 
o f deep  rooted legum es used 
regularly  in the crop rotation, 
grasslands m anaged to leave a 
good thick cover of grass on the 
land, grasses p lan ted  to prevent 
soil erosion, w aterw ays for safe 
terrace outlets, and terraces to 
slow the run-off ao tha t less water 
and less silt leaves the land to 
till reservoirs and stream  chan­
nels below

The upstream  flood prevention 
program  is already credited by 
local landow ners along the b o t­
toms w ith preventing at least two 
m ajor overflows The savings in 
flood dam ages would probably 
more than  pay the cost of bu ild ­
ing the structures The ben fits 
will be even g reater when more 
of these floodw ater retard ing  
structures are constructed The 
District Supervisors and the Elm 
Creek W atershed Association 
need the  help of all the people to 
complete the job of reservoir 
construction and soil conserva­
tion on all the lands.
