From the Middle East come
Teports that all is not going
smoothly in. the chummy rela-
tionship established last year
between Nasser and the Krem-
lin. Finally it begins to dawn
on leaders of the Arab nations
that communism’s big ballyhoo
in support of their nationalistic
aspn‘atl_ons was only a stepping
stone in the red master plan,
which is the eventyal conquest
of the entire world.

Efforts at infiltrating Arab
governments with Moscow’'s
stooges now convince Nasser
and his associates that Khrush-
chev and company never were
really sympathetic toward Arab
nationalistic intentions. The
truth is coming out. Respect for
nationality never was and nev-
er will be a part of the red doc-
trine. Communism is interna-
tionial in its scope and the ideal-
istic preaching heard last year
was intended solely to drive out
Western influence so that red
agents would have a better op-
portunity to do their dirty work.

One of the big tragedies of
these times is the success of these
international gangsters in sell-
ing nations a phony bill of
goods. The situation in the Mid-
East provides a perfect example.
Western interests, principally
American, went into the barren
Middle East deserts a couple of
decades ago and developed a
thriving oil industry. When they
arrived the countries concerned
were on the border of destitu-
tion. True to the traditions of
Western free enterprise, they
made deals that were mutually
agreeable and the results were
most gratifying to both sides.
The o0il companies struck it rich
and the Arab nations got their
agreed share of the fabulous
wealth. Over a period of just a
few years the nations of former
paupers started enjoying the
benefits of schools, hospitals,
and modern living conveniences.

All was fine. The Arabs were
happy and grateful. But then
the reds, like Satan in Paradise,
started spreading the word that
these happy people were not
getting a fair break . that
Western imperialists were im-
posing on them, making off with
wealth which was actually theirs.

Unfortunately the Westerners,
especially Americans, made it
easier for the reds to sell their
propaganda line. By lavish
standards of living and an air
of superiority toward the natives
they created a resentment which
was easily exploited by the
crafty reds.

The net result of it all is that
Arab nations are now bound
together under an alliance with
Nasser as the big shot, and Wes-
tern influence has deteriorated
sadly. And, true to custom, the
commies are attempting to take
over the political vacuum left by
the removal of Westerners. Nas-
ser begins to understand, and he
doesn’t like it. Finally he real-
izes that Moscow’s motive all
along was not to help the Arabs,
but rather to substitute Soviet
imperialism for the so called
“Western imperialism.” What's
more Nasser knows enough about
conditions in the communist
world to understand which
brand of imperialism is prefer-
able.

Under the circumstances, it
now seems possible that the po-
litical transition of the Middle
East can be halted at the prop-
er stage . .. that the Arabs, in-
stead of drifting into Soviet
domination, will become anoth-
er independent and active force
 to help check the spread of the
red menace. One fact especially
favors the West in this regard.
The Arabs are mostly devout
Moslems and as such are bitter-
1y opposed to the athiestic phase
‘of communism. It could even
develop that belief in God will
become the great common in-
terest uniting Mohammedans
‘and Christians in the eventual
~ annihilation of communism.

Businesses in "8,
County Loses 16

Muenster gained three new
business firms during the past
year while the rest of Cooke
County lost 19, says George A.
Giese, regional vice president of
the Dallas office of Dun and
Bradstreet.

Basing his facts upon a physi-
cal count of the January 1, 1959,
Dun and Bradstreet reference
book, Giese points out that there
are 491 firms in the county now
and there were 507 a year ago,
for the county-wide met loss of
16.

The report also shows figures
for Muenster and Gainesville,
the only two incorporated cities
in the county. Muenster's list
of business firms increased from
68 to 71 while Gainesville’s de-
creased from 408 to 391. Since
Gainesville accounts for 17 of
the 19 firms that quit, there ap-
parently were two that quit in
the unincorporated towns of the
county. In the same way the
report indicates that the coun-
ty now has 29 business firms
outside of Gainesville and
Muenster.

Dun and Bradstreet's refer-
ence book, incidentally, lists
only manufacturers, wholesalers
and retailers. It does not include
service or professional business-
es such as barber or beauty
shops and stock or real estate
brokers.

The town's three new firms,
which were not named in the
report, probably are Sanner's
Shoe Store, Muenster Pump and
Supply and J. J. Caddel Con-
struction Co. Most likely re-
garded as a service firm is Leo
Henscheid's Insurance and Book-
keeping Service, also established
during the past year.

Muenster Bank
Grows in Deposits
Loans and Reserve

Another year of progress at
the Muenster State Bank is ap-
parent in the comparison of
bank statements for the dates
ending 1957 and 1958.

The figures reveal an increase
of more than $600,000 in de-
posits, over $200,000 in loans
and over $23,000 in the capital
structure.

The statement for Dec. 31
shows demand deposits of
$1,689,604.25 and time deposits
of $804854.30, for a total of
$2,494,458.55. Corresponding fig-
ures a yvear ago were $1,313,865.31,
$567,875.76 and $1,881,741.07.

Not only did the deposits run
high but they were kept busy.
According to J. M. Weinzapfel
the bank's rate of turnover in
December was almost 1.5, actual-
ly 17 per year. This figure, which
reflects the community’s busi-
ness activity, is considerably
ahead of all other banks in the
area.

Bank loans for Dec. 31 stood
at $1,235,18949. A year before
they were $1,015,832.99.

The capital account has grown
from $198,666.56 to $221,848.36.
Considering the original invest-
ment of near $20,000 when the
bank was founded 35 years ago,
this represerits an 11-fold in-
crease on the stockholder's orig-
inal dollar. The capital has
grown from $17,500 to the pres-
ent $50,000 and surplus and re-
serves amount to $171,848.36. In
addition to stock dividends in-
creasing the capital to $50,000,
each stockholder has received a
6 per cent cash dividend on his
investment every year.,

Reports Wednesday afternoon
are that oats, one of the area’s
principal crops, apparently has
a chance for a good percen
of survival. Seemingly condi-
tioned earlier by more than the
community’s average of cold
weather, much of the grain
looks as though it will recov-
er even though the temperature
was some 10 degrees below the
grain's supposed endurance lim-
it, Low reports for the area were
3 degrees Sunday and 4 de-
grees Monday.

As regards another crop, new
alfalfa, there is no doubt. Last
fall’s planting, unless it got off

to an early start and developed
past the tender stage, was
knocked out by the freeze.

Fields which produced last year
were not affected.

Another crop not affected is
wheat. It can take the cold.

The cold wave was the most
severe to hit this area sinece the
winter of 1951 when the mer-
cury dropped to 2 degrees. Prin-
cipal results, besides those on
crops, were widespread damage
to plumbing. Dozens of broken
pipes were reported. Some were
lucky enough not to have a
break with the freeze.

countries on the receiving end

Now let’s assume for the mom-
ent that all this is really neces-
sary in order to fight commun-
ism — though the question na-
turally arises as to how we are
protecting ourselves against the
menace of communism when we
spend ourselves into bankruptcy.
But what are we to think of
politicians who, with their right
hand, grab our hard-earned dol-
lars “to protect us against com-
munism” and, with their left
hand, spend those dollars to
shore up communist regimes —
and even to soften us up on
communism?

Some of your foreign-aid dol-
lars have been pouring out to
so-called “neutralist” countries
who sway a little bit toward the
West while the dollar-giveaways
are flowing — and then sway
right back again toward the So-
viet Union. The naivete of our
leaders with regard to these
countries is almost beyond be-
lief. India is a good example. We
have poured hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars down that drain.

Even worse than our playing
Santa Claus to the neutralist na-
tions — in the name of fighting
communism — is our aid to out-
right communist nations. Your
dollars are still flowing to Com-
munist Yugoslavia and Com-
munist Poland. Last month the
Communist dictator of Poland
sounded off with a violent and
anti-American attack. Shortly af-
ter this, Poland announced she
was standing four-square be-
hind Soviet Russia in its attempt
to end the freedom of West Ber-

lin. Sandwiched in between
these two diatribes came the
news that Communist Poland

was due to get another 20-mil-
lion-dollar “loan” from the
United States!

Meantime, we have been hav-
ing a “cultural exchange"” with
Soviet Russia, Droves of Soviet

delegations — no doubt accom-
panied by the wusual spies and
MVD mén — have been swarm-

ing  over the United States. We
even had the spectacle of an
American audience — at a per-
formance by a Russian ballet
troupe — standing at attention
while the orchestra played the
Star Spangled Banner and the
Soviet National Anthem. Now
the State Department and the
USIA — United States Informa-
tion Agency — are busy forcing
aown the throuis ur the movie
exhibitors a batch of Soviet mo-
tion pictures, to be shown to
Americans who pay their money
to go to the movies. The USIA
cooked up a deal — which real-
ly originated in the mind of a
former Soviet ambassador to
the United States — to exchange
seven American movies for ten
Communist movies. USIA made
an “agreement” with the Rus-
sians not to change the movies.
Of course we'll live up to the
agreement but USIA made
no provision to police the Am-
erican movies shown in Russia
to see that they were not
changed!

And to crown this queer meth-
of of “fighting communism”
while we spend ourselves into

bankruptcy — the Department of

Commerce has lifted the ban on
another batch of products which
could not, up to now, be ex-
ported to communist countries.

They involve such “harmless”
items as scientific and profes-
sional instruments, chemicals,

machine tools and electrical and
industrial machinery.

THE COURT
IS OUT-OF-STEP

“The framers of our Consti-
tution never intended,” says the
American Farm Bureau Federa-
tion in a resolution adopted
without opposition at its recent
Boston convention, “that there
should be vested in the Supreme
Court of the United States pow-
er to legislate, power to distort
the plain language of the Con-
stitution, or power to interfere
with matters of purely State or
local concern where constitu-
tional privileges and immunities
of citizents are in no way
bridged.” ‘

The convention was,
“seriously concerned with the
present tendency of the Su-
preme Court to legislate with
the acquiescence of the execu-
tive branch” and with the fur-
ther tendency of Congress to
relinquish legislative powers.

The resolution urged that Con-
gress prescribe proper limita-
tions of the court’s jurisdiction,
and that it enact “corrective or
conforming legislation in those
fields where the Supreme Court
has invaded the legislative area.”

While the Farm Bureau reso-
lution does not refer specifical-
ly to any decision or ruling of
the court, the delegates are ob-
viously in agreement with form-
er Indiana Congressman Samuel
B. Pettengill, who takes issue
with the oft-repeated statement
that the court’s ukase (in the
school segregation issue) is “the
law of the land.”

“But more important than in-
tegration or segregation,” writes
Mr. Pettengill in HUMAN
EVENTS, “is the preservation
of the Constitution against the
brainwashing of the American
people now going on to support
the curious notion that decision

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Method Described
For Drying Grain
With Solar Energy

A practical way has been
found for drying grain with en-
ergy from the sun. It is a rela-
tively .simple method of con-
verting an unheated-air grain-
drying system into a heated-air
operation without the necessity
of artificial heat. Here's how!

Begin by fastening plywood to

the underside of the grain bin
roof rafters, leaving an open
space about five inches thick.

Then paint the bin roof black.
The roof absorbs the sun’s heat
and the 5-inch thick area col-
lects it. Next, reverse the bin
fan, pulling the warm air down
through the wet grain.

What _are the results? On a
70-degree day, with bright sun-
shine, temperature of the air
drawn through the roof “heater”
was about 85 degrees. The 15-
degree difference is the key to

A

the whole system. Each cubic
foot of the 85-degree air takes
about twice as much moisture
out of wet grain as the same
amount of 70-degree air.

If the sun doesn’t shine, keep
the fan running to cool the grain
until it does. In tests, engineers
dried shelled corn down from
21% to 14% moisture content
with only 3 sunny days out of
23 that it was in storage.

Expenses during the year in-
cluded $984.34 for fire and
lightning losses, $1,905.33 for hail
and storm losses and $2,954.09
for administration. This added
to $5,843.76 for the total oper-
ating expense, which figures to
slightly less than 13 cents on
$100 of insured wvaluation.

That unit cost, he said, is
about average for the mutual
in recent years. The high was
20 cents in '52 and the low was
8 cents in '53. The cost for '57

Year

was 17 cents.

In keeping with recommen-
dations of the state insurance
commission, Muenster Mutual
continues its policy of building
a strong reserve in order to be
prepared in case of heavy losses.
Also attractive to the directors
is a substantial investment in
bonds to assure larger income
from interest. Their goal is a
total reserve of mnear $75,000,
but not to exceed that figure.

Accordingly the delegates at
this meeting approved an assess-
ment of 20 cents per $100 of in-
sured valuation next year. At
the same time they are looking
forward to the following wyear,
planning to make no assessment
then wunless it is required by
heavy losses next year.

All directors of the organiza-
tion were re-elected as follows:
