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For the sake of rural people
hereabouts we sincerely hope that 
the commissioners court will find 
a way to help toward the main­
tenance of city fire fighting 
equipment in Muenster and 
Gainesville. Unless it does the 
service which has been taken 
so much for granted in recent 
years will not be able to respond 
in future emergencies.

Muenster’s city council at its 
last meeting put its cards on the 
table plain for all to see. Its 
stand-by pumper is in sad con­
dition, certainly not equal to 
the job of racing over country 
roads or pastures with a tank full 
of water. Under that kind of 
strain it’s due for an early break­
down, after which its use will 
be lost to both the city and the 
rural area. Prudence demands 
that something be done about it 
soon, and fairness demands that 
the something be done by those 
who make the greatest demands 
on the equipment.

A few words of explanation are 
in order here. When the truck 
answers a call in town it does 
not have to go far, so it can be 
driven at a speed in keeping 
with its condition with very little 
loss of time. Furthermore there’s 
a big difference between city 
streets and pasture terrain. W’hile 
the truck is still adequate for 
one job it isn’t for the other.

So the city, with limited re­
pairs. can keep the truck in 
shape for its limited local ser­
vice but it would need major 
repairs or a replacement to con­
tinue answering rural calls. Well, 
since the greater financial out­
lay is required only for rural 
protection, isn’t it reasonable that 
rural interests help provide it? 
And since the county government 
is the only official source for 
such help, isn’t it reasonable that 
the commissioners do something?

Th*r# is also another consid­
eration. If the truck should break 
down and the city should lose its 
stand-by unit, property owners 
of Muenster would be the losers 
They'd lose not only the pro­
tection but also the credit which 
its availability makes possible on 
local insurance rates. Council 
members, in keeping with their 
official responsibility, have taken 
that factor into consideration. 
They weren’t arbitrary in mak­
ing their decision but only rea­
sonable and fair to their con­
stituents.

Still another matter is that 
of liability in case of accident. In 
town a fireman on duty is not 
personally liable. But his im­
munity does not extend beyond 
the area to which he is officially 
assigned. In the country he’s on 
his own. He's subject to suit for 
any damage he might cause.

Really, now, doesn't that con­
stitute a ridiculous situation? 
Muenster fireman are expected to 
speed in defective equipment, 
frequently over rough terrain, 
at their own physical and fin­
ancial risk, to help people who 
are not even willing to help im­
prove the equipment. Can anyone 
reasonably blame the city coun­
cil for its decision?

As we think it over we have 
to agree that something should 
be done. And the simplest method, 
it seems, is through the commis­
sioners court, the only official 
governing body qualified to solve 
both phases of our problem. Other 
counties have licked this pro­
blem. Ours can too.

The investigation into TV quis 
shows seems to be inspiring a lot 
of questions on the subject of 
honesty. Soon to follow on the 
congressional schedule, we are 
told, is an inquiry into the hon­
esty of TV advertising claims. 
Are products really as good as 
some of the over simplified dem­
onstrations seem to show them?

Apparently anticipating one 
question in advance broadcasters 
are offering to eliminate faked 
applause on some programs, also 
to mention when their interviews 
are rehearsed beforehand. Next 
maybe they’ll require wrestlers to 
suppress groans except when 
they’re really hurting.

And it would be a good idea 
also if these new standards of 
honesty were carried over to 
our government. For instance, 
admitting to the public that 
Washington’s handouts are not 
something for nothing but rather 
a fractional return on what has 
been extracted from taxpayers 
. . .  or that the government’s 
ventures in socialism serve the 
bureaucrats far more than the 
people . . .  or that the invasion 
of states rights does more to 
promote the progress of cen 
tralized government than the 
welfare of local areas . . . that 
much of our civil rights and labor 
legislation is inspired more by

T h e  tragedy 
alcoholism has baffled our think­
ing for over two thousand years 
because we have never treated the 
alcoholic patient as a whole. We 
have treated only one-third of his 
illness at a time, and so, still two- 
thirds unhealed, he has relapsed 
again and again.

Defeated and despaired of, the 
alcoholic victim himself, with his 
fellow outcasts, only two decades 
ago distilled from his own bitter 
experience a remedy which finally 
treats the patient as a whole. This 
is the way of life prescribed by 
Alcoholics Anonymous in its Twelve 
Suggested Steps to Recovery.

TO BEGIN, the sobered alcoholic 
must avoid, not the second or tenth, 
but the very first drink — one day 
at a time if need be. For, sooner 
or later, it is the first drink that 
sets into gear the inevitable physi­
ological craving for more and more. 
This twenty-four hour resistance

protects him against the physical 
third of his illness.

Next he must learn to discipline 
his emotions and intellect. This 
implies a whole re-education of 
thinking and emotional reactions, 
in order to treat the second third 
of his illness — the psychological 
side.

TO DO these things, he must ac­
cept himself in humility as he is 
through what AA calls a “personal
inventory’’ of his adequacies and 
inadequacies, and he must walk 
with his hand in the hand of God. 
Thus he treats the last third of his 
illness.

If, however, 200,000 alcoholics in 
the world have recovered, why in 
America alone are four and a half 
million of them still hidden away 
in tragedy-haunted homes?

IT IS because the social stigma 
attached to the alcoholic has blinded 
most people to the full three-fold 
nature of the disease. In fact, the 
saddest offenders are most often 
the family, ev-n those who want 
desperately to do the right thing. 
Although the alcoholic’s core illness 
is a deep sense of inadequacy, in­
security, ary! seif-depreciation, the 
family's attitudes toward him or 
her are often so wrong, to defeat­
ing, that they perpetuate the very 
need-to-cscape which drives the 
alcoholic to drink.

Alcoholics Anonymous helps those 
alcoholics who acknowledge their 
problcm and want to do something 
about it. AA Family G r o u p s  
throughout the world help the mem­
bers of families who recognise and 
accept the p ro b 1 e m by helping

I EDUCATIONAL CONTROL 
CREEFS ON

The federal controllers of pub­
lic education never stop. Like the 
socializors of medicine, they creep 
forward one bill and one Congress 
at a time. The latest: A Senate 
committee approved )1 billion a 
year, for two years, for school 
construction. Fortunately, federal 
funds for the teachers’ salaries 
were kicked out.

The controllers are happy any­
way. Every session they ask the 
ultimate — money for buildings, 
money for salaries, money for 
loans, money for scholarships, 
money for A-plus students and 
money for the D.minuses.

A committee goes to work on 
the bills. The sensible, who know 
federal aid means federal control, 
throw up a wall of resistance. A 
compromise results. The controll­
ers get about one fifth of what 
they ask. This is one fifth more 
than they ought to have, but is 
one fifth closer to their ultimate 
goal.

This goal is complete elimina­
tion of local and state direction of 
public schools and substitution of 
a federalized system directed by 
the United States Office of Edu­
cation.

When this is achieved, then 
Washington as its exacting terms 
for federal aid will insist on pre­
scribing textbooks. It will rule 
that any school system which has 
accepted aid, or intends to get 
it. must integrate. It will insist on 
setting up the curriculum of 
studies for every local school in 
the country.

Hitler did it. And he did it 
under terms of national socialist 
aid to education. His purpose was 
not to build fine schools but to 
train German youths in the ideals 
of his Nazism.

Questionnaires for 
1959 Farm Census 
Mailed to Farmers

Questionnaires for the 1959 
Census of Agriculture are now 
in the mail and will be in the 
hands of local farmers within a 
few days, it was announced to­
day by Field Director James W 
Stroud of the Census Bureau's 
regional office at Dallas.

The farm census questionnaires 
are being mailed from Chicago. 
Illinois with the distribution 
timed so that the report forms 
will reach farmers about a week 
ahead of the date when census 
takers will begin the field can- 
vasa. The advance mailing is for 
the purpose of giving farm oper­
ators time to consult their records 
before filling in the answers re­
quired by the questionnaires and 
Retting them ready for the census 
takers to pick up. This procedure 
is designed to insure greater ac­
curacy of reporting and to save 
time both for the farmer and the 
census taker when the latter calls 
at the farm

The 1959 Census of Agriculture 
questionnaire is designed to pro­
vide information on the number 
and size of farms, acreage and 
harvest of crops, livestock pro­
duction and inventories, selected 
farm facilities and equipment, 
selected farm expenditures, farm 
values, and mortgage debt. On 
the average, each farmer is asked 
about 100 questions, many of 
which can be answered by simply 
checking “yes" or “no”.

What one landowner can do 

to improve and preserve the soil 
has been demonstrated by Martin 
Trubenbach on his 320 acre farm 
near Hood.

Seven miles of terraces have. 
been completed in the past two j 
years. These are channel type 
terraces and empty onto Bermuda 
grass waterways and pasture The 
waterways were sodded to Ber­
muda prior to terracing to pro­
vide a safe outlet for excess j 
water from the field. Adding to 
the waterways established in 1955, 
Martin established two more to 
Bermuda the past spring. When 
these waterways are well grassed 
they will complete the terrace sys­
tem. Then terracing will protect 
175 acres of cropland.

Adding to the terraces and wa­
terways in soil conservation pra- 
tices. Martin has planted Ber­
muda or King Ranch bluestem on 
30 acres of old cropland and he 
plants about 30 acres of sweet 
clover for cover crops every year 
He has also over-seeded around 
40 acres of Johnson grass with 
button clover.

Four waterways, seven miles of

terraces, plus several other soil 
saving methods makes a good re­
cord, especially since the water­
ways and terraces have all been 
done since 1953.

In addition to the work on his 
own place, Marty has built nearly 
five miles of terraces for his dad 
and his uncles the past summer 
and fall. He has been a cooperator 
with the Upper Elm-Red District 
since 1949.

Many farmers and ranchers 
are glad to take a few minutes 
time to answer the questions 
asked on livestock numbers in 
order to have information avail­
able for making business deci­
sions. Information obtained from 
this survey is returned to farm­
ers and ranchers through Texas 
Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service releases, newspapers, 
radio and television.

This annual survey has been a 
joint undertaking of the Post 
Office and the Department of 
Agriculture since 1924.
