Comments reaching this column
since last week seem to indicate
that its objections were un-
founded concerning the kind of
election proposed for establishing
a county college district . . . that
is, regarding the possibility of
voters in the Gainesville School
District using their superior vot-
ing strength to transfer a part of
their present obligation to the
rest of the county.

Theoretically that statement is
still true. Such a possibility def-
initely exists. However, it has
been pointed out that people in
the Gainesville district face about
the same considerations as those
in the rest of the county, so their
voting is likely to be far from
solid in support of the issue.

The view derives from the well
know fact that taxes are seldom
reduced. Hence it is assumed
that the Cainesville district will
get no tax relief even though
it is relieved of part of its pre-
sent responsibility. With a big
program already in effect and
additional needs clearly in sight
that system will have little in-
centive to make tax reductions

If that is true it means that a
college support tax would cost
Gainesville people as much as
others in the county. All of which
puts everybody in the same cat-
egory. Everybody can be assured
of an additional 20 cent tax if
the election carries.

That’s the way it should be.
In that light this column is will-
ing to acknowledge that the
method of election isn't so unfair
after all. No group of taxpayers
will have an advantage. All can
weigh the merits of the proposal
against the same tax cost.

As regards the merit of a coun-
ty college, the column has no
change of attitude. It still feels
that the institution would bring
educational opportunity to many
who would otherwise be deprived
and would relieve many families
of a big sacrifice, also that the
college would be a wonderful as-
set to the county. But will the
average voter be willing to as-
sume the additional tax in order
to provide these benefits? That's
the big question.

It was this week
to learn that the Kaiser Corpora-
tion chose not to stick with other
steel companies in their stand
against inflationary wage in-
creases. This could be a turning
point in the big dispute leading
eventually to another loop in the
inflation spiral.

Nevertheless. yours truly is still
optimistic enough to hope that
other companies will have the
good judgement to stand by their
principles. After what has already
been accomplished toward alert-
ing the nation of threatening
economic chaos it would be tragic
to give up now.

More and more people are be-
coming aware of the danger, in-
cluding a big percentage of the
steel workers themselves. They
are bitterly conscious that be-
cause of their leaders’ pig head-
edness they have already lost
far mére than a raise can possibly
regain for them, that any raise
they receivé will soon be absorbed
by price raises, that any raise will
further depreciate the value of

WHEN A LIGHT BULB
BURNED OUT

There's certainly nothing startl.
ing nowadays about the burning
out of an electric light bulb. Yet
a bulb that burned out 80 years
ago, on QOctober 21, 1879, signaled
the dawn of a new era of civiliza-
tion.

This was Thomas A. Edison's
first successful bulb. For 40 hours
the great inventor and his associ
ates watched the glowing fila-
ment. Then he stepped up the
voltage until the bulb completed
its career in a blaze of glory.

In the span of a man's lifetime
electricity has wrought changes
which would have challenged the
imagination of Jules Verne. In
the home, on the farm, in indus-
try, electric power performs in-
numerable tasks which make life
fuller, easier, happier, healthier,

been viewed as miracles less
than a centry ago, and we ac-
cept possibilities for the future
that would have been dismissed
not long ago as insane fiction
The United States leads the
world in electric production by
a huge margin. The average price
per residential kilowatt hour is
about one-third of what it was
in 1913, while the cost of living
generally is nearly three times
as great. Its cost runs to about
one per cent of most family bud-
gets, despite all the services it
performs and the steadily in-
creasing quantities being used
By way of comparison, last year
nearly five times as much was
spent for liquor and tobacco as
was spent for power service.
Edison’s bulb was the revolu-
tion-making achievement of a
free man working in a free soci-
ety. And the great industry which
it made possible was and is be-
ing built by free men, working
together, in a free society.

Contrary
to popular belief, they had not
been subjected to torture or drugs.
But the Communists, by applying
backwards a number of sound
psychological principles, tried to
destroy in the men certain funda-
mental values,

The Communists began by offer-
ing the men a deal: "Don't fight
and you'll be treated well” And
the majority of Americans went
along. Even the practice of In-
forming on one another spread
among them. In the words of one
soldier: “There were so many in-
formers around that you just didn't
know who you could trust”

FIGHTING men rosist in groups.
But a group depends on the mutual
trust of the men in it. Since the
brain-washing weapon drove a
wedge between the men, they wese
put in a solitary-eonfinement cell
built not of steel, but of their own
psychological attitudes.

As a result, we saw a dog-eat-
dog attitude of every man for him-
self, a period of: “You leave me
-lom and I'll leave you alone”
Spontaneous leadership was lack-
ing —the willingness to take the
responsibility for each other’s wel-
fare. And when loyalty to your
fellow soldier becomes a totally
inactive thing, when we become
passive witnesses to those who de-
stroy us, then we're in very serious
trouble.

ANOTHER result of the mental
isolation was the spread of “give-
up-itis,” Despits the absence of
torture or enforced work, 3000 of
our soldiers died. At least half of
these deaths were brought on be-
cause the men had given up, By
themselves they felt helpless so
they stopped resisting the enemy,

In the service it's too late to
teach 1B-year olds the attitudes
that have to be taught primarily
in the home: attitudes about loyalty,
about initiative and perseverance,
about having a set of principles
that you're willing to defend.

OUR COUNTRY has never bcen
better than anybody else because
we had better things. We've been
better because we took basic
Judaeo-Christlan principles and
ran our nation on them. Each in-

Whether or not Cooke County
will have an election on the pro-
posal to establish a county-wide
junior college district depends
on the decision of a special com-
mission which conducted a pub-
lic hearing in the coliege auditor-
ium last Friday.

Serving on that commission
were four membvers of the Texas
Education Agency, presidents of
the Paris and Corsicana junior
colleges and two businessmen of
Fort Worth

Their objective was to deter-
mine whether the present college
meets specifications to become a
county-wide institution, to in-
quire into its possible growth,
and to hear sentiment for and
against making it a county in-
stitution

At the present time the college
is a unit of the Gainesviile In-
dependent School District. The
proposal is to take it out of the
district and create a special
county-wide independent college
district to sponsor and administer
it

Three sources of support are
planned: the tuition fees and
state allotments as received now,
and a 20 cent county wide
tax based on the county's valua
