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The Bowie Banner last week

mentioned a tax equalizing pro­
posal that’s currently being 
kicked around in that city. It’s 
to reduce ad valorem taxes and 
put a corresponding increase on 
the city’s charges for water and 
electricity.

The idea is to transfer some of 
the cost of city operation to a 
segment of the population which 
is currently paying little or no 
tax. Specifically mentioned were 
the renters, who get the same 
benefits of police and fire pro­
tection, street, park and school 
maintenance, and other services, 
but avoid paying their part be­
cause they have no property to 
be assessed.

Apparently somebody over­
looked tbe fact that the renters 
actually are paying indirectly. At 
least it is to be assumed that a 
landlord includes taxes along with 
the other factors that must be 
considered in deciding a reason­
able charge for rent. To adopt 
the idea it would become neces­
sary for all landlords to make 
corresponding decreases in rent. 
And in the end the city revenue 
would be about the same. You 
can bet that the change will not 
be made.

About the only thing accom­
plished by this proposal is prov­
ing again that the average per­
son is very reluctant about pay­
ing taxes. All of us are inclined 
to think that the next fellow is 
getting by easy and should be 
required to take on some of our 
burden. But when we think it 
through we find that our system 
is hard to improve upon. The 
only real problem is applying the 
system in strict justice. It’s hard 
for a board of equalization to be 
absolutely correct in its assess­
ments. Taxpayers could save a 
lot of wear and tear on this dis­
positions if they tried to under­
stand that insead of assuming 
that the tax collector and his 
assistants are taking unfair ad­
vantage of them.

While on the subject of tax 
and government expense, here’s 
an interesting item released by 
Licensed Beverage Industries. 
Since the repeal of prohibition 
25 years ago the government has 
collected 46 billion dollars in 
liquor, wine and beer taxes . , . 
the equivalent of the entire cost 
of operating the federal govern­
ment during the first 129 years 
of its existence . . .  or of operating 
for just a little more than half 
a year at today's rate of govern­
ment spending. The comparison 
gives us an idea of the cost of in­
flation along with paying for one 
war and preparing for another.

President Eisenhower and the 
steel companies are entitled to 
the nation’s sincere gratitude for 
their efforts to get a non-inflation- 
ary settlement of the steel strike. 
If there is anything this country 
does not want now it is another 
round of increases in wages and 
prices.

Ever since the war the coun­
try’s economy has taken a beat­
ing because of inflation. Con­
trary to the claims of labor 
bosses, workers have not gained 
by wage increases. After price 
increases their checks reached no 
farther than before and mean­
while their savings were shrink­
ing in value.

Another problem that has been
getting progressively worse in re­
cent years is the loss of markets 
. . . and loss of jobs. Because of 
our ridiculous wage-price level 
America is losing business to 
foreign competitors. Many indus­
tries have already folded up, 
many others have decreased pro­
duction. We have already reached 
the critical point in our import- 
export ratio. Another round of 
wage-price increases will be more 
devesating than any we have 
had before, and each future one 
will be progressively worse. 
We’re headed for a crash if we 
persist in this folly.

If we face the facts squarly we 
have to admit that we have al­
ready gone too far. We’re already 
losing more than the country’s 
economy can stand. We’ve started 
slipping and our losses will get 
worse and worse.

There’s only o n e  solution. 
That’s to get back into competi­
tion with the other countries. 
Which means that American 
workers will have to work for 
less . . .  so that their companies 
will be able to sell for less.

Millions of laborers are already 
aware of this. Right now most of 
the steel workers know it and 
are eager to go back at their old 
pay. Their misfortune, however, 
is that they are subject to the 
whims of David McDonald, who 
lacks either the common sense 
or the honesty to admit what he’s 
doing to his own membership

Clear Cheek Area 
Will Vote on Tax 
For Flood Control

An election in which land- 
owners of the Clear Creek wa­
tershed will have the opportunity 
to provide a tax supported fund 
for maintinance of their flood 
control projects is likely to be 
called in the area late in October.

According to J . M. Weinzapfel 
president of the Clear Creek Wa­
tershed Association, directors de­
cided Tuesday night to have the 
election and will meet next 
Thursday to work out the neces­
sary legal details.

Their decision followed a gen­
eral meeting of about 100 Clear 
Creek Watershed landowners in 
the Ross Point community build­
ing. Also there were State Sena 
tor Floyd Bradshaw who intro­
duced a bill which was passed 
by the state legislature, creating 
the Clear Creek Authority as a 
legal entity empowered to build 
and maintain flood control pro­
jects, and State Representative 
Tony Fenoglio who was instru­
mental in having a tax provision 
removed from the bill.

Defending his action at the 
meeting Fenoglio said he believed 
that such a tax snould be ap­
proved by the people concerned 
rather than imposed by the legis­
lature.

Directors of the watershed 
pointed out that the authority as 
now constituted does not per­
mit any flood control projects. 
New regulations by the Soil Con­
servation Service require that 
maintenance must be assured 
before any dams are built, but 
it cannot be assured without first 
providing a source of revenue.

It was explained that the SCS 
policy in this regard has been 
changed. Elm Creek projects were 
approved without assurance of 
maintenance, but no more will 
be approved in the future. SCS 
will provide no more flood con­
trol without knowing it will be 
properly cared for.

The tax which Clear Creek vot­
ers will be asked to approve will 
be 5 cents per $100 of assessed 
valuations. If the average valua­
tion on county tax rolls is $10 
per acre the tax would amount 
to 50 cents on 100 acres.

ly powerful combinations. For 
instance, one man is able to 
speak for the labor of the entire 
automobile industry; one man is 
able to speak for the labor of the 
entire steel industry; one man 
is able to speak for the entire 
coal mining industry, and one 
man speaks for much of the trans­
portation industry. In these four 
fields, in particular, wages have 
pushed up considerably faster 
than productivity and according­
ly, our entire economy has been 
injured. It would appear that 
this was no small part of the 
cause for the 1958 recession.

Let me give a couple of illustra­
tions. Barbed wire is an American 
invention and our country per­
haps uses more of it than the rest 
of the world combined. Yet, dur­
ing the past two years this na­
tion has imported more than 
half of all the barbed wire that 
has been used. Automobiles like­
wise, have been chiefly an Amer­
ican industry and we have ex­
ported them to all nations of the 
world But during the past year 
we imported 4 automobiles for

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every 1 we exported. In other 
words, America is now an im­
porting nation with regard to 
oarbed wire and automobiles and 
a number of other products. This 
helps explain why Detroit and 
certain o t h e r  cities haven’t 
enough jobs. We are losing our 
markets abroad and at home. 
There is a similar story, to be 
told about a great many other 
industries. For instance, the Sing­
er sewing machine is reported to 

the only sewing machine com­
pany still producing its sewing 
machines in America. We are 
pricing ourselves out of the mar­
ket in these certain areas, lessen­
ing the number of American jobs, 
losing world markets, and in­
juring our total American econ­
omy. Remedial legislation offers 
our only hope.

Take steel, our most basic prod­
uct, as Exhibit A. Foreign com­
petition against our American 
Steel industry — increasing since 
mid-1957 regardless of the rise 
or fall of domestic steel produc­
tion — has been more intense 
than ever during 1959 Imports 
of steel mill products topped ex­
ports by more than 77 per cent 
the first five months of this year 
— to be specific — imports were 
1.501,792 net tons against ex­
ports of 850,747 net tons.

This was the first such sustain­
ed reversal of the traditional 
trend on record

As this is being written, the 
steel mills which were closed 
down by a strike at midnight 
July 14 by the leaders of the 
United Steelworkers of America, 
are still closed. Each week of 
the strike is costing the striking 
steelworkers $85 million in lost 
wages — costing the country 2 
million net tons of steel produc­
tion

This time the union just must 
not be granted its demands on 
the steel companies Such capitu­
lation would increase the already 
alarming adverse balance of for­
eign trade in steel, throw many 
steelworkers ultimately out of 
jobs and contribute to further in­
flation with further resultant 
shrinkage of the purchasing pow­
er of the American dollar.
IT COULD HAPPEN HERE!

A court decision in Rome. Italy, 
giving landowners the right to 
lay off farmhands at will, has 
brought communist-backed dem­
onstrations. says the Associated 
Press.

A law passed shortly after 
World War II required farmers to 
employ a certain number of 
workers even when there was no 
work. The court has just de­
clared this law unconstitutional, 
and sitdown strikes and dem­
onstrations have been the result.

•So what’ W'e have no law re­
quiring farmers to hire a given 
number of workers according to 
the size of their farms.

But it could happen here. 
There’s plenty of featherbedding 
just across the fence line in many 
industries, under court-approved 
contracts that require the hiring 
of unneeded workers when labor- 
saving practices are adopted.

Efforts already are underway 
to repeal the agricultural exemp­
tion under the federal wage-hour 
law. thus giving government the 
power to fix farm wages. In some 
sections farm workers and some 
producers are being pressed into 
labor unions, through coercion or 
promises of a better economic 
break.

Is it not possible that these 
trends, carried to their logical 
ends, could lead to federally-pro­
tected feather-bedding down on 
the farm? We think the answer is 
obvious.
