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Refinery M ay 
Becom e Next 
Co-operative
Local Men Interested in 

Forming Company to Buy 
Bankrupt Plant

There is a possibility that the 
Muenster refinery will become an­
other of the local cooperative ven­
tures. With bankrupt proceedings 
against the present owners now un­
der way, several local persons are 
favoring the organization of a stock 
company to take over the plant.

The refinery filed a petition fn the 
bankruptcy court at Sherman on 
Sept. 11, at which time Sept. 30 was 
set as a date for creditors to file 
their claims and select a receiver.

In the opinions of local men the 
refinery can be a valuable asset to 
the community. Besides supporting 
a sizeable payroll It provides an out­
let for distressed oil of this area— 
oil in scattered small wells with in­
sufficient volume to Justify con­
struction of a pipe line—  and offers 
an opportunity for direct returns 
either in loyer prices or in accumu­
lated profits. Prospects of a good 
local market along with the possi­
bility of building a good outside 
market make the project seem en­
couraging.

At this writing the plan is still in 
its first stages. People are discussing 
it favorably but have not taken any 
action toward organization.

FOOD LOCKERS ARE 
NOT PRACTICAL HERE, 
FMA MEN DECIDE

The question of whether or not to 
establish a frozen food locker sys­
tem at Muenster has been answered 
in the negative— at least for the 
present time.

Considering the vast amount of 
favorable comment on food lockers, 
the Farmers Marketing Association 
investigated the prospect of operat­
ing one in connection with its re­
frigeration vaults. Last week C. J . 
Wlmmer, Rudy Heilman, Victor 
Hartman, Barney Voth and John 
Klement drove to Plainvicw to see a 
unit in use there and decided it 
would not he successful at Muen­
ster.

The cost of operation Is more than 
Muenster people will pay, they con­
cluded. In view of the annual rent 
on a locker, the regular charge for 
refrigeration and the extra fees for 
cutting and wrapping meats along 
with the fact that most families 
have no use for the lockers at least 
six months of the year— they live 
principally on cured meats through 
the winter and chickens through the 
summer — the men felt that few 
would be willing to pay the price.

ROAD THIS W EEK

This weekend will prooably find 
the new half mile of WPA road 
south of town in use.

After completing Number 5 for 
the best producer on its Heilman 
lease, Humble made arrangements 
with Commissioner Babe Felker to 
build an all weather road to the 
wells. It is taken for granted that 
such an expenditure has more than 
a little significance.

Drilling continues steadily with 
the usual success in the Linn-TCU- 
C. J . Fette pool. Reports are that 
Sinclair will Install a pipe line to 
start moving the distressed oil of 
this area on or shortly after Oct. 1.

Drilling likewise has a bright out­
look. Several locations have been 
staked at Linn, Rosson, and G. H. 
Heilman leases.

Gainesville Paper 
Has Outstanding 
Anniversary Issue

An outstanding J o u r n a l i s t i c  
achievement this week observes the 
Golden Anniversary of the Gaines­
ville Register. Monday’s edition of 
that paper is a masterpiece of news­
paper art and a splendid chronicle of 
the preceding half century.

The special edition is by far the 
most elaborate ever published at 
Gainesville. It consists of 114 pages 
including a four-page cover section 
printed in four colors on enamel 
stock. More than 4 tons of paper 
were used in printing its 5,000 
copies. The sheets of paper, If placed 
end to end, would reach more than 
200 miles.

Approximately half the paper's 
space is occupied by advert'sing, 
the remainder by a cavalcade of pic­
tures depicting more than 50 years 
of progress and scores of pictures 
of present and former residents. 
There are 429 pictures. The word- 
age exceeds 450,000, the equivalent 
of nine novels, and includes more 
than 10,000 names.

Originally planned in June for 72 
pages, the Register’s special grew 
continuously during the process of 
composition because of the splendid 
response from advertisers and con­
tributors of pictures and historical 
data. Actual printing of the first 
section took place early In July.

The paper is a combined history 
and current directory, recording all 
incidents of importance in Gaines­
ville’s past and recognizing practi­
cally every business, religious, so­
cial and civic trend now prevailing 
in Gainesville. It is a gigantic task 
exceedingly well done.

SURVEY SHOWS THEY 
BUILT ON STREETS 
OR NEIGHBORS' LOTS

After claiming a strip of land for 
several years and planting it in trees 
and shrubbery, Henry Trachta has 
discovered he is not the legal owner. 
He Is making arrangements now to 
buy the property from F. A. Kath- 
man.

The mistake was exposed only a 
few weeks ago when Kathman was 
negotiating with FHA to finance his 
new home. That agency declined to 
accept the survey figures on Kath- 
man’s abstract and sent out special 
surveyors to check the lot.

Apparently every lot in the east 
part of town is off the line. Dr. 
Myrick’s new garage extends into 
the street, so does Weinzapfel's 
fence and numerous other struc­
tures. Many houses are located part­
ly on their neighbors’ lots.

The explanation offered is that 
the church property, which has been 
accepted as a base line, bears away 
from the correct line at a slight 
angle. Whether the mistake oc­
curred in the first survey or In build­
ing a fence later has not been de­
termined. The corner stake at Main 
is said to be correct but the error 
two blocks east Is 9 feet to the 
north, the width of the strip of land 
Trachta is now buying from Kath­
man.

Except in legal technicalities the 
mistake will not cause any trouble. 
The same error was observed in lay­
ing out streets, alleys, water lines, 
etc.

Proposal To 
Raze Church  
Not Approved
Old Structure Must Remain 

Until Parish Has Fund 
To Start Building

The present Muenster church is 
destined to stand at least through 
the winter, Father Frowin, pastor, 
disclosed Tuesday after receiving a 
communication f r o m  Msgr. A. 
Danglmayr, chancellor of the Dio­
cese of Dallas.

Reasons as quoted by Father Fro­
win are that the parish does not 
have oft hand a sufficient amount 
to begin the new structure and that 
possible rising costs resulting from 
unstable world conditions might ne­
cessitate further delay In starting. 
Diocesan leaders will not approve 
razing the building until they have 
assurance the new church can be 
built promptly.

The request for approval to tear 
down this church followed a meet­
ing of the parish committee a short 
time ago. Agreed that the building 
itself was unsafe, that It is less 
comfortable during winter than the 
school basement, which was pro­
posed as a temporary church, and 
confident that the necessary finan­
ces could be raised by next spring, 
they decided their best course was 
to clear the site now. Taking down 
the church and salvaging, material 
is a long job they wished to have out 
of the way to permit a longer build­
ing season next year.

“This settles the problem for us,” 
Father Frowin concluded. "It  means 
the only way we can get our church 
is .to start laying the cash on the 
table. Some of us will have to be 
more generous, others will have to 
give now instead of waiting until 
the last minute.” .

EXPANSION AT FMA 
WILL SIMPLIFY 1940 
TURKEY PROGRAM

Handling turkeys at the FMA will 
be less of a problem this year than 
ever before. The plant’s capacity has 
been increased by fifty . per cent in 
all the departments that were pre­
viously crowded.

First of all there is the shed in 
which live birds are caged. Half the 
pens therein have been doubled in 
space by means of a second floor 
about 6 feet above the ground An 
improvised system of gates there 
also permits much more convenient 
handling of the birds.

The old picking shed has been re­
placed by a larger and better build­
ing affording ample room and better 
protection from the weather for 
larger crews than have ever picked 
before.

Likewise several changes In the 
results increased refrigeration space. 
One new vault was built, others 
were changed by moving partitions.

Another preparation for the tur­
key season was evident Tuesday 
when the first car load of packing 
crates arrived.

AUSTIN, Texas, Sept. 25.—Texas 

is enjoying one of its best dove 
hunting seasons in many years, ac­
cording to reports received from 
throughout the state by the execu­
tive secretary of the Game Depart­
ment. Hunting was excellent in most 
parts of North Texas after the sea­
son opened there Sept. 1. A cold 
snap about Sept. 10 drove some birds 
south, but most of them apparently 
did not travel far and the central 
and southern portions of the state 
are getting their share of good sport.

An excellent breeding season and 
a plentiful supply of weed seed and 
other food for the birds has brought 
Texas one of its best dove seasons 
in some years. Following the sug­
gestions of the Game Department, 
more farmers are each year allow­
ing vegetation to grow in their fence 
rows and are planting rood stuffs 
for game birds. Others are leaving 
a row or two of small grain stand­
ing on the edges of their fields.

W arship is Like Town Afloat
WASHINGTON.— Supplies needed 

for the battleships now under con­
struction In shipyards in the United 
States emphasize that the modern 
warship, aside from Its primary 
function os a fighting machine, is a 
floating community wnleh must be 
wholly self-sufficient, for consider­
able periods of time.

“A battleship’s full complements 
of about 1,200 officers und men 
needs supplies- and services almost

as varied as those of the average 
town,” says the National Geographic 
Society. "Three meals a day must be 
served seven days a week. The large 
quantity of food required at each 
meal is indicated by the equipment 
of the kitchen’s or ship’s galleys 
which, among other utensils. In­
cludes 10 or 12 enormous soup ket­
tles of 60 or 80 gallons each.

“Machines peel potatoes and on­
ions. The chief cook and his several

assistants preside over thee electric 
assistants preside over three electric 
four three-deck electric roasting 
ovens, five electric fry kettles of 90- 
gallon capacity, 10 electric griddles 
and several ice cream freezers. Other 
equipment includes an electric cof­
fee grinder, a dishwashing machine, 
and tumbler drier.

“The bakery would be a credit to 
the average small town both in size 
and equipment.
Main Street Ahoy

“The butcher shop has two meat 
blocks, meat grinder, electric meat 
slicing machine, electric meat, bone 
and fish cutter, and also large ele- 
tric refrigerators in which other per­
ishable foods are also kept. The ship 
has its own ice-making equipment.

“The barber shop has six barber 
chairs. The shoe shop is mechanized 
with stitching machine, patching 
machine, and finishing machine, 
with the necessary hand tools. There 
is a blacksmith shop, also an elec­
trical shop, a foundry with pattern 
making equipment, machine shop, 
carpenter shop, metalsmlth shop 
and electric welding machines.

“It is doubtful if any town of 1,200 
has a printshop comparable to that 
on a battleship, which has the latest 
improved printing presses and lino­
type mn chines.

“There is also the dentist’s office 
with a modern dentist’s chair and all 
the accessories, including his own 
X-ray machine. The surgeon has his 
operating table, surgical beds, and 
other provisions made for the care of 
the sick in his own hospital or sick

bay. He has his electric bacteriologi­
cal incubator, 60 oxygen rescue 
breathing devices, and other scien­
tific aids.
Soda Fountain for Gobs

"The ship’s service activity fur­
ther meets the needs of the com­
munity with a soda fountain where

drinks are listed over the counter at 
less than land prices.

"A small hotel could be equipped 
with the 160 tables, 260 chairs, rugs, 
sofas, china and silver cabinets, sil­
verware, glassware, chinaware, car­
pets, table (linen, bed linen, electric 
fans, floor waxing machines, mat­
tresses and pillows. The missing 
item would be beds which are largely 
dispensed with. Tiers of narrow 
bunks, three deep, constitute in the 
.limited space aboard ship, and there 
are the traditional hammocks for 
emergency use.

“One feature that would measure 
up to many larger hotel require­
ments is the ship laundry. Feeding 
and ‘sleeping)’ 1,200 men, and keep­
ing officers in white uniforms, re­
quires a large laundry adgpuately 
equipped with washing machines, 
starch kettles, flat work lroner, col­
lar shaper, drying cabinet, and other 
machinery.

“Entertainment aboard ship is 
contributed by a band of 20 to 24 
pieces, as well as radio receiving 
sets. Each battleship has Us moving 
picture equipment, Including two 
motion picture projectors and a 
screen. Ships also have their own 
cameras for making motion and still 
pictures, with the necessary dark­
room equipment for developing.

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SOUTHERN PATRIOTISM

BETTER SAFE THAN SORRY

“Once more the Dallas recruiting office 
of the U. S. Marines takes the nation’s lead 
in peacetime recruiting with a total of 215 
enlisted during August.” That statement 
recently released by the Dallas office has 
two significant meanings, both of which 
are pleasing to us Texans.

We have a right to be proud of our patri­
otic record and we have an assurance that 
the draft bill will make fewer demands on 
our state.

At this time we have no idea how many 
Texans have enlisted for service in the 
army and navy. Since those departments 
are both much larger than the marines we 
may assume that enlistments have been 
proportionately larger and that our state 
is contributing its full quota to each.

Regardless of actual numbers, it is a 
fact that Texas and the other Southern 
States have the best record of enlistments 
per capita. Records at Washington support 

• that statement. Also, Washington observ­
ers have pointed out that the recent hyster­
ical rush for marriage licenses to evade 
drafe regulations was evident only in 
Northern states. Marriages down South did 
not increase noticeably. Southerners defi­
nitely have a better record of patriotism.

And one of the rewards for that patriot­
ism will be felt in the very near future— as 
soon as the conscription machine begins 
moving. The official regulation is that each 
state and each political sub-division there­
of must have its quota of men m service. 
If the number of enlistments is high the 
number of conscriptions will be corre­
spondingly low. During the first World 
W ar a district in South Carolina reached 
its quota by enlistments and did not have 
to draft a single person.

In view of that circumstance we Texans 
need not get excited over the conscription. 
Its demands on us will be relatively small. 
We are told the nation will want a million 
men, which means one out of every 130. 
After we receive credit for the volunteers 
it is possible our draft quota will drop to 1 
out of every 250 or 300.

Although the draft bill became law two 
weeks ago we still have trouble getting 
ourselves reconciled to it. There is some­
thing definitely grim about any kind of 
military expansion during peace time. His­
tory tells too much of nations that used 
their war machines and too little of nations 
that merely stood on guard.

Will America prove an exception to the 
rule? Will it build a powerful fighting ma­
chine and then decline to use it? That is 
the hope and prayer of this day but it cer­
tainly is not the definite assurance. In a 
few years we are going to feel cocky, con­
fident we can lick any power under the 
sun, and we will be far less disposed to re­
frain from offending or to overlook an­
other nation’s offense. That is the time 
when, more than ever before, we will have 
need of fair and wise leadership in Wash­
ington. The fact that we can win a war is 
no justification for entering it. The losses 
even in victory will far surpass the lasting 
gains— unless, of course, the stake should 
be national independence and freedom.

That and the tremendous expense were 
the principal objections to our nation’s 
adopting its war-time program. On the 
other side was the question of national se­
curity. With dictators on a rampage as they 
are today the only assurance of safety Is 
an adequate defense. We were not certain, 
of course, that America will be attacked, 
but we had to be ready to be safe. Among 
Senators and Representatives the consen­
sus of opinion was that America can more 
easily afford to have a fighting machine it 
doesn’t need than to need a machine it 
doesn’t have.

And now that the program is under way 
it begins to seem we can remain at peace. 
Certainly no power will be so foolish as to 
attack us. And we hope our leaders will 
not be so foolish as to waste American lives 
and resources attacking some other power.

Teddy Roosevelt has been quoted as say­
ing the secret of remaining at peace is to 
have a soft voice and a big stick. The na­
tion is whittling the big stick now. If it will 
temper its voice at the same time every­
thing will be okay.

former State Deputy of the Knights 
of Columbus.

Sitting in while a 
nation’s destiny Is being decided or 
dining In a room filled with nation­
ally prominent men gives a person 
a sort of awed feeling.

Spending a short time in Gossett's 
office I  can appreciate even more 
the extent of his consideration. Be­
sides all the legislative duties there 
were hundreds of letters all demand­
ing individual and prompt attention, 
a full day of anybody’s time. A cou­
ple hours of attention In such cases 
Is not a simple accommodation but 
generous hospitality. I  am deeply 
grateful for it. He gets my vote any 
time he runs for re-election. But I 
don’t see why he wants the job— 
unless he’s a glutton for hard work.

Another of Gossett’s courtesies 
was a set of cards entitling me to 
special guides through several of the 
f e d e r a l  buildings. Outstanding 
among them were the Supreme 
Court building and the Library of 
Congress. The first Is a magnificent 
marble edifice, and that means mar­
ble all over except the rooms done 
in carved oak and mahogany. Other 
details inelude massive crystal chan­
deliers, gold leaf, life size portraits 
of judges, etc. No comparison in 
size with the capitol, but it does 
compare in splendor. An edifice 
worthy of a great nation and the 
price was only about 10 million.

The Library of Congress Is larger 
and more expensive and in many re­
spects fully as magnificent. That 
building, you know is the present 
home of the original copies of the 
Declaration of Independence, the 
Constitution and the Guttenburg 
Bible, documents that are honored 
by special guards on duty 24 hours 
a day.

, —and you get It in a minute or two. 
Some of those books are in another 
building in the next block and are

sent over through a pneumatic con- 
Vi yor in thirty seconds. Another 
conveyor leads several blocks to the 
capitol. The present efficiency Is 
only part of the story. It was a mar­
velous engineering Job to set up the 
system. More than 6 million volumes 
on more than 400 miles of book 
shelves is the present score, and the 
books continue to come in at a rate 
of more than 500 a day. Besides all 
that the library has copies of all 
newspapers and magazines that will 
favor It with a copy.

It happens that Con knew only 
four persons in Washington, those 
already mentioned and Muenster’s 
own Rose Wlesman.
