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That old confusion, daylight
saving time, is here again. A part 
of the country sets its clocks 
ahead an hour, and everywhere 
else people have to pause for a 
mental calculation whenever they 
hear the time mentioned. It gets 
to be monotonous. It’s bad enough 
to keep square on ju?t the zones. 
So why complicate it further by 
the additional change?

Suppose we want to hear the 
president’s speech and the time 
announced is^8 p.m. Eastern Day­
light Saving time. We’ve got to 
subtract one hour for the zone 
and another hour for daylight 
saving. But suppose it’s 8 p.m. 
Pacific time. That means add two 
hours and subs tract one. Sounds 
simple enough, but just calculate 
for a while and you’ll agree it’s a 
nuisance. The answer doesn’t 
come naturally. No sir, all too 
often you’ll have to start from 
scratch and figure it out. Like 
the guy who has to pretend to 
throw something to distinguish 
nigh from left, only more so.

If those people must save day­
light why don’t they do it the 
simple way by just changing their 
schedule? If they are going to 
start work an hour earlier, why 
not do that instead of fixing a 
clock and trying to pretend it’s 
the same time? There are some 
things we take for granted, and 
one is that mid-day is 12 o’clock, 
If we want to we can assume it 
is one o ’clock, but all the while 
we know we’re just kidding our­
selves. After all the master clock is 
the sun and the nearer we can 
agree with it the less confusion 
we’ll have.

A news report last week says 
that 100,000 union members in 
Iowa walked off their jobs one 
day in protest against anti-closed 
shop legislation then under con­
sideration by the state House of 
Representatives. Most likely that 
report should say 100,000 workers 
were ordered to quit because of 
union leaders’ protest against 
the legislation.

No one will be so simple as to 
believe that so many persons 
wanted to give up a day's pay to 
impress the legislature. Plenty 
of them wanted to work, you 
can bet on that, but because of the 
closed shop, they didn't have a 
chance.

Demonstrations like that can 
boomerang. Thinking legislators 
might be convinced by it that an 
anti-closed shop law is the besi 
protection for people now being 
forced to strike and demonstrate 
against their will.

The problem child of our late
illustrious president is out/ seek­
ing the limelight again -L this 
time by means of endorsing the 
country’s Number 1 political 
renegade. Elliott has the nerve 
to describe Henry A. Wallace as 
political Messiah with a true vis­
ion of world and American poli­
tical salvation.

Of course that doesn’t really 
make a lot pf difference. People 
are sufficiently familiar with 
Elliott’s antics to take his opinions 
with a grain of salt.

As usual he had to refer back 
to the principles of FDR. A 
favorite trick of his — trying to 
cash in by reflecting the glory of 
his father. It’s about'the only way 
he aan get along, because he 
certainly doesn’t have enough 
brilliance of his own.

Equally irritating is his as­
sumption that the country should 
accept Wallace’s crackpot ideas 
because they are the ideas of 
FDR. How’s that for crust? The 
man says the overwhelming ma­
jority is wrong because his pop. 
if he were alive, would not agree 
with them.

Where does the guy get the idea 
that FDR would approve Russia’s 
current high handed methods? 
Or suppose Roosevelt did agree 
with Wallace and disagree with 
95 per cent of our political lead- 
erss, are we to assume that he’s 
right and everybody else is 
wrong? In a case like that would 
we say the platoon or Frankie Is 
out of step?

Boiled down to its simplest 
statements Elliott's reasoning 
amounts to about this: My pop 
FDR, was infallible. I f .h e  were 
alive he would endorse Wallace’s 
views. Therefore Wallace is cor­
rect and the rest of the country 
is wrong. Needless to say the 
conclusion is worth just as much 
as the statements it is based on.

It is pleasing to hear that con­
gress favors attaching a few 
strings to future relief donations 
hi war torn countries. Hence* 
forth, some of them are insist­
ing, we should send nothing 
without first making certain that 
the goods is properly used by the 
proper people.

Stories “ that come back from 
Europe about our previous relief 
efforts have made more than a 
few of us see red. Russia used

Washington 
News Letter

By Congressman Ed Gossett
Washington. D.C.. April 25 — 

As this is being written the House 
is debating the Interior Depart­
ment Appropriations Bill. The Bill 
as reported slashed budget re­
commendations for the Interior 
Department by 47% reducing the 
amount from $295,000,000 down 
to $156,000,000. Se-v&al agencies 
within the Interior Department 
were entirely eliminated including 
the Oil and Gas Division. T îe 
Bureau of Reclamation, t h e  
Bonneville Power Administration, 
the Southwestern Power Admin­
istration, the Bureau of Land Man­
agement, the Bureau of Indian 
Affairs, the Geological Survey, the 
Bureau of Mines, the National 
Park Service, the Fish and Wild 
Life Service, were all substantially 
reduced. While friends of each 
agenfcy will work hard to restore 
its appropriation, the bill will

probably pass with substantial 
reductions.

The Bureau of Indian Affairs 
is an agency which,in my opinion, 
should be shortly liquidated. This 
bureau has one employee for each 
five Indians in the nation. More 
than [twice as much money is 
spent on the Bureau or Indian Af­
fairs than it costs to run the entire 
Legislative Branch of the govern­
ment, i.e. — the Congress and all 
its employees. If the Indians were 
turned loose they would doubtless 
soon become assimilated and 
merge into he general population, 
to their benefit.

The Senate is still debating the 
tax reduction bill wthdeh passed 
the House some weeks ago. On the 
theory that misery loves com­
pany, we might point out that the 
Income Tax in England is twice 
as high as the Income Tax in 
America.

Numerous squads of CIO mem­
bers are now working the Capital 
in apposition to labor legislation. 
Notwithstanding their efforts, it 
is certain that Congress will soon 
pass a bill making a number of 
changes in existing laws. In

Washington there is much spe­
culation on what the President 
will do with such a bill, whether 
he will sign or veto It. Most 
members of Congress feel that 
the public interest requires that 
we break up big organized labor 
monopolies and that we also 
break up big organized industrial 
monopolies. Both forms of mon­
opolies are doing great damage 
to the interests of the consumer 
and the public generally. Since 
we do no longer have price con­
trols, all increased labor costs 
and other costs are simply passed 
on to the consumer. It was easy 
for Big Steel, a monopoly, to in­
crease the wages of its 800,000 
workers by 150 per hour, for such 
increased cost is simply added to 
the prices paid by the consumer.

About 70% of the cost of auto­
mobiles is labor cost. An agree­
ment will soon be made substant­
ially increasing the wages of the 
one-and-a-half milliori automo­
tive workers. This will just be 
added to the cost of the com­
modity. Unorganized workers, 
farmers, school teachers, white 
collared workers, and so on, are 
particularly interested an this 
matter since they are affected 
when prices continue to rise.

Hearings on the labor bill 
brought out many absurd prac­
tices which any legislation passed 
will seek to eliminate, such as 
jurisdictional strikes. Jurisdic­
tional ^strikes are not strikes over 
wages, or hours or work, or con­
ditions of work, but over which 
union will do a certain job. One 
serious strike occured in a war in­
dustry over which of two unions 
would deliver the coco-dola to the 
plant. The matter of boycotts 
and sympathy strikes is also ser­
ious. Many examples appeared in 
the hearings where the Teams­
ters Union had refused to haul, 
or permit others to haul, goods 
and equipment from noa-union 
shops. A woman in California 
was unable to market her turkeys 
because they were not plucked by 
union pluckers Milk was des­
troyed In one locality because 
union teamsters had not hauled 
the fodder on which the cows 
were fed.

An absurdity concerning w ho1 
does what is illustrated by a per­
sonal experience. We live in a 
village of 225 apartments here in 
Washington. The village is owned 
by an individual and is main­
tained, of course, by union work­
men. Some time ago two men 
came to the apartment and did a 
five minute job of caulking a few 
cracks in the tile bathroom. Mrs. 
Gossett asked them to make sim­
ilar repairs in the tile kitchen. To 
this they replied, “We only work 
in bathrooms.” This is carrying 
specialization a little too far.

In my opinion a great majority 
of the members of organized 
labor would, themselves, like to 
get rid of abusive practices. Good 
wages and reasonable profits are 
in the public interest. But when 
too much is paid for -too little, 
the consumer gets it in the neck.

No nation has ever attained 
real prosperity except through 
industry and trade and these 
only can flourish under a free 
economy such as Capitalism. All 
the teachings of history prove 
that where private property has 
been the most secure and enter­
prise the most free, in that place 
has existed the greatest degree 
of prosperity. ,

At the same time it would be 
foolish to fail to recognize and 
frankly admit that the Capita­
listic System is far from perfect, 
that it has numerous' flaws. But, 
I hazard the opinion that until 
someone comes along with some 
scheme of economy that looks bet- 
tea-, this nation is going1 to string 
along with Capitalism. Sofar, des­
pite all the clamor o f the Reds, the 
Nazi? and the Fascists, no plan 
has been advanced that comes 
even close to having as many 
virtues and as few faults .as the 
Capitalistic System.

And now to hark back to the 
opening sentence of this article. 
Did you ever have a toothache? 
A rather foolish question, because 
of course, you have/ What did 
you do? You took that aching 
tooth to your dentist, you had 
him examine it. Just because it 
was aching a bit, you didn’t give 
up on that tooth entirely.

FIXING UP the HOME
How to Store Dry Foods

r*OFFEE or jam jars with screw 
tops and pint or quart mason 

jars make handy recept*fele% in 
which to store rice, cereals, spa­
ghetti and other dry foods in cup­
board and pantry space which could 
not otherwise be used.

Fasten the jar tops, with nails or 
screws, to a permanent position on 
the bottom of a wooden shelf. Then, 
when the jar has been filled, it can 
be screwed into place, banging from 
the bottom of the shelf. J>rge jars

can be placed at the back and a row* 
of small jars for spices and con­
diments can make up a front row. 
You will find the foods stored in 
this way handy to get at and easy 
to keep in order.

The space under the jars can be 
used for dishes or for other pack­
aged foods. This arrangem ent 
stretches the space in cupboards 
and pantries and puts everything 
in place so that it is unnecessary 
to lift one package from another 
when removing items from the 
shelves. If you have trouble identi­
fying some of the items, such as 
salt and sugar, flour and baking 
powder, scissor off a part of the 
package label and put it along the 
glass at the bottom of the jar 
before filling.

This same arrangement can be 
employed under a shelf over your 
gas range for spices and condiments 
that are used often. The jars can 
be decorated if you wish with de- 
calcomanias or stripes of colorful 
paint to match your kitchen decora­
tion scheme.

Tight Control of Unions 
Over Workers Offers' 
Ideal Attraction.

Attorney General Tom Clark, Q- 
Man J. Edgar Hoover, and even 
spokesmen for organized labor re­
cently have put their finger on a 
primary reason for growing public 
sentiment against the closed shop—T 
namely, the steady spread of commun­
ism In the labor movement.

Addressing the Chicago Bar Asso­
ciation, General Clark declared re­
cently that "small groups of radicals, 
well-coached in a pre-arranged plan, 
are using the party-line methods in 
Identical activity so that they can 
speak to the people, not in open avo­
wal of their alms, but with the voice 
of the honest working man.

Tail Louse, African Pest 
Reported Latest Threat to 
Texas Cattle Production

Texas stockmen may have an­
other cattle parasite problem on 
their hands.

In a report received by the 
Texas A. and M. College Exten­
sion Service, entomologists of the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
state that they have discoverea 
in Florida and Texas an African 
cattle parasite, the “ tail louse” . 
The scientists say that heavy in­
festations of the lice oan be a 
serious threat to cattle produc­
tion. The lice sap cattle of their 
vitality and oan make them too 
weak to walk if infested heavily.

How the louse got to the Un­
ited States is a  question, the 
entomologists say. Previously it 
was known to exist only in West 
Africa, where it was discovered 
in 1915. It has been most re­
cently reported in xTexas.

The lice infest the brash of 
the animal’s tail, and Florida 
cattlemen have named it the 
“ tail louse” . Stockmen oan re­
cognize serious infestations by 
the matted appearance of the 
animal’s tail.

The USDA entomologists say 
that sprays containing 1.5 per 
cent DDT, In a wettable powder 
form, have proved to be effective 
means of controlling the louse. 
They state that although the tail 
is the central point where the lice 
gaher, spraying the entire animal 
thoroughly is advisable. One and 
one-half to two pints of spray 
per animal is usually enough to 
do the tab.

known party menders.
How the closed shop has made the 

unions the most attractive field for 
communist Infiltration in the U. 8.

ized to Congressional leaders study­
ing the question of what to do about 
the closed shop and other remedial 
labor legislation. Some recommenda­

The seriousness of the closed shop 
weapon In the hands of a few individ­
uals was pointed out several days 
ago by the editor of the United States 
News who declared:

“Whenever any group of c.izena 
becomes bigger than the government. 
It Is the duty of all the people to put 
such groups In their places, no mat­
ter how loud the cries of pain or in­
dignation that come from those who 
are reluctant to give up special priv­
ileges.”
