
Something -the average person
around here probably does not 
realize is that three common 
children’s diseases are practical­
ly non existent in the commun­
ity. While other places have the 
usual percentage of diphtheria, 
typhoid and small pox cases 
Muenster is blissfully immune, 
and has been so far for the past 
15 years.

The reason, of course, is the 
15 year old custom of giving Im­
munization shots which, accord­
ing to Dr. Myrick, have been 100 
per cent successful to date. To 
his knowledge, he says, not one 
immunized person during that 15 
year period has taken any of 
the three diseases. All of the few 
cases we have had were confined 
to the small percentage of child­
ren who were not immunized.

Doc Myrick is due a lot of cre­
dit for introducing and main­
taining his annual immunization 
clinic, and the people around here 
are due equal credit for their 
good judgment in using it. To­
gether they have avoided a great 
deal of misery, and according to 
averages, probably a few physical 
blemishes and deaths.

Most likely all of us can re­
member instances of hot argu­
ments in which the persons fin­
ally discovered that they were 
fundamentally in agreement alt 
along but just did not understand 
each other. That’s about how 
things stand in last week’s big 
congressional fuss over the Eur­
opean Recovery Program.

When the House made a dras­
tic reduction in the bill Senators 
hit the ceiling. Vandenberg was 
one of the most voiciferous, in­
sisting that this country had let 
it be understood that so much 
was forthcoming and that any 
reduction amounted to a betray­
al of faith in America.

But the House members, bless 
’em, are calmly insisting that 
certain provisions of the bill are 
foolish and extravagent and de­
finitely will not get their appro­
val.

A couple of the examples men­
tioned by Representative Faber 
are farm tractors and certain hos­
pital equipment. Why, he wants 
to know, does the list include 
hundreds of tractors when gas­
oline in Europe is scarce and 
tractor service practically non 
existent, and especially when so 
many farmers don’t even have 
tillage tools to hook behind the 
tractors? Regarding hospital eq­
uipment he does not understand 
why stainless steel units cost­
ing $300 are specified when Am­
erican hospitals get along fine 
on plain units costing about $60

No doubt both houses want to 
be good to the Euopeans. But 
the Representatives insist on be­
ing practical as well as generous. 
And that’s certainly okay with 
us taxpayers. I f  they can cut 
out the foolish generosity and 
still give as much relief, perhaps 
even more relief, they’re doing 
a worth while service to both us 
and Europe.

The controversy also causes us
to wonder what kind of people 
compiled the relief list in the 
first place. Were they the stoog­
es of big manufacturers looking 
for fat orders? Were they stoog­
es for Joe Stalin deliberately try­
ing to pile up our expense while 
making us ridiculous in the eyes 
o f Europeans? Or were they just 
plain dumb clucks who don't 
know any better? Whoever they 
were they certainly don’t belong 
on the federal payroll.

Figures recently reported by
the State Teachers’ Association 
reveal that taxpayers of the 
Muenster Independent school dis­
trict are among the privileged 
few of this state. This is one of 
15 districts with a tax between 
one and 50 cents per $100 valua­
tion.

Fifty districts pay 51 to 75 
cents. Five hundred fifty nine 
districts pay $1 and two hund­
red ninety districts pay over $1. 
Seven independent districts have 
no tax whatever.

However, it’s well for us to 
bear in mind also that our pri­
vilege applies only to the matter 
of tax. We don’t have some of 
the facilities that other districts 
are privileged to have . . . such 
as vocational courses and a gym­
nasium. We’re getting by for 
less all right, but we’re also get­
ting less.

Regarding the country’s two
outstanding school problems, tea­
cher and classroom shortage, 
Lynn Landrum of the Dallas 
News has a proposal which at 
first glance appears to be a 
solution. He suggests keeping 
schools open for the full year.

Here’s how he would work it.

He has had other heart attacks 
at various times during the past 
few years but usually recovered 
promptly and gave no indication 
of the seriousness of his condi­
tion. About 10 years ago he had 
a severe attack which almost 
claimed his life.

Mr. Stelzer was born in Chick­
asaw, Ohio on June 30, 1888, a 
son of the late Mr. and Mrs. 
Charles Stelzer. He came here as, 
a child with his family in Dec­
ember 1897 after living for one 
year in Tours, Texas and com­
pleted his education in the 
Muenster school. Since then he 
has been interested in several 
different occupations including 
farming, livestock, meat market, 
cafe and oil development.

He was married on Nov. 26, 
1908, to Miss Catherine Heilman 
who preceded him in death, pas­
sing on October 1, 1937. On Jan­
uary 2, 1939 he married Miss
Jewel Pittman.

Survlvqrs are his wife; two 
sons, Leroy of Henrietta and Pat, 
a lieutenant, Army Air Force 
at Dayton, Ohio; two dau­
ghters, Mrs. John Chandler and 
Mrs. H. E. Hart, of Dallas; seven 
grandchildren; three brothers, 
Henry, August and William of 
Muenster; and two sisters, Mrs. 
Frank Faecke of Denison and 
Mrs. Joe Sharp of Olney, 111.

carrying on this work in the av­
erage production of milk per 
cow, and second in the average 
amount of butter fat per cow.

Honors for the highest indivi­
dual producing cow for May went 
to W. L. Meyers who "operates a 
grade A dairy on Highway 77, 
five miles south of Gainesville, 
and honors for the highest herd 
average, for more than 20 cows, 
went to Peter Prescher, a neigh­
bor of Meyers.

Paul Fisher of Muenster had 
the highest producing herd of 
less than 20 cows.

Association members having 
one or more cows producing more 
than 40 pounds of butter fat In 
May are: Paul Fisher, four, Pet­
er Prescher, nine; John Knabe, 
10; David Smith, five; W. L. 
Meyers, seven; Tony Nehib, two; 
R. B. Durham, nine; John Voth, 
two; Joe Fisher, two; Charlie 
Fisher, four; A1 Flietman, four.

Notes O n Soil 
Conservation

The Denison Dam, which cre­
ates Lake Texoma on the Okla­
homa and Texas border, is 15,200 
feet long . . . .  approximately 
three miles,

Roy Townsley and Gary Hess 
are constructing field terraces 
this week. Mr. Townsley is con­
structing 3.15 miles of terraces 
and says “ terraces where outlets 
are available should be laid off 
and constructed before soil be­
comes too dry or too wet.”

Joe Mages, 3 miles east of 
Muenster, reports a yield of 12 y2 
bushels of abruzzi rye per acre 
on approximately 10 acres that 
was sowed to vetch and rye. 
Many plantings of vetch for seed 
harvest have failed due to ad­
verse weather conditions but 
grazing obtained and yields of 
rye have prevented loss, accord­
ing to Robert S. Mitchell, Work 
Unit Conservationist.

Cooperators harvesting vetch 
last week were Redman Bros., 
Mac Thweatt, J. H. Fields and 
Meador Bros. Average seed yields 
were from 100 to 200 pounds of, 
vetch per acre. V. W. Redman", 
district supervisor states "we do 
not consider our vetch a failure 
where seed was not harvested. 
This vetch paid off in soil build­
ing and grazing.” Many coopera­
tors plan a vetch crop next fall 
as regularly as they plan oats 
crop.

Bob Swindle at Saint Jo had a 
complete failure of vetch on sev­
eral hundred acres this year, but 
he plans to plant vetch next year 
and considers it a regular crop 
as he would consider wheat and 
oats. “ Oats in most cases made 
less yield than mixture of vetch 
and rye this year but we have 
not heard any cooperators say 
oats wouldn’t be sowed any 
more” * states Pat A. Carpenter, 
Soil Conservation Service Techni­
cian.

TYPHOID GERM CAN’T 
GET ANYWHERE IF 
IT CAN’T HITCH-HIKE

AUSTIN, TEXAS.— A warning 
against the hitch-hiking germ of 
typhoid fever has just been is­
sued by Dr. Geo- W. Cox, State 
Health Officer. They must catch 
a ride from an infected person to 
the well person; this is generally 
accomplished by water, milk, 
flies, fingers, or food. Every case 
is contracted by way of the 
mouth and digestive system.

A carrier is a person who has 
had typhoid fever at some time 
and who even after recovery car­
ries the germs of the disease in 
the urine and discharge of the 
bowels. Carriers who are care­
less in their personal habits are 
likely to infect any food they 
handle with unwashed hands. 
Some of the most serious and 
far-reaching outbreaks of the 
disease have been caused by 
drinking milk or eating foods 
that have been handled by car­
riers. Persons may be carriers 
without knowing it.
'  Typhoid fever is unnecessary 

and preventable. Every case is 
due either to community negli­
gence or to the ignorance or care­
lessness of some individual. Per­
sons planning a vacation or trip 
where sanitation may not be rig­
idly enforced should p r o t e c t  
themselves against this disease 
by being vaccinated. Inoculation 
with typhoid vaccine, a week a- 
part, is all that is necessary to 
secure protection against this 
disease for two years. The purity 
of water, or milk, or food can­
not be judged by looking at it 
so the best thing to do is to play 
safe and have your physican pro­
tect you.

against government control of 
business or economic life, at the 
same time favor Federal aid to 
schools because it may relieve 
their taxes slightly. And not long 
ago an* organization went on re­
cord as favoring the government 
taking over the peanut crop at 
high prices in order to hold up 
the price while subsidizing lower 
prices on peanuts for use in can­
dy and other products.

There are those who deliberat­
ely close their eyes to govern­
ment waste and inefficiency to 
justify getting back some of the 
dollars paid to the government 
from other states or persons. 
They seem to think that when a 
dollar leaves home for Washing­
ton it has pups on the way, and 
so more dollars can come back 
home than those which left 
home for Washington.

Exactly the opposite is true. 
Every dollar spent by the Federal 
Government has to come either 
directly from the pockets of its 
citizens or indirectly from those 
same pockets through the moun­
ting horror of inflation. In the 
last analysis, the dollar you get 
back from Washington for Po- 
dunk or any other place, had to 
come from Podunk or that other 
place in the first place.

And, on the way to Washington 
and again on the way back, that 
dollar lost weight. It had to pay 
the brokerage of bureaucracy and 
the cost of transportation both 
ways, so that every dollar that 
came back was smaller than the 
dollar which left.

You would have been wiser, in 
many, many parts of the coun­
try, to keep most of your dollars 
home, and pay directly for the 
work you wanted that dollar to 
do, and so get more done by that 
dollar at home. And that includes 
the schools, all the glamorous 
arguments to the contrary not­
withstanding.

Anyone who thinks that there 
is some magic in government 
bounty or charity to its citizens, 
is living in a fool’s paradise. The 
dollars Washington spends on 
you came out of your own pock­
et in the first place.
