On the country's economic front,

the brightest indication yeit for a 
happy 1948 is the price cut an­
nounced by General Electric and 
Nasih-Kelvinator. If the far­
sightedness shown by these two 
companies will spread to other 
business giants, the coming few 
weeks mAy go down in history as 
the period when America shook 
off the confusion and got itself 
re-oriented for a course of sen­
sible standards.

Sooner or later there had to be 
a turning point, and it is both 
proper and wise of bag business to 
make the first move. It has the 
resources to sustain the -tempor­
ary financial shock resulting from 
a change whereas most workers, 
living on a close margin, are less 
able to  stand the strain.

Very agreeable developments
are now in sight. The cost of 
llvirg should drop slightly and 
head off the anticipated demand 
for another wage increase. And. 
if this should prove to be the 
turning point, perhaps it is not 
too much to hope for an orderly 
series of reductions in both prices 
and wages. That's what we need 
to reverse the inflationary trend 
and put the average man back 
on sound footing.

The mere suggestion, of wage 
cuts nowadays is regarded by 
many as an unpardonable sin. 
People rise in wrath with charges 
of exploiting the little man . . .  
and the indignation would be 
Justified if prices did not fall ac­
cordingly. But let's assume an 
orderly decrease of prices and 
wages and the result it would 
bring.

We now have ec 45 cent dollar, 
so the economists tell us. A man 
earning $100 a week is exactly 
were the $45 man was in 1939. Sup­
pose in an orderly series of price 
and pay reductions we got back 
to that 1939 level. As regards cur­
rent income the man would be as 
well off because his $45 would 
reach as far as the $100 does now. 
But actually he'd be much better 
off because his savings would 
have been restored to their real 
value. The Increased purchasing 
power of his bonds, insurance 
and cash reserve would be the 
measure of his gain. Considering 
the vast number of little fellows 
who have such savings, that’s 
Important.

Figured from that angle, who’s 
the real friend of the working 
man, the fellow who beefs for 
higher and higher pay or the 
one who favors pushing pay and 
prices both back to a normal 
level?

Anyway, three cheers for GE
and Kelvinator for starting some­
thing really worth while. Let's 
hope other big industries will do 
likewise. Then after a while when 
workers get adjusted to the bet­
ter ratio, maybe business and 
labor leaders can agree to a 
simultaneous cut in pay and 
price, and as many more as we 
need to return to normal.

This may be mere theory, with 
a bit of idealism, but it can be 
achieved if the men able to do 
something about It will tackle the 
problem with caution and con­
science.

A first class political puzzle.
one the experts are still figuring 
on, is Henry Wallace's announce­
ment that he will run for presi­
dent on a third party ticket. Pro­
bably there isn't a person in the 
country, not even Wallace him­
self, who believes that he has a 
ghost of a chance, so What can 
be the reason behind it all?

On the surface this thing looks 
like stupiditv so rank that even 
his few confirmed supporters will 
not go for it. Why should they 
waste votes on a sure loser when 
they can serve their cause better 
by supporting the major party 
most likely to string along with 
them? Experience has Shown that 
they can rate a little considera­
tion if they help maintain the 
Democratic administration, but 
they may be out in the cold if 
they withhold support and per­
mit the Republicans to step in.

We’ve got to go deeper for the 
answer. We can’t believe that 
Wallace is doing this to spite 
Harry Truman for booting him 
out of the cabinet. Suppose he 
gathered enough left wing votes 
to block Truman’s re-election. 
He’d have some personal satis­
faction. oerhaus, but also an ad­
ministration that’s less friendly 
to him and his followers. Rule 
that out, because he’d never get 
Moscow’s support on such a plan, 
and without- Moscow's support 
he’d be wasting time.

There’s something foxy about 
this, and a possible answer many 
be that suggested by Dorothy 
Thompson. Stalfh does not like 
the Marshall plan, for Europe so 
he’s willing to shoot the works as 
far as his American interests are 
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Construction Begins 
On New Building for 
Ben Seyler Motor Co.

The Ben Seyler Motor Com­
pany, Muenster’s Cluysler-Ply­
mouth agency, is due to have its 
long anticipated new home with­
in* a few months. Digging for 
foundation for the 112x65 brick 
structure is in progress.

The building is located on the 
spot formerly occupied by Sey- 
ler’s residence, adjoining Endres 
Motor Company and its south 
wall, being built jointly by Seyler 
and Endres, will later serve also 
as the north wall of the Ford 
agency’s new home.

County Superintendent Hubert 
Moss holds a four year office and 
will not be required to enter the 
race this year.

Diet riot Judge Ben W. Boyd 
will be a candidate for re-elec­
tion. He is now rounding out the 
final year of a four-year term.

Notes On Soil 
Conservation

Amle Wlmmer and Joe Starke 
in the Joe Starke conservation 
group, 3 miles northeart of 
Muenster, last week sprig sodded 
approximately 10 acres of Ber-1 
muda grass that will serve a s ' 
terrace outlets for several miles 
of terraces. The grass will be I 
utilized as pasture for dairy cows. 
Tony Walterscheld 6 miles north­
east of Muenster. continued sprig 
sodding Bermuda grass for pas­
ture and terrace outlets. Mr 
Walterscheid also nas 8 acres 
prepared to plant in Buffalo 
grass this month. Several coop­
erators who got poor stands of 
Buffalo grass last year are sow­
ing untreated seed In January 
and February to allow the tough 
seed coat to go through a natural 
process to soften up the seed 
bur. Buffalo grass should be* 
secured now as late plantings 
give poor stands according to R. 
S. Mitchell. Work Unit Conser­
vationist; also planting in rows 
with a com  planter is recom­
mended to allow cultivation un­
less competition of other grasses 
can be kept down by mowing or 
grazing.

H.N. Fuhrman and Felix Beck­
er report their first year Madrid 
clover is still green and furnish­
ing- grazing since the last hay 
cuttings. Walter Element, Joe 
and John Kleiss and J.W. Hess 
reported a seed yield from 350 to 
400 pounds per acre on their 
second year Madrid clover. Most 
of this seed has been sold from 
26 to 30<? per pound to cooper­
ators who plan to sow Madrid 
clover in February for grazing 
and hay next summer and win­
ter. Soil Conservation Service 
technicians are recommending 
an application of 200 pounds 
phosphate per acre under Mad­
rid clover for maximum yields.
Herman Luttmer in Joe Hoenig's 

conservation group has constru­
cted 600 feet of diversion terrace 
in his pasture to protect, his field. 
Jake Seabold constructed appro­
ximately 1900 feet of diversions 
terraces in the Clear Creek group. 
Making repair and rebuilding of 
diversion terraces in pastures 
and meadows in slack seasons 
while field terraces are too wet 
to work is a good practice ac­
cording to Mr. Lutitmer.

ROOM TEMPERATURE 
SHOULD BE 68 TO 70

Austin —. With the advent of 
cold weather, Dr Geo W Cox. 
State Health Officer, has issued 
some timely advice concerning 
room temperature and Its relation 
to health.

“ It is very Important that in­
side temperature be maintained 
at around 68 to ‘70 degrees,”  Dr. 
Cox said. "Thousands of homes 
are continually overheated in the 
winter, and a degree of heat is 
often demanded that would not 
be tolerated in the summertime.’’

In a room that is overheated, 
the body pores are open, and 
phystal harm may result when 
outside temperature is encount­
ered Colds, influerua, bronchial 
troubles and even pneumonia 
may take advantage of this bodily 
abuse, and take a serious toll in 
sickness and even death.

"An Inside temperature of from 
68 to 70 degrees is nqt only more 
healthful, but actually more com­
fortable.’’ Dr. Cox said. “ When, 
added to these factors, the re­
resulting economy is considered. 
It might be well to check up and 
see what your thermometer reads. 
A room temperature within the 
range suggested, plus the careful 
maintenance of proper humidity, 
will help to prevent needless sick­
ness and protect the good health 
of your family."

Insurance Report 
Shows Fewer Losses 
And More Members

Reports made at the 55th an­
nual general meeting of the 
Muenster Mutual Fire Insurance 
Association in the public school 
on December 30 revealed that the 
organization has enjoyed an­
other year of low fire insurance 
coverage along with its customary 
expansion.

The cost of insurance per mem­
ber through 1947 was approxi­
mately 17.5 cents per $100 of pro­
perty valuation, according to F. 
J.' Hess. That figure represents 
the total c f payments made on 
claims and the organization’s op­
erating expense.

As a result, Mr. Hess said, the 
association ended the year with 
a balance of about $32,000. 
Though the amount would be 
adequate to meet normal de­
mands the meeting voted to make 
another 25 cent assessment in the 
near future in order to be ready 
in case of emergencies. A 35 cent 
assessment was made in 1947 to 
replenish the treasury after ex­
ceptionally heavy losses in the 
previous year.

An increase of 20 new members 
during the year brings the associ­
ation's total membership to about 
490, and the increase in insur­
ance of 107.000 raises the total 
coverage to $1,850,000.

All of the 1947 officers and dir­
ectors were re-elected as follows: 
Albert Henscheid. president: F.J. 
Hess, secretary; Victor Hartman, 
treasurer; J.B. Element and W.H. 
Endres. appraisers; J.W. Hess 
and Wm. Becker.

Those present at the meeting 
were officers and delegatee from 
the association's six local units 
in Muenster. Lindsay, Valley 
View, Pilot Point, Electr* and 
Wirahhorst. Local representation 
is determined at annual meetings 
of each unit. Muenster's local 
meeting is usually held in late 
January or early February.

The association, Muenster's 
first cooperative, was organized 
in 1893 by community pioneers 
to provide low oost protection 
against fire losses. For a number 
of years it confined membership 
to Muenster, then expanded to 
include the other five districts.

needs which the government of 
that country then decides to meet.

“This follows from the ability 
to divert resources, and from the 
iaot that any country meets lirsi 
what it considers its most urgent 
needs — or rather what those in 
power in thatgcountrv oons'der its 
most urgent needs. Those who tell 
us, for example, that if we do 
not send food to the Yugoslavian 
government we are starving its 
people, forget that Yugoslavia 
conscripts an enormous standing 
army from men who would 

[ otherwise work on farms to pro­
duce food. To the extent that 
Yugoslavia’s food problem is 

! solved by outside gifts, it releases 
' the manpower and financial re­
sources to maintain this military 
establishment.

"When we keep this element- 
\ ary principle in mind, we recog- 
i raze how unimportant and even 
■ how futile it is to require that 
! our loans to foreign governments 
be used only for certain specific 
purposes. We could, for example,

! insist that our funds should be 
used only to buy foodstuffs. But 
to the extent that we relieve the 
borrowing country of the need 
of supplying its own foodstuffs, we 
merely release resources in that 
country to supply some less ur­
gent need. Hence it is pointless 
to insist that the proceeds of our 
loans should go only for some 
specified purpose. To tne exten; 
that we relieve a foreign govern­
ment of the need of providing 

for this purpose, it can use the 
released resources to increase 
social security payments, to raise

salaries o f civil servants, to ex­
pand its military establishment, 
to finance anti-capitalist propa­
ganda. or for any other purpose 
that it thinks desirable.

“This principle is recognized 
quickly enough when dealing 
with individuals. If you make a 
loan to a family that keeps a car 
for pleasure, nothing is gained 
by the assurance that the par­
ticular dollars you have loaned 
have gone only to buy food, and 
that the automobile was bought 
and run with the family's own 
earnings. Even if you could 
verify by the numbers on the 
bills that your particular dollars 
were spent only for food, you 
would know that your loan was 
being used in effect to keep the 

' car — because the family would 
otherwise have to give up the 
oar and use its own earings for 
food.

"Yet this elementary principle 
is constantly overlooked in Inter­
national relations people feel some­
how assured by the statement 
that our loans or gifts have been 
earmarked only for special pur­
poses. Unless we undertake to 
control all the expenditures of 
the borrowing country, however, 
our particular contribution be­
comes in practice an unidentifi­
able part of the general pool out 
of which that country’s expendi­
tures are made, like the last 
bucketful of water after it has 
been poured into an already 
partly-filled tub.”

I feel sure all of us want to help 
Europe as much as we can. I am 
equally certain, however, that we 
all want our aid to be effective. 
We don’t want to pour any more 
money down a “rat hole" as we 
did the three and three-quarters 
bllttons loaned to Britain.

Mr. HazlStt's ideas on how our 
aid to Europe con be handled e f­
fectively make an awful lot of 
sense to me and that’s why I urge 
all my readers to get a copy of 
"Will Dollars Save the World?” 
and read it carefully. This booklet 
is available at seventy-five cents 
per copy from The Foundation 
for Economic Education — a 
non-profit organization — Irving­
ton-on-Hudson, New York.

SENATOR CAPPCR
TOPEKA — Sen. Arthur Capper, 

(R-Kan.) dean of the United States 
Senate, will rally support of his 
colleagues in the coming session of 
Congress to support his rrsolution, 
introduced last July, proposin'that 
the Constitution be amended to 
recognise “ the authority and law 
of Jesus Christ, the Saviour and 
King of nations."
