
Recommended reading for at
least a dozen kids of this com­
munity . . . and their parents 
. . .  is the first article of this 
month's Reader’s Digest. Entitled 
‘Danger . . . Teen-Age Killers at 
the Wheel,” it presents a gory 
picture of the tragedies caused 
by incompetent and show-off 
juvenile drivers.

Some accidents result from im­
mature judgment. Some result 
from lack of skill. And a great 
many more result from the wild­
est kind of reckless and maniacal 
driving. Though there is a dif­
ference in the degree of culpa­
bility the net result is the same. 
Far too many of our driving 
youngsters can’t be trusted with 
a car. Whether they're incompe­
tents or show-offs they’re still a 
menace to national safety.

Clowning, speeding, dreaming
and disregard of traffic signs, in 
that order, are listed as the 
principal causes of teen age ac­
cidents. Skipping the tragedies, 
which, thank goodness, we have 
so far been spared around here, 
the article rends almost as though 
it had been based on observa­
tions of local youngsters We 
have kids who love their auto­
motive capers, who drive like a 
streak, who pay no attention to 
their car or other cars.

Let’s not kid ourselves about 
this thing. Recklessness is ram­
pant in Muenster. And we’re 
headed for some terrible trage­
dies if our teen agers don’t make 
some earljv and drastic changes.

Yours truly doesn't claim to be
well posted on the reckless and 
crazy incidents around here but 
the few he can recall are enough 
to run shivers up and down a 
person’s spine.

How about that jalopy race on 
Main just a few weeks ago? 
Three old crates running abreast 
taking in the whole street, and 
every car driven bv a kid who 
probably has no driver’s license.

How about that car full o f kids 
clipping off 90 or better on the 
highway east of town? Without 
looking ahead they pulled around 
a car and, when confronting an­
other car, drove completely off 
the left side of the pavement, 
followed the ditch a way, and 
pulled back on the road again 
. . . and revved it back up to 90.

How about the guy who tried 
out the second gear in his dad’s 
new car? They say he did 90.

How about another kid slouch­
ed in the seat gabbing and ges­
ticulating, and releasing the 
wheel to light a cigarette, while 
holding the foot feed flat on the 
floor?
How about the lad Who tore the 

guts out of his car by speeding 
the motor and releasing the 
clutch to see how fast it would 
take off? v

How about the kids. who used 
the Gainesville Airport runway 
for a speedway?

How'about the kids who head 
directly for each at a 30 or 40 
mile clip and swerve to the side 
just in time to avoid a crash? 
Their object is to click fenders. 
That’s “ kissing each other good 
night” . Let’s hope they get soipe 
sense before that kiss becomes 
a hear-on smack.

Those incidents are only a few
of the many. They’re the kind 
that tragedies are made of, the 
kind that had better be stopped 
soon, before the old grim reaper 
hits the jackpot he’s really en­
titled to.

What to do about it? Accord­
ing to the Render’s Digest article 
there are three methods that 
seem to help. One is a course on 
safe driving in school. Another 
is more rigid law .enforcement 
and still another is better in­
struction . . . plus better exam­
ple . . . by the parents.

The value of driving courses 
has already been shown. Check­
ups have revealed that trained 
drivers have about half the num­
ber of accidents that untrained 
drivers do. Safety courses, you 
know, emphasize danger as well 
as driving methods. A great deal 
of the warning soaks in and the 
effect on an average youngster 
is a combination of more caution 
and more skill.

It also makes sense to crack 
down on reckless or incompetent 
drivers. Anyone who endangers 
lives deserves to be fined and to 
have his license revoked. If he 
has no regard for the safety or 
welfare of others, a stiff and 
sure penalty ifc about the last re­
course to keep him in line.

Parental instruction and exam­
ple can be really effective if the 
parent decides to make it so. If 
every father taught his kid to 
drive well and refused to let him 
drive alone until he has a driver’s 
license, and himself gave an ex­
ample of careful, courteous driv­
ing, he might be able to expect 
more of the kid. Included In a

WHEAT YIELD HERE 
APPEARS TO BE ABOUT 
4 BUSHELS PER ACRE

The 1949 wheat crop at Muen­
ster is worth harvesting this 
year, but that’s about all. Scat­
tered reports from farmers indi­
cate that the average yield of 
the community will be about 4 
bushels per acre. In some cases 
farmers are running their com­
bines all day to accumulate a 
single load of grain.

The best report received to 
date at the Morrison Mill was 10 
bushels per acre on a small field 
and it was offset by another re­
port from the same man that 
another of his fields is not worth 
cutting.

Since Monday combines have 
been operating at top' speed and 
by Wednesday had harvested ap­
proximately a fourth of the com­
munity crop. A few farms have 
already finished the job, others 
have just started. Binder work 
likewise is preceeding at full 
speed.

Though tests are generally 
poor the quality of the grain is 
fairly good. The kernels are all 
right but they have too much 
oats, cheat and Johnson grass 
mixed with them.

SOIL CONSERVATION 
UNIT MOVES OFFICE TO 
KAISER-MEURER BLDG.
- Some time next week the of­
fice of the local soil conserva­
tion work unit will be moved 
from the Wolf Hotel building to 
the Kaiser-Meurer building. The 
change will enable the unit to 
keep all its equipment under one 
roof. Heretofore it has had sep­
arate places for its office and 
truck storage. The part to be 
occupied is the south half of the 
building which was formerly us­
ed as an automobile display floor. 
The other part, now occupied by 
Ed’s Automotive shop will not be 
affected.

Special changes to meet the 
needs of the new tenant will be 
made as soon as workmen can 
get at the job. The large display 
window at the west front will 
be replaced by a double door 
through which pick-up trucks 
can be driven and a partition will 
separate the east and west side 
into an office and truck, storage 
space. Another partition will div­
ide the front from the rear of­
fice. *

Park in Center and 
Pack Outer Edge of 
Street,Engineer Says

Until further notice, please park 
your cars in the center of the 
street and use the sides of the 
street for traffic lanes. That is 
the request made •'this week by 
Mayor John Hoffi an on the re­
commendation of state highway 
engineers.

The purpose of the change in 
system, Hoffman said is to pack 
the portion of the street which, 
until now, has carried very little 
traffic. By this means the high­
way department intends to im­
prove the entire surface of the 
street, not just the center.

The recommended new parking 
system, Mayor Hoffman explained 
is a double row of diagonally 
parked cars at the center. Drivers 
are asked to leave their cars at 
about a 45 degree angle with the 
left front at about the center of 
the street. That will serve a 
double purpose of providing am­
ple parking space and also mov­
ing the traffic lanes nearer to the 
curbs.

Since the surface work was 
completed a month ago all traf­
fic has been in the center and 
several applications of crushed 
rock were added as the asphalt 
worked to the top. The changed 
parking system will nermit sim­
ilar improvement next to the 
curbs.

J. S. Horn, 80, a resident of 
Muenster for half a century, pas­
sed away at his home here Tues­
day night at 11:35 after more 
than six years of illness. He was' 
bedfast since April 1948.

Funeral services will be held 
Friday morning at 8:30 in Sacred 
Heart church with Pastor Rev. 
Herman Laux officiating at the 
requiem high mass and at the 
burial in the Sacred Heart cem­
etery.

Mr._ Horn was born in Saint 
Cloud, Wis., on Aug. 19, 1868, and 
came to Muenster in December 
1893 to help his brother, Joe Horn, 
build his home. He went back 
to St. Cloud the following March, 
then returned to Muenster in 
December 1900 and had resided 
here since. He married Miss Mary 
Voth here in May 1903, and en­
gaged in carpentering.

In 1906 he became rural mail 
carrier on route 2 out of Muen- • 
ster and served in that capacity 
for more than 12 years. He then 
returned to the carpenter trade 
until he retired from active work.

He was instrumental in organ­
izing the Knights of Columbus 
council in Muenster in January 
1910, was a charter member and 
was active in the first member­
ship drive. He was the first fin­
ancial secretary of the council 
holding office for two terms, was 
treasurer for three terms, a mem­
ber of the degree team and a 
warden for several years. In 
September 1935 he received the 
Degree of Honor from the coun­
cil. v

For almost 11 years he served 
as sacretary of the Muenster 
Telephone company, resigning in 
June 1938.

In November 1942 he suffered 
a paralytic stroke that resulted 
in the loss of his speech and also 
left him severely handicapped in 
getting around. His condition . 
forced him to Ijed in April 1948.

Survivors are his wife, three 
sons, Joe and Jake Jr. of Muen­
ster, and A1 of Harlingen; two 
daughters, Mrs. A1 Schad of 
Muenster and Mrs. A1 Swirczynskl 
of Dallas; two grandsons and 10 
granddaughters; one brother, Cas­
per Horn of St. Cloud, Wis., and 
one sister, Mrs. Catherine Fran- 
zen of Chilton, Wis.

ject and know nothing of the 
facts.

Two-thirds of the avowed com­
munists in America have come 
from Russia. 100,000 of those now 
in our DP camps came from be­
hind the iron curtain 18 months 
and 2 years after the war was 
over. They came with the conni­
vance and assistance of commun­
ist governments. Under the bill 
which I fought and which was 
passed in the House, at least 75 
percent of these people will come 
to America.

While a great many sincere 
people are advocating the open­
ing of our doors to the so-called 
DP’s, they should also consider 
that every radical, every red, and 
every subsersive organization in 
America is strongly in' favor of 
doing the same thing.

One Texas Congressman polled 
100 American officers while over­
seas last year on this subject 
and every single one of them 
was unalterably opposed to these 
DP bills which have been spon­
sored in the Congress by those 
seeking votes in Chicago and 
New York. I have yet to talk to 
an informed person, other than 
those affiliated with organiza­
tions sponsoring DP’s, who does 
not agree with my views on this 
legislation.

No person can come to this 
country under any of the pro­
posed DP bills unless he has re­
gistered with the International 
Refugee Organization (IRO) as a 
DP. It is well-known that IRO 
is controlled by socalled liberals, 
most of whom would remove im­
migration barriers altogether. 
Furthermore, IRO will not classify 
as a DP any person with German 
blood. It is admitted that 14 
million persons (expellees) were 
driven out of Poland, Yugoslavia, 
Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Ruma­
nia, and other countries behind 
the iron curtain, simply because 
they were of German-Ethnic or­
igin. These 14 million people 
have been thrown bodily into 
allied military zones, most' of 
them in Germany. Most of them 
are in greater distress and great­
er need than any of the DP’s 
who have lived off American 
charity for 3 and 4 years. Still, 
no one pleads the cause of the 
expellees. They lack money and 
propaganda. It’s a sad commen­
tary on American morality to 
find how many people’s convic­
tions are influenced by money. 
If one were given the job of 
picking 300,000 people to bring 
into this country immediately, 
over and above immigration 
quotas, he would not go to the 
jails and asylums to get the 
said 300,000 persons. Still, that is 
substantially what we propose to 
do. If we need additional farmers 
and craftsmen, there are millions 
of Them available, but not in the 
DP camps.

It so happens that the biggest 
and best paid lobby in the City 
of Washington for the past sev­
eral years has been the DP lobby.

PRESIDENT OF TEXAS 
POWER & LIGHT CO.

John W. Carpenter was named 
chairman of the board, W. W.
Lynch, president and .general 
manager, and Lee E. Cook, vice- 
president and assistant general 
manager of Texas Power & Light 
Company at a meeting of the 
directors of the company follow­
ing the annual meeting of stock­
holders at the Interurban Build­
ing, Dallas, Texas, Wednesday.

Mr. Carpenter is now complet­
ing his thirtieth year as general 
manager and his twenty-second 
year as president and general 
manager of the company.

Mr. Lynch has been in the ser­
vice of the company for 26 years, 
has been vice-president since 
1936, executive vice-president sin­
ce 1947, and a director since 1938.
He is a native Texan, bom in 
Marshall. Following his gradua­
tion from Texas A&M College in 
1922,he spent a year as a stu­
dent engineer with Westinghouse 
Electric & Manufacturing Com­
pany at East Pittsburgh, Pa., 
first as sales correspondent and 
later as service engineer in New 
York City. In November 1923, he 
entered the employ of Texas Po­
wer & Light Company, where he 
served successively as assistant 
to the efficiency engineer, con­
struction supervisor, assistant to 
the superintendent of transmis­
sion and head of the distribution 
department, which position he 
held until he was moved to the 
executive department in 1936 and 
elected vice-president.

Mr. Cook, a native Texan, born 
at Jasper*, was graduated from 
Texas A&M College in 1920, after 
which he entered the employ of 
the engineering department of 
Texas Power & Light Company.
He has been with the Texas Po­
wer & Light Company during the 
entire time, in various capacities, 
except for a few years when he 
was on successive leaves of ab­
sence on engineering and exec­
utive work in connection with 
electric utility operations in Tex­
as and elsewhere.

Reporting to the stockholders, Don't Learn Safety By Accident 
Mr. Carpenter told about the pro­

gress made during the past year, 
stating that the company now 
serves more than 250,000 custo­
mers. He reported that, during 
1948, the company enlarged Its 
Brownwood power plant by the 
installation of two 2,250 kilowatt 
generators, built a new generat­
ing station at Clarksville of 1,000 
kilowatt capacity, enlarged many 
of its substations and made a 
vast number of extensions and 
improvements to its transmission 
and distribution facilities. He sta­
ted that installation of a new 
12,500 kilowatt turbo generator at 
the Waco power plant has been 
completed this year and that the 
new 63,000 kilowatt turbo gen­
erator at the Trinidad generating 
station would be ready for ser­
vice late in the year.

The stockholders voted to 
amend the charter of the com­
pany so as to increase the auth­
orized common stock from 3,000.- 
000 shares to 6,000,000 shares. The 
funds derived from the sale of 
additional stock will be used to 
finance the company’s program 
of expansion and improvement of 
its physical property.

URGES GREATER CARE 
IN MILK PRODUCTION

AUSTIN.— In view of the fact 
that June has been proclaimed 
National Dairy Month, Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, State Health Officer, ur­
ges that with the more extensive 
u*e of milk, both producer and 
consumer be concerned as to its 
quality. The use of clean safe 
milk is a health measure.

Local interest in improved me­
thods of producing wholesome 
milk has increased greatly in the 
past two decades and the striking 
advance in milk control has been 
responsible for the enormous 
saving in infant life.

Milk is perishable and espec­
ially during hot weather. To in­
sure milk of good duality requir­
es cleanliness, sterile utensils, 
protection against flies, careful 
bottling and maintenance at low 
temperatures. The presence in 
fresh milk of large numbers of 
bacteria, due to insanitary me-

Giles Says Procedure For 
Acquiring Land Under Vet 
Program To Be Kept Simple
By BASCOM GILES 

Commissioner of the General Land 
Office and Chairman of the 

Veterans' Land Board

(Editor's Note: This is the con­
cluding article of a series of three 
by Bascom Giles explaining the 
newly created V e t e r a n s '  Land 
Board Program.)

In keeping with the terms of the 
legislation creating the Texas Vet­
erans' Land Board, its administra­
tion and operating policies will be 
kept as simple as the problems of 
this huge program will permit.

The fact that approximately 13,- 
000 veterans h a v e  already con­
tacted this office for information 
on the working details of the plan 
indicates the commendable desire 
of veterans to own a farm or ranch 
home u n d e r  the idea originally 
conceived by the author five years 
ago.

Paper work involving application 
to participate has been cut to the 
minimum. Each successive step has 
been shorn of all encumbering de­
lays.
* For example, proof of the appli­
cant's eligibility can be established 
by submitting a certified copy of 
his honorable discharge plus sub­
stantiation that the applicant was 
a resident of Texas at the time he 
entered military service and is still 
a legal resident at the time of ap­
plication for land program bene­
fits. For those taking advantage of 
the 90 day priority offered those 
who have a service-connected disa­
bility sustained in combat, certifi­
cation of such must accompany the' 
application.

Each veteran will be limited to 
one purchase not exceeding $7,500 
cost to the Board. He will be re­
quired to pay not less than five 
per cent down and execute an on- 
or-before note for 40 years at 
three per cent interest for the 
balance.

Should, a purchaser desire to ac­
quire a tract of land costing NOT 
more than $10,000 he will bo re­

quired to pay the difference be­
tween $7,500 and the purchase 
price plus the five per cent down 
payment on the $7,500 loan.

He shall have served not less 
than 90 days on active duty in 
some branch of the armed service 
between September 16, 1940 and 
December 31, 1946, unless dis­

Each veteran 
will receive a contract of sale from 
the state and upon final payment 
he or she will be granted absolute 
title.

county in which such person of­
fers to vote, shall be deemed a 
qualified elector; provided that 
before offering to vote at any 
election a voter shall have regis­
tered as an elector before the 
first day of February next prece­
ding such election. This provision 
shall be self-enacting. The Leg­
islature shall pass a general re­
gistration law requiring registra­
tion of voters at a time not later 
than the first day of February 
for each election to be held for 
that calendar year, and the Leg­
islature shall have power to pre­
scribe a registration fee. The Leg­
islature may authorize absentee 
voting.”

Each voter shall mark out one 
of said clauses on the ballot leav­
ing the one expressing his vote 
on the proposed amendment; and 
if it shall appear from the re­
turns of said election that a ma­
jority of the votes cast are in 
favor of said amendment, the 
same shall become a part of the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for said 
election and have the same pub­
lished as required by the Con­
stitution and laws of this state.

Section 4. The sum of Five 
Thousand ($5,000.00) Dollars, or 
so much thereof as may be neces­
sary, is hereby appropriated out 
of any funds in the Treasury of 
the state not otherwise approp­
riated, to pay the expenses of 
such publication and election.

Any reliable witness on the side­
walk * can testify if a kid has 
been driving recklessly. An arous­
ed citizenry can make these wild 
drivers settle down If it decides 
to do so.

And if the aroused citizenry! 
happens to include parents of the 
guilty guys, so much the better. 
With instruction, example and a 
little disciplinary pressure t o , 
boot, a lot of them can manage 
to eliminate their own kids from 
the list of offenders.

Something else that might help
is a different attitude on the 
part of the more sensible kids. 
Instead of tolerating wild driving 
ns a sort of necessary evil they 
should make a habit of expres­
sing their real opinions. Some 
fellows will change their ways 
when they realize that they rate 
as morons and public enemies.. 
Just now they think they are" 
showing their superiority. Why 
not let them know they are ac­
tually regarded as inferiors.
