Even though the election
should pass with a comfortable
majority there will be plenty of
people wanting to sweat out the
price situation a while Ilonger.
After all the individual will be
paying the big end of the cost
along his own property and he’ll
be conscious of that even more
than his increased share in the
city’'s debt,

But regardless of when the
worK will be done, we can well
afford to consider Doc Myrick’s
remark about paying with easy
money. What's wrong with star-
ting right now on a fund to be
used when we feel like we're
getting our money’s worth?

It's a fact that we seldom hear
of cities doing a thing like that.
Normally they buy and pay later.
But as individuals we prefer to
get the money first and buy
when the price is right. Instead
of paying interest on a debt we
prefer to draw a little interest
on the saving.

It's worth a lot of thought.
Plentiful money laid aside with
little strain now can go a long
way when applied against an
attractive price.

Another thought, regarding
cost, is that our plans may have
been too ambitious all along. A
full width - pavement costing a-
bout $5 per running foot is tre-
mendous. That $1500 per block,
not figuring intersections.

The 24 foot width at $2.40 per
running foot is more attractive.
But then we wonder whether we
actually need as much as 24 feet.
The standard farm {o market
road is 18 feet and if that is
wide enough to meet the high-
way department’'s safety stan-
dards it should be ample for our
residential streets.

The cost of that kind of pave-
ment, we're happy to note, is a
“little nearer our size. About $1.80
per running foot, or $540 for a
full block,

- Breaking the figure down a
little farther, property owners
paying three fourths and the city
one fourth, it means that own-
ers pay 675 cents per running
foot and the city pays 45 cents.
For pavement in front of 100
feet of property the owner pays
$67.50. For a full block the city’'s
share is $135 and each intersec-
tion is $90.

A few weeks ago puite a lot
of publicity was given to the
case of a minister who was sen-
tenced to a term in the peniten-
tary for failing to report a thiev-
ing son to proper authorities.

For some time he had known
about™ the boy's activities and
all the while he was endeavoring
to get him back on the straight
and narrow path without letting
neighbors and the authorities
know, what had been going omn.

News of the death of Carl

Notes On Seil
Conservation

Fisher and Andress are build-
ing a new stock pond as part of
the range conservation plan on
the Mrs. J. T. Biffle ranch. The
range pasture will be cross fen-
ced into two nearly equal pas-
tures and the pond located so
that it will furnish water to both
sides of the pasture. Livestock
will not have to travel too far
in any direction to water. With
the pasture cross fenced a graz-
ing program will be established
to stock one of the pastures in
the spring and then move to the
other pasture for the summer
and fall. Deferred grazing on part
of the pasture each summer al-
lows the desireable grasses to re-
cover and spread. This grazing
program practiced by ranchers in
this area produces more beef per
acre and allows the grass to im-
prove.

Bruno Fleitman is rebuildihg a
farm pond to increase the water
capacity. He wants his pond to
hold water enough to last his
stock through summer drought.
He has also reseeded some of his
pasture to native little bluestem
grass.

Al Walter and Rudy Hellman
have bought some native grass
seed to reseed some old field
areas on the Hellman & Truben-
bach farm south of Myra. The
grass seed was obtained from
the Upper Elm-Red Soil Conser-
vation district and is a mixture
of Little Bluestem, Big Bluestem,
and Indian grass. These are the
grasses that covered this area
when the Indians lived here.

At Saint Jo, Elvin Dennis, H.
L. Dennis, Wright Embry, R. W.
Donnell, J. H. Fields, and T. E.
Giles are planning to reseed na-
tive grass on old field areas. The
grass is being planted on needle
grass areas and on the residue
of the last crop. The crop residue
or needle grass will aid in holgd-
ing moisture next spring so that
the grass will sprout on top of
the ground and get started grow-
ing. Follow up treatment will
consist of mowing when neces-
sary to keep competition from
shading the young seedlings.

For the convenience of ex-ser-
vice men of this community Ed
Merzbacher, veterans county ser-
vice officer, announced this week
that he will begin next week on
a schedule of regular Visits to
Muenster.

The proposed farm to market
road south of Muenster is sched-
uled for construction in 1949, ac-

gineer of Wichita Falls.

Mr. Isbell states that the high-
way department will begin sur-
veys on the road in about two
months.

Preliminary arrangements for
the right of way are also com-
plete. In its meeting Monday the
county commissioners court ag-
reed to secure whatever addit-
ional right of way is required for
the road and furnish it free- of
charge to the highway depart-
ment.

Balance of Curbs On

Any curbs to be built on Main
street in the future will be a foot
wider than those now in use.

A letter this wek from District
Highway Engineer J. M. Isbell
points out that present curbs do
not conform to highway depart-
ment specifications and the city

The original understanding was
that the highway department
would build a full width curb to
curb pavement provided the
curbs are there. After discovering
thdt curbs here are only two
feet wide the department points
out that -a standard width curb
is expected.

Muenster Citizens
Like the Pavement
But Not the Price

Condensed into a single state-
ment, last Thursday night's dis-
cussion at the Community Coun-
cil meeting amounts to an agree-
ment that all Muenster thinks
paved streets would be wonder-
ful, but nobody is enthusiastic
about the cost.

In view of next Saturday’s el-
ection to determine whether the
city, council shali have authority
to pave and assess three fourths
of the cost against owners of
abutting property, the subject of
paving took precedence and oc-
cupied almost all of the meet-
ing.

The predominating opinion,
voiced by Mayor J .M. Weinza-
pfel, Dr. T. S. Myrick and John
Hoffman, is that this is not the
time for the city to launch an
extensive paving program.

Mr. Hoffman placed special em-
phasis on the debt the city would
assume. Pointing out that the
intersections alone on a full
width job would be $250, he es-
timated the cost per block at
well over $600. He also stated
that a great deal of ill feeling
would be caused by assessing
property owners against® their
will.

On the latter point Mayor
Weinzapfel explained that the
city council had no intention to
abuse its authority ‘“because its
members also have to live with
the other people in this town.”
He stated that in his opinion at
least two~ thirds of the owners
should be willing before the city
authorizes the job.

Dr. Myrick stated that the city
cannot afford to do a job while
prices are high and pay off when
meney is less plentiful. “It’s the
same as buying land at $100 an
acre and paying off later on a
reduced income. It would be
better”, he added, “to build up
a pavement fund now and do the
work when we can get more for
the money.” A

Mayor Weinzapfel expressed
the opinion that in all probabil-
ity the city will not have Lo
wait long. for a better deal. Fin-
ancial magazines already speak
of downward trends that may be
felt in a year or two.

On the other side of the sub-
ject Urban Endres called atten-
tion to the nation’s re-armament
program with the possibility of
continued high employment and
cheap money. He also statea
that when money regains its
value it will also be more scarce
and harder to get for a pavement
job. :

Regarding the election on Dec-
ember 18, Mayor Weinzapfel sug-
gested that citizens favor the
proposal whether they want the
pavement now or later. By doing
so they will authorize the city
to participate in a few projects
that seem likely at this time ana’
also eliminate the need of ano-
ther special election when con-
ditions are more favorable.

However, it wasn't long before
1 had a chance to do some

seems they have done some silly
things up in Canada, too — came
a painful manifestation of one
of their follies committed many
yvears ago. The electric lights
went off.

“That’'s funny,” I remarked.
“There doesn’'t seem to be any
storm.”

“What's the trouble? Why don’t
they - fix whatever is wrong?”

“Well, you see, there is not any
company. We  Ontario citizens
own the power business ~— we
ran the privately-owner compan-
ies out of business many years
ago.”

By this time I.was beginning
to enjoy myself. It was now my
turn to rub it in. “So now you
are the victims of a bungling
bureaucracy, which you created,
that has failed to measure the
demand and adequately provide
for it — you find yourselves in
the untenable position of own-
ing the power business — the
only complaint that you can
make is to yourselves. You soc-
ialized your power business and
now you have your lights ‘turned
off. Serves youright.” And, with
that parting rejoinder, I groped
my way out.

And, back in the United States
where we have committed sim-
ilar follies and are planning more
of the same®I picked up a copy
of the Chickasha (Oklahoma)
Star.

At Ed Endres Home

A fire believed to have
ated in a faulty gas connection
destroyed approximately three
fourths of the Ed Endres home
Monday night.

Almost all of the north part of
the house, including the living-
room, dining room and kitchen,
along with their contents, was a
total loss. The south rooms, in-
cluding two bedrooms and a
bath with their contents, were
damaged by heat and smoke but
only slightly affected by the
flame. The loss is partly covered
by insurance.

When Endres discovered the
fire shortly after 9 o'clock it was
spread over all the living room
and was breaking through the
wall into the dining room. Some
thirty minutes earlier, returning
fom distributing late mail at the
post office, he had lit the stove
and driven to Albert Henscheid's
for his wife and children. When
they returned they discovered the
fire.

Axe’'s wheat will compete with
samples from the other principal
wheat-growing states in the 8th an-
nual competition for this award,
which consists of $100 in cash and
an all-expense trip to Minneapolis.

Axe grew the prize-winning grain
on his thousand-acre Deaf Smith
County ranch, where he ‘also grows
potatoes and grain sorghums.

BE ON LOOKOUT FOR
“WINTER COMPLAINTS”,
THEY'RE HARMFUL TOO

AUSTIN, — Every mother is
familiar with childhood illnesser
known commonly as “summer
complaints,” but manv mothers
fail to realize that the winter
season brings its quota of “winter
complaints” from which young
children must be -carefully pro-
tected.

In _stressing this important
fact, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, says: “Certain

winter diseases are just as Harm-
ful and just as likely to make
their appearance as summer ail-
ments, unless children are safe-
guarded against them.

In the group of winter health
hazards, Dr. Cox included influ.
enza, colds, tonsillitis, pneumonia
bronchitis, asthma, and diph-
theria when no immunizatior
has een given,

Any such disease affecting »
child’s respiratory or breathinc
system is apt to be very serious
and in many cases it is fatal.
Pneumonia often develops from
a neglected cold, or may follow
a severe case of measles or
whooping cough. Bronchial con-
ditions may also prove to be an
lafter effect of these diseases,
and certainly these respiratorv
illnesses are much more difficult
to combat than the digestive
disturbances commonly called
summer complaints.

“These winter diseases are es-
pecially dangerous to babies and
very young children,” Dr. Cox
said. “Nearly all -of them are
spread from the secretions of the
nose and mouth. Children not in
good health are naturally more
susceptible than those who are
stronger, and the first line of
defense is to keep the child’s
resistance built up to the highest
possible point; the second is to
keep him under competent med-
ical supervision, and the third is
to make sure that they avoid
contact with persons who have
coughs and colds.”
