Have “you paid your poll tax?
Don’t forget, it's due this month,

If, as the old saying goes, the
power to tax is the power to
destroy, President Truman's two
messages should serve notice on
the 81st congress that its job of
defending this country is about
the biggest ever attempted by an
American legislative group. Whe-
ther or not we care to admit it,
-the administration’'s present pro-
gram is crammed with the seeds
of economic, social and political
ruin. To see that those seeds are
not planted is the sacred duty
which now falls on the legisla-
tive branch of our government,

From the way it looks to us
the Fair Deal is trying to out
deal the New Deal. It seeks to
reach a new high in public ben-
evolence by means of a new high
in tax imposition, but seems
blissfully unmindful of the fact
that, directly or indirectly, the
burden will fall upon many a
person who cannot stand the
strain.

Senator Harry Byrd, perennial
exponent of pgovernment econ-
omy, brought out that point very
clearly this week in stating that
the requested boost of 4 million
in taxes will result in higher
ecosts, hence a lower standard of
living to the entire nation.

That stuif about raising the
extra money by soaking the big
fellows has a popular appeal. So
many of us are inclined to favor
a scheme as long as the other
fellow has.to foot the bill. But
when we think of how the big
fellows get their money we begin
to wonder whether they do the
paying after all. The final con-
sumers, meaning little fellows
like you and me, will do the ac-
tual shelling out. We'll pay a
few pennies here and a few dol-
lars there toward the fund which
the big fellows will have to turn
over to Uncle Sam.

It's always been that way and
it's going to stay that way. In
fact it had better stay that way
or the big fellows will be driven
to the wall, and then we'll real-
ly be in a mess.

Just imagine this country if
private enterprise were wrecked
and the government had to take
over production and distribution.
Tax eaters replacing tax payers,
Bureaucratic bungling replacing
efficiency. Scarcity replacing ab-
undance. Don’t take my word for
it. Just consider for a while the
sorry record of socialistic ven-
tures in England, or over here
for that matter.

And the tax nightmare isn‘t all
of it. Not by a long shot. How
about the tidelands issue? In
spite of the fact that Texas and
the other coastal states have
clear titles on their coastal claims
dating back beyond, and not re-
linquished at, their admission to
the union. We're not pleased ov-
er the prospect of losing the prin-
cipal source of Texas school
funds and then accepting federal
help — with strings attached —
under the proposed bill for fed-
eral aid to education.

How about the compulsory
health program? In spite of the
fact that it has proved to be a
fizzle in England. In spite of the
fact that the medical profession
and leading economists tell us
it will do -more harm than good.
In spite of the fact that anyone
who desires a prepaid medical
plan can have it now on a vol-
untary basis.

How about the demand to re-
peal the Taft-Hartley law? In
spite of the fact that industrial
strife has diminished since its
passage. In spite of the fact that
the president himself has found
it helpful in preventing nation
wide crisis.

How about the proposal to in-
vade the steel and power trans-
mission business? When we
know how such ventures fared in
the past.

Of course there are good points
in the message. Certainly no one
can complain about the prepar-
edness angle, or control of com-
modity speculation, or the guar-
antee of a reasonable income to
farmers, or more rigid anti-trust
laws — especially if it applies to
both labor and industrial monop-
olier.

But the predominating trend is
toward more socialism and more
centralized bureaucracy. It pro-
poses to extend the spread of
official benevolence at the price
of extended tax burden and ex-
tended restrictions on personal
freedom.

The greatest disappointment in
the message is not in what it
proposed but in what it ignoread.
For instance the inefficiency now
existing in the government. At
the time the president prepared
his speech he had access to the
report of the Hoover commission

LOW COST PHOSPHATE
AGAIN AVAILABLE TO
COOPERATING FARMERS

Legume growers of the coms-
munity will have another oppor-
tunity this year to secure super-
phosphate at reduced prices by
cooperating with the government
farm program. The announce-
ment was made this week by H.
B. Newberry, county administra-
tor.

The provisions while essential-
ly the same are different in min-

or  details, Newberry said. The
limit per person has been raised
from 5,000 to 8,000 pounds, the

price to the farmer has been in-
creased from $11.70 to $12.30 per

ton, and the fertilizer may be
used on Hubam clover as well

as Madrid clover and alfalfa.
Procedure for securing the

phosphate is unchanged. The
AAA office issues a purchase or-
der which entitles a farmet to
the special price of $12.30 per
phosphate which actual-
ly costs 30.50 per ton. The deal-
er takes the purchase order as
part payment and submits it to
the AAA office for redemption.

Any amount over the 8,000
pound limit will have to be pur-
chased at the regular price of
$30.50 per ton.

Income Tax Estimate
Deadline Extended
Through January 17

Good news for those who are
straining to get their income tax
estimates filed by January 15:
The deadline has been extended
to January 17.

The extension was revealed by
John B, Dunlap, acting collector of
internal revenue for the northern
144 counties of Texas. He pointed
out that the final date normally
is the 15th, but since that date
falls on a Saturddy this year the
filing period is automatically ex-
tended to the next official work
day.

Acting Collector Dunlap ex-
plained that this filing date is of
especial importance to farmers,
since they were excused by law
from filing their 1948 declarations
untile this time. The date is also
important to many business and
professional persons, investors,
self-employed and similar tax-
payers who were required to file
declarations last spring but who
now want 'to change their esti-
mates by filing amended declara-
tions. Most wage earners whose
pay is subject to withholding are

| not required to file declarations
!since

withholding substantially |
covers their income tax, although
some wage earners with large
salaries or supplemental non-sal-
ary income are required to file |
declarations.

He also pointed out that many
of these taxpayers ean “kill two
birds with one stone” by filing
their final 1948 income tax re-
turns instead of a declaration. In
other words, a farmer required to
file an original declaration or a
businessman desiring to file an
amended declaration at this time
can substitute his regular return
to Form 1040, which he might
otherwise wait to file on March
15. If he files his return and
pays the tax in full by January
17, he can save the task of pre-
paring and filing the 1948 dec-
laration or amended declaration
which is due then.

Rain-Freeze Wrecks
Community’s Power
And Telephone Lines

Partial paralysis hit Muenster
this week as a result of the mes-
siest weather so far this win-
ter.

Beginning with a freezing mist
Monday, the weather reached its
worst with a freezing rain Tues-
day night covering trees, power
lines and telephone lines with
tons of ice.

At one o'clock Wednesday
morning the TP&L power trans-
mission lines feeding the REA
system snapped plunging the en-
tire system into darkness. Some
of the electric co-op’s lines also
broke threugh the night leaving
most of the system dead after
power was restored on the trans-
mission ITrfes,

According to a report from the
co-op office Wednesday after-
noon, at least fifteen breaks were
known. All of the co-op’s main-
tenance men along with about
a dozen of the TP&L linemen
were busy all day Wednesday
repairing the breaks.

Telephone service was hit even
harder. A report from the cgntral
office Wednesday afternoon dis-
closed that about half of the
lines are out of use. Within the
city dozens of lines are dead. Of
the rural lines all but one are
down. The distress is further in-
tensified by the fact that the
télephone company at this time
has no maintenance man. Joe
Tempel, former lineman resigned
last week and moved to Hous-
ton. ;

Within the city conditions im-
proved somewhat Wednesday
when rising temperature thawed
most of the ice from the lines.
In the wide open spaces however
the ice hung on and threatens to
cause more breakage especially
if a wind should come up and
begin whipping the loaded lines,

Another result of the foul wea-
ther is the suspension of classes
at both Muenster schools because
of hazardous driving conditions.
According to an announcement
Wednesday the break would con-
tinue at least through Thursday
and possibly also through Fri-
day.

Work at the old church building
also came to a standstill during
the bad weather.

OLD CLYPPING QUOTES
BUFFALO BILL CODY
ON 2 INDIAN ESCAPES

NORTH PLATTE, Neb.— The
Lone Ranger and Silver or Gene
Autrey and Trigger have nothing
on one of the old West's real
heroes - — William F. (Buffalo
Bill) Cody.

Forgotten details of the life ‘of
the famous frontier scout and
his faithful horse, Brigham
have come to light here. A copy
of the New York Waverby, dated
Dec. 11, 1886, was unearthed
when a home was being renova-
ted.

The paper carried an interview
with Cody, describing two es-
capes from the Indians.

Cody got his nickname  after
he had contracted to furnish
meat to feed workers on the
Kansas Pacific Railroad.

The first escape from the In-
dians related by the scout invol-
ved his favorite horse. The es-
cape took place in 1868 in the
Smoky Hill country of Kansas.
Indians Start Chase B

Drawing in sight of the Smoky
Hill River, Cody saw Indians. He
wheeled and started Brigham at
a ‘brisk pace.

The Indians followed.
were ‘well-mounted’
armed with rifles,’
the account.

But let Cody tell the story as
he did to a newsman 62 years
ago.

“My horse made a spurt, and
for two or three miles, did the
finest running of that kind on
record. The Indians had good
horses and one who rode a spot-
ted horse gained on me far ahead
of the rest. He had a rifle and
sent several bullets around me
that gave warning that my time
had come to make a stand or
get shot in the back.

Kills Pursuer

“l think Brigham knew that
the time had arrived to face
about and fight. Suddenly 1
wheeled my horse and, quickly
raising my rifle to my shoulder,
I sent a bullet into the head of
the spotted animal. At the crack

of my rifle, horse and Indian
fell in"a heap. I suppose they
were some 80 yards distant. I
did no wait but ‘dashed away
with the speed of the wind.”

The other escape he described
took place when Cody and a
companion identified only as
Scotty, were trapped ofn the
plains while hunting.

Cody was well mounted and
said he could have outrun his at-
tackers. Scotty was driving a
light wagon and mules and Buf-
falo Bill refused to abandon him.

They quickly piled butcherea
buffalo meat around the wagon
to construct g barricade. The In-
dians immediately killed the hor-
se and mules and circled the im-
provised fort.

Cody said he had arranged for
the cavalry to come to his res-
cue if they ever saw smoke near
where he was huniing.

While Scotty diverted the In-

‘fdians Cody set fire to the grass

on the leeward side of the wa-
gon, sending up swirling smoke.

“The red warriors began a war
dance at what they considered
a piece of folly,” the hunter re-
called. None of them suspected

I had given a signal for aid.”
About an hour later the pair
was rescued by the arrival of the
troops who saw the smoke.
Five dead Indlans were found
near the barricade.

Another objective. of mine in
this Congress will be to defeat
the move to liberalize the so-
calleq DP legislation. It is my
contention that we are bringing
in enough Displaced Persons at

In 1937 it took all of the in-
come of all of the people in two

How much
farther can this go before the
Government takes over every-
thing and everybody?

Creeping paralysis? It certainly
is, and if the cost of our Federal
Government continues to increa-
se year after vear as it has in
the past, in another few years —
I don't believe it will take more
than three or four — there won’t
be any freedom left in"this coun-
try. And if we lose freedom of
enterprise, we will soon there-
after lose all of our other free-
doms: freedom of speech, free-
dom of the press, freedom of as-
sembly, freedom of opportunity
and all of the others.

Communicable Diseases
Decline, But not Enough,
Says Health Department

AUSTIN.— Every citizen of
Texas should be greatly interest-
ed in the over-all health picture
in the State as indicated by the
morbidity report just released by
Dr. Geo, W. Cox. State Health
» Officer, showing the year's totals
on communicable diseases.

Comparing the 1948 figures
with the totals of 1947, a great
reduction is shown in some of

the major health hazards. For
instance, in 1947 there were
1,125 cases of diphtheria, while

in 1948 the total had dropped to
924, This was 924 cases too many,
since none of them need have oc-
curred if the persons had been
immunized. This same sfatement
applies to smallpox, in which the
total dropped from 15 to 4. Vac-
cination would have prevented
the incidence of even one case
of smallpox. Typhoid fever re-
mained at a comparative stand-
still, with 317 cases being repor-
ted in 1947 and 318 in the past
year. These typhoid cases ecould
also have been prevented by im-
munization.

The results of malaria and ty-

phus control work throughout
State is reflected in the total
number of cases for 1947 and

1948, Malaria dropped from 4,729
to 3,577, and typhus was cut
nearly in half with the total fall-
ing from 610 to 344.

cies. Here scientists in Ytaly learn about latest
methods of central insect and fungi infestation in
stored grains at a school conducted by the
U.N. Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO).

Dysentery continues to be a
serious problem in public health
in Texas. The incidence of this
disease jumped from 15863 in
1947 to 20,920 during the -past
year. Influenza dropped off from
116,564 to 76,823, and mumps was
reduced by nearly half, from 17,-
202 in 1947 to 9,898 in the past
year.

Dr. Cox emphasized that while
there are many diseases like
poliomyelitis against which there
is no specific protection, it is a
tragic mistake for any person to
be allowed to have diphtheria,
smallpox or typhoid fever, when
he can be completely prgtected
through the simple means of im-
munization.

SPEAKING OF ESCAPES

What the luftwaffe couldn’t do
to London almost happened to
Pittsburgh in the twilight of
June 24, 1938. But nobody in the
smoky city had the slightest idea
of the narrow escape and only
now are the astronomers fully
aware of it. A 500-ton meteor
passed over Pittsburgh that eve-
ning, approaching the earth at
an angle of 31 degrees and
a speed of 1,000 feet a second
(about the speed of sound wa-
ves). ‘

The big projectile entered the
earth's atmosphere at a speed of
45,000 feet a second. Air friction
raised its temperature to 2,000
degrees Centigrade, many times
hotter than any furnace in the
Pittsburgh district. Fortunately,
friction burned most of the me-
teor up before it struck the
earth.

The intricate mathematical cal-
culations made since on the
basis of the records and observa-
tions made at the time indicate
that if «he meteor had come
down straight, at -a 90-degree
angle, it would have hit Pitts-
burgh with the explosive energy
of 10,000 tons of TNT. It would

NEGLECTFD DIABETES
KILLS HUNDREDS OF
TEXANS EACH YEAR

AUSTIN, — Despite the fact
that modern medicine makes it
possible for the diabetic to live
out a normal life span in com-
parative comfort, Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer, says
that diabetes continues to take
the lives of hundreds of Texans
every year,

“The death rate from commun-
icable diseases such as typhoid,
malaria, diphtheria, and small-
pox are decreasing throughout
the country,” Dr. Cox said, “but
diabetes continues to bring about
a tragic number of deaths each
year, especially in the middle-
aged group.”

The State Health Officer said
that until recent years diabetes
was not noted as a major pro-
blem, but it became acknowled-
ged as such when the develop-
ment of medical laboratory pro-
cedures made the disease more
easily diagnosed.

Diabetes is generally recogniz-
ed as a class disease, since it
seems to attack the ‘“white col-
lar” class of indoor men and wo-
men much more frequently than
it does the outdoor person whose
work is more vigorous and calls
for more exercise. Vocational and
economical conditions apparently
are predisposing factors in the
incidencé of the disease, since it
is a fact that those persons whose
occupations call for manual labor

and simple living are not fre-

quently affected.

Dr. Cox recommended . simple,
wholesome diets, sufficient sleep
and exercise and other general
health protections as being bene-
ficial in* preventing diabetes, and
stressed the importance of an-
nual physical examinations so
that if the disease is present,
competent treatment can be in-
stituted at the earliest possible
moment.
