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Muenster

In Muenster, like everywhere
else,' a fire usually draws a crowd. 
The moment the alarm sounds 
people make a mad dash for 
their cars and apparently try to 
beat the fire department to the 
blaze. Some are just curious, oth­
ers are sincerely desirous of be­
ing helpful. And to the credit of 
the latter group we should add 
in all fairness that home owners 
more than once haw had rea­
son to be grateful for their pre­
sence.

But there have been times also
when the fire department had 
reason to resent the presence of 
spectators, people who mean; 
well but. actually hindered the 
firemen in their work.

Fire Marshal Steve Moster gi­
ves a good example in an inci­
dent that took place not so long 
ago. Cars following the truck 
crowded in and prevented the 
truck from driving to the near­
est hydrant. Men had to weave 
among parked cars pulling the 
hose by hand to make their con­
nection. In that case no harm 
was done. The fire was small and 
the tank truck handled it easily.

But suppose circumstances had 
. been less favorable. A big blaze 

in a high wind when minutes are 
precious. A short delay at such 
a time can mean the difference 
in checking a fire or losing a 
home.

Mindful of such possibilities.
there’s not a person in town 
who’s unwilling to cooperate, and 
Moster says the best way to co­
operate is to keep cars far en­
ough away.

Don’t try to beat the fire truck. 
Stay a couple of blocks behind 
and park that far away from the 
fire. That’s a good general rule 
here because very often the hose 

'* has to be laid more than a block 
to the nearest fire plug. Remem­
ber the firemen can save lots ot 
time if they are not hindered in 
maneuvering the truck to make 
connections and stretch out the 
hose. Your cooperation may help 
save a home.

Something new in the field of
education is the request of a 
Dallas school for a parent to 
spend the first *lay at school 
with each child who enrolls for 
the first time. “ It ’s a strange 
new world the little fellows are 
entering,” the request added, 
"and at least one parent should 
be on hand to guide them.”

Who knows, maybe the request 
is the beginning of a custom 
Educators may discover that a 
little parental guidance the first 
day will eliminate the  ̂lost feel­
ing and enable kids to get off to 
a better start.

In connection with the re-open­
ing of school the Texas Safety 
Association has just introduced 
a catchy new slogan that’s easy 
to remember and certainly worth 
remembering: “Watch' out for 
the school kids . . . give them 
a brake.”

In his column a few days ago
Lynn Landrum of the Dallas News 
was quoting a British letter 
which shows how a once proud 
and prosperous nation can go to 
pot when its leaders start flirting 
with socialism. But the same 
letter also contains another re­
mark that indicates a possible re­
turn to common sense. "U  is 
said that the socialists have had 
to call a temporary halt to their 
grandiose schemes for national­
ization in order to leave enough 
profit-making private industries 
to pay for the losses of the nat­
ionalized ones.”

I f  the English have really be­
come aware of that fact perhaps 
they’ll have enough sense to rea­
lize that the situation might be 
permanently improved by making 
the temporary halt a permanent 
one. From that point they may 
be able to figure out also that 
the best way to take nationalized 
Industry out of the red is to re­
turn it to private ownership.

Perhaps it isn’t too much to
hope that some of the socialistic 
enthusiasts of this country also 
will be able to discover from 
the British predicament that 
something must be basically 

l wrong with their favorite, econ­
omic theory. Apparently they 
weren’t able to learn from soc­
ialistic failures at home, such as 
railroads in the first world war 
and current tax eating public po­
wer projects. But when the same 
thing happens again and again, 
in different nations and among 
different peoples, they should 
soon begin to see the light and 
slack down upon their contin­
uous harping for more socialis­
tic ventures.

Actually it is a little sad that

Road Job Seen as 
Chance foi General 
Street Improvement

Discussions on curbs and pave­
ment predominated two meetings 
during the past week, the Com­
munity Council Thursday night 
and the City Council Friday night.

The purpose is to get all the 
street and property improve­
ment possible in connection with 
the farm to market road project 
which, according to the state 
highway officials, will be placed 
on contract some time next 
month.

To comply with its part of an 
agreement by which the city will 
get a curb to curb pavement on 
Main Street, the council decided 
Monday night to arrange for 
curb construction as soon as pos­
sible on all property which does 
not have curbs at this time. 
Owners will have the privilege or 
paying in a lump sum or spread­
ing the payments out in yearly 
installments to be added to tax 
statements.

In connection with that Job 
other property owners in town 
are urged to arrange for curbs 
also and get the benefit of the 
reduced price that is possible on 
a larger project. Work on the 
curbs, now held up by a cepient 
shortage and a few other prior 
jobs, is due to begin within three 
or four "weeks.

Plans for pavement on streets 
other than Main are encouraged 
now because of a possibility of 
having the work done at a more 
reasonable figure by the contra­
ctor who will build the farm to 
market road. It was pointed out 
that a contractor with his men 
and equipment already here 
would likely offer a better deal 
than one who moved in espec­
ially for the job.

According to Mayor Weinzap- 
fel the city is willing to co-oper­
ate in either of two paving plans. 
If pavement is full width the 
city will pay for the center third 
and also for pavement at inter­
sections. If the pavement is only 
a center strip the city will pay 
for intersections only, the pro­
perty owners dividing the cost of 
pavement adjoining their pro­
perty. ^

Persons desiring pavement and 
curbs under these plans are ur­
ged to contact their neighbors 
and try to get as much contin­
uous pavement as possible on 
their streets. Short disconnected 
strips are discouraged as being 
little better than nothing.

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their hands, legs and backs, does 
all the work and therefore should 
have all the product.

That would have been nearly 
true back in the cave-man days 
when it was every man for him­
self and mighty little for any­
body. But that is not the picture 
today.

Of all the work in manufactur­
ing goods, 85% is done by tools 
and mechanical power, 10% is 
done by animal muscie power 
and 5% by human muscle pc^wer. 
It is because man harnessed an­
imals and mechanical power to 
do his work for him that his 
standard of living has risen so 
enormously since the days of the 
cave-man. For the animal man, 
with his own muscles, has a pro­
ductive power of only one-tenth 
of a horse power, but man using 
machines and tools with mechan­
ical power, has a productive cap­
acity of about six horse-power, 
sixty times as much as his prim­
itive ancestor.

That is why it is possible for 
so fnany more millions of people 
to live on this earth and for all 
of them to have so much more 
than did the primitive man.

But the most fortunate people 
of them all live in the United 
States, where there* are more 
tools and- machines per worker 
than anywhere else on earth. 
Here the average worker can buy 
more than twice as much with 
an hour of work than can the 
average worker anywhere else 
in the world. And mechanical 
power and tools are the reason.
We do just as much work in pro­

ducing the goods, but it is done 
more by tools and mechanical 
power and less by human muscle 
power.

There is another kind of work 
which is even more important 
than the work in using the tools 
and machines that take the place 
of muscle in doing the physical 
work. That is the work of man­
agement, working with the brain 
instead of with the muscles.

Someone must conceive what 
needs to be made, how to do it, 
select the people and machines, 
combine them properly, guide 
and supervise their efforts. Man­
agement has contributed more 
to the mounting welfare of man­
kind than has any other factor 
in production, and the great fol­
ly o f socialism is to substitute 
politics- for management.

Yfo less a folly is the threat­
ened destruction and actual de­

terioration of profit and savings 
out of which come the invest­
ments that furnish labor with 
machinery and tools. Destroy 
proft and we ultimately renjove 
85% of the work done for man 
by tools and machines, for these 
could not be provided if profit 
were destroyed.

It is pleasant to dream, but 
only work can make dreams 
come true, and it is well never 
to forget who really does the 
work.

I just been reading where Un­
cle Sambo's payroll is being 
boosted by 15,000 new people 
per month — that is 500 per day 
and no small amount to be 
sneezed at.

Claud Peters, Washington state 
chairman for the production Mar­
keting Administration, said PMA 
so far this season has purchased 
747,277 hundredweight of early 
variety U.S. No. 1 potatoes in 
Washington and 421,317 hund­
red weight of No. 2 and No. 1-B 
grade.- The support prices are 
$2.60 and $1.30 a hundred respec­
tively.

The farmer who sells potatoes 
at these prices however, can 
buy them back for livestock feed 
sacked and delivered at 30 cents 
a hundred Peter3 srid. The sack 
alone costs 25 cents so the PMA 
barely makes freight charges on 
the sales. A farmer who wants 
to haul the spuds away himself 
can get them for 10 cents a- 
hundred in bulk.

During the war Peters explain­
ed, farmers were promised a sup­
port price of 00 percent of par­
ity would be extended for two 
years after the war. This was to 
encourage them to gorw more 
potatoes when they were needed.
Starting next year, a new sup­
port price formula will go into 
effect. Its final form will depend 
upon Congress.

Meanwhile .however, the PMA 
must buy at support prices all 
potatoes raised under acreage 
allotments. Early varieties now 
are “very perishable,” Peters said, 
and must be sold quickly to pre­
vent spoilage. The PMA can’t 
feed them into the regular mar­
ket for human consumption as 
fresh products because t h a t  
would force down the market 
price. Refrigerator ships are too 
scarce to permit major overseas 
shipments.

So PMA sells the potatoes to 
dehydrating plants, potato flour 
mills, starch plants and lives- 
stock producers. Some of them 
go into school lunch programs 
and institutions. Secretary of Ag­
riculture Brannon has announced 
that none of them have been 
destroyed.

Each sack sold as livestock 
feed is stamped “not for human 
consumption.” Peters said the 
PMA keeps investigators in the 
potato areas to curb "bootleg­
ging” of spuds back into the 
market.

L. F. Renstrom, assistant dir­
ector of the PMA in Idaho, said 
in Boise that “several hundred 
cars” of early potatoes have been 
purchased at support prices in 
Idaho.

The government Is buying pc 
tatoes also in Oregon, California,
Texas, Colorado and several other 
states.
