
The most gratifying sign of
community spunk seen around 
here in many a moon developed 
last Thursday and Saturday 
nights at meetings of the Com­
munity Council. As a xresult of it 
the business men of Muenster 
are resolved to help the rural 
electric cooperative put on a 
super-duper program for Its an­
nual membership meeting.

The whole thing started with 
the suggestion that "we do some­
thing to show the visitors that 
Muenster is glad to have them." 
That happened at the first meet­
ing, and two nights later the 
business men responded wonder­
fully to an invitation to get to­
gether and talk it over.

The result so far is a decision 
to have the Community Circus 
tent as a meeting place, to offer 
a lot of attendance prizes and 
to put on a program that is both 
educational and entertaining. In 
preparation for all that the spon­

sors  propose a general overhaul 
of the city including street re­
pair, clean-up and special at­
tention to yards and shrubs.

Motives are strictly selfish, of
course. The only reason for an 
all out effort to make the visi­
tors welcome is to convince them 
that Muenster is a good town to 
come to. Such prospective cus­
tomers are going to be favorably 
impressed, and we feel confident 
that in months to come local bus­
iness houses will have the pleas­
ure of more than a few visits 
from their new friends.

One objective of the Commun­
ity Council is to have an ever 
increasing number of people 
think of Muenster as a place 
where they can get a good buy 
on the things they want. It 
hopes to extend the radius of its 
present good will circle as well 
as to increase the good will that 
already exists. It#*vants to merit 
more from distant friends, and
from those nearby friends who
have been going elsewhere for
many of their daily needs.

If we have the energy and
vision to take up some related 
aspects in this progressive move­
ment, last week’s decision can
very wilt" be noted as an out­
standing event in community his­
tory. Improved business relations 
in themselves are worth while, 
but they must be supplemented 
by better educational and re­
creational facilities. Muenster 
people will find their town a 
better place to make a living as 
an increasing number of people 
consider it a better place to live 
in.

We must bear in mind that 
this community is favored by its 
location and other circumstances 
to become a first class indus­
trial center. We should realize 
that our hospital plans, if re- 
vived,_ could make this town a 
medical center, and that gym­
nasium and playground facilities 
could make it a favorite with 
thousands of athletes and sport 
fans. A variety of other attrac­

t io n s  along with good business 
opportunities will assure a pleas­
ant and .prosperous future for the 
community.

Getting back to the strictly
business viewpoint, let’s consider 
a couple of mighty good sugges­
tions that have been aired aro­
und here the past few days.

One is to organize a regular 
trades day on which merchants 
could work together in an all- 
out promotion of good will. The 
idea is a natural, in view W the 
fact, that the weekly livestock 
auction regularly draws several 
hundred persons. Offer a flock 
of fetching values and the sale 
visitors would form the habit of 
coming to town a few hours ear­
lier — and very likely bring 
more members of the families 
with them. Here is seems is an 
opportunity that's literally pound­
ing on the door of every mer­
chant in town.

The other suggestion is to 
establish some sort of credit. re­
ference system for the use of lo­
cal business men. As explained 
it has merits that should appeal 
to customers and merchants a- 
like. Buyers would like the idea 
of establishing a city wide cre­
dit rating in a very short time 
and sellers would like to have 
an up to date list of poor credit 
risks. The absence of such ser­
vice in the past has resulted in 
denying credit to some people 
who deserve it, and allowing 
others to continue running up 
bad accounts long after their 
poor credit reputation should 
have been known to every mer­
chant in town.

As things appear now that
Telephone Company meeting next 
week may turn out to be the 
beginning of something big in 
this community. First of all 
there’s a possibility of develop­
ing the present system by means 
of a federal loan similar to that 
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Telephone Problem 
Will Be Decided at 
Meeting Tuesday

The destiny of the Muenster 
Telephone cofnpany will be de­
cided next Tuesday night in the 
parish hall. Beginning at 7:30 
o ’clock stockholders of the or­
ganization will meet to decide 
whether they will refinance the 
business themselves or offer it 
for sale.

The most complex problem 
confronting the business accord­
ing to President Arthur Heilman, 
is to arrange some sort of settle­
ment on stock held by persons 
who are unable or unwilling to 
participate in a refinancing plan. 
Some is held by persons who 
moved away. Some is involved in 
estates of deceased owners. What­
ever the course adopted, the 
sale or the refinance plan, its ac­
tual execution will have to await 
the settlement.

A possible solution to the one 
important problem of rebuilding 
lines and restoring service was 
indicated this week in a report 
that a new bill just passed pro­
vides federal loans for construc­
ting rural telephone systems on 
the same terms that REA ex­
tends for building rural electric 
systems.

Next Tuesday’s meeting though 
intended especially for stock­
holders will be open to anyone 
interested in the development 
and future welfare of the tele­
phone company.

HOFFMAN BEGINS ON 
SCHOOL CENSUS FOR 
MUENSTER DISTRICT

The annual scholastic census 
of the Muenster Independent 
School District is again- in pro­
gress in the community. John J. 
Hoffman, superintendent of the 
school, started ‘the official count 
on Tuesday March 1, and will 
continue it daily after school and 
on Saturdays until he has visited 
every home in the district.

Before starting the count Hoff­
man asked for community co-op­
eration which will enable him 
to save time and also assure the 
community all benefits to which 
it is entitled under state regula­
tions. '

Every oversight of a school age 
child deprives the local district 
of, its $55 per capita allotment 
he pointed j out. Likewise every 
omission of a physical handicap 
deprives the child of possible 
free treatment at a future date. 
Parents who are -sensitive about 
revealing handicaps are reminded 
to consider their children’s wel­
fare. ^

As a convenience to them­
selves and to him Hoffman ur­
ges parents to have their sta­
tistics ready in advance instead 
of looking up family records af­
ter he arrives. The information 
desired, he said is the date of 
birth, the grade and handicaps 
if any of every school age child. 
The scholastic age includes all 
children born since Sept. 1, 1931, 
up to and including Sept. 1, 1943.

Handicaps which should be re­
corded are blind, deficient vision, 
deaf, deficient hearing, speech 
disorder, feeble minded, curvature 
of spine, club feet, infantile para­
lysis, leg amputation, arm am­
putation, wheel chair case, ner­
vous disorder, lowered vitality.

The district total in last year’s 
census was 519, an increase of 14 
over the previous year.

Bishop Danglmayr 
To Crack Mystery of 
Cornerstone Contents

Washington
newsletter

By Congressman Ed Gossett
Washington, D. C., Feb. 26.— 

This is Saturday and the first 
opportunity to write our news­
letter. When we write it as late 
as Saturday, we have to put. air 
mail stamps on all envelopes in 
order to get them to you in time. 
Incidentally, our office stays op­
en on an average of 10 hours a 
day 6 days a week.

A few days ago, Congressman 
Omar Burleson of the 17th Dis­
trict, whose home is Anson, Tex­
as, and myself had dinner with 
the Spanish Charge d’Affaires 
the Honorable Jose F. de Le- 
querica. We do not maintain an 
Ambassador in Spain and they 
do not maintain an Ambassador 
here. This is because we have 
refused to recognize the Spanish 
government under dictator Fran­
co. In Madrid, we maintain a 
a Charge d’Affaires who occupies 
the American Embassy there. In 
other words, both Embassies, the 
Spanish Embassy in Washington 
and the American Embassy in 
Madrid are occupied and run by 
Charge d’Affaires. Since our gov­
ernments are not on friendly 
terms,' the Charge d’Affaires in 
each case carry on the work us­
ually done by Ambassadors.

Many people contend that our 
attitude toward Spain is detri­
mental and inconsistent. They 
point out that while Spain has a 
dictatorship they have the most 
stable government on the Euro­
pean Continent and they are per­
haps the most violently and suc­
cessfully anti-communist regime 
existing in Europe. Since we are 
flighting communism throughout 
the world many say that we 
should do business with Franco" 
whether we like him or not. The 
strategic importance of Gibral­
tar and the Spanish Peninsular is 
of course conceded. (A letter I 
have just receivgd from Madrid 
has two stamps on it — one car­
ries the picture o f Christ, the 
other a picture of Franco.)

I am told that Spanish bankers 
recently came to America and 
sought loans through American 
banks (not from the American 
Government) for money they 
could repay in 10 years. Amer­
ican banks were willing but our 
State Department said “no” . The 
Spanish were going to buy at 
least 250,000 bales of cotton with 
this money. They need the cot­
ton because their mills are now 
running at about one-third cap­
acity and spinning is normally a 
big industry in Spain. Since they 
cannot buy cotton here they get 
what they can from India and 
Egypt. We are told that the

French are using 40 million dol­
lars of money secured from us 
to purchase critical minerals from 
the Spanish, such minerals as we 
need and should stockpile in this 
country.

The President’s reference this 
week to columnist Drew Pearson 
as an “SOB” has been the sub­
ject of much Washington gossip 
and debate. All agree that the 
President should not use such 
language. However Shakespeare 
makes one of his characters re­
fer to another as “The son and 
heir of a mongrel bitch.” (Act. 2 
—King Lear). All agree, however, 
that the President did have 
great provocation. Many people 
agree that Mr. Drew Pearson is 
something similar to what he 
was called by the President. 
Some of the dog lovers of the 
country are said to feel their pets 
have been mUiigned. While fear­
less commentators and journalists 
are an asset to any country their 
adherence to principles and truth 
Is very important. The more 
hearers they have, the more 
prominent they are, the more 
particular they should be about 
truth and ethics. Since the be­
ginning of his journalistic career 
Mr. Pearson has gone in for sen­
sationalism. Apparently where he 
lacks news he makes it up. Near­
ly every prominent official in 
Washington has had occasion at 
one time or another to call him a 
liar. Mr. Cordell Hull once refer­
red to a Pearson statement as 
“a monstrous and diabolical 
falsehood.” Then our late Presi­
dent, Franklin Delano Roosevelt 
said that he considered Secretary 
Hull’s enunciation of Drew Pear­
son to be mild. Honorable Ken­
neth McKellar, for nearly 40 
years a Senator from Tennessee— 
now President Pro Tern of the 
Senate, in a speech on the Senate 
floor entitled “Personal State­
ment about a Lying Human 
Skunk” calls Drew Pearson near­
ly every sort of a liar including 
“a pusillanimous liar, a pee-wee 
liar, a paid liar, and a revolving 
liar”. Perhaps I am a bit prejud­
iced against this distinguished 
columnist, since none of his sev­
eral references to me have ever 
approached the truth.

We concluded hearings this 
week on my proposed Constitu­
tional Amendment to abolish the 
Electoral College. The last wit­
ness was Mr. Norman Thomas 
many times a candidate for Pre­
sident on the Socialist ticket. Mr. 
Thomas agreed with the major­
ity of other witnesses to the ef­
fect that our present system is 
inaccurate, dangerous, and un­
democratic and should be chan­
ged. However, he thinks the Gos- 
sett-Lodge amendment doesn’t 
go far enough. He strongly sup­
ports the Langer-Lemke proposal 
to elect presidents by direct po-

BLASPHEMY DELUXE
By Dr. Alfred P. Haake

Only those who deny a Supre­
me God could handle Jesus of 
Nazareth as He is handled in a 
recent issue of the communist 
paper, “The Worker,” Illinois Ed­
ition, December 26, 1948.

Underneath the laws of econ­
omics and other man-articulated 
sciences and arts, are the basic 
laws that govern all life as im­
plemented by God himself. The 
Universe would long since have 
fallen apart and man have per­
ished, had there not been eter­
nal laws which held the one to­
gether and enabled the other to 
pursue his destiny.

Atheists have sneered at the 
Christ, but the worst of them has 
never prostituted Jesus as a bait 
to lure men down the primrose 
path to collectivism and com­
munism.

To use Jesus as a communist, 
to compare His- sufferings with 
the machinations of modern com­
munist, is the cheapest and 
most blasphemous form of sac­
rilege. But, that is exactly what 
“The Worker” does on its front 
page of December 26, 1948.

A quarter page mock adverti­
sement calls for the apprehen- 
son of the criminal Jesus Christ. 
He is shown with a bitterly hope­
less face, lined with suffering. Un­
derneath a legend states that 
He is wanted for sedition, criminal 
anarchy, vagrancy and conspiring 
to overthrow the government.

The le9s informed reader Tnay 
swallow the nasty cynicism. But 
anyone who really knows the 
story of Jesus knows that He was 
not seditious, was not considered 
a criminal anarchist even by His 
enemies, and that He made no 
efforts to overthrow the govern­
ment. He recognized the rights 
and place of Caesar as He did 
those of God.

i It Is bad enough that com­
munists should blaspheme the 
Redeemer, while at the same 
time seeking the support of 
church groups with their hum­
anitarian-scented program of ath­
eistic materialism.

But ’ our real menace does not 
come from the openly-confessed 
communists. It comes* rather from 
those whom we know as respect­
ed leaders in various places, 
many of them invoking the aid 
of God in their collectivistic act­
ivities, who lend front to the col­
lectivist movement under the 
sanction of religion. It is not 
surprising that communist Earl 
Browder is quoted as boasting 
that the communist movement, 
more than any other, has suc­
ceeded in setting up a common 
front with religious groups and 
in bringing communist non-re­
ligious ideas to the religious mas­
ses.

It does take strength to stand 
by the teachings of Jesus. It tak­
es fortitude and faith to support 
the basic doctrines of Christian­
ity and perhaps we should not 
be too surprised that some min­
isters, unable to stand up to 
their religious professions, lend 
willing ears to these men who 
would change social institutions 
to solve the problems of sinful 
man. It is easiar to change laws 
on statute books than to reform 
sinful men.

That is what has been wrong 
with the church for hundreds of 
years. Someday a real crusader 
may arise within the church find 
persuade people to become Chris­
tians, and give the teachings of 
Jesus real opportunity to dem­
onstrate the power behind and in 
them. Such a man would restore 
faith in God, and find solutions 
for our social problems by attack­
ing their roots in man himself.

Jesus has been crucified many 
times. God has often l^een blas­
phemed. But no derision of the 
Master or contempt for God has 
ever approached the depths of 
degradation to which both have 
been subjected by this effort to 
make Jesus a communist.

so much more medicine after so 
many years of doctoring with the 
more or less same stripe of lini­
ments and elixirs and Govt, gar­
gles, is a question to ponder.

SPREAD OF DISEASE 
CHECKED BY TRAINING 
FOR FOOD HANDLERS

AUSTIN.— In a vigorous cam­
paign to elevate the State health 
level by preventing the spread 
of communicable diseases which 
might be transmitted by foods, 
the State Department of Health 
is conducting training schools for 
food handlers in all sections of 
Texas, according to Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer.

‘ ‘Food handlers are being in­
structed in sanitary methods of 
preparing, handling, and serving 
food for public consumption,” 
Dr. Cox said. ‘ ‘Actual experience 
has shown that an insanitary 
eating establishment is one of 
the surest sources of spreading 
infection. * The lack of proper 
sanitation in food handling is a 
definite menace to public health 
and our goal is the education of 
cooks, waiters, butchers, bakers, 
fountain men, and all Other* food 
handlers to such a level as will 
insure an elimination of this 
health hazard.”

The training schools consist of 
elementary courses in bacteriol­
ogy, communicable diseases, me­
dical zoology, foods, disinfection, 
sterilization, personal hygiene, 
and sanitation.

Since the program was institu­
ted about 8 years ago, more than 
400 schools have been conducted, 
with a total of over 25,000 food 
handlers receiving their certifi­
cates of completion in the cour­
ses.

Arrangements for such a food 
school can be made through any 
county health unit, by requesting 
the service from the Division of 
Health Education, State Depart­
ment of Health, Austin, Texas.
