
Most business firm s take a
pride in offering exceptional 
values, and tha t has been the 
a ttitude  of the Enterprise for 
m any years in offering its sub­
scription at $2.00 per year in 
the county and $2.50 a year 
outside the county. That, we 
are proud to claim, was re ­
garded as a generous offer 
more than  ten years ago when 
the rate was upped from $1.50 
and $2.00 a year. Even then, 
a fte r the increase, this paper’s 
ra te  was not only far below 
the average. It was one of the 
few selling as low as it did.

Since then, needless to say, 
lots of increases have been 
noted in the price of living. 
O ur subscribers are well a- 
w are of tha t fact a fter seeing 
the ir costs go up and up, year 
after year.

The same sad facts of life 
apply to the publishing busi­
ness. All costs have gone up, 
including postage rates and 
paper prices, which are di­
rectly  related  to the subscrip­
tion price of newspapers.

So, effective now, the E n­
terprise  raises its ra te  50 cents 
a year — to $2.50 in the county 
and $3.00 outside the county, 
plus, of course, the 2 per cent 
tax  on subscriptions w ithin  the 
state.

And in doing so w e’re still 
proud of offering an ou tstand­
ing value, far below the aver­
age charge by o ther weekly 
papers. We feel, as we did a 
decade ago, tha t we are only 
moving up to w hat the trade 
considers a m inim um  rate. We 
are confident our subscribers 
will understand.

At the same tim e we m ust 
regretfu lly  adm it th a t we 
w onder how long this new 
rate  will rem ain in effect. As 
the inflation picture looks 
now — the federal policy of 
deficit spending, the nation 
w ide clam or for shorter weeks 
and higher pay — we expect, 
as our readers do, tha t costs 
w ill continue going up. Ju st 
the same w e’ll keep plugging, 
hoping th a t in spite of the 
signs w e’ll stay at this level 
for a long time.

Above all, we intend to 
continue putting  our best ef­
forts into this paper, regard ­
less of subscription price. We 
are told frequently  th a t the 
Enterprise would do justice to 
a much larger town. We are 
proud of tha t ra ting  and we 
intend to m aintain it.

In line w ith its com m unity 
pride the Enterprise feels com­
pelled to praise the efforts of 
a new organization th a t is 
working hard to prom ote 
M uenster. The Jaycees de­
serve l o t s  of credit for 
sponsoring pee wee baseball 
and the also deserve lots of 
support in the benefit fish fry 
they are planning for June  21.

Clearing W eather 
Speeds Harvest; 
Yields are Good

Grain harvesting in the 
community has been going 
fine since Monday. It’s doubt­
ful w hether one combine is 
idle as the area reaches ap­
proxim ately the half way 
m ark for the season. If good 
c u t t i n g  w eather continues 
many fields will be clear by 
the end of the week and the 
over-all job should be at the 
75 to 80 per cent stage.

Crops are gratifying again. 
From the comments of farm ­
ers who are willing to com­
ment, indications are tha t the 
com m unity average is be­
tw een 20 and 25 bushels per 
acre, about the same as last 
year.

As usual, a few are hitting 
the packpot. W ilmer W alter­
scheid figures he averaged 44 
on 15 acres. Butch Dillard of 
Sivells Bend figured his a t 
just over 40. And several are 
reporting betw een 30 and 40 
bushels per acre. And then, 
there are yields nearer to 10 
and 15.

W heat tests are good, ru n ­
ning consistently at about 60. 
But m oisture tests frequently  
are excessive and subject to 
dockage. Farm ers, over-eager 
to get their grain out of the 
field, are starting  too early in 
the morning, before the n igh t’s 
m oisture has had tim e to evap­
orate. A nother factor is the in ­
creasing proportion of weeds 
and Johnson grass in grain 
fields since the rains.Some of 
the m oisture threshed out of 
them  settles on the grain.

Saturday, w hen City Officer 
Bill P ra tt arrested Je rry  Dor- 
rough in a car in front of The 
C enter Coffee Shop.

Dorrough was one of two 
two convicts who broke out of 
a Dallas jail Monday May 29, 
taking a ja ile r as hostage. 
They stole three cars in the ir 
escape attem pt and w recked 
one in Saint Jo. From  there 
the jailb irds fled separately on 
foot and w ere on the ir own 
until captured. One was picked 
up by deputies W ednesday 
m orning w hile attem pting to 
hitch a ride east of Saint Jo.

The other hitched a ride 
early Saturday w ith J. D. C arl­
ton of Saint Jo and a friend 
Joe Evans of Fort Worth. 
Carlton, suspicious of his pas­
senger, stopped at the phone 
booth outside The C enter and 
called officers at Saint Jo  and 
was asked to w atch the m an 
until officers arrived.

P ra tt, helping at Saint Jo, 
heard the report and rushed 
to M uenster. He found the 
fugitive w ith  Carlton and 
Evans in C arlton’s car.

Dorough said tha t he had 
spent four days in Saint Jo 
following the pick-up crash 
Monday night and escaped de­
tection several tim es as of­
ficers came w ithin a few feet 
of him. Several dozen officers 
gathered in Saint Jo  for th 'i 
big hunt.

He was educated at Sacred 
H eart School in M uenster and 
St. A nthony’s in Hereford be­
fore coming to Graym oor in 
1926 to begin studies for the 
priesthood. H-* studied at St. 
Jo h n ’s Sem inary and the 
Catholic U niversity of A m er­
ica before his ordination to the 
priesthood on Feb. 13. 1938 in 
Amarillo, by Archbishop Ro­
bert Em m et Luccy.

Following his ordination to 
the priesthood, F ather Bona­
venture s°rved as G raym oor’s 
Superior in Rome, and at v a r­
ious Graym oor posts in U.S.

At the tim e of his election as 
Superior G eneral of all G ray­
moor F riars he was serving as 
Vicar General. As Superior 
Ganeral he is responsible for 
the direction of Graym oor ac­
tivities in the U.S. and their 
missions overseas.

The Friars of the A tone­
m ent w ere founded by a 
form er Anglican Clergyman, 
the Very Reverend Paul Jam es 
Francis, S. A., who after his 
entrance into the Roman C ath­
olic Church established the 
particu lar work of his Com­
m unity to be the prom oton of 
Religious Unity.

Since the death of F ather
Paul in 1940, the ranks of the 
Society have increased to three 
hundred and fifty Frairs. 
T h°ir Unity Apostolate has 
spread from a hum ble begin­
ning atop the M ount of the 
A tonem ent in Graymoor, G ar­
rison, N. Y., the M otherhouse 
of the F riars to four contin­
ents. In addition to the ir 
Church Unity work, the F rairs 
staff missions, produce the 
famed “Ave M aria H our” ra ­
dio program  and “The Lamp 
magazine, and m aintain St. 
C hristopher’s Inn a shelter 
for homeless men.

M anagement is the key to 
a successful pasture program  
and man is the key to success­
ful m anagem ent. The big 
question is: W hat is a success­
ful m anagem ent program ?

There are nearly as m any 
answers to this question as 
there are insects in grandm a’s 
garden and yet there is un ­
animous agreem ent tha t some 
type of program  is essential. 
Almost everyone includes the 
same practices although there 
is disagreem ent as to w hat, 
where, when, why and how 
the practices are to be carried 
out.

Everyone agrees th a t grass 
m ust be growing before it 
can be managed. Personnel of 
the Soil Conservation Service 
report tha t more grass was 
planted this year in the Upper 
Elm-Red D istrict than  any 
other year.

Most of these plantings are 
now up and growing, bu t so 
are weeds and several other 
grasses. This com petition m ust 
be rem oved in order for grass 
to do its best.

A fter a solid cover is ob­
tained, the grass itself will 
keep down competition. Cul­
tivation is the best m ethod for 
rem oving both weeds and 
com petitive grasses. Chemical 
sprays will kill only broad-leaf 
plants; mowing removes only 
part of the plant which in­
cludes the one planted; and 
grazing w ith  cattle is the 
same.

A fter a solid cover is ob­
tained, it is essential to m ain­
tain  a dense, w ell-fertilized 
stand in order to elim inate 
weeds. Grasses which have 
been fertilized in 1963 should 
be top-dressed around the 
first of June w ith  15 to 60 
pounds of actual nitrogen.

M oisture is the lim iting fac­
tor.

How the fertilizer is put out 
does not affect the production 
of Berm uda grass. Over-use 
does. It takes grass to m ake 
grass; so leave a six-inch 
height on Coastal and M id­
land Berm uda and four inches 
on common Berm uda grass.

Livestock should be ro tated  
at regular intervals. This 
makes for more and be tte r 
production and helps elim inate 
the parasite problem. All 
growth above the proper use 
heights m entioned should be 
removed every 45 days by 
grazing or as hay. A harrow  
does a good job of elim inating 
excess m anure.

For fu rther inform ation a- 
bout a pasture m anagem ent 
program  contact your local 
SCS office.
