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Lots of people outside the
community have been asking
lately how our hospital drive
is getting along. After months
of inactivity they wonder
whether it will be carried
through to completion.

Of course, there is only one
logical answer for that ques.
tion. When a project is so near
to success, common sense de-
mands that we make every
effort necessary to reach the
goal. Giving up now is un.-
thinkable. It would be little
less than a calamity.

As concerns our part of the
project we have almost eighty
percent of the goal. Subscrip-
tions now total over $196,000
and we have less than 54,000

still to go. That's much too
close to allow discouragement. |

Practically speaking, we are
much closer than that. In ad-
dition to the local support
we have the approval of a
$250,000 Hill Burton grant.
That amount is already des-
ignated for our hospital. It is
ours when we finish our part
of the deal. Besides, there's
the hospital site and the Kreitz
Estate donation, which has
been set aside as a special
fund to guarantee the hos-
pital's first year of operation.

The combined value of those
assets amount to more than
$475,000. In other words, that
is the amount waiting to be
converted into a wonderful
community asset if we will
raise the additional $54,000
to qualify for it. Considered
that way, we have more than
ninety per cent of our goal.
Can anyone imagine allowing
such an opportunity to slip
away?

That's a 'good point to think
over as we enter the final
stage of our drive. What we
still have to do is insignificant
compared with what can be
accomplished. Favored by such
odds we can, we must and
we will go over the top.

This isn't intended to im-
ply that the job will be easy.
Raising $54,000 is a big un-
dertaking that requires gen-
erous cooperation from lots of
people. However, it can be
said that the inducement now
before us offers ample in-
spiration for the task before
us.

Meanwhile, we should be
aware also that the success of
our venture is our best pro-
tection against a tax supported
county hospital. Defeat of the
hospital bond issue did not by
any means settle that pro-
blem. Rather it only postponed
the settlement. In effect, vot-
ers decided to allow time for
working out other solutions.
But if other solutions do not
develop we can expect the
issue to come up again, and
very likely get the public’s
endorsement.

As implied during the county
hospital campaign, it is gen-
erally understood that two
solutions are expected. One
is our hospital. The other is
extensive improvements to
facilities in Gainesville. Suc-
cess in our venture would be
a big step toward meeting
over-all area needs. That plus
evidence of normal progress
toward proposed improvement
in Gainesville would put a
permanent stop to plans for
a county hospital. In fact, it’s
even possible that our hospital
alone could have the desired
effect. With that much ex-
pansion of over-all facilities
and less urgency for the sec-
ond solution, more of the vot-
ing public might be patient
-about waiting for Gainesville’s
solution,

The tax angle, however, re-
gardless of how big it seems
to us, is not the important
consideration. Our greatest
concern is to have first class
medical care near by and our
next concern is adding a very
valuable community asset.
“There can be no doubt that a
‘hospital is the greatest im-
provement we could add to
our community. We like the
thought of what it can do for
local health, for convenience,
for business and for future
progress. Persons who help
‘the cause can fee] assured that
they are investing in the wel-
fare of their community.

A word of praise is in order
to the Community Progress
Association for its labors in
providing good clean recrea-
tion for local youngsters. The
softball program, which they
sponsor, has already demon-
strated its worth in the en-
thusiasm and attendance of
the little fellows. Not only
+ that, but the games make good
entertainment for the boys’
parents and sisters. And the
addition of a sno-cone bar
adds still more. It's a known
fact that growing kids are
‘happier when munching and
sipping.

Kickoff Mesting
Set Thursday for
Hospital Drive

With $54,000 still to go to.
ward reaching its goal of
$250,000, the Muenster Hos-
pital Authority will re.open
its fund raising campaign
Thursday night at a kickoff
meeting in the public school
auditorium.

Principal purpose of that
meeting i1s to organize a group
of volunteer workers to con-
tact prospective donors. It is
hoped that enough will re-
spond so that the drive can
be completed by assigning just
a few calls to each worker.

Another purpose is to bring
the community up to date on
the project's progress and to
answer any questions relative
to the drive and the hospital.

Preparing for the meeting,
letters were sent out Monday
to people of the Muenster
area who have already con-
tributed. Since they have
helped it is assumed that they
are particularly interested
and would be the best persons
to bring the drive to a suc-
cessful conclusion. However,
other workers will be grate-
fully welcomed. J. M. Wein-
zapfel, campaign chairman,
said that all are invited,
whether or not they received
letters The Hospital Author-
ity wants them to know all
about the project and it es-
pecially wants the interest
and energy to bring the cam-
paign to a successful conclu-
sion.

As explained in the letter
to donors, the hospital author-
ity hopes to reach its goal in
time to submit its application
for a Hill Burton grant at the
September meeting of the
State Board of Health. To
qualify it must have reached
its quota of $250,000 in total
subscriptions and must have
one third of the amount in
cash. At this time the cam-
paign total is $196,174 and
cash on hand is $46,927. As
cash comes in it is invested
in Muenster State Bank’s sav-
ing account. Last week semi-
annual interest of $511.25 was
added to the fund.

Mr. Weinzapfel called at-
tention to the fact that the
cash fund of the campaign is
lagging. A reason, he said, is
that some were reluctant to
meet their pledges because
they had doubts about the pro-
ject while the drive was in-
complete and the county hos-
pital was being pushed. With
those questions answered he
calls on all to get up to date
on their pay schedules and
complete the $85,000 cash
quota that is needed to apply
for a grant. He also said that
the campaign committee would
be very grateful to all who
send in their payments with-
out being asked. Calling on
people takes extra time, which
is scarce among monitors who
already have crowded sched-
ules in their own businesses.

Regarding other progress.
Weinzapfel said that the arc-
hitect will be ready to submit
his part of the application in
September. He also stresses
the fact that Benedictine nuns
will take take over the admin-
istration of the hospital, thus
assuring better than normal
chances for its success.

that.” He indicated
were really brutal and that
the United States delegation
came away in much more than
a ‘“somber” mood. They were
downright discouraged almost
in a state of semi-shock.

The story emphasizedq Khru-
shchev's unwillingness to yield
or negotiate on anything. At
one point during the encoun-
ter, as neither side was mak-
ing any headway, Khrushchev
was asked if there was not at
least one single question on
which the Soviet position was
open to negotiate and ratifica-
tion.

“No,” he replied.

Was there not even one
area, the Soviet Premier was
asked, in which the Soviet
Union would be willing to

negotiate to demonstrate its
desire for peace?

“Only if it suits our pur-
pose,” was the reply.

The subjects considered like-
ly for negotiation or ,compro-
mise included the Berlin sit-
uation, nuclear testing, dis-
armament and the Soviet
three-power veto formula. Ac-
cording to the Herald-Tribune
story, Mr. Khrushchev refused
to budge on any of these.

The whole tone of the So-
viet Premier’s discussions with
Kennedy was that it really
was not very important to talk
about East-West differences,
since the tide of Communism
would win in the end, any-
way.

Certainly the President's
report was no ray of sunshine,
it held out little hope for
peaceful co-existence. It said
that specific results were not

expected nor were any at-
tained by either side.

The President’s message
was somber indeed but in

comparison, the report of the
Tribune’s political observer is
downright gloomy. And if
things are as dire as Mr. Wise
painted, we should redouble
our efforts to build up our
military. It looks like we're
going to need it before an-
other year is up—and tempus
fugit!

If the nation is living with-
in its income, its credit is
good. If in some crisis it lives
beyond its income for a year
or' two, it can usually borrow
temporarily on reasonable
terms. But if, like the spend-
thrift, it throws discretion to
the winds, is willing to make
no sacrifice at all in spend-
ing, extends its taxing up to
the limit of people’s power to
pay and continues to pile up
deficits, it is on the road to
bankruptcy. This was said
by none other than Franklin
D. Roosevelt in Pittsburg, Pa.,

July 3, 1886 is a date that
ranks close to July 4, 1776.

beds had developed in Britain,
and that “twice in the last four
years the British Medical Asso-
ciation has gone to the point
of threatening a mass walkout
from the Health Service in
order to get doctors’ pay
raised.”

The cost of tax-
payer-financed medical care
in Britain is steadily rising.

When government planners
seize power and money from
the people to promote the peo-
ples’ welfare, they make the
situation worse. They use the
failure of their own socialistic
methods to argue for more
power and more money. The
excuse is that they did not have
enough money and power in
the first place to do the job
right. This vicious circle goes
on and on. The ultimate end
of welfare state politics is total
dictatorship. Socialized medi-
cine is an important step on
the way.

Patent Sought on
Atomic Method of
Preserving Food

Denny'’s Bakeries, inc. of
San Antonio has a heritage
going back to Indian trade
nearly half a century ago. But,
it also has an active place in
molding the atom age future.

Charles H. Denny, vice pres-
ident and director, has waged
a relentless battle since 1949
to bring into general use an
invention which would solve
one of the oldest problems of
the baking industry, with side
effects worth billions of dol-
lars in preservation of other
foods.

It is a radiation process for
sterilizing bulk and package
materials, preserving them in
their original state for months,
and even years, without cook-
ing, refrigeration or use of
preservatives,

While Denny’s original re-
search sought a means of de-
stroying insect eggs in flour
and cereals, he found it ap-
plied equally well to meats,
vegetables and other materials.

Claims for the process are
backed by intensive study by
Southwest Research Institute
of San Antonio and by Mass-
achusetts Institute’ of Tech-
nology. Both institutions found
the process effective as claimed
commercially feasible and
physiologially practical in that
treated foods are completely
safe for human consumption.

Because Denny presented
his invention to U. S. Army
Quartermaster corps for its
free use in defense of the
country, he has been blocked

on a technicality from ob-
taining a patent on his inven-
tion.

Bills to remove that tech-
nicality are now before both
houses of the national legis-
lature, and evidence in sup-
port of Denny's claim is be-
ing considered by a senate
committee,

From the taxpayer's point
of view, Denny points out,
there is more reason for speed
in handling his claim than just
the benefits to obtain from
use of his process. While his
patent application is pending
other agencies of the govern-
ment have spent many mil-
lions of dollars on research
aimed at developing the same
result as his proven method.
To date all efforts have been
either failures or only partial
successes. Meanwhile, the ex-
pensive research continues,

A report by Dr. John J.
Theobald, New York school|
superintendent, at the end of
the 1960 school year noted
that 53,683 children had left
the city’s elementary schools
in the past three years for
parochial schools; that from

“Due to recent changes in
the Social Security Act, ap-
proximately a million people
nation-wide past retirement
age can now draw benefits for
some months of the year even
though they may have high
earnings,” stated Gus Jones,
Manager of the Sherman So-
cial Security District Office.

In years prior to 1961 a per-
son who earned over $2080
and worked al] twelve months
did not receive a check for
any month of the year. Now,
beginning this year, it's pos-
sible for a person to earn over
$2080 and still draw payments
for some months of the year.

The amount a person can
earn before losing benefit
payments for all twelve
months depends mainly on
the amount of his social secur-
ity benefit.

Jones suggests that those
people past retirement age (65
for men — 62 for women) get
in touch with their local so-
cial security office for further
information about this recent
change in the Social Security
Act.

J. O. Musick, General Man-
ager of The Texas Safety As.
sociation and Coordinator of
the Anrual Slow Down and
Live Program, makes this
comparison:

<72 years ago, a dam on the
Conemough River gave way
and a vast wall of water 20
feet high roared down on
helpless towns at a speed of
20 miles an hour. Within 60
minutes Johnstown, Pennsyl-
vania, a city of 30,000 people
was almost completely des-
troyed and 7 nearby hamlets
were wiped out. In that sin-
gle hour 2,209 men, women
and children lost their lives.

The Jchnstown flood was
one of three of the worst dis-
asters the United States has

ever experienced. The Galves-
ton tidal wave in 1900 took
6,000 lives. The Titanic, then
the largest ship afloat, took
1,517 people down with her
when she struck an iceberg in
1912. These three disasters
cost a total of 9,726 lives, ac-
cording to National Safety
Council figures,

By the most macabre coin-
cidence, the exact same num-
ber of lives —- 9,726 — were
taken in traffic accidents in
the United Strtes in three con-
secutive summer driving
months . . . June, July and
August of 1953. Three national
disasters — three consecutive
months' toll in traffic acci-
dents — the total was identi-
cal!

There is one major differ-
ence, however. The entire
world mourned the loss of life
caused by “natural” disasters.
