A report appearing in daily
papers lately is an indirect
reminder that there is good
judgment behind the city or-
dinance requiring non-combus-
tible roofing on all buildings
erected in Muenster.

The report says that wood
shingles were a major factor
in the disastrous fires of the
Los Angeles area a few weeks
ago. Prepared by fire safety
engineers of the National Fire
Protection Association, it
pointed out that more than
50 per cent of approximately
400 homes destroyed or se-
verely damaged were lost be-
cause they lacked fire resistant
roofing. In one canvon area
17 of the 20 homes with wood
shingles were destroyed
whereas only 2 of 10 homes
with fire resistant roofs, were
lost.

Fire fighters on the scene
told how it happened in many
cases, When burning debris
fell on wood shingles the fire
started so quickly and spread
so fast that the home
could not be saved. On the
other hand fire resistant roof-
ing usually gave firemen a
chance to knock out the blaze
before it made serious head-
way.

We of Muenster can take
comfort from that report and
be thankful to the far sighted
councilmen who insisted on
the safety factor for us. Our
homes are in less danger be-
cause of it.

That's only one of the bene-
fits, however. A big motive
behind the ordinance was re-
duction of insurance rates.
For years individual policies
were adjusted accordingly and
then, just a few years ago, the
city’s key rate was reduced
after a survey revealed a high
percentage. of fire resistant
roofs. It was a two way bar-
gain, We gained in safety and
economy.

An inferesting recent ex-
perience for yours truly was
the privilege of attending a
meeting of Alcoholics Anony-
mous. It revealed the dedicated
spirit and effective method of
a small proup of people in
helping others to overcome a
pitiful weakness.

The first factor in the suc-
cess of their program is a
charitable and understanding
attitude toward the problem
of the person they help. They
recognize that alcoholism,
though started through one's
own fault, is no longer a mat-
ter of his responsibility. It has
become a disease, marked by
physical craving and mental
compulsion, with a grip so
strong that few people by
their -own efforts are able to
cope with it.

Several all important fac -
tors are included in the pro-
gram to cure that disease. The
patient starts my setting goals
he feels capable of attaining.
At first each drinkless day is
a challenge in itself, and even-
tually success by the day pro-

vides the incentive for adopt- |,

ing longer goals which before
would have seemed insur-
mountable. The patient dis-
covers he has the determina-
tion to refrain by the week,
the month and the year.

Meanwhile he receives an
abundance of encouragement
and inspiration to bolster his
determination. The AA pro-
gram calls for frequent meet-
ings and social affairs.' The
patient has plenty of oppor-
tunity to associate with others
whose cures are constant re-
minders that his own cure is
also possible. Recovery be-
comes a matter of personal
pride. Attainment of each
goal become one's most im-
portant personal victory.

The social events serve a
double purpose of relieving
tension and also demonstrat-
ing that relaxation and enjoy-
ment are possible without
drinking.

Doubtless the most impor-
tant element in the success of
AA is faith in the grace of Al-
mighty God. Patients are en-
couraged to pray daily for His
help, and are reminded that
their chances are slim if they
try to go it without Him. And

successful AAs humbly ac-
knowledge the help they
have received. Instead of

claiming all credit for their
own success they say “by the
grace of God and the help of
AA, I have not taken a drink
since ——", which often is
many years ago.

Because of this, the AAs
can name some cases in which
alcoholism has been a blessing
in disguise. Some of them are
former athiests now clearly
aware of the existence of God
and His goodness. To a lesser
extent the same can be said

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VICTORY FOR FREEDOM

Early in October the Su-
preme Court of the United
States handed down a de-

cision of far-reaching signi-
ficance.

Kansas is one of the 19
states with right-to-work
laws — laws which say, in
effect, that a man may join
or not join a union. as he
voluntarily chooses, and have
the right to pursue his trade
in either case. A big union
attempted to get around the
Kansas law through a gim-
mick known as the agency
shop. Under the agency shop,
non-union  workers would
have to pay fees to the union
in order to hold their jobs.

In a court test, the Kansas
Supreme Court outlawed the

agency shop. The decision
was appealed to the highest
court in the land, which re-
fused a hearing, and thus up-
held the Kansas Court.

This marks a decisive vic-
tory for the freedom of a
man to make up his own
mind, without coercion from
either side, as to whether he
wants or does not want to
join a union and pay its dues.
There can be no doubt that
the court decisions accurately
reflect the will of Congress,
which authorized state right-
to-work legislation in the Taft-
Hartley law — and represent
a long step forward in pro-
tecting and \guaranteeing a
fundamental right of the in-
dividual citizen.

No Danger From Within?

THAT SPEECH by President Kennedy at Los Angeles
climaxed an attack by liberal forces of this country on patrio-
tic groups whose sole sin seems to be that they love their coun-
try and are worried about its future. We shall quote the pro-
vocative part of it:

“Men who are unwillings to face up to the danger from
without are convinced that the real danger comes from within

. We know that it comes from without, not within. It
must be met by quiet preparedness, not provocative speeches.”

NO DANGER from within, Mr. Kennedy? You really
can't be serious.

Pro-Russian forces within the United States stole the
atomic-bomb secret and passed it on to the Soviet Union.

Agreements at Tehran and Yalta were dictated from

within.
Gen. MacArthur was stopped at the Yalu River from
within — not by the Chinese communists,

Our policies which chased Chiang Kai-shek off the main-
land of China, isolated him on Formosa and resulted in com-
plete communist domination under Chou and Mao came from
within — not without.

Decisions which helped Castro take over Cuba and which
bungled the recent “invasion' attempt came from within —
not without.

Policies which furthered communism in the Congo, British
Guiana, Indonesia and Laos came from within — not without.

Successful penetration of our own feredal government
by 14 communist cells during the 1930s — later proved by
competent investigations — was aided from within, not with-
ouf.

When the danger of men like Alger Hiss and Harry Dex-
ter White was called to the attention of men in high places
and for years nothing was done to root them out, that in-
action came from within — not without.

Successful pentration of the United States by Russian
agents, operating through the United Nations, has been aided
from within — not without. Alger Hiss was the first secretary
general of the U. N.

Our record “from within” has not been good, Mr. Kennedy.

The American people have the fortitude and ability to
whip the Russians anywhere, and time, any place. But long
before you thought of being president, Mr. Kennedy, an at-
titude of complacency, softness — yes, of sympathy — toward
Russia had penetrated our government, our educational
systems, our media and some of our churches.

THE DALLAS NEWS well remembers, Mr. Kennedy,
how former Rep. Martin Dies of Texas — head of the Un-
American Activities, Committee — went to the late President
Roosevelt in the late 1930s and warned him about the pene-
tration of communists in our government.

In firm and threatening tones, Mr. Roosevelt told Dies to
“concentrate on the Nazis; the communists are no danger to
America."

No doubt he thought it. But mistakes can be a danger
from within, particularly mistakes influenced by evil forces
from without.

Mr. Dies, Rep. Walter, Senators McCarthy and Jenner all
proved to this country in investigations that there is a danger
from within and without. We should not minimize either. The
record is plain that we have had dangerous rats gnawing at
our own foundations and fattening on cheese-headed people
who refuse to trap them. — Dallas Morning News
