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After two months of the 
state sales tax we still hear 
lots of customer gripes about 
digging up that extra two per 
cent. But their beefing is 
feeble compared with that of 
the business men. Making out 
their first report and re-
mittance convinced them who 
is really stuck with the new 
law. Keeping separate ac-
counts was a big nusiance to 
begin with. 'Then came the 
added burden of getting all 
required figures in report 
form, with separate totals of 
taxable and tax free sales. 
Lots of them spent hours on 
the job. It's understandable 
that many big companies claim 
they need additional help to 
take care of the extra work. 
Besides, there's more red tape 
on tax exemption certificates. 

But this is only the be-
ginning of newly created work 
and expense. Reports have to 
be processed in Austin. That 
requires addition of thousands 
of paper fumblers to the state 
payroll. The provision which 
was intended to add substan-
tially to state revenue has 
also added substantially to 
state expense. 

This column for one hopes 
that the public howl of protest 
will be loud enough to force 
corrective measures in the 
next legislature. This thing 
is a monstrosity, not the sim-
ple solution is was intended 
to be. 

It's not that a tax is ob-
jectionable. If more revenue 
is needed let's provide for it. 
But must we have all the ex-
tra work and red tape and 
confusion? Why not simply 
decide how much is needed 
and impose a tax across the 
board to cover it. A report on 
total sales and a specified 
percentage of tax without 
segregating accounts. Forget 
the silly notion of exempting 
some items. In the e n d an 
average person would pay 
about the same anyway. 

Something needs to be 
done. There's no sense in all 
the burden on business, then 
creating a huge new bureau 
to process the flood of com-
plicated reports. 

The inconsistency of poli-
ticians is often amusing. For 
instance, Henry Gonzales af-
ter his congressional race vic-
tory in San Antonio last Satur-
day stated that an important 
factor in the outcome was the 
interference of Former Presi-
dent Eisenhower in the cam-
paign. Promptly thereafter the 
man announced that he was 
going to New York to help 
Mayor Wagner in his cam-
paign. To apply the same word 
in similar circumstances, he 
should have said that he was 
going to interfere in the New 
York contest. 

Also worthy of notice is the 
implication that Eisenhower's 
efforts were resented in San 
Antonio but Gonzales did not 
expect his efforts to be re-
sented in New York. The man 
seems to have a good opinion 
of himself. 

A more likely analysis of 
the Alamo City election is that 
the big factors were religion 
and nationality. Thousands of 
Catholics and Latin Americans 
gave their support because 
Gonzales is Catholic and La-
tin American. Add the liberals 
and traditional democrats and 
the outcome is understand-
able. The Republican candi-
date had the odds stacked 
against him. 

Unfortunately, that's how 
elections can be determined 
by political trickery. So few 
people stopped to think that 
religion and race have no 
bearing in the Washington 
business. What counts there 
are the issues which were 
cleverly disregarded in the 
campaign a n d which, if 
faced honestly might ha v e 
changed the outcome. San An-
tonio normally is more con-
servative than the vote indi-
cated. 

The folly of supporting a 
candidate on the basis of re-
ligion is clearly shown in the 
case of President Kennedy. 
The only time religion has 
been an issue in his adminis-
tration was in the controversy 
of parochial schools' eligibility 
for federal aid. And in that the 
president disagreed with most 
of his fellow Catholics. 

Nevertheless some Catholics 
say they favor having a pres-
ident who thinks like they do. 
But has Kennedy shown any 
inclination to follow Catholic 
principles in his thinking? 
Has he selected from Notre 
Dame, Fordham or Catholic 
University for his group of 
advisers? No, he got them from 
Harvard, the university that 
holds the record in this coun-

the Comrnuna.; Center Build-
ing. 

"Mr. Whitehurst will d)s-
cuss Texas Research Founda-
tion's research program with 
emphasis on The Renner Pas-
ture System and range grases 
and forage crops," W. C. Mo-
well, Committee Chairman, 
has announced. 

During the 4-year period of 
1958-61, the Foundation has 
obtained an annu it average 
of 309 poi Is of beef to the 
acre from pastures of oats 
and button clover in combin-
ation. Each acre has afforded 
an average of 139 straight 
grazing days a year, with 
each steer gaining an average 
of 2.21 pounds daily. 

The average wheat yield at 
Renner in 1961 was 46.3 
bushels an acre on land where 
all crop residues had been re-
turned to the soil and where 
a high level of fertility had 
been maintained. 

Mr. Whitehurst also will 
discuss a new grass, now un-
der investigation at Renner, 
which has produced more 
than 500 pounds of beef to the 
acre in 1961. 

The speaker is a specialist 
in the fields of soil and water 
conservation and farm man-
agement. A 1938 graduate of 
Texas A&M College, he had 
14 years of service with the 
Soil Conservation Service be-
fore he joined the staff of 
Texas Research Foundation in

During 1960, there were re-
peated complaints from anti- . 
communist leaders in the Congo 
that U. N. forces were working 
to undermine them and make it 
possible for Lumumba to re-
turn to power.

Belgian civilians who 
were serving as technicians and 
administrators were also order-
ed out of Katanga. In view of 
the lack of trained Africans this 
was a very harniful blow against 
the Katanga government of our 
friend, Moise Tshombe. 

The September 13, 1961 at-
tack on the anti-communist gov-
ernment of Katanga prompted 
Senator Thomas Dodd of Con-
necticut in a Senate speech that 
same day to say: "It is not the 
business of the United Nations 
Army, financed largely by Unit-
ed States money, to go about 
overthrowing anti-Communist 
governments and installing pro-
Communist coalition govern-
ments. . ." The above facts back 
up my long-time contention that 
the peace to which the U. N. is 
leading us is the peace of com-
munist prisons and slavecamps.

OVERTURE 
By Gilbert Lloyd 

The hour of reckoning with 
Red Russia drew palpably 
closer with the open, annouced 
and periodic blasting off of 
Soviet nuclear test bombs. 
With the sudden new advan-
tage of a UN rendered tra-
gically headless and helpless 
as a disabled airplane plunged 
into an African jungle, the 
Kremlin masters may well 
have been feverishly setting 
their time-table ahead. Here 
is the way it could happen. 

However soon Khrushchev 
decides the free world, and 
particularly the US, has been 
sufficiently softened up, his 
ultimatum may read like this: 

"The Soviet Union is now 
fully prepared to defend it-
self and to preserve peace. 
Atomic rockets are zeroed in 
on all imperialistic centers of 
aggression (i.e. cities); sub- 

On September 13, 1961 news 
dispatches reported that U. N. 
Forces had attacked Katanga 
Army units in Elisabethville. 
This U. N. move was described 
as an "unprecedented action." 
President Moise Tshombe of K a-
tanga is probably the best friend 
our nation and the free world 
has in the Congo. Katanga is 
the only province that has an 
efficient administration and has 
been able to improve its eco-
nomic position since being grant-
ed independence front Belgium. 
A major reason the Katanga 
province has enjoyed prosperity 
while the rest of the Congo has 
been' going downgrade is be-
cause of Belgian capital, Belgian 
knowbow, and the excellent re-
lations that existed between the 
Belgian technicians and advis-
ors and their Katangese counter-
parts. 

Why was this setup disrupted 
by the United Nations? Let us go 
back to July 14, 1960 and trace 
the ominous pattern which has 
developed. On that date the U.N. 
Security Council authorized Sec-
retary General Hammarskjold 
"to provide the government (of 
the Congo) with such military 
assistance as may be necessary 
until . . the National Security 
forces may beable, in the opinion 
of the government to meet fully 
their task." A UPI news dispatch 
on October 25, 1960 said that 
the U. N." moved into the Congo 
to maintain peace and help Lu-
mumba reassert authority." Lu-
mumba, of course, was the 
communist conspiracy's top 
stooge in the Congo until anti-

WHO'S BOSS? 
A short time ago the city 

council of a Michigan town of 
31,000 population turned down 
a request of an oil company to 
construct •two service stations. 
The reason given was that the 
city already has sufficient 
service stations to meet the 
need. 

Here is a unique precedent 
which, if applied down the 
line, could produce some re-
markable results. Entirely a-
side from the dubious legality 
of the council's decision, if 
municipal officials are to de-
cide how many service sta-
tions a community should 
have, they must also be en-
titled to decide on the num-
ber of retail stores, insurance 
agencies, newspapers, doctors 
and so on ad infinitum. 

The point is simply this: 
Should bureaucrats determine 
the extent of the goods and 
services available — or should 
business people and their 
customers? Putting it another 
way, who's boss — public 
servants or the public? 

The federal government is, 
among other things, the larg-
est electric power producer in 
the country, the largest in-
surer, the largest lender and 
the largest borrower, the larg-
est landlord and the largest 
tenant, the largest holder of 
grazing land, the largest hold-
er • of timberland, the largest 

owner of grain, the largest 
warehouse operator, the larg-
est ship owner, and the larg-
est truck fleet operator. For a 
nation which is the world's 
principal exponent of private 
enterprise and individual ini-
tiative, this is a rather amaz-
ing list.

TRUE — BUT! 
Facts — incontrovertible 

facts — can be misleading. 
The National Association of 
Food Chains points to a cur-
rent example. 

The official cost of living 
indices have, of late, shown 
rises in food prices. Typical 
headlines covering these sta-
tistical reports read, "Food 
Costs Lead Cost of Living 
Increase" and "Food Prices 
Zoom up 0.5 percent." 

This is perfectly true — but! 
The "but' lies in the fact that 
the reports don't show that 
U.S. food prices have declined 
32 per cent relative to wages 
in the last 12 years. 

That simply means that 
wage rates have moved up 
much faster than food prices. 
Thus — relative to income —
food is cheaper than ever be-
fore. According to the Asso-
ciation, retail food prices have 
increased less than 17, per 
cent since 1947-49, while wage 
rates have gone up 72 per 
cent. 

The point is that dollar fig-
ures are virtually meanling-
less, unless they are related to 
changes in our incomes and 
our purcllasing power. Judged 
by any such accurate yard-
stick, food is really a bargain 
today. 
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marines are in position off 
your coasts, and nuclear 
bombs have been pulanted at 
your centers of government. 

"Within 24 hours you will 
agree to withdraw all forces 
from Berlin and West Ger-
many, and to abandon all ag-
gressive bases now occupied 
outside the continental limits 
of the United States. 

"These actions will be 
carried out on the following 
schedule: From Berlin within 
two weeks, from Europe in 
two months, from all other 
foreign bases no later than 
four months. 

"If an affirmative reply is 
not received to this note with-
in 24 hours from time of 
transmittal, Soviet military 
forces will have no choice but 
to take defensive action to 
protect the integrity of the 
USSR." 

Similar communications will 
be handed to the British and 
French governments. 

While the big powers face 
their agonizing hour of de-
cision the smaller nations 
surrounding the USSR will 
be treated with even more 
abruptness. 

Finland, all of Scandinavia, 
Austria, Greece and Turkey 
will receive the bad news by 
way of radio broadcasts. 
Their orders will call for im-
mediate disarmament accom-
panied by declarations of 
friendship for the Soviet Un-
ion. 

Along with these demands 
the communists will prescribe 
that their borders be thrown 
open and Soviet inspection 
teams allowed unhindered 
access. 

No sooner have the fateful 
broadcasts been concluded 
when the skies over these 
small free countries will be 
filled with Red transport 
planes dropping massed par-
achute armies. And through-
out the world communist fifth 
columnists will riot and in-
cite civil disturbances. 

Red China is not sitting 
idly by while all this is going 
on. Similar ultimatums blar-
ing forth from Peiping will 
carry the same threats to the 
neutral and free countries of 
the Far East. 

Red guerrilla forces in Laos, 
Veitnam, Thailand, and Bur-
ma will come out in the open 
and be reinforced by regular 
Chinese communist troops. 

South Korea will be rein-
vaded while underground 
forces in Indonesia easily take 
over the government. India 
will be completely torn apart

Skirts go to 
sew-pinkers, huge machines 
that sew and pink the seams 
in one operation. Meanwhile 
other operators make collars, 
cuffs, sleeves, etc., and others 
sew them on. 

Joiners — the seamstresses 
who put skirt and bodice to-
gether — pass the garment 
on to zipper sewers. After

19 State Colleges 
Of Texas Enroll 
Over 100,000 

Enrollments in the 19 col-
leges and universities operated 
by the state government rose 
sharply this year — about 11 
per cent. 

Total head count at the 19 
schools this fall was 100,982. 
This compares with 91,860 a 
year ago and 52,568 only 10 
years ago. 

Addition of the University 
of Houston to the list of state-
supported colleges in 1963 will 
give the state school total a 
big jump. Its 11,860 enroll-
ment this fall makes it the 
second largest in the state, 
second only to the University 
of Texas' 20,396. 

Texas Tech at Lubbock has 
become the third largest with 
10,212 enrolled. 

Colleges and universities 
which are not state-supported 
showed a smaller gain than 
the state schools — from 59,-
036 to 60,924. One factor in 
the change was the move of 
Midwestern University a t 
Wichita Falls into the state-
supported group. 

Fastest-growing college is 
Arlington State. It had 1,318 
students 10 years ago and now 
8,318 to rank it fifth largest. 
Fourth largest is Texas A&M 
which has 8,835 students this 
fall.
